Democratic Nomlnallong, 
LEWIS CASS of Michigan, and WM. O. BUTLER 

of Kentucky, are the Democratic Can^dates tor 
President and Vice President of the United States 
for four years from the 4th of March next. It has 
been so settled by the Baltimore Convention after 
much debate, many difficulties, and severe trials ; 
the democrats now have nothing to do but to go to 
work and elect them—if they can. The proceed­
ings of this Convention are interesting and instruc­
tive on more than one account. From them we 
learn, ip a manner more clearly than can be gene­
rally learned from the public proceedings of either 
party, the operation of causes which are destined 
at no distant day to break up both of the great po­
litical parties of the country, and to bring about 
organizations founded more on geographical posi­
tions, and the question of slavery, than upon any of 
the other great measures of jtolicy which havehith 
erto divided the people of this country. The nom­
ination of CASS, whose last opinion upon the Wil-
mot Proviso was decidedly opposed to that cele­
brated humbug, is a concession to the Southern 
democrats; but the withdrawal from the C'onven 
tion of the Barnburners of New \ork, proves, that 
however willing the great body of the managers oi 
the Convention mav have been to evade the pro\ i*o 
issue, or to take Southern ground, there is a large 
and influential body of men, who have until- now 
acted with the democratic party, and who in fact 
compose the strength of that party in the largest 
state, who' will risk all their hopes of honor and 
office upon the anti-slavery issue, and are deter­
mined to force that issue to an immediate decision. 
This open outbreak in a party so perfectly organized 
and well-disciplined as the democrats have been 
reputed to be, ,is only an indication, of the feel­
ings at work in all the horthern slates and among 
all parties, and which may make the present one of 
the most singular and important presidential elec­
tions that has ever taken place. The same element 
of discord exists in the Whig party, except that the 
anti-slavery faction.in its ranks is much stronger, 
and more determined than it has proved itself 
among the deifiocrats, and fears are entertained by 
many of the Southern Whigs that it will have the 
controlling influence in the Philadelphia Conven­
tion. Whether this be so or not, the results of the 
late Convention will have a very material influ­
ence on that which is to meet on Monday next. 
The defection in New York gives the Whigs evefy 
chance of carrying that state by the nomination 
of the proper candidate. The barnburners' vote 
decides the State. But the candidate which is 
to receive that vote must suppport the Wilmot 
proviso ; should one be nominated who is not more 
fayorable to their views than CASS, old asso­
ciations and a similarity of opinions upon other 
measures, may induce them all to vote for the latter. 
The man who could accomplish this is Judge 
MCLEAN—either Gen. TAYLOR or Mr. CLAY would 
fail in the effort ; with the former, the contest would 
be close—with the latter, the democratic triumph 
almost certain. Again, it is believed that CASS has 
great popularity in Ohio, and we imagine that he 
was nominated mainly with the hope-that he could 
gain that State ; the strongest man that could be 
opposed to him in Ohio is Ju^ge MCLEAN, who 
would bé certain to carry the State. But aside 
from all these considerations, the great body of the 
whig parly of the North will be satisfied with 
MCLEAN—but they will oppose Mr. CLAY and Gen. 
TAYLOR for the same reasons that the Barnburners 
oppose CASS. The chance, therefore, seems to be 
that MCLEAN will be nominated, and both the 
whig and democratic parties be split between Nçrth-
eriî and Southern, pro-slavery and anti-Slavery fac­
tions. Under such circumstances, Gen. TAYLOR 
will, as we are assured from his letters, continue to 
be a candidate, and would rally arount^him a strong 
Southern support. 

