THE HAUNTED HOITSE.—'This celebrated buo--
bear of youn-f cliildreii and old ladies who are firm 
believers in ihe T\\i?tewe oi gliosis, demons and 
hobgoblins, has at last been disposed of for 
the sum of $100.000. It is a splendid piece of 
projierty and well worth the money for which il 
w-as sold. Paint upon the outside and rejuvenat­
ing the floors by means of the scrubbing brush, 
will exorcise the spirits who for years past are sup­
posed lo have laken possession of this time-honored 
tenement. On a dark night when little boys and 
chicken-hearted bigger boys passed this venerable 
mansion, they invariably whistled, believing no 
doubt that the ghosts who were wont to inhabit it 
were partial to such a kind of music. Many an 
elderly maiden and many an a^-d African have de­
clared upon their veracity that they have seen 
people like St. Denis of France, going in and out 
with their heads under their arms, and carriages 
" all dressed in crape " standing before the door. 
Others Jiave contended that they have seen skele­
tons with faces as white as snow, peering through 
the windows and gnashing their teeth in the most 
ghost-like manner. Balls of blue fire were also 
wont to illuminate the house, and a myriad of ju­
venile demons are said lo have danced a fandango 
regularly every Friday night in the dining room 
hall. All these things, shortly, however, will give 
place to the sounds of peace and prosjierity, and in­
stead of goblins with gongs in their bony paws, we 
hope to see ladies with lutes in their ivory fingers, 
and instead of fleshless creatures prancing about, 
(ghosts do 'nt have corns.) we hope to see fair w o­
men tripping it on " the light fantastic toe." 

THE COURTS.—'* Nothing," that Gß?AT power 
that takes possession of the Judicary during the 
summer season, held absolute reign yesterday. 
Merchants, to be sure, were settling up their bills ; 
difficult promissory note cases were discuSsed with 
much ardor, and many of the younger members of 
the bar endea^red lo prove thai the cases entrusted 
to them were of the utmost importance. A f»u 
weeks more and the Wal gentlemen, for ihe most 
part,, will betake themselves to the watering-places.

CURIOSITY AND CALF'S BRAINS.—We yester­
day saw two great curiosities in the office of the 
Mayor. One was the Mexican idol with its neck 
broken clean off, reposing just as if»nothing had 
happened in its beautiful sarcophagus, and the 
other was the brain of a calf neatly enveloped in a 
piece of brown paper. A gentleman by the name 
of Lestrade, who was considerably interested in the 
milk trade, came to the conclusion that he could 
manufacture milk considerably faster than the cows 
could, and accordingly he went to work as follows : 
Recipe—to make artificial milk : " To half a pound 
of calf's brains, add two large lumps of well 
pounded chalk, then pour into four gallons of water 
about a pint of new milk.

" 'Cause the shingling would prevent the rain from 
leaking intu their milk!" Rather wishey-washey. 

MYSTERIOUS.—Coroner S[>edden yesterday held 
an inquest on the body of a male child, supposed to 
be a German by birth, about three years of age, 
name unknown. The child was found in a codin 
floating in the river opposite 3IcCarty's plantation. 
There was a large stone attached to a piece of rope 
on the top of the cofiin, which was painled black. 
The corpse, which was considerably decomposed, 
was neatly dressed, and had on a handsome cap, 
fringed with rich lace. The coroner's physician, 
after having examined the body, stated that the 
neck of the child had been broken, but w hether 
through accident or design he could not determine. 
A verdict was rendered accordingly. The fact of a 
stone having been placed upon the top of the coffin, 
the garments of the child, and the conclusion come 
to that its neck had been broken, render the aflàir 
both strange and mysterious. 

THREATENING.—A slave named Martha Jones, 
belonging lo Mr. Miller, was yesterday arrested at 
the request of Mary Owens, w ho charges her with 
having used towards her abusive language, and 
also threatening her life. The accused was re­
manded for future examination. 

TRUNK BREAKING.—Peter Ellis yesterday made 
affidavit against a negro for having stolen a quan­
tity of wearing apparel, and $35, which was the 
pro|ierty of Mrs. llelena. The negro w as entrusted 
with a trunk belonging to the lady in question, and 
had been given orders where to deposit it. He, 
however, appropriated it to his own use, and the 
police are alter him with a remarkably sharp pointed 
slick. 

