THE EX-ROYAL FAMILY OK FRANCE. — The 
Paris Journal, La Liberté, contains the following : 

The fall of Louis Philippe is without precedence 
for completeness and promptitude. The Qnly con­
solation that remains to him is the concord that 
has always existed in his family, and which con­
tinues unimpaired in their adversity.^^^k,. 

It is now known that the secure MvëÂtnierits of 
money ascribed to the ex-King, are meré'èastles in 
the air. But for the Queen of tiie Belgians, the 
present occupants of Claremont would be penniless. 
Of all their past splendors nothing is left but a sin­
gle carriage. Their only comjKinions are Madame 
de Montjoie, an old friend of Madame Adelaide, 
Dr. Pigache, and Generals Dumasand Rumigny. 

Messrs. De Joinville and D'Aumale live with 
their parents in the greatest simplicity. One of 
them had invested in the French funds all his wife's 
fortune except the diamonds and plate; ihe whole 
lias been up under sequestration, though it had no 
connection either with the private domain or with 
the funds assigned by Louis Philippe to his children 
in 1830. 

An admirable letter is said to have been written 
to the Provisional Government by 3Iessrs. De Join­
ville and D'Aumale. These young Princes remind 
the government, it is said, that as officers of the 
navy and army, they hold their swords at the ser­
vice of their country. 

The Duchess of Orleans has not been seen by any 
member of the family since the 21th of February, at 
three o'clock in the morning. 

CCS*- A new place of repose for the dead called 
the " Rockland Cemetry," has been opened at 
Piermont, near New York. 

LATER FROM RIO JANEIRO.—By the arrival of 
the ship Courier at New York, dates have been re­
ceived from Rio Janeiro to the IGllt of April. 

The U. S. frigate Brandywine, bearing the broad 
pennant of Commodore Storer, arrived at Rio on 
ihe 6th of April, bringing news from Montevideo 
to the 23d of March. At the latter place, on the 
night of the 20th of March, the distinguished Ar­
gentine author, Don Florencio Varela, editor of 
the Commercio del Plula, was barbarously assassi­
nated before thg door of his own dwelling. He 
was beloved and respected by all the population of 
Montevideo. 

The Governor of Montevideo has prohibited all 
communication with the camp of Oribe. The 
Junta! do Commercio of the 15th ult. says : 

We have to-day received letters and papers of 
the 29th ult. from Montevideo. A new negotiation 
has appeared to adjust the question of the Rio de la 
Plata, which has yet hardly been commenced. 
Messrs. Gros and Gore have addressed notes to the 
Governor of Montevideo, to the General-in-Chief 
of the Argentine Confederacy, and to the Governor 
of ljuenos Ayres, limiting themselves, as is asserted 
to announcing the object of their mission—the paci­
fication of the Rio dé la Plata. The Governor of 
Montevideo and General Oribe replied, communi­
cating their assent. On the 26lh the British 
steamer Alecto returned front Buenos Ayres with 
the reply of the Argentine Government, but its tenor 
was not known. * The agents of the intervening 
powers still remain on board. 

The blockade of Sallado, Ensenada and Buceo 
continues to be suspetfNed. 

The Provisional Assembly of Rio Janeiro was to 
open on the 20th of May. 

Senor Manuel Joaquim Henriquez de Palva is 
named Secretary of the Government, for the pro­
vince of the Rio del Norte. 

Great excitement was occasioned by the new s of 
the French revolution. The French Consul hauled' 
down Iiis flag and refused to act until he should re­
ceive orders from France. 

Lord Snovvden was to sail for England in a short 
time. The IJ. S. brig Perry was up Ihe river. 
Freights were dull, and a good crop of coffee was 
coming in. 

