FATAL ACCIDENT.—Thomas Plunkett, an Irish 
lad aged about 17 years, who was working in the 
capacity of steward on board the ship Carolus. 
Capt. Storer, lying at post No. 27, in the 2d Muni­
cipality, yesterday fell overboard and was drowned. 
He was coming from market with a basket on his 
arm, w hen stepping across the gangway, his foot 
slipped, and he fell into the river. The deceased 
was a native of Dublin. 

A REAL BULL-FIGHT.—Yesterday evening the 
steamer Oregon landed about one hundred cows, 
bulls and oxen at the Lake-end of the Pontchar­
train Railroad. While the drove was passing over 
the wooden bridge in the direction of the Washing­
ton Hotel, the planking of the bridge gave way, 
and two stalwart oxen, as strong as Boeotian bulls, 
fell through. One of them was almost instantly 
killed, and made butcher's meat of almost immedi­
ately. The other, to the surprise of every one, 
managed to extricate himself, and to the great dan­
ger of the denizens of the lovely village of Milne-
burg, ran helter-skelter among the admiring crowd.

TIIE LIQUOR CASES.—About twenty persons 
were sentenced at Boston on the 23d for the viola­
tions of tlie License Law, the sentences varying 
from SlOt) fine and twenty days in jail, to $20 and 
live days on each count.

It was thought that 
she could not recover.. The scoundrel was imme­
diately arrested. 

DESTRUCTIVE FIRES AT NEW \ORK.—A fire 
broke out on the morning of the 2fith ult., in the 
stable belonging to Kipp et Brown. The flames 
spread with great rapidity, and it was with the 
utmost difficulty that a few horses in the front sta­
ble were saved. All the horses in the interior of 
the building were burnt to death, amounting to 
about 150. A large quantity of hay, together with 
the greater part of the stages, were entirely de­
stroyed. The fire made a large blaze, lighting up 
the heavens in every direction, which, combined 
with the cries of the horses, presented a scene too 
dreadful to describe. This morning the lioTses are 
lying in heaps amid the ruins, literally charred, 
presenting a shocking sight. It is supposed to have 
been the work of an incendiary, as several of the 
drivers were in the stable a short time before the 
flames broke out. At one time during the pro­
gress of the fire it was reported that a man was in j 
the loft, which caused considerable excitement for | 
a time, but the report proved to be groundless.

The Democratic Nominations. 
The Democratic National Convention which as­

sembled at Baltimore two weeks ago this day, 
liaving selected the candidates who are to bear the 
standard of the democracy in the coming contest, 
it may be interesting to our readers to know in what 
spirit the nominations are viewed by the journals of 
the country, independent and partisan. We accord-
ingly give below several extracts, indicative of the 
feelings of the respective journals from which they 
are taken. The New York Evening Post, the lead-
ing organ of tlie Barnburners, holds the following 
language : 

The nomination has been made without the vote of New-
York; if her delegates had been admitted into the Conven­
tion it could not have been made ; and it now Qîinain- for the 
democracy of this îstate to say whether, by accepting tlie 
nomination, they will sanction the outrage which thrust out 
their representatives, and led to the nomination of a candi­
date who, of all the Democrats spoken of lor the office, was 
the most unacceptable to our citizens. This is a grave ques­
tion, and we are certain that it will receive due attention.— 
* * * The final vote given for Mr. Cass is not properly a 
two-thirds vote after all. 11 comprises two-thi'ds of the votes 
given, but not two-thirds of the votes of the Convention. 

The Globe, also a Barnburner paper, says : 
We do not regret, that this gentleman was preferred—for, 

in regard to him, the views ot the Democracy of our State 
have been frequently and fully expressed. His course upon 
various questions, but more particularly on the subject of 
maintaining freedom in territories where it now exists, has 
earned for him the hearty contempt of the people of this State, 
and we are gratified that an opportunity is presented of de­
claring this sentiment at the polls. 

The True Sun, the organ of the Hunker section, 
supports tlie nomination ; but as we do not receive 
it, we are unable to make any extracts. 

