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From a friend recently from Vera Cruz, we leam 
that Lieutenants Hare, Dutton, and the others im­
plicated in the murder and robbery in the Calle de 
Palma, Mexico, who were to have been hung on 
the 25th ult., in accordance with the sentence of 
the Court, were reprieved by General Butler until 
further orders. 

It is probable that before this the entire Ameri­
can army has evacuated the capital. The Mexican 
government is to be removed to Tacubaya immedi­
ately on the occurrence of that event. Our present 
very good friends and allies will no doubt take a 
very affectionate leave of " Los Yanquiés," and 
gratify themselves with a general rejoicing and illu­
mination, as soon as they are gone. Would it not 
be well that our city authorities should make some 
preparation to receive our gallant soldiers in a suit­
able manner, on their return home ?

Deas has been actively engaged in the service, and 
for his gallant conduct at Monterey was promoted 
lo the Captaincy of the 4th Artillery.

Probabilities of a European War. 
Since the occurrence of the Revolution of Feb­

ruary, the outbreak of a general war upon the 
Continent of Europe, has Iteen considered an event 
momentarily to be expected. It was thought that 
the Revolutionary ardor of the French must find 
vent either in domestic dissension or foreign aggres­
sion. It was not long before these anticipations 
were, to some extent, realized, in the stand taken 
by Lamartine, as the exponent of the views of the 
Provisional Government, in his celebrated circular 
to French agents in foreign countries. In that 
document he proclaimed to the world that France 
would not be a silent and inactive spectator of the 
efforts of despotic governments to retain in servi­
tude nations struggling for independence ; but that 
she would consider herself the champion of Re­
publicanism throughout the civilized world. In 
these expressions, it is our belief that M. de Lamar­
tine, if he did not expressly mention, hail particu­
lar reference to Italy and Switzerland. Yet at the 
very moment of assuming this attitude of defiance, 
he said that peace was as much the destiny of the 
new Revolution as war had been that of the old. 
Yet while declaring this pacific policy of the 
French Government, by taking the position of pro­
tector of Republics, adopted a course which must 
necessarily before a long period had elapsed, bring 
the country into collision with the European mon­
archies. We do not wish to accuse M. de Lamar­
tine of insincerity or of inconsistency in thus pro­
fessing to be an advocate of peace, while he at the 
same time took a stand which must produce war ; 
for he doubtless saw that if it were possible to pre­
serve it, peace would lie much more beneficial to 
the nation than war. But he knew that it would 
not be possible for France to remain a Republic and 
at peace, surrounded by Despotism. He knew also 
that the people would demand war in 1848, pre­
cisely as they had in 1791, and the event will 
prove that in this respect at least, the two Revolu­
tions bear a remarkable resemblance to each other. 

The news by the United States brings us infor­
mation of an insurrection in Paris, produced by this 
very feeling, sympathy for Poland. »The first busi­
ness brought lie fore the Assembly was the Polish 
affair, which at the last date brought by the Hiber-
nia, had not been settled. It is probable that the 
Convention decided in favor of non-intervention, 
and that the war party, instigated by the clubs of 
Blanijui and others, attempted to disperse the As­
sembly. Happily for the cause of Republicanism, 
and of stable government, the revolt was suppress­
ed, yet this movement must, and will have a de­
cided effect upon the action of the Convention. 
The contest cannot be longer deferred ; the first 
movement wTill be by Gen. Oudinot upon the 
Austrians in Lombardy ; which will be a com­
mencement to the campaign very similar to the 
manner in which that of 1795 was opened by Mas-
sena—probably it will nave the same result—the 
tolal discomfiture of the Austrian arms in the 
Italian peninsula. The issue of the contest none 
can doubt ; it is not destined that Republicanism 
shall again succumb to the gold of England, or the 
legions of Germany and Russia. 

CHEAP POSTAGE.—A meeting in favor of a re­
duction in the rate of postage, was held in the city 
of New York on the 26lh. The meeting was ad­
dressed by B. F. Butler, and other gentlemen, after 
which a cheap postage association was formed. 

FROM KINGSTON, JAMAICA. — Mr. Brismade, 
bearer of dispatches from the Sandwich Islands 
anil California, via Nicaragua, Central America, 
arrived at Baltimore on the 20th ult., in the schoon­
er Mary Elizabeth, from Kingston, Jamaica. 

The brig Glamorgan, also arrived at Baltimore 
from Jamaica, brings a portion of the letter mail 
from the Pacific.

