The fountain of Arethusa (in the Island of Ithica,) 
preserves its original appellation, and its " black 
waters," in which Eumteus, that prince of swine­
herds, used to water his hogs, now quench the thirst 
of less classical beasts.

{K?- The True Sun has the follow ing interesting 
comparative statistical statement : 

Among the slanders thrown upon the people of 
Paris, has been the allegation of their indifference 
to their new right of voting. When, however, the 
figures come to hand, it is discovered that the num­
ber of votes' cast is very large. The manner of 
voting is such as will be corrected doubtless. Thus 
the Department of -the Seine contain^ 1,360,000 
persons, and elects 34 members. Instead of appor­
tioning this into 31 districts, each electing a mem­
ber, every elector in the district votes for 34 men. 
We have yet had no authentic return of the num­
ber of voters registered for the Department, but as 
the right of suffrage is general, it is easily approxi­
mated. Thus in the State of NewYork, according 
to the census of 1845, the population was 2,604,515 ; 
free white males, over 21 years, 639,027 ; voters, 
539,00»—showing an allowance of 100,000 for those 
incapacitated by disease, etc. 11iis proportion, for 
the Department of Paris, would give 31t),513 males 
over 21, and 269.504 voters. The city of NewYork 
has 371.223 inhabitants, of whom 63,927 were 
voters, according to the census ol 18-15. 1 he saine 
proportion, for the Department of the Seine, would 
give 251,708 voters. Tlie highest number of votes 
given lor one man was, it appears, for Lamartine, 
259,300, or actually 8,000 votes more than the num­
ber of voters to the same population in NewYork. 
We may now make a table of the number of voters 
and votes cast in NewYork and Paris: LeM

This vote for NewYork State and city was at the 
Gubernatorial election of 1844, and was the high­
est ever cast in the State. . The vote of the State 
in 1846 was 405,000. These figures show, that so 
far from there having been any supineness at the 
polls, the number of votes cast is immense, when 
we consider the difficulty of registering and com­
posing the lists ; and it is evident Lamartine com­
bined' the whole strength of the Department. 

THE OI.D WOMAN 'S RACE WITH A LOCOMO-
TIVE . In a cotlage not very far from the well 
known village of Ecclefechan, which can boast of 
more bridges than even the metropolis itself, there 
resides a gude wife who is now in her 92d or 93d 
year, and is able, notwithstanding, to read without 
the aid of spectacles, and to use her legs with more 
vigor than many of tier juniors by a couple score of 
years. From her cottage she commands a view of 
Ïhe Caledonian Railway for nearly five miles, and 
often amuses herself with watching the trains ca­
reering along, speculating on the unco' changes 
which have taken place since the days of lier girl­
hood. While discussing these matters the other 
day, she made a bet of a crown piece, with her 
son, that she would start from her house, which is 
three-quarters of a mile from the line of railway, as 
soon as the mail train came in sight, and reach an 
accommodation bridge, which it crosses, before the 
train came. 

The proposal agreed to, she kilted up her petticoats 
as soon as the locomotive showed its firey nose, and 
away she ran, three-fourths of a mile against four 
and three-quarters ; but for the one, a very elderly 
pair of legs—for the other, the steam steed rushing 
along with more than the velocity of the race-horse. 
For once, however, steam was too slow, and. vvith 
wind in Very fair order, the monagenarian trained 
the bridge, and ran below and back again ere the 
ponderous train whizzed above the arch. During 
her race she met a younger female acquaintance, 
who wished to speak with her. " I hae nae time 
il,0 eh. eh—l'm runriin' a race wi the train -I'mrunnin' 

-unless—eh£eh—ye keep tip wi 
the noo—eh, eh-
ve see—eh, eh- — ^ , . 
me." This her friend attempted to do, hut soon 
found that she had bellows to mend, and was forced 
to give in. The w inner went home triumphantly— 
pocketed the stakes with great gusto, and was so 
little the worse for her exertions that she offered to 
run the same distance against her son, who, after the 
specimen he had just had of his mother's powers in 
the racing line, verv prudently declined the pro­
posal. There is evidently no great need of sanitary 
reform among the braes of Annandale.—Scotch 
paper. 

Decisions in the Supreme Court. 
[ Reported for tlie Daily Cte.ceut.] 

