Expedition to Yucatan.
1t will be seen by a reference to the letter which
we publish below, and to the card in another
1 from the A Star, that the
indefatigable editor of that paper, Mr. J. I1. Peo-
ples, is about to onganize an expedition to start im-
mediately for Yucatan, with a view of assisting the
white inhabitants of that lll-fnu:d peninsula in re-
pelling their barh “Cl |
informs us that Mr. Peoples had already secured a
sufficient n of volunteers, and that, as the
grestest enthusinsm exists in the army upon the
subject, he has no doubt that 5000 could be raised
with equal facility. All that is wanted is trans-
portation and a small mpply of provisions, which,
it is to be hoped, our will take i i
measures to furnish.  As it is probable that a long
time may yet elapse before the Government makes
a docision upon the subject, the ity of any
action at all upon its part may be rendered entirely
unneceseary by this voluntary movement in Mex-
ico. In the course of a very short time the expedi-
tion will arrive at VeraCruz, and it is highly im-
portant that it shonld not be detained there. Our
witizens will therefore, we hope, ses the necessity
of prompt action ; and we trust that they will at
once mise the small amount necessary to provide
trnsportation. ' We would suggest to our friends
of Ia Patria, and to the Yucatan Committee, the
mmportrnce of this question, and we hope that they
will do all in their power to forward the good work.

A to Mr. Peoples, the prime mover and organ-
izer of the expedition, from personal knowledge we
know him to be just the man to act as its leader.
An actor in the Texan war, and therefore well ae-
quainted with the peculiar mode of warfare in use
ugainst the Indians, he has also accompanied the
American army from the time when Louisinna first
sent her volunteers to the aid of General Taylor.

By the last
dates which the Boletin publishes, we perceive that
the city of Izamal is seriously menac

of persons from the interior, who have taken refuge
in the capitzl since the loss of Mani, is about ten
thousand.
