tu ACCORDANCE with our design of GIVING a«I ac­
count of the movements which have been made in 
France upon the subject of social reform, we pro­
ceed to-day to give an account of a sect which 
made some noise in its day, and which has exerted 
no inconsiderable influence over public opinion to 
this hour—the sect of T^P ST. SIHONIANS. 

The founder of this sect was the Count Saint-
Simon, a reputed descendant of Charlemagne, 
and the sole representative of the noble and once 
powerfukhouse of Saint-Simon. A volunteer with 

Lafayette, he fought under Washington in behalf 
of American liberty during our revolutionary war; 
holding the rank of Colonel when but twenty-three 
years of age. He returned to France ; was deprived 
of his rank by the revolution of 1739 ; underwent 
various vicissitudes of life and fortune—partly vol­
untary for the avowed purpose of becoming ac­
quainted with every phase of human existence, and 
partly involuntary, brought about by the selfish­
ness and frauds of others; and at last took up the 
task of changing society and reforming the world. 

In 1819 Saint-Simon published his first work 
that attracted any degree of attention. It is enti­
tled Parabole, it, was an attack upon men and 
things'in general and particularly upon the reign­
ing family, the nobility, and the idle RN^I. It se­
cured him the honor ol a judicial prosecution aad 
the triumph of an acquittal. Following this came 
his works on the " Re-organization of European 
Society, »n industry, on Politics, on the Industrial 
Systéirf, etc., etc.," and finally " The New Chris­
tianity.". During his life Saint-Simon made some 
noise and but few disciples—after his death, in 1825, 
his followers organized themselves into a school or 
a church for the propagation of his principles and 
the practice of his precepts. The system of which 
iie was the founder professed to rest wholly upon 
the moral teachings of the New Testament—and 
the great temporal end which he proposed was, that 
"every man should hold a position according to his 
capacity, and enjoy wealth in proportion to his la­
bors," or in the words of thesect—" A chacun scion 
sa capacité, a chaque capacité selon ses œuvres." 
We have not lime to trace the progress of the new 
sect, nor to enter into the particulars <if its history. 
It reached its point of greatest popularity shortly 

after the revolution of 1830, when a great portion 
of the French people weietialf mad after the new 
doctrines and the hopes of speedy and indefinite 
amelioration which they held out. About this time 
some disturbances took place among the workmen 
in the manufacturing departments, and the teach­
ings of the Saiiit-Sirnonians, were denounced in 
the Chamber of Deputies, byM. Dupin and others, 
as the cause of these outbreaks. It was upon this 
occasion that the leaders of the " church" addres­
sed to the Chamber an exposition of the tenets held 
by it, from which we take the following extracts : 
" Yes, without doubt, the Saint-Siinonians profess in rela­

tion 10 tilfc future ot property, and the luture ot woman, 
iituas winch are peculiar to themselves, and which are con­
nected wuh peculiar aud.enuiety new views ou religion, 
power, liberty, and m short upon all the great problems which 
at tiiia day agitate in so disorderly and violent a manner the 
whole ol Europe: but. it does not by any means loliow that 
these ideas are those w'hich are attnouted to them. 

"lly the system ol' the tuinmumty ot goods, an enual parti, 
tion among ail the members ol bociety, is universally un. 
deistood, as well of the means of production as of the truits 
oi the labor ot all. The oaint-Simonians reject this equal 
parution ot property, and it would constitute, in their eyes, 
a greater violence and a more revolting injustice than the 
unequal partition which was pnmiuveiy effected by couquest 
au#ihe lorce ot arms. For they believe til the natural ine­
quality ol men, and' regard this inequality as in itself the 
ba^is of association, the indispensible condition of all social 
order. They reject the system ol the community ol'goods be­
cause it would be a mannest violation ol Uie first ot those 
mural laws which it is then mission to teach, and which 
claims that for the future each shall be placed according to 
hia capacity and be rewarded according to lus woiks. Hut 
in virtue of this law, they demand the abolition of all 
the privileges of birth without exception, and conse­
quently the destruction of heirship, the greatest of these 
privileges, and thai which, at this day, comprehends them 
ail, and the effect of winch is to leave to chance the paitition 
of social privileges among the small number who can lay 
claim to tnem, and to condemn tbe most numerous class to 
depravity, ignorance, and misery. They demand that ail the 
instruments ol labor, tbe lauus and the capital, uow,ntonop-
oiized by particular proprietors, »hall be Used and employed 
by association and lueiarchially, in such manner that the tasK 
of each shall be the expression ol his capacity, and his 
wealth the measure of his labor. 
" The Öaiut-öimoui&ns make no attack upou the constitu. 