In making this statement of facts and calculation 
of chances, we do not suppose that we shall please 
the politicians of either party, and we care very 
little whether we do or not. It is important that 
the people, who do the work and the voting, should 
know that there are real and irreconcileable divis­
ions of sentiment on the extension of slavery to 
new territory, between the Northern and Southern 
whigs, and between the Northern and Southern 
democrats. The question is soon to be.decided, so 
far as Congress can decide it. Any attempt to con­
ceal the rupture or to gloss it over, will only lead to 
fatal mistakes. There will be, anil in the nature 
of things can lie, no compromise. Let us look the 
fact in the face, and prepare to act with prudence, 
energy, and effect. The old party machinery is 
nearly worn out—it is fast giving way before this 
slavery question, and the South must prepare quietly 
to submit, or to seek safety in new combinations 
and modes of action. If anybody doeg not like 
this plain talk, he had better think twice before he 
condemns us. 

Reception of General Soott, 
The following is the account of the reception of 

General Scott, at Elizabethtown, N. J., on the 22d 
ultimo : 

(Jetterai Scott's reception yesterday at Elizabeth-
town, was worthy of his friends, neighbors and 
countrymen, who had assembled to do him honor. 
Thousands poured in from the surrounding country 
irt every direction. A stage was erected in front of 
the Courthouse, decorated with flags, etc., and at 
eight o'clock the procession was formed. 

After defiling through a portion of the town, the 
procession passed in front of the. General's residence, 
where were already met the deputation from New 
Vnrk. Alderman Crolius made a brief and happy 
address lo the General, setting forth the earnest 
iesire of the people of New York that he should 
,-isit that city to receive their thanks for his brilliant 
services. General Sandlord followed in behalf of 
the, military. 

General Scott replied with much' feeling. lie 
was deeply touched, he said, at such manifestations 

' of kindness. And however strong his predefermi-
nation, hpwever settled his own wishes, he felt con­
strained to yield to the claims of his countrymen, 
and to put himself as he did frankly, in the. hands of 
his fellow-citizens of New York. 

His remarks were received with very loud and 
hearty cheers. 

The procession then proceeded to the platform, 
where (Jen. Scott was addressed by Mayor Chet-
wood in some brief, animated and happy remarks. 

Gen. Scott replied with much emotion, lie said 
that it was more than thirty years since he took up 
his residence in this borough—that he never left it 
without regret, nor returned to it without pleasure. 
It was his home, and when abroad on public duty, 
it was the home of his better half, his wife and 
children. 

Returning now from a scene of distant'service, 
after enduring sufferings by sea and land, he was 
deeply touched by the hearty welcome here given 
to him. It was the more touching in coming from 
neighbors, friends and countrymen. He was poor 
in all but themselves. He could give nothing in 
return but a soldier's heart and the grasp of a sol­
dier's hand ; and that heart and hand his neighbors 
had made this day their own forever. 

This brief and touching appeal was received with 
deafening cheers, after w hich the Mayor announced 
that the General would receive such of his fellow-
citizens as chose, on the stand. Accordingly for 
nearly an hour an unbroken chain of men, women 
and children pressed on the stage, shaking the Ge­
neral's hand; and finally, the whole assembly de­
parted abundantly gratified, and without an acci­
dent of any sort to mar the happiness and sincerity 
of this home festival. m 

We understand that Gen. Scott,'after accepting 
tlie invitation from the committee from the Com­
mon Council of this city, was desired to fix a day 
for his reception, but he preferred to leave the whole 
jnatier in the discretion of those gentlemen, who ac­
cordingly fixed upon Thursday, May 25, to which 
the General promptly acceded. Arrangements will 
accordingly be made to give the gallant soldier a 
reception worthy of the great city of New York, 
but as yet they are only so far perfected as to enable 
us to state that at the hour of two p. M., on that day 
has been fixed upon for his landing at Castle Garden. 

Last evening a meeting of the field officers of the 
first division was held at the residence of General 
Sandford, when the preliminary steps were taken 
for the parade of the troops on the occasion, and we 
liazard nothing in predicting for that occasioft the 
largest turn out of the military ever seen in this city. 