DISCHARGED.-—Lewis Kelly was yesterday ex­
amined on the charge of striking and severely 
wounding Mrs. Morgan. The evidence was not 
sufficient to substantiate the charge, and Kelly was 
dismissed. 

A SHOCKING CASE.—A little girl not more than 
ten years of age, iiy the name of Elizabeth Daley, 
w as yesterday brought before Recorder Baldwin 
on the charge of having stolen $5 from a woman 
who has made herself notorious by appearing in 
the police dock from two to three times every month 
during the last two years. We well recollect the 
first time that this woman was taken up, upon the 
affidavit of a cabinet maker, who now keeps in 
Magazine street. He then accused her of being a 
vicious and disorderly person, and stated that she 
was in the habit of inveigling little girls into her 
house in order to lead them into a track, the most 
dishonorable that the female sex can tread. The 
litile girl yesterday stated to the Recorder that she 
had been placed or rather left at this vile den by 
her own mother, bui that she could not tell where 
lier parent lived. The Recorder sent an officer 
with her in order" to find out the location of her pa­
rent's residence, and the case will be examined 
this morning. 

ECCENTRIC.—Jimmy Kivahaw w its arrested on 
Wednesday night last at the requestof Mr. Synam, 
for having been found sleeping in a new building. 
Jimmy detested old boarding houses, and the pro­
prietors of old boarding houses detested him, and he 
according^ betook himself to a building that had 
no crown on its head—no roof upon its top. Jimmy 
was sent to the Work-house for thirty days. 

BEATING A WATCHMAN.—Watchmen beat the 
pavements with their sticks, but they sometimes 
set beat themselves by heaven-forsaken individu­
als w ho have no respect for the awful sound of the 
rattle, and who care not a pin for the challenge of 
the faithful guardians of the night. Yesterday a 
|>erson by the name of John Glenn was brought be­
fore Recorder Baldwin on the charge of having 
assaulted watchman J. K. Drummond, of the 
Second Municipality Police. Glenn was sent to 
the First District Court for trial, under S5Ü0 bonds. 

THE TATE SCRAPE.—The examination of Mrs. 
Tate and her husband Oeorge Tate, for having 
pelted the domicil of Martin Jennings with brick­
bats and other missiles, was taken up yesterday by 
Recorder Baldwin. After a long examination, the 
female Tate was respectfully requested to give bail 
for her future good behavior, and the arms of the 
male Tate were released from the bondage of the law. 

STEALING JEWELRY.—John Ochighlevich yes­
terday accused a colored woman named Margaret 
Smith, who was living in his house as a servant, 
with having stolen from him three gold shirt buttons 
worth $4.50, and a gold chain valued at $30. A 
warrant was issued for the arrest of the person 
accused. -

LUCKY MAN .—A Prussian by the name of Carl 
Wollsdar, who had just arrived in this city, was 
yesterday morning found lying very much " how 
come you so," in the middle of the street. It was 
lucky for him that the " b'hoys" did not get hold of 
his precious body, else they would have relieved 
him of a small bag of gold that he 11 ai I upon his 
person. The Recorder fined him $5, and intimated 
that he had no desire to see him again.

The aggregate income of the IG persons receiv­
ing over X'SO.OOO each per annum w as £1,198,842, 
or an average of £'7-i,800 to each. In this income 
of £'74,K()0 are more than 4'J8 incomes of XI50 
each. Vet there is only one proprietor to these 498 
incomes, and he has no kirger stomach, perhaps, 
than a man who receives hut a single £'150. Vet 
this man, who just lives on £150, has to pay £3 
out of it to the Government. The owner of I lie 4'JS 
incomes of tjie same size has to pay also £3 out of 
that particular income on which lie lives—but then 
he hits the 497 other incomes. And what is it to 
him if he does have to pay £3 on each of the in­
comes on which he does n't live ? After paying the 
whole £1,494 tax, he has £73,306, or more than 
488 incomes, left. Thus a pro rata tax which bears 
heavily on the man of small means is not. a feather 
to the rich. An income of £50,000 would not feel 
a tax of 30 per cent, so much as m income of £150 
would feel 3 per cent. To he just, the rate of tax­
ation should not be constant, but increase with the 
property.