VENEZUELA—Puerto Cabello, Mat/ 1, 18-18.-—It_ 
appeared to be a fixed fact that Gen. Paez has 
been driven by Monagas' troops across the frontier 
of New Granada—at least so assert the Government 
bulletins; and as we can obtain nothing to contra­
dict this statement, (but mere rumors presumed to 
be fabricated on the spot.) we are prone to. give 
some credit to it. (Jen. Monagas lias taken np his 
line of march upon Maracaiboat the head of 4000 
or 5000 men. according to the statement made to 
his party. If so, it would seem almost impossible 
for that place to resist any length of time. Mara-
caibo, say the Government party, is the only por­
tion of tiie country in the hands of ihe opposite 
party, and cannot hold out. long. It is, I can assure 
you, extremely painful to be obliged to give you ac­
counts of the unsuccessful efforts of Gen. Paez, thus 
far, to reestablish Ihe constitution. The party of 
Monagas, sustained by the Guzmanites, have a 
complete sway. The masses have been led t» be­
lieve by Guzman and the miscalled Government, 
that they have but one choiee-*-either to sustain 
On. Monagas and be free, or liecome slaves for 
life under the rule of Kinsr Paez! Such are the 
dnctrines continually kept before the people by the 
press in the pay of Monagas. Such are perfectly 
aware of tiie gross ignorance of the majority of the 
iteople of this country, and that they are easily led 
avvav bv demagogues !—Correspondence of the Jour­
nal of Commerce\ 

A DILEMJIA.—That clairvoyant murder case in 
Boston will be an exceedingly queer nut for the law-
vers. and the judges, and the doctors to crack—if it 
ever comes off, as has been promised. In the first 
place', the clairvoyant, Miss Freeman, can give no 
testimony at all in her normal state, and the court 
will have to choose between sentencing her for con­
tempt, or permitting her to be then and there mes­
merized ! If the latter, is " talking in one's sleep," 
to be submitted to the jury as evidence in law? and 
e\en then would not the " believers" and " unbe­
lievers," in a "notional" way, half murder each 
other in agreeing about a verdict ?—Reveille. 

Reception of Gen. Scott in New York. 

On the 26th ult., according to previous arrage-
ment, the visit of General Scott to New York took 
place. The day was most auspicious, and the en­
thusiasm of the people unbounded. It is estimated 
by the Courier and Enquirer that 200,000 people 
witnessed the cereinouies. 

The order of the proceedings was in this wise :— 
Soon after 11 o'clock the steamboat St. Nicholas, 
which was put at the disposition of the Common 
Council by her liberal owner. Mr. Isaac Newton, 
left Castle Garden for Elizabcthport, having on 
hoard the committee of arrangement of the two 
Boards, and some hundreds ol invited guests and 
official personages. She reached Elizabethport 
about half past 1*2 o'clock, and there met the cor-
{Mjratc authorities of Elizabethtown, having in 
charge their honored townsman, Gen. Scott. 

On surrendering him to the committee of the 
Common Council of New York, the Mayor of Eliza­
bethtown, Mr. E. Sanderson, made an appropriate 
address to Mr. Morris Franklin, President of the 
Common Council of New York, and acting Mayor 
of New York. 

Mr. Morris Franklin then addressed the General, 
to whom he replied : 
Mr. President, and Gentlemen of the Commay Council of 

New fork, ami my fellow-citizens in general : 
Designing to spend quietly a few days in tins neighborhood, 

I have on your kind demand come forth from retirement, to 
surrender mysell a prisoner into the hands ot friends. 

The grand city ot* New York, already the emporium of one 
hemisphere—and destined to become the emporium of both-
having determined through her authorities to do honor to a 
public servant of our common country—true to her own 
greatness, without measuring his little merit—performs that 
generous office m a manner worthy of herself and of the Uni­
ted States. 

If 1 had looked to considerations merely personal, 1 should 
have deoiined the high distinctions tendered me, but 1 knew 
1 was to be received by you as the representative ofthat vic­
torious army ii was so laiely my goou fortune to command— 
an army thai has carried the glory of the American aims to a 
height that has won universal admiration and the graUtude 
of all heart» at home. 

Avery large portion of the rank and file of that army-
regulars aiul volunteers—went forth from the city of New 
York to conquer or to die. It was my lot to observe their ir­
resistible valor and prowess. All dangers, difficulties and 
hardships were met and conquered. 