The Tribune (Whig) says : 
We know no other candidate except Polk himself whom 

we could have welcomed to the arena more heartily. We 
mean not to underrate the strength of our opponents, but 
we are confident that if they can elect Gen. Cass they could 
elect anybody, James K. Polk always excepted. 

The Commercial Advertiser, a Whig paper in 
favor of Mr. Webster, makes use of the following 
language : 

What course the Whig delegates will take, in the Conven­
tion soon to assemble at Philadelphia, becomes now a ques­
tion of greater interest than ever, it seems to us that the 
Democratic nomination of Mr. Cass relieves their task of no 
small portion of its difficulty. If it be assumed as a guiding 
principle that the Whigs ou^ht to put forward, as their 
candidate, a man differing as widely as possible in personal 
and political character from the Democratic candidate, all 
things seem to point out Mr. Webster as the man. 

The Philadelphia Spirit of the Times, Demo­
cratic, says: 

To say that we are pleased with this nomination would be 
but poorly to express the gratification we feel on this occa­
sion. We are delighted. He is the very man, who. after a 
Pennsylvanian. (whom we, of course, through a feeling of 
State pride would have preferred before the nomination,) we 
should have chosen as our favorite candidate. 

The North American, Whig, speaks thus: 
After a desperate struggle of three days, the long agony is 

at length over, and General Cass is the candidate of the Lo-
cofocos tor the honor of l>eing beaten. How this result was 
accomplished, through what agency and by whose votes 
will be seen on refeience -to the details which we çive in 
another column I n this, as in all former instances, of course 
Southern domination has prevailed oyer Northern imbecility, 
and Pennsylvania and both her favorite soi^ lie prostrate and 
howling in the dust. 

The Philadelphia Bulletin, independent, remarks: 
The choice, as we announced yesterday, fell upon Gen. 

Ca-^s, loug known to the country in the capacity ol both a 
soldier and civilian. Gen. Cass rose to notice during the war 
of 1812. Among the first, to offer his services to the republic, 
he was present with Hull during the latter's unfortunate 
campaign. Cass however earned glory, where Hull reaped 
only disgrace. The ctffeduct of the former indeed was in no­
ble «ontnut to that of ine latter; and, had Hull listened to 
the counsel of Cass, victory instead of defeat would have 
been our portion at Dehoit. * * * The selection of Gen. 
Butler for Vice President, is a shrewd movement, and will 
add materially to the strength of the ticket in the West. 

The Ledger, independent, has the following : 
We doubt, under all the circumstances, whether the Dem­

ocrats could have selected a man who could better unite the 
various sectional interests of that party. General Cass has 
great personal popularity in the West, is not objectionable 
to his party in the South, and has always been favorably re­
garded in the North. 

The Baltimore Sun, independent, closes an edi­
torial on the subject of the nominations, with the 
following remarks : 

The Whigs appuear to be very well satisfied with the nom 
in ations, though they are pretty free to admit that it. is a 
strong ticket. Its military character will unquestiunab y af­
fect their nominations, and here in Baltimore, no other name 
bat Gen. Taylor is heard of in connection with the Presiden­
cy. What sentiments and feelings will be brought into con­
junction from other parts of the country, we shall all discover 
in due season. For the Vice Presidency, yesterday, the name 
of Captain Bragg was quite in the ascendant, and " who is 
Capt. Bragg, and what State does he hail from]" were4he 
great questions of the day. 

[ We are of opinion, and our belief is based upon 
pretty good authority that Capt. Bragg is a Dem­
ocrat.] 

The Washington Union hails the nominations 
with delight, and views them as the precursor of a 
certain victory. 

The Charleston Mercury, Democratic, utterly re­
pudiates the Convention, and denies the right of 
General Commander to cast the nine votes of South 
Carolina. It says : 

South Carolina stands uncommitted, even less so than if 
the Convention had not cast on her the indignity of aid­
ing an imposter and pretender, knowing him to be such, in 
misrei»resenting her position before her sister States of the 
Confederacy.