GREAT FIRE IN BALTIMORE.—At 3 o'clock on 
the afternoon of the 28th ult., the cotton factory 
belonging to Mr. Wm. King, situated on Lexington 
street, between Fremont and Poppleton streets, was 
discovered to be on fire in two places. In a few 
minutes the flames spread to a row of brick build­
ings in the rear, which were quickly consumed. 
The flames then seized on and destroyed a large 
building known as the old Whitworth Factory, a 
three story brick building adjoining, nineteen 
houses on Rock street, and six houses on Lexington 
street, and sixteen houses on Jackson Court. The 
The total number of buildings destroyed was fifty-
eight dwelling houses and two large factories. Be­
tween two and three hundred persons were deprived 
of their homes by this sail calamity. Two other 
fires also occurred in other parts of the city, while 
the great fire was raging ; but the loss occasioned 
by them w as comparatively trifling.

The nomination of Gen. Lewis Cass for Presi­
dent, and Gen. Wm.

There was a great 
ratification meeting here last night, and at the 
close of it, the enthusiastic crowd, several thousand 
strong, moved to the residence of Gen. Cass, with a 
band of music at their head, to rouse the veteran 
statesman, who responded, from the steps of his 
hotel, in one of his most felicitous addresses. 

As soon as the Senate meets, which will be on 
Monday next, the General will resign his seat in 
the Senate. It is believed that Judge Eton P. 
Farnesworth, of Detroit, w ill be his successor in the 
Senate. 

I here take occasion to remark that, when nearly 
every paper North and South was filled with sug­
gestions in regard to " the intrigues," as they were 
called, of Mr. Polk for a renomination to the Presi­
dency, I alone informed the readers of the Sun that 
there was not a word of truth in these assertions, 
and Mr. Polk's letter, which was read in the con­
vention previous to the first ballot, has amply vin­
dicated my character for truthfulness.

Gen. Scotts's Movements. 

On the 26th, Gen. Scott received the calls of the 
citizens of New York at the Governor's room in 
the City Hall, where he was presented with a New 
York volunteer inedal.

Upon his arrival there at 10 o'clock the same 
night, the General was escorted to the United 
States Hotel, from the balcony of which, yielding 
to repeated and enthusiastic calls, lie addressed the 
numerous persons w ho crowded to hear and see him. 

From Baltimore, the General went immediately 
on to Federick, Md., to attend the Court of Inquiry, 
which will commence its session immediately upon 

his arrival.

At Xions, a town southeast of Posen, nearly 
100!) insurgents, under Dombrowski, fortified them­
selves within the place, and hade defiance to the 
summons of the Prussian General, notwitlistanding 
the overwhelming force under his orders. A san­
guinary conflict ensued on the 29th ult., and the 
Poles, who had nearly 200 men killed and wounded, 
and 700 made prisoners, defended themselves with 
desperate valor, causing a loss of nearly 10ft killed 
and wounded to their assailants. The Prussian 

Ä Är I W. after taking possessio,, of the t^vn, which 
was nearly destroyed by fire, collected and sent 
their prisoners to Custrin, and then advanced to 
Newstadt and Miloslaw. A similar fight occurred 
at Miloslaw, where the Prussians suffered iqpch 
from the fire of the Polish sharp-shooters, who 
picked out the officers. Several hundred Polish 
soldiers of the 18th and 19th regiments- deserted to 
the Poles. The town of Miloslaw wafÄwice taken 
by the Prussians, who were at last repulsed by the 
Poles, and forced to retire in the direction of Schro-
da. The Archbishop of Posen has been appealed 
to for his interference with the exasperated Poles, 
the chief reason of whose fury is that they have 
been persuaded their Catholic religion is in danger. 
The Archbishop, however, has refused to address 
his misguided flock. 

The Government is determined to enforce the 
convention of the 11th ult., and to complete the 
disarmament by force of arms ; and as energetic

The whole of Germany continues in an agitated 

state, and the report of the collection of an army of 
50,000 men between*Bamberg and Nuremberg has 
created a deep sensation at Paris. 

On the Prussian-Polish frontiers, the utter disor-
aanization of all Government, has led to the most 
frightful excesses. As far as we can judge, from 
the conflicting accounts which rgjich us, it. appears 
that the Germans having broken faith with the 
Poles, in certain concessions granted to them, the 
latter flew to arms. A succession of the fiercest 
battles has been fought, the two last at Xions and 
at Miloslaw, have been frightfully bloody.