B. H'. Bradley vs. Nashville Marine and tire Insurance 
/./!<• and Trout Company, appellant. Appeal from the 
Fourth District Court.—Eustis, J. This suit was brought to 
recover $1700, the amount of insurance on the hull ol the 
schooner Planet. Tlie policy desiguatmg the risk to be at. 
and t orn New Orleans to Havana, Irom thence to Burita, 
and back to New Orleans." The vessel sailed Irom New Or­
leans on the 17th August, 1846, on her voyage, arrived at Ha­
vana on the 23d of »>epteml>er. and was lost in that port on 
the 11th of October. The plaintilf had judgment in the Court 
a QUO, and the defendants have api>eaied. The counsel lor 
the appellant contended that by the terms of the policy the 
riak of the schooner while in the po t of Hav ana, was not in­
cluded in4he insovance. It is on this point that the case was 
decided in the Court below, aud the argument before this 
Court rested on it. The plaintiff's counsel lusisteU that the 
construction to be given to the terms of the contract, COM-
tinued the vessel, wiiile in the port of Havana, at the risk ot 
the insurers; while they insist that the risk, while the vessel 
was in the harbors of Havana and Burita, w as wholly upon 
the ship owners, from the nature of the risk assumed in the 
policy by the underwriters. The plaintiff alleged that at the 
time the insurance was effected the voyage was fully de­
scribed to the defendant, and that it was the intention aud 
understanding of both parties to the contract of insurance, 
that the policy was to cover the vessel during tlie whole voy­
age, back to the port of New Orleans, and that the descrip-
tion of the risk in the policy, according to the said intention 
and understanding of the parties, and according to thecu»-
toms of the city of New Orleans in such cases, must be «o 
constiued and carried iuto effect. The only evidence before 
this Court of the voyage having been fully stated and des­
cribed to the defendant», is the application on which the po-
hey was effected. The application reads thus : " Insurance 
is wanted on the hull of the schooner Planet, trom this to Ha-
vana. and from theuce to Burita, and from iheie back to New 
Orleans, (valued at $u»00,) for $1700: she left here on Sun­
day—Signed Alfred Keailiy Co.,—I percent. Aug. 14th, 
1846. Separate policy tor this. " The policy, which is ol the 
same date, thus de cribt-s the insurance: ** This insurance is 
declared to be on the hull of schooner Planet, (.43 tons) Cspt. 
Dut ton, from hence to Havana, and fmm thence to Burita. 
and back to New Orleans. Valued at," etc. This Court 
>aid : " The testimony ol the w itness is not given in relation 
to a voyage described as this is. This Court was ol opinion, 
that tiie intention of the parties must be collected Irom the 
terms they have made use of to indicate and lix that inten­
tion, and the terms themselves must be taken in their ylain. 
ordinary and popular sense. The words ' at,' ' Jrom, and 
'at and from,' have a settled and distinct meaning, tiD 
insurance, and fix with precision the commencement, con-
tinuauce, and termination of the risk insured." This Court 
then concluded, that as the policy declared thftinsurance to be 
" from hence to Havana} and from thence to Burita, and 
back to New Orleansthere was no risk assumed by the un­
derwriters while the vessel remained in either ol the mentioned 
ports ; or, lu other woids, that the risk w as suspended the 
moment the schooner entered the port of Havana and let go 
her anchor, and would only commence again when the ves. 
sel, having hove short her anchor, should trip it, and 60 com­
mence her voyage to Burita ami the risk of the underwriters 
at the same moment. The judgment of the District Court 
was reversed, and judgment was rendered for tlie defendant, 
with costs. — 

As this suit involves a question of the first importance to the 
commercial community of Louisiana, we subjoin a brief com­
mentary on the case, the decision and the law on this point of 
insurance : 

The Honorable Supreme Court in pronouncing judgment 
herein, said : " The intention ol the parties must be collected / 
irom the terms they have made use oi to indicate and fix that 
intention, and the terms themselves must be taken in their 
plain, ordinary and popular sense. There is no usage or cus­
tom which attaches auyotlier to them, nor is there any thing 
in the context whiclrshows the> were used in any other sense, 
nor do they lead to any unreasonable or absurd conclusion. 