tion of property, except in so far as it sanctions lor some of 
the impious privilege of idleness, that is to say, of living 
upon the tabor ot others ; and in so tar as it abandons to the 
chance of birth the social classification of individuals. 
" Christianity has rescued women from servitude, but ii 

has condemned them 10 an inferior station, und every where 
thioughout Christian Euiope we yet behold them un er reli­
gious, political and civil interdiction. The Saint.Simonians 
announce their definitive enfranchisement, their complete 
emancipation, but without pretending to aboiish the holy-
law, ot marriage proclaimed by Christianity," etc. 

From this extract, the reader may gather the gen­
eral views of tliis sect. From a condition of great 
popularity and influence, it finally dwindled away, 
owing to divisions among the leaders, pecuniary 
embarrassments tif the association, and the funda­
mental errors of its internal organization and its 
hierarchical government ; for the " Church," how­
ever levelling in its social doctrines, was essentially 
despotic in its political organization. In 1832 
Saint-Simonian, as a distinct sect, disappeared 
from the earth. But its effects have not disappear­
ed. The questions relative to property and labor, 
which it discussed, and the discussion of which it 
forced upon others, have ever since been the most 
important topics for human thought and utterance. 
The sect was dissolved, but the men who com­
posed it were men of no ordinary character and 
reach of thought—they have attained eminence in 
every department of literature and philosophy : 
they have been and are leaders in the liberal pro­
fessions, in politics and the arts : Buchcz, the Presi­
dent of the Convention, Carnot, the Minister of 
Public Instruction, and other leading men of the 
day, were Saiiit-Simonians, and they have not yet 
abandoned those hopes of human improvement 
which the system held out. The ideas of the sect 
upou the subject of inheritances are not unworthy 
of attenlion in every country, and among thinking 
men that attention has been bestowed. M'Cul-
loch in his excellent treatise on laxation has given 
particular consideration to the policy of heavily 

taxing legacies and inheritances, particularly when 
they descend to collaterals, perhaps wholly un­
known to the person whose property they inherit, 
or it may be, even, his enemies when living. The 
propriety of such a tax, taking as it does from pro­
perty, which he who accumulated can no longer 
enjoy, and to which he who is to possess it has 
none but accidental claims—for the purpose of re­
lieving the burdens necessarily imposed upon the 
industry of a country, may well be considered even 
in our own State. It has the advantage at least of 
all other taxes that it furnishes revenue to the gov­
ernment without taking it from the possession of 
any of the people. 

But with  the good or bad features of Saint-
Simonianism, we have nothing to do ; it is not ,our 
purpose to laud or condemn its theories, but. merely 
to give a genera! view of what it aimed at, and by 
what means it designed to attain its ends ; and this 
we have done.

WASHIN-'JTON, May 30. 184*. 
.Mr. Atchison introduced a joint resolution to-day in the 

Senate, which was passed to a second reading, to close the 
present session of Congress on the first Monday in Juiy, and 
hold an extra session to commence on the first Monday in 
October. This proposition is not likely to meet with lavor 
unless sustained by more powerful reasons than are now ap­
parent, and yet it would be far better to dispose at onceol 
the needful appropriation bill and adjourn for a vacation 
than to suffer these bills to be clogg. d with the other business 
which is now dragging us listlessly on towards the dog days. 
The lone session of Congress has cpme to be an intolerab.e 
bore ; tbe excess of business transacted beyond what is ac-
complished in the short session bears no proportion to the 
difference of time consumed. 

Regarding the nomination of Gen. Taylor as prospectively 
certain, the whigs are' casting about more seriously for a 
candidate for the Vice Presidency, and pa«t experience has 
taught them that this high honor is not again to be lightly 
conferred upon any one. Hitherto Massachusetts, New-
York and Pennsylvania have been looked to for this end ; 
but Ohio is now added to ilie list, and the Hon. Thomas 
Ewing is named as likely to meet with favor from his State. 