TURPENTINE EPIDEMIC.—There is at the present 
lime a great mortality among the turpentine trees 
in North Carolina. In Brunswick county alone the 
damage has amounted to over §100,000. The 
cause of this epidemic among the trees is unknow n.

NOMINATION OF CASS AND BUTLER. — Laut

cided by a vote of 126 to 125, to admit both setts o 

delegates from New York. 
The vote on the first ballot f«r a candidate for 

the Presidency stood-Cass, 125 ; Buchanan, 57 : 
Woodbury, 51; Calhoun, 9; W orth, 3; Dalla*, . 

The New York Delegation not voting. 
Later We learn from a handbill issued by 

Picayune, that Mr. Cass was nominated on 
fourth ballot, receiving 179 votes. Gen. Butler was 
unanimously nominated for Vice President. The 
Barn-burners left in a body, and the Old Hunkers 
did not vote ; so New York took no part in the 

nomination. •

One Day Later from Europe. 
Arrival of tlie Steamship* Hermann^ 
The new steamship Hermann arrived at New-

York on the 22d ulf., in fifteen days from South­
ampton. She brings one day later news than the 
Caledonia. 

The Assembly of F ranee had solemnly proclaimed 
a republic in the presence of a concourse 200,000 
persons. The event is thus described in the Lon­
don Times : ' * 

The subjoined conclusion of your report from the 
Chamber of Representatives will show you that the 
veteran republican soldier, Gen. Connais, inter­
rupted a warm and somewhat desultory discussion 
on Thursday, on the necessity for the unqualified 
adoption by the Assembly of the Republic, with 
these words— ' 

" Citizen Representatives—The people demand 
that the members of the Provisional Government 
have the goodness to present themselves to them 
on the portico of the Palace, (Chamber,) and that 
the National Assembly have the goodnes to accom­
pany them." 

This proposition was received with loud exclama­
tions, in which cheering vastly predominated. 
When silence was in some degree restored, Gen. 
Courtais added— ' 

" In consequence, I propose that the Provisional 
Government and the citizen representatives pro­
ceed to the portico of the Palace." 

This took place about half-past 5 o'clock. 
1 have not time for further description. The 

Republic was proclaimed and accepted unequivo­
cally by the National Assembly, in the presence of 
200,000 of the people of Paris. "Woe to those or 
to jny class who shall occasion doubts of the sin­
cerity of that acceptation ! " I hear at every side 
to-day, "to retract is impossible." The slightest ap­
pearance of reaction will raise Paris in flames and 
deluge its streets with blood. 

From all that I have seen and heard, this is the 
general impression produced by the events of yes­
terday. 

The mass of people proceeded to the bridge which 
separates the Place de la Concorde from the Cham­
ber of Representatives. 

The scene that presented itself defies description 
The colors of the National Guards had been brought 
within the railing by the time that I arrived. Some­
thing was wanting, but it was soon forthcoming. 
" The colors of the army ! " were called for in 
voices of thunder. They were brought forward, 
and then recommenced the proclamation of the 
republic, the acceptance of it and the fraternization 
of the 20th of April ; but it would seem that the 
enthusiasm yesterday surpassed that observable on 
the day just mentioned, and it was stimulated by 
the thunder of the cannon of the Invalides. 

The National Assembly, the faithful interpreter 
of the sentiments of tlie people, by whom it has 
been elected, previous to commencing its labors— 

" Declares, in the name of the French people, 
and in the face of the entire world, that tlieRepub-
lic proclaimed on tlie 24th of February^848, is 
and shall rerrftin the form of the Government of 
France. 

" The Government desired by France has adopted 
the motto ' Liberty, Equality, Fraternity.' 
." lri the name of the country, the National As­

sembly entreats Frenchmen of every political party 
to forget former feuds, and to form in future but 
one family. The day ön which the representatives 
of the people met is lor all the citizens the feast of 
coneord and fraternity. Vive la République ! " 

The Times adds : 
" The letter of our private correspondent is just 

received, with that important proceeding; bill it 
refers to another and not less momentous question— 
war. All the accounts that had reached him led 
to the apprehension that war between France and 
Austria was all but inevitable." 