The Irish, and the Germans, the Swiss and the French, the 
Briton and other adopted citizens, fought in the same ranks, 
under the same colors—side by side with native born Ameri­
cans—exhibiting like courage and efficiency, and uniting, at 
every victory, in the same enthusiastic shouts in honor ol our 
Hag and country. 

From Vera Cruz into the capital of Mexico there was gen­
erous rivalry in heroic daring and brilliant achievement. Let 
those who saw that career of valor and patriotism say, if they 
can, what race according to numbers, contributed most to 
the general success and glory of the campaign. 

On the many hard fought fields there was no room for in­
vidious distinction. All proved themselves the faithful sons 
ot one beloved country ; and no spectator could laii to dis­
miss any lingering prejudice he might have entertained as to 
the comparative merits of Americans by birth and Ameri­
cans by choice and adoption. 

As the honored representative of all, I return among you to 
bear this testimony in favor of my glorious lellow soldiers in 
the field, the army of Mexico ; and I congratulate you and 
them that the common object of their etforts and your hopes 
—the restoration of peace—i» m all probability now attained. 

Passing Governor's island a salute was fired from 
Castle Williams, and then passing the Battery, 
alive literally with troops and citizens, and the boat 
shot along up the North River, and after making a 
turn as high as Iloboken returned to the Jersey 
shore, and then crossing the river brought to at Cas­
tle Garden. * 

The General, accompanied by his staff and the 
Cpmmittee of Arrangements, landed, and was fol­
lowed by the numerous company on board, and in­
troduced into the magnificent saloon of Castle 
Garden, the spacious galleries of which were filled 
with spectators, as was the area of the garden. 
Mr. Franklin and the committee having mounted a 
platform arranged for receiving and presenting the 
General—followed by the honored guest and oth­
ers—anil having succeeded in establishing silence, 
said in substance : 

General, in the absence of the Chief Executive of our 
city, the pleasing duty has devolved upon me, as acting 
Mayor, of congratulating you on your return to the bo>om 
of your family—to the midst of your affectionate and con-
tiding friends. It is unnecessary, on this occasion, that 1 
should dilate upon the noble traits which you have displayed, 
and which are characteristic of your history—for they are em­
blazoned in colors of living light upon the proudest tablet in 
the niche of your tame (loud cheers). 

And, now, ièllow-citizens. (turning to the audience,) I 
have to present to you the hero of Chippewa, ol Uuuens-
town, and of Lundy's Lane (enthusiastic cheering)—the 
conqueror of Vera Cruz and ot the Capital ol Mexico. 
It remains for you to say whether you will receive and wel­
come him as the guest of our proud and noble city ; and lor 
the purpose of testing this proposition 1 have to request that 
all in favor of it will say " aye." [A loud, unanimous and 
thundering" aye" was the response, followed by a call for 
nine cheers for Gen. Scott, which were given with hearty 
good will, and one more.] AH honor to the guest ol our 
cit y. (Turning to Gen. Scott)—You have surrendered your-
self a captive at discretion to the entreaties of the city, and 
all that remains for us is to treat you in such a way as to 
show that we appreciate the service of one ol the brightest 
and noblest of the sons of the American lamily (loud 
cheers). 

General Scott then spoke, in reply to the welcome 
of Alderman Franklin, as follows : 

Friends and fellow-citizens, you have indeed made me wel­
come—you have indeed made me happy. 1 have felt my. 
self happv since 1 have been in sight of your city—and hap­
pier since 1 have touched its soil. 1 am happy to be in the 
hands of my fellow citizens of New York—a city where 1 
have spent the largest portion of the last thirty years ol my 
life ; 1 mean in the city, around it, and on the Irontier of the 
State. 1 am in your hands—happy to be a prisoner in the 
custody of my fellow-citizens ol New York: and in your 
hands—happy to be a prisoner in the custody ot my tehow-
citizens of New York; and in your warm and gratifying 
greetings 1 feel more than rewarded lor any services which I 
may have rendered, any hardships 1 may have undergone, 
for all thai I have enileavored to do in the common service 
of our country. I again return my thanks. I am too much 
overwhelmed to do more. Thanks, thanks, thanks, for this 
noble and kind reception to your city. 