The principles of construction contained in the above quo­
ted paragraph, are doubtless gat bei ed Irom Phillips on Insu­
rance, vol. 1. Chap. I. § 10, p. 43—title " Liberal Construc­
tion," " Usage," on which page Emen g on and Lotd hen-
yon are both quoted from. But the author says : " The sub 
ject-matter ol marine insurance and other mercantile con­
tracts, makes it necessary to go out oj the icritltn instru­
ment, in order to interpret it, more Irequentiy than in most 
other contracts. It was early laid down as a rule, that m de­
termining the meaning of a policy, regaru must be had to the 
course oi the tiade to which it lelates. It is said that poli­
cies are to be construed lähncly , according to the intention ot 
the parties, and lor the indemnity ol the assured, and the ad­
vancement ot trade." Lord Ellenborough said in Robinson 
et al s.vs. French, 4th East. Vdo, that the " Policy ol insurance 
was to be construed according to the sense and meaning, as 
collected in the first place from the terms used in lt^wvhicn 
terms are to be understood in their plain, ordinary, and popu­
lar sense, unless they have generally, in respect to the sub­
ject-matter—as by the known 19age oj trade, or the like— 
acquired a peculiar sense distinct irom the popular sense ot 
the same words, or unless the context evidently points out 
that they must in the particular instance, in order to 
ate the immediate intention ot the parties, be understood in 
some other special and peculiar sense. Again that great 
jurist says; "There are many cases on the construction ot 0 
bonds, where the letter of the condition has been departed 
from, to carry into effect the intention ol the pailles. Inat 
policies of insurance are governed by the same law s ot con­
struction as other written contracts, has been many times deci­
ded, either directly or in effect. Note3,p.44. Phil. Ins., vol. 1. 

The meaning of the words and phrases m policies lu well 
as other instrumenta, must in general be asceitaiued oïj.'»-
tut! oat of the instrument. I Powell on Contracts, 403. rarties 
have been allowed to piove, that word, have a meaning m 
policies different from that in which they are commonly 
used; for in Cuit et til vs. Col. Ins. Co., tili Johnson mo, 
it was held, that where a policy piovided that no oiner than 
a total loss should he paid on roots—and a loss which wa» 
not total, happened on a quantity ot sarsaparilla that the 
loss should be paid, notwithstanding it came literally within 
tlie exception, it being shown thai the provision wasintro-
duced in relerence to trade from Connecticut to th^west 
Indies, in beets ami other garden roots which were green 
and perishable ; w liereas sar.apanlla is dry and hard and lew 
liable to decay than meichandise in geueial, and had never 
been considered, in practice, as one of the mticle. excepwt 
in the policy. In apolicy un jurs. that word was heldto be 
applicable to bear skins, and those of various other deicrip-
lions being of a kind clnetly valuable as lure, and it was 
held also, that, upon the same principle, the ordinary «en»e 
of the word skins would be excluded 111 construing »uui a 
policy. Astor vs. Union Ins. Co., 7th Lowell JU-. I he 
above authorities are quoted to show that courts ure Mt com-
pelled to find (he intention of the contracting partie» m tlie 
language of the application and the |.oltcyaiorje,which 
seems to be the opinion ot the honorable^upreœe Cour, 1 
cannot be said with reason that there is; any difterenw in 
constiuing the language ot u polic-y, w ! letl lerit rel tothe 
vessel or her cargo ; lor it is nsk at least wliich th(E »"<jet 
writer assumes lor a valuable consideration, and the parues 
must be supposed to be as explicit m dehningéhe nat^e and 
essence of the risk upon cargo as upon the hull. JU has been 
well said that we should never depart Irom the letter ot tlie 
law upon the pretence or with an intentioni ol P°™ulnJ^ 
spirit, and the reason is obvious; lor theJaw'ÇX®' 
posed to have framed the law, as nearly as humau ingenuity 
will permit, to meet the case it is intended to govern, out 
in contracts of every description this rule is reversed. It is 
the spirit of the contract that must ever lie the point on 
which decision should turn. We give one more instance oi 
style of construction. Goods being insured, wlth a provis-
ion that the " risk should continue twenty-lour houre nyej 
the goods were landed." A part of them hail been landed 
more than twenty-four hours, when both the goods landed 
and those on board were seized as illicit, and confiscated. 
The court heidthat tlie insurers were liable. Mr. Justice 
Lansing, giving the opinion of the Court, said: 1 he in­
surance being entire, we are ot opinion that the risk con tin 
ued on the entire goods until twenty-four hours alter all ot 
them were landed." Gardiner vs. Smith, 1 Johnson, Ca». 
141. In Mackenzie vs. Shedden, 2 Camp. 431, Lord Ellen-
borough said : "Although 1 have never hitherto met with 
a policy by which the responsibility of the underwriters was 
suspended and the risk divided into discontinuous halve*, 
such a policv may doubtless be framed." We now offer a 
case ot high authority directly in point. Bell et al vs. 
The Maine Insurance (ompany—8th Sergeant & Rawle * 
Rep. p. 98. This was an action on a policy of insurance on 
the ship Amiable, " at and from Philadelphia to Cor«. 
and back to Philadelphia:." The ship sailed from Phila­
delphia on the l(>th ot July, 1819. and arrived attheCoveol 
Cork on the 4th of September. Having suffered some dam­
age in getting up to the Cove, the consignees sold tne cargo 
deliverable at Limerick ; and on the 16th of September the 
ship sailed for Limerick, having on board a coasting an0 
Shannon river pilot. The vessel entered the-Shanson, and 
on the 2tfth ol September anchored at Crass Island, lhe 
Captain being informed by the pilot that he could proceed no 
further without lightening the ship, went, on tne *T/tn oi 
September, and entered the vessel in the Limerick Custom­
house. The Captain lightened his vessel at Craw Island and 
then proceeded up the river to "Poole, the *ai®5t P,acft 