The democrats are clinging to the hope that New York 
will cure her dissensions and support the Baltimore nomina­
tion», and this hope is fed by the adhesion given in last 
nHit by Senator Dix, to which is added to-day the promise 
of Capt. Rynilers, (now here) of the Empire Club, to forego 
his barnburning predilections and give an honest support to 
Gens. Cass arid Butler. Senator Dix is modest and truthful, 
and wiii doubtless keep his pledge, which was lo give his 
" individual support but he did not undertake to speak for 
Messrs. Cambreleng, Van Buren, King, Rathbun and other 
recognised leaders of the New York democracy. A democratic 
member of the House expressed to me the opinion, a little 
while since, that the " BarnÄirner faction," as he termed it, 
would grow small by degrees and beautifully less. This was 
Iiis hope, no doubt, but his fear was certainly otherwise, for 
the nomination of Mr. Cass was the thing of all others to 
feed'this flame of discord. The democrats are very uneasy, 
and await with great anxiety the result of the convention in 
Philadelphia. 

Mr. Cass intends te remain hereabout u. fortnight longer. 

8CF- A correspondent of the Baltimore Situ, writ­
ing from Washington, says : 

I can inform you, f/om a source which I deem 
entitled to the fullest credit, that Gen. Taylor will 
be here in  Washington ei ther  to-morrow or i n  two 
o r  t h r e e  days  a t  f u r t h e s t .  Th i s  wi l l  be  n e w s  t o  

some of your readers at least. He is summoned, I 
believe, as ;I witness to appear before the Court of 
Inquiry at Frederick. Gen. Cushing, when leav­
ing here on yesterday, bad no idea, 1 imagine, of 
what questions would come before the court at 
Frederick, or he would not have promised to re­
turn within a week lo Washington. He may have 
much more business on hand than he is aware of 
at present. 

One of the modes proposed by the Whigs for de­
feat ing the Democrats is  to  run a Northern man i n  
tlie free States and Gen. Taylor in the South. The 
election would then go into the House. If ibis be 
done, the election of the Vice President, which 
takes place in the Senate, will certainly secure the 
return of Gen. Butler. 

The position of South Carolina is exceedingly 
doubtful as yet, but not without some prospect for 
Gen. Taylor. The Calhoun men evidently incline 
that way—still i t  is extremely doubtful whether 
Carolina will throw away her principles to accom­
modate her friends. 

Mr. Justa Sierra, the Mexican Commissioner, w ill 
leave here in a few days. He has received orders 
to return home. England has offered to assist Vu­
catan, and Yucatan has accepted the aid of Eng­
land. So there's a practical end to the bill. x. 

The usually correct correspondent of the Sun, 
has, we believe, erred in his statement concerning 

'Yucatan. We have no information that England 
has offered to assist that country. It is known that 
Yucatan offered herself to either of the three pow­
ers of England, Spain and the United States, and 
that the English Ministerin Mexico, through whom 
the offer to Great Britain was made, returned a 
favorable answer—saying that he would endeavor 
to induce his Government to accept the proposition.

From the St. Louis Republican of the 3d inst. 
Arrival from Santa Fe. 

Extraordinary Travelling—Eight Hundred Miles in Se­
ven Day .v — Fourteen Day a from Santa Fc to St. 
Ijouis—Fighting with the Indians — Colonel Gilpin's 
Forces Victorious. 

Very much to our astonishment, Mr. F. X. Aubry, to 
whom we have frequently been indebted lor news from 
New Mexico, entered our office iast evening, in fourteen 
days from Santa Fé. He left Independence in March last 
with a train of wagons loaded with goods, sold them imme­
diately on his arrival—left Santa Fé on the night of the liUh of 
May, arrived at Independence on the morning of the 30th; the 
whole time out being eight days and ten hours, but he lost 
from detention by the Indians, more than a day, and really 
made the distance of eight hundred miles in seven days. He 
left Santa Fé with six men, but they gave out before they 
had accomplished three hundred miles of the distance, anil 
the remainder of the trip was performed alone. He k'lled 
three horses and two mules, walked forty miles, was three 
days without provisions, and slept only four or five hours on 
the route. Such tftveliing is unexampled. The Indians at­
tacked him, and obtained po-session of his baggage, provi­
sions, packages of letters, etc., but he contrived to escape 
from them. 3Ir. A. left Santa Fé twenty-six days after the 
mail, and.arrived at Independence one day in advar.ceof it. 
We are indebted to him for files of the Santa Fé Republi­
can up to the 19th of May, from which we extract every arti­
cle of interest. 

The Republican announces that a train of wagons, owned 
by Messrs. BulJard, Hook & Co., which left the States last 
fail, had been cut off by ihe Indians. The last heard of them 
was at Fort Mann : there were twenty men with the train, 
and since then nothing has been heard of the wagons, men 
or goods. It is further .stated, that a party of Mexicans from 
Taos, who had been out on a trading expedition to the Ca-
manches, reported that the Camanclies had just robbed a 
traiu of waeons, that they had a large lot of goods and seve­
ral scalps of Americans. The lois to liullaru, Ilook k Co., 
wi'l be very heavy. 