The following is still later, having been trans­
mitted by telegraph from London to Southampton, 
before the sailing of the steamer Hermann : 

PARIS, Friday evening, May 5.—The National 
Assembly met at noon, and after verification of 
powers the ballot for the election of President com­
menced. It opened at 4 o'clock, and closed at 6, 
when M. Bûchez was declared President. Paris 
was tranquil when the dispatch left. 

M. Buchez was the candidate advocated by the 
J OUT fia! des Debuts against 31. Trelaf. who was put 
forth by the National Assembly as the candidate of 
the Provisional Government. 
* Considerable uneasiness prevailed, and an im­
pression is entertained that the proclamation of the 
Republic yesterday was the result of intimidation 
by the mob outside, through'General Courtais and 
other partisans of the Ministry. 

It is said the Representatives were forced into 
that proceeding by its being intimated to them that 
its refusal would de attended with danger. 

Another report is that a compromise has taken 
place between the two parties, and that three Con-
uls w ill be proposed—Dupont (de d'Elure,) La­

martine, and Ledru-Rollin. 
Such a coalition would satisfy no party, and 

would be followed by similar struggles as the pre­
sent. MM. liollin ami E. Arago, and fifteen other 
Deputies, met to-day to organize an extreme left 
section of the Assembly. The Provisional Go­
vernment will not order the Army of the Alps into 
Lombardy, till so required by the Milan Govern­
ment or by Charles Albert. There were three 
candidates for the Presidency of the Convention. 
The scrutiny gave these results,: Buchez, 390 ; 
Trelat, 234 ; Recumb, 91. 

The insurgents are still masters of Limoges. Or­
der prevails there nevertheless.

French Foliticn-Oamiaimlsin, 
We promised a few days smfe to give a general 

view of the different systems for the improvement 
of the social condition <?f the laboring classes, w hich 
had been projected and discussed during the last 
thirty years ; and which systems, or rather the 
wants which gave rise to them, are now working 
their effects upon the whole political organization 
and social economy of Europe, and which are 
likely to lead to some immediate results in the recon­
struction of the Government of France. We shall 
endeavor to redeem the promise, with the more 
readiness, as we are convinced tluit without some 
general idea of these great social movements, the 
transactions now taking place will be nearly unin­
telligible to the great mass of our readers, and many 
well digested and perhaps necessary measures will 
appear to be dangerous or useless innovations upon 
the preexisting order of things. 