* 'The party then proceeded to the bridge of Castle 
Garden, where the ' leneral haying mounted his 
horse, accompanied by his stall—Captains Scott, 
Williams and Kearny, and Lieut. Schuyler Ham­
ilton—he proceeded to pass in review the numerous 
troops drawn up on the Battery. 

After reviewing the troops, the General was es­
corted through the principal streets of the city lo 
the Park, where he again reviewed the troops. • 

In the evening, the General dined at the Astor 
House, in company with the General and Staff 
Officers of the New York City troops. It was his 
intention to remain in the city a few days with his 
family at Julien's in Washington Place. 

LATER FROM AFRICA.—Late advices from Afri­
ca brings the gratifying intelligence that the colo­
nies are doing well. The churches are well attend­
ed—schools flourishing—trade improving, and po­
litical affairs quiet. The U. S. ship Jamestown ar­
rived al Monrovia on the 11th of March. The 
barque Nehemiah Rich on the 12th, with 149 emi­
grants. The brig Amazon, on the 14th, vvith 45 
emigrants. The ( . S. brigs I'orpoise and Boxer, on 
the l'Jth, and the barque Nile on the 20th inst.— 
The slave traders are growing desperate, and fear­
ing from the rigid surveillance of English and 
American vessels that their traffic will be broken 
up, they have !>ecome very blood-thirsty and dan­
gerous. The " Luminary" states that recently a 
Goulah chief sacrificed his own son to ensure a 
victory over a neighboring tribe. 

BRITISH COLONIES.—The British Ministry have 
proposed to Parliament a loan of £"200,000 to the 
colonies of British Guiana and Trinidad, to aid the 
introduction of free-laborers ; and a loan of £'50,-
000 to the colonial government of Tabago. The 
sum of £'.">(M)0 has already been given to the latter, 
to relieve the distress caused by the hurricane in 
October last. 

STEAMBOAT EXPLSION.—The steamboat Hali­
fax burst her boiler at Augusta, Me., on '1 uesday. 
There were about twenty passengers on board, 
most of whom escaped without much injury. The 
persons killed were, Capt. Charles Paine, Mr. 
Brackett, pilot ; Mr. Rolling, engineer ; Jas. Hasty, 
passenger. Two persons, whose names are not as-
certained, are missing and are supposed to have 
been killed. The boat was rendered a complete 
wreck and sunk immediately. The boiler was 
thrown twenty rods beyond the dam. The Halifax 
vv£ a new boat and destined to navigate life shoal 
waters of the Kennebec. At the time of the acci­
dent, she was on her second trip from Waterville. 

SPECIE FOR EUROPE.—The packet ship New 
York, for Havre, took out §352,935 in specie. This 
added to the $381,398 taken by the "Cambria" 
makes an aggregate of $733,933 which left that 
port by these two vessels. 

Foreign News by the Hibernia. 
The steamship Hibernia arrived at New \ ork on 

the 27th, bringing dates from London to the 13th. 
In France everything is quiet* A temporary Ex­

ecutive Committee of live members has been re­
solved upon and appointed. The list of members 
is published below. Lamartine has lost gronnd in 
the Assembly, as will be seen by the votes lie re­
ceived. The fact is attributed to the favor he has 
shown to Ledru Rollin. An insurrection has oc­
curred in Rome, against the Pope, because he re­
fuses to declare war against Austria. A new Min­
istry has been appointed. In Lombard y a decisive 
engagement was daily expected between Charles 
Albert and the Austri&ns at Verona. Germany 
continues to be agitated. On the Prussian Polish 
frontiers, there is still great trouble. A series of 
severe battles has been fought between the Prus­
sians and Poles, in which the former were beaten 
with great slaughter. The whole province of Posen 
is in arms. In England everything is quiet. Ireland 
is more tranquil. 