for ships of t he burthen and build of the At Poole 
they cast anchor, and in a lew hours, at the falling ot tne 
tide, the ship struck a rock by which she received M> much 
injury that upon a survey she was condemned ^ 
sea. The port of Limerick extends thirty.five miles below 
tlie town of f.imerick. and t«enty-aix mil« belowGraw 
Island. The Poa/e where Hie ship was at anchor at the time 
she struck the rock, is seven miles otore Gras. Island, and 
consequently 111 the port of Limenck. On the Jîth ot Sep­
tember (while the shift was yet at Gras» Island) the Captain 
wrote lo the plaintilf from Limenck, that the ijkip wan then 
lying at Grass Island, and that he would commeTTce discharg-
ing the vessel with lighters the next day, as it wa. nece»ary 
to lichten the ship before she could go up to port, ibis let­
ter was shown to the defendants, who came to a new agree­
ment with plaintiff on the 5th ot November, 1819. which 
agreement was entered on the margin of the original policy 
in the following words: 
" It being represented by the assured that the Amiable was 

ordered fiom Cork to Limerick, and had arrived there, it w 
agreed hereby that for a lurther consideration of 1 per cent 
we engage to see the ship from thence, instead of Cork, bach 
to Philadelphia." The case came to trial before Tilghman. 
C. J., at nisi prius, when two questions arose : 1st. 
Whether the ship had arrived safe in the port ot Limenck at 
the tune of «ntering into the second agreement; and ifnd. 
Whether the policy covered the ship while she was in the 
port ? The first was submitted to the jury by the Chief Jus­
tice as a matter of fact ; the second was reserved as a matter 
of law for the opinion of the r^urt. The jury found a ver 
diet for plaintiff. Chief Justice Tilgbman said : * The jury 
without hesitation found for the plaintiff, and I think tner 
were right." The first question we pass unnoticed, because 
the vessel was clearly in the portof Limerick at the time oi 
the damage; but of the second .question, the Chief Jostice 
said : " Does the marginal agreement cover the ship 
the port of Limerick. ? When the ship sailed from 
Cove of Cork to Limerick, there was a clear deviation. oy 
which the defendants were discharged ; and they would ha 
remained so, but for th'snew agreement." 

The court again said ; " We must attend in the f'"* P 
io the words in the original insurance—at and 
ilelphia. to C ork, and back to Philadelphia- J1 _nv„r 
* at Cork: and yet it was conceded that the ve* ,el wascover-
ed while lying at Cork, because, considering all th nr 
sions, it cannot be doubted that the ijitrn(froin 
the ship during the whole .voyage from he h'P^urenojj> 
Philadelphia until l^r return. Vvhat wa» U*« 
the ship when the second agreement wa* ni , 'said 
was not at Cork, but at Limenck : and the nnderwntere Hiia 
they irou'.a see the ship frmn thence^ in 
to Philadelphia." The court was of opmionthat w amp 
was covered while in that port. n,? _ conclude the 
acense of the wor^,'|«'^{he Hon. District Judge, bifore 
diifer-nce of opinion between ineno Supreme 
whom the ofXur£,£declaiä the 
Court, i-inamy this - Jgf . ^ hl:lu:t i0 Havana.