A mail which left Fort Leavenworth on the 17th of March, 
iu charge of Mr. Estes, reached ^anta Fé on the 17th of 
April. Mr. E*te* was much annoyed by Indians on the route. 

AFFAIRS AT CHIHUAHUA.—Mr. Robert Brent arrived at 
Santa Fé from Chihuahua, which city he left on the 18th of 
April, and reported that (General i'rice had received an order 
from Maj. Gen, Butler, to abandon Chihuahua, and to take 
uj) position sixty miles distant, or at such place as would fur­
nish provisions and forage, and there remain until further 
orders. He was also ordered to give up all the munitions of 
war belonging.to the Mexicans—to withdraw the paroles of 
all prisoners of war, and give them their former liberty, and 
see that the government and every thing in Chihuahua was 
placed in its former position. At the same time, information 
of the treaty was communicated. We cannot find that 
General Price obeyed this order ; but it is to be presumed that 
he did so. 

FIGHT WITH THE CAMANCHEP.—Mexicans who had ar­
rived at Santa Fé stated that Col. Gilpin, a few days after 
he left the Moro, encountered a large party of Camanche In­
dians; that Col. Gilpin made an attack upon them; that the 
Indian returned the tire; and that the troops were immedi­
ately ordered to charge, which they did most gallantly, driv­
ing the Indians belore them. The loss of the Indians, in men 
and stock. i< said to have been great : that of the American^ 
one or two killed, and a few wounded. Col. Gilpin was still 
iu pursuit of the enemy. 

A young man by the name of J. C. Belapp, Clefk in the 
Commissary Department, left, his office in Santa Fc about 
the 5th of May, and had not been heard of on the 15th. He 
is supposed to nave been on a frolic, and to have been 
murdered. 

An unsuccessful attempt was made by theEutaw Indians 
to rob Mr. Monday, a partner of Waldo, of Jackson county,, 
in this State, in the vicinity of Red River. 

FIOHT WITH THE XN'AVUOS-Information has been re­
ceived at Sauta Fé from Col. Newby, who had irone out on 
an expedition against the Navijo Indians. Whtn eleven 
«lays absent from Santa Fé, he discovered a larj»e body of 
Navijos, who fled before him. Pursuit war ordered, and not 
to stop until the Indians had been overtaken and their stock 
secured. Capt. Stockton, ot Maj. Reynolds' battalion.does 
not seem to have executed this order promptly. He suffered 
the Indians to drive off, instead of attacking them ; and it is 
said that a few men of his party took upon themselves to 
capture eleven Indian , their arms and stock. Col. Newby, 
on reaching the encampment, found only five of the prison­
ers, the other* having been suffered to retain their horses and 
to escape at leisure. He immediate'y ordered the prisoners 
to be disarmed. Meantime, those who had escaped, and 
others who had joined them, attacked the American camp, 
firing upon them from the hills in every direction. The 
American force leturned the fire, killing one of tlie principal 
chiefs, and three or four others, and wounding several. None 
ol the troops were injured. Next morning Col. Newby sent 
out scouting parties, and met two or three of the chiefs—to 
whom he gave three days to bring in their people and make a 
satisfacto* peace. 

On Monday, the 15th ult.. Pablo Realis, a Mexican, mur­
dered his wife, by striking her with an axe, and then killed 
his sister-in-law, a girl of fifteen years of age. He was ap­
prehended, confessed the crime. but assigned no reason lor 
it—adopting ou r favorite mode of escaping punishment, by 
feigning insanity.

The 
National Guard, however, forced their way I£O the 
room, and, after a short struggle, routed the mob—• 
laking prisoners Barbet, Albert, Lobrier, Gäbet, 
l l l a n q u i  and others .  Ledru Robin ' s  par t  in t h i s  
affray is involved in mystery. He cannot clear 
himself. After the failure of the mob to accomplish 
any thing, here-appeared in the Assembly,avowin 
his innocence, and denying that he had been at ail 
concerned in tiie mob. His speech was received 
with hisses and shouts of derision. Gen. Gourtai; 
was deprived of his sword and epaulettes for his 
participation in this mob. A large quantity of arms 
were found in the houses of the conspirators—show­
ing that they were well organized.