The political economists at the head of whom 
stood the great founder of the Modern School, 
Adam Smith, and among the distinguished teach­
ers of which, were Say, Ricardo, M'Culloch and 
others, had carried tW science of the production of 
wealth to its highest point of perfection. Their 
theories of free trade, of the division of labor, of the 
nature and employment of capital, and of the stim­
ulating effects of unrestricted competiton, left no­
thing to be desired, so far as the principles of pro­
duction were concerned ; and the discoveries of 
Watt and the inventions of Arkwright gave new-
force and power to the elements which these phi­
losophers had analyzed and classified. The sci­
ence of production was complete—and the ma­
chinery of production, from the discovery of the 
power and application of steani, was rapidly advan­
cing to perfection. Wealth, almost boundless, ap­
peared to lie within the grasp of man. Hut would 
this wealth contribute to the general happiness? So 
every one hoped and believed. But the delusion 
was soon dissipated. Malthus, iu an " essay upon 
population," demonstrated in the clearest manner, 
and by a chain of reasoning of the coldest and most 
unfeeling kind, that in the present constitution of 
society, which he took for the basis of his system, 
population would aLvvays be' encroaching upon 
subsistence, and that the only limit to its increase 
was the starving point ; that consequently the con­
dition of the laboring classes must ever grow worse, 
until they had attained the lowest level consistent 
with the maintenance of animal life. This theory, 
so revolting to every generous feeling, so destruc­
tive of all noble emotions, so blighting to every hope 
of the future, has been often assailed but never re­
futed. In France, Sismondi in his work, Nou­
veaux Principes d'Economie Politique, showed-that 
the principles of the political economists, while 
they pointed out the mode of increasing the mass 
of wealth, at the same time, would, reduced to 
practice, increase the suffering, and misery, and 
degradation that Malthus had pomfed out. That 
the employment of large capitals must, in a 
system of free competition, reduce the small capi­
talist to the condition of the laborer. That com­
petition among laborers striving for food must reduce 
the wages of all, and thai the substitution of ma­
chinery for human power must still further deterior­
ate their condition and augment their misery. He 
did not rest upon mere theory, he demonstrated the 
truth of his conclusions by existing facts. He 
pointed to the condition of England, where the ac­
cumulation of Wealth during the last fifty years has 
been the wonder and admiration of the w orld ; but 
where the attendant increase of destitution, pau­
perism and crime has been appalling. He pointed 
to France and Germany, where the same causes 
have been in operation with like results. He clearly 
foresaw the tendency of all this—that it must end 
in the general overthrow of all governments and of 
all society, or in the perpetual degradation and 
suffering of the greater part of the human race. 
But clearly understanding the evil, he did not pre­
tend to point out a remedy. This was a problem 
beyond his power to solve ; and he poncludes his 
book by the despairing confession, " that having 
pointed out w herein consisted the true principles of 
justice, 1 do not feel myself capable of indicating 
the means of execution ; the distribution of the 
profits of labor among those who contribute to pro­
duce them, appears to me to beHvicious ; but it 
seems to me almost above human capacity to con­
ceive of a condition of property absolutely diffèrent 
from that with which we are acquainted by experi­
ence." The alarm,which the work of Sismondi 
caused among the thinking people of Europe, caused 
many to turn their attention to the discovery of a 
remedy for the evil which had been exposed in so 
masterly a manner. Tlie question was eminently a 
pressing and a practical one, and it early assumed 
a religious character. Of the particular schemes 
we cannot treat in this number—indeed, each sect 
of reformers richly deserves and shall receive a 
special article—but the general tendency of the 
whole may be gathered from the following extract 
from the book of Vicomte Alban de-Villeneuve-
Bargemont, entitled Economie Politique Chrétienne: 
" What appears certain is, that the days of monop­
oly and oppression are finished, never to return, 
and that a great transition approaches. Now, it 
can only be brought about in two ways: either by 
the violent irruption of the suffering and laboring 
classes against the masters of property and indus­
try, that is' to say, by a return to barbarism—or by 
the general anil practical application of the princi­
ples of justice, of morality, of humanity and of 
charity. All the knowledge of statesmen, all the 
efforts of good men, should be employed lo prepare 
the way for this transition by the means of persua­
sion anil wisdom. There is evidently a new devel­
opment of Christianity called for by the world.. 
Christian charity, at length put in action in politics, 
in laws, institutions and customs, can alone preserve 
the social edifice from the frightful dangers which 
threaten it—beyond that WIl is a delusion and a lie." 
In our next article upon this subject, we shall treat 
of the St. Simonians, or New-Christians, and of 
their social system. 