[From the London Times ol May 13th.] 
A military insurrection took place at Madrid on the 7th 

ult., at 4 o'clock in the morning, which was suppressed alter 
a sanguinary conflict, which lasted seveial hours. The num­
ber ot dead was not known, but it was considerably greater 
than iu the insurrection ot Ü6th of March. Among the 
kil.ed was Captain General Fulgmtio. brother-in-law ol Maria 
Clnisliua. Thirty four of the prisoners taken—one halt of 
them civilians, ihe oilier half military men—were tried and 
sentenced to death by a court martial, and were about to 1MS 
shot w hen the post tell. 

The Paris oapers of yesterday announce the formation of 
the new Ministry lor France; it consists of Messrs. Bastida 
Kecourt, Ciemieux, Carnot, chanas. Flocon, Uvclere, Iteth-
mont, Frelat, and Admiral Casy. It was apprehended that 
an armed demonstration in tavor of the 1'oles would take 
place in Paris this day. 

£ome of the journals annouuee that the Tope had been 
deposed, aud ihe Republic proclaimed at Home, but the 
news seemed premature. 

BOLOUNE , May 11.—An order has just come from Paris to 
put the whole line of coast, in a state ol defence, and to 
mount guns on the dctachec forts, which are built a little way 
out at sea. The gates ot the upper town are also to be re­
paired and fortified. This looks like a predataUon for war, 

France. 
M. de Beranger resigned his seat in the Assembly. On 

Saturday, at the Absembly, which at lis rising was adjourned 
till Monday, M. de Lamartine read the report of thw Provi­
sional Government on the state of France. The report met 
with great applause from the Assembly. M. Ledru Bollia 
followed in a long address, iu which he complained bitterly 
of the calumnious reports which had been circulated respect­
ing him. From these calumnies he vindicated himself, pio-
fessing that he held moderate opinions. Misaddress produced 
a favorable impression on the assembled deputies. 

A letter from Lyons : " the army of the Alps have received 
ihe war equipment, and the mules have been purchased to 
convey the baggage. Gen. Uudiuot. general-in c^ief, ha* 
reviewed the troops, and has gone to Grenoble, where he ha« 
established his headquarters. At Lyons it is generally sup­
posed the army will soon cross the Irontier." 

PARIS, Wednesday.—The National Assembly, after a 
confused aud agitated discussion last night agreed to the 
adoption of the resolution iu lavor of an Executive Commis­
sion of Government, to be composed of live members. The 
names to be balloted for ou the loiiowing day. 

Wednesday evening.—The Assembly met to-day for the 
purpose ot balloting tor the Executive Committee of Govern­
ment. M. Martine, dc Strasbourg, said that M. Dupont, de 
l'Eure, had declared to him that lie w ould not act it nomi­
nated. After some further conversation the Assembly, at 
half-past 1 o'clock, proceeded to vote, and the scrutiny was. 
completed at 4 o'clock. The following is the result :

The President accordingly declared the citizens Lamartine, 

Ledru Rolhn, Marie, Gamier Pages, and Arago, member« 
forming the Executive Commission of Government. 

M. Wolowski then brou^hi forward his pioposition lor a 
committee to examine into the state of the working classe», 
but after having developed his views he abruptly turned to 
the questiou of 1'oland; aud was lollowed by M. Ducovx, 
who declaimed about the state of their oppressed democratic 
brethren m Germany, Italy aud Poland. 

M. de Lamartine, in a few semences from his seat, ob­
served how difficult it was lor a government so foimed, aud 
under such circumstances, to give such pledges as were de­
manded; they should recollect the reserve imposed upon hiin, 
but he would declare that should the moment lor cooperation 
arise, he would not forget what was due to the F rench liag. 
and most assuredly the conduct of 1831 would not be renewed 
in 1848. M. Montalbert endeavored to obtain a more precise 
expression from the government; but M. de Lamartine, on 
an appeal to the Chamber, was supported in his determina­
tion. It was settled that a day should be appointed for an 
interpellation on the Polish question. « 

The celebrated George Sand was present in the ladies 
gallery, and attracted general atsention. 

The Central Committee of the National Guards Democratic 
Club have issued a most energetic protestation a«ainst the 
odious calumnies and provocations to civil war published by 
the clubs uf Blanqui and of Barbes. 