The French Elections. 
We have frequently cautioned our readers against 

placing reliance upon the accounts of French af­
fairs published in the. Englièh paper?. Those reck­
less supporters of a corrupt oligarchy, seeing their 
own political régime endangered by the success of 
the French Republicans, find it necessary in order 
to sustain themselves to resort to a most contempti­
ble system of falsification and aîmse. Actuated by 
their innate abhorrence of everything republican, 
these hired traducers have been engaged in a sys­
tematic effort to bring the French Provisional Go­
vernment into contempt, and to excite the hatred 
of the people against it, by inventing and propa­
gating the most infamous slanders. Against two 
members in particular their attacks have been di­
rected—M. Ledru Rollin ^id M. Louis Blanc— 
men who, however erronemra may be their peculiar 
views, must at least be given credit for sincerity of 
opininh, anil purity of motive. The tory journals 
wished M. Ledru Rollin's defeat, and their wishes 
were heralded forth to the. world an ascertained 
fact, by the assertion that Rollin, Blanc, Cabetand 
some others had failed to secure their election to 
the Convention. The table of members elect, ex­
tracted from the Paris National, which we puo-
lislied yesterday, showed the falsity of this state­
ment. But riot content with one falsehood, Messrs. 
Willmer&Smith, in the following paragraph, carry 
their mendacity still further : 

" The returns of the French election are now 
completed, and notwithstanding the utmost exer­
tions of the French Republicans and Communists, 
w ho left neither fair nor foul means untried to effect 
their purpose, the lists exhibit a triumphant testi­
mony to the popularity of the principles propounded : 
and acted upon by Lamartine and the moderate J 
party. Indeed, so clearly and prominently has the ! 
expression of the popular feeling been manifested, j 
that some fears are entertained of the minority re­
sorting to ulterior measures, in order to render the I 
past proceeding of the Provisional (»overnment nu­
gatory." 

This can mean nothing else than that at the re­
cent elections the Republican party lias been de­
feated, and that Lamartine and his followers are 
averse to such a form of Government. Of this no

will believe such evident nonsense. The annexed 
extract from a letter to the Boston Advertiser, we 
believe to present nearly the true state of the case, 
and the writer seems to be more nearly devoid of 
prejudice than most of those from whom we derive 
our information, nor does lie indulge in any of that 
inyectiv%against certain members of the .grovis-

ional Government, which is unfortunately too gen­
erally adopted by our contemporaries : 

• " I cannot urge upon you too often, the necessity 
of receiving with great distrust, the intelligence 
from France that comes to you refracted through 
English newspapers. The conversational capital 
of those estimable old women—the concierges— 
composed of all the idle stories repeated by the 
chiffoniers and street-comer-patriots—would seem 
to lie served up in daily instalments, for the edifi­
cation of English readers. 

" You ask me w hat impression Louis Blanc's 
views have made in France. I should be glad to 
reply to this question fully, and regret that time 
will not now permit. It is necessary to divide my 
hurried answer. L. Blanc has develojied vie\vs of 
the actual state of societ q in France, the justice of 
which few persons will deny : he proposes a reme­
dy for tlie evils which are gnawing into the social 
body, and here there are wide differences of opin­
ion. I am convinced that his remedy would only 
aggravate public distress, and such will be, before 
long, to all apjiearances, the opinion of those who 
have upheld his theories. Still, he will have ren-. 
dered immense service lo France and to humanity, 
by forcing upon the public mind the necessity of 
opening school-houses—of spreading instruction— 
of restoring to the poor and meritorious those free 
places in colleges .which have been used as electo­
ral money for buying the votes of the rich—of 
taking off the tajes upon bread, meat and salt—of 
organizing labor, by removipg impediments to la­
bor—by opening roads—by abolishing duties on 
manures and articles of first necessity in manufac­
tures—by encouraging the introduction of improved 
tools—by extending savings banks—and by other 
measures of a similar character, the necessity of 
enacting w hich at the present momefit, is the se­
verest commentary on the Government that has 
fallen. 

* * - * "Cormoninis charged with the draft 
of the new Constitution, and it is impossible to 
make him incline to more than one Chamber. He 
throws out the Executive Council, however, and 
adopts a President. There are several provisions, 
however, relative to the discussions of bills in com­
mittees of the Chamber, which wiH give perhaps as 
great guarantees tor calm deliberation and second 
thought as could he obtained from a second Cham­
ber constituted as it would be possible now to con­
stitute one in France."