To protect the deliberation of the Assembly, it is under­
stood that a battalion of each legion of the National Guard* 
is underarms, and the Mobile Guard and military are kept m 
readiness to act at a moment's uotice. 

The Commune de Paris, which professes to be the organ 
of the clubs, ridicules the conduct ot the Chamber, which u 
losing time in words, while the reaction is gaining ground in 
Europe, declaring that the best eloquence would be the 
sound of the drum, and calls for war against Prussia, Aus­
tria, Naples, etc. 

Rome. 
The Journal des Débats of Thursday confirms the report* 

that l'ope Pies IX is at. present a prisoner in the hands ol hie 
unruly subjects, being virtualjy confined to his palace. 
Rome has regularly rel>elled against him, and the probability 
it that his Holiness will be deposed as a temporal prince. In 
fact the entire executive authority appears to he exercised by 
the new miuistry without any control on the part ot the 
Pontilf. 

Italy. 
The British steamer Porcupine arrived at Malta on the 

30th ult., (says the London Standard of the lüth) having 
left on the 27th very unexpectedly. She brought despatches 
to Sir VV. Parker of a very interesting character. They 
announce the despatch of 7000 troops from Naples to 
Lombardy. Six fine war steamers, one brig, two 50-gun 
frigates and a large transport are to convey them up the Ad­
riatic, from one of the ports in which sea they are to march 
into Lombardy. A large squadron of cavalry and a field 
battery, composed of some thirty pieces, are also to follow in 
the same direction. 

We learn from Venice that Zucchi, when summoned to 
capitulate, received the summons with a discharge of artille­
ry, making great slaugh 1er of the corps which had advanced 
to Palrnaunova. The enemy carried off, it is alledged, six­
teen wagons of wounded. 

The Austrian Lloyd, under date of Trieste, May 8. an­
nounces that Venice is declared in a state of blockade, and 
that an Austrian fleet is engaged in the maintenance thereof. 

A letter from the camp of Gen. Durando announces that 
he has marched to Prava, at the head of 15,000 Pontifical 
troops. 

The Epoca of Rome of the 1st states, from Naples, (29th 
ult..) that the people have proclaimed the son of Ferdinand 
il. king. Other accounts from Naples, of the same date, 
contain no mention of the circumsiance. 

Denmark and Schleswig. 
The hostilities between Germany and Denmark, of which 

Schleswig has recently been the unhappy theatre, become 
more and more alarming. In spite of the reiterated assur­
ances of the belligerent parties of their willingness to accept 
the mediation of friendly powers, and in spite of the actual 
steps taken by the country in order to render such mediation 
effective, »here is no appearance of any relaxation in the war­
like operations of either party. 

The Prussian troops have entered Jutland, and had occu­
pied the fortress of Fridericia, on the Little Belt, which wax 
surrendered without resistance, as the Danish troops had pre­
viously retired into the island of Funen. Gen. Wrangelhas 
issued a proclamation, calling on the Jutlanders lo remain 
tianquil, and exhorting the Danish authorities to remain at 
their post«, in order that his troops may be supplied with what 
they require, without oppressing the people more than is ne-

The Government of Denmark has issued a notice 
declaring the blockade of the German and Free 
Ports, dated at Copenhagan, 29th April, 184Ö. 

Russia. 
All the Ambassadors from the German Courts at 

St. Petersburg are preparing to leave the country. 

Foreign Markets. 
LONDON MONNEY MARKET , Friday, May 12, p. M .—The 

English f unds were heavy to-day, at a fall, at one time, ot 
nearly 1 per cent, upon the highest prices of yesterday. Va­
rions reasons were a» cri bed as the cause of the depression. 
Continental news of an unfavorable character was assigned 
by tome person-, but the one which more than any other had 
the greatest influence was a continuance of sales unconnect­
ed with foreign intelligence. Consols, from being in the 
early part of the morning quiet at 84'4. nuicklv receded to 
85*8 for money, and 83>? for account. A little reaction, 
however took place previous to the termination of bnsineM. 
and the »last prices were 83^» to \ for money , ami 83% lor 
account. The transactions were heavier, and more numer­
ous than for some days past, principally for present transfer.
