Aid to Yucatan. 
We learn from La Patria of yesterday, that the 

Committee to assist the Yucatacos, which was 
formed in this city in April, last, have takeir into 
consideration the propriety of calling a public meet­
ing, in order to raise means to transport to Yucatan, 
from Vera Cruz, such volunteers as may chose to 
enter the service of the government of that pro­
vince in its war with the Indians. A preliminary 
meeting will be held at the office of Mr. Fernandez, 
No. 38 Old Levee, at one o'clock to-day, and a 
public meeting will probably be called in the course 
of the week. Those of our citizens who desire to 
lender assistance to the whites of Yucatan, can, by 
contributing a small sum, merely sufficient to fur­
nish transportation, afford them the most effective 
aid. Two or three thousand men, we have no 
doubt, will be ready and willing to embark in the 
contest, and one half the number of such men as 
would accompany Peoples, Biscoe, or White, 
would be enough to defeat the Indians, and to firmly 
reestablish the government. These men once in 
Yucatan, will remain there, and joined by their 
friends from the United States, will soon make it a 
powerful and independent State. Let those, there­
fore, who desire^o favor the whites, and contribute 
to the establishment of a new republic, put their 
hands in their pockets and bring out the dimes.

IMPORTANT FROM TUSPAN.—Capt. McLaughlin, 
of the schooner John Bell, arrived at this port on 
Saturday evening from Tuspan, reports that that 
town was menaced by the Indians, who had risen 
in insurrection, and had accumulated a force of 
nearly eight thousand men near the place. The 
greatest consternation prevailed, and the population 
was continually under arms. An armed American 
schooner was lying near the bridge ready to open 
fire upon the Indians the moment they should 
make their appearance. 
. ßy The steamer Crescent City, now lying at our 
levee, bound for New York, we understand refused 
the sum of thirty thousand dollars for one month's 
service in government employ, to be used in trans­
porting troops from Vera Cruz to this port.

IIGHT AT BILOXI.—A street fight came off on 
Wednesday last in Biloxi between Mr. Howard, 
the keeper of the Lighthouse, and Mr. Eastman. 

^ They fired several shots with revolvers at each 
other from across the street. The cause of the dif­
ficulty was that Mr. Eastman had applied for the 
situation of keeper of the Lighthouse in contrariety 
to the wishes of his opponent. One house was 
wounded in two different places, and the door of _ 
small shanty on the opposite side perforated with 
the leaden messengers of death. At this time of 
the conflict, the belligerent parties came to the con 
elusion that it was no use to fight any longer, and 
departed in peace. 

From Vera Cruz. 
We are in receipt of files of the Free American 

to the 3d inst., by the U. S. transport ship Ameri­
can, Capt. Stuart, which left Vera Cruz on the 4th 
inst., and arrived at the Balize in six days. 

The " official announcement of the ratification of 
th^reaty by the Mexican Government, having been 
reHved at Vera Cruz, the 190 soldiers, composed 
of Company F, 4th Infantry, Company K, 6th In­
fantry, and 33 recruits for general service, were not 
permitted to land, but were ordered to return to 
this city. As soon, therefore, as Capt. Howe's 
Company (G, 2d Dragoons) had been taken on 
board, the American sailed for this port. 

Private Harper, Company G, 2d Dragoons, died 
at sea, on the 8th inst., of chronic diarrhoea ; James 
Soloman, Company G, 5th Tennessee Volunteers, 
died of the same disease on the 9th. 

We pleased to see that some of our officers in 
Vera Cruz have commenced raising volunteers for 
Yucatan, and among them are some of our own 
Louis&nians ; the Free American of the l^t says : 

Yucatan.—It is with pleasure that we witness 
that our countrymen in Vera Cruz are taking the 
necessary steps to give timely aid to the uniortunate 
sufferers of Yucatan. Capt. Taylor, of the Twiggs 
Riflemen and Capt. Tenbrink, ex-sheriff of Vera 
Cruz and ex-1st Lieutenant in that company ot 
Louisiana boys commanded by Capt. BlanchanJ a 
Monterey and at the bombardment of this city, 
have taken the initiative step, and ask for men 
who wish to follow their example. We have no 
doubt that their efforts will be crowned with suc­
cess, and that in a few days four hundred noble 
hearts will have offered their blood for the relief of 
the imploring families who are menaced by the 
dreadful knife of the blood-thirsty savages. 

On the 1st inst., the civil authority of the city of 
Vera Cruz was delivered to the Mexicans. We 
extract the following items from the Free American : 

The civil authority was given up to the Mexicans 
yesterday. The " Star-spangled Banner," however, 
still waves proudly over the city and castle, and 
under its paternal protection we still breathe the 
a,r of lilierty. Ere this, the civil authority has also 
been turned over to the Mexicans in the city of 
Mexico, and in several other places captured by our 
soldiers. 

C-fipt. Taylor, of the .Twiggs Riflemen.--This 
officer and twenty-five of his men came through 
from Jalapa (distance 70 miles) in 11 hours, as an 
escort to MSjor Graham, bearer of the ratified treaty. 
This, we believe, is the quickest time ever made on 
this road without change of horses. Taylor and 
his Twiggs Riflemen always " crowd the mourn­
ers" in whatever duty they may be put upon. 

Dr. Vanderlindin, chief surgeon of the Mexican 
army, arrived here on Wednesday last from the city 
of Mexico. He is expelled from the country for not 
having followed the army in its disorderly retreat 
from the Capital. 

Arrival of Gen. Smith—General Smith's arrival 
was announced yesterday morning by the guns of 
Fort Conception. A great number of his old friends 
immediately went to see him. 

Gen. S. is one among his brother officers who has 
not a single enemy in the army. All cherish him. 
His fame as a great Captain commenced in the 
Florida war, and he nobly sustained it in the war 
with Mexico. His friends in the United States, es­
pecially those in Louisiana, who are so anxious to 
give him testimonies of their gratitude for the emi­
nent services rendered by him to his country, will 
be disappointed when they will hear that he will be 
among the last who will leave this country. He is 
ordered to remain here as commander of the Amer­
ican troops and to superintend their embarkation for 
the United States. The following is a list of the 
officers who cam# down with (Jen. Smith : 

Capt. Howe of the 2d Dragoons, commanding 
the escort ; Capt. Page, Assistant Adjutant Gene­
ral ; Lieuts. Van Dorn and Gibbs, aids-de-camp to 
Gen. Smith; Major Dashiel, Paymaster; Captain 
Gleason, Assistant Quartermaster ; Capt. Garnett, 
aid to Gen. Taylor. 

Gen. Smith came through the Orizaba road. 
We understand that instead of Ampudia it is Senor 

Quijano who will come to this place as Governor. 
The Yucatan excitement is still increasing in this 

city, and the lists opened for volunteers are rapidly 
filling up.

Gen. Cass' Letter. 

In the publication of an independent journal, it 
is not to be expected that satisfaction can be given 
to all ; nor do we consider ourselves possessed of the 
happy faculty of pleasing every one in the discharge 
of our editorial duties. We expect exceptions to be 
taken to what may at times appear in our paper ; 
^cause we may sometimes utter opinions which 
may clash with those of others. \ et when we are 
lieürayed into error our mistake is caused by misap-
pr*ension, and is not as the Courier seems to sup­
pose, attributable to design. 

When we stated that Gen. Cass' opinions on the 
Wilmot Proviso might lie gathered from the con 
eluding paragraph of his letter, we had no wish to 
misrepresent him, nor did we mean to infer that he 
was in favor of the Proviso : on the contrary, our 
opinion, as induced by that paragraph, was that he 
was opposed to it. The particular part which 
caused that belief was as follows : 
" The General Government should assume no 

powers. It should exercise none wliich have not 
been clearly granted by the parties to the Federal 
compact. We ought to construe the Constitution 
strictly, according to the received and sound princi­
ples of the Jefferson school." 

It would be a source of regret to us, should we 
have misinterpreted Gen. Cass's meaning in the 
above sentences ; we are equally sorry that the 
Courier has misunderstood us. 

SUGAR PLATFORM.—We learn that the ground 
in front of the Customhouse was sold on Saturday 
morning last, for account of Municipality No. One, 
for the large-sum of $224,650, being $54,650 over 
its estimated value by the Finance Committee of 
the Municipality in question. 

CHARITY HOSPITAL.—The number of admis­
sions into the Charity Hospital during the week 
ending on Saturday evening last, was 139; dis­
charges 131, and deaths 15. There are now about 
380 patients remaining in the Hospital. 

MAIL ROBBERY.—Aman by the name of Charles 
Engleman arrived here on Saturday last from the 
Brazos. He was immediately arrested on a requi­
sition from the Postmaster General, which charged 
him with having stolen from the Post-office at Fort 
Wayne, Indiana, a letter containing a certificate of 
a deposit. On. motion of Mr. T.J. Durant, U. S. 
District Attorney, Judge McCaleb issued an order to 
ljave the accused removed to the district where the 
offence is said to have been committed. 

APPOINTMENT.—We understand that a letter lias 
been received in this city intimating that Mr. F. A. 
Sawyer has been appointed Secretary of Legation to 
the American Embassy at the Court of Spain. Mr. 
Sawyer is a talented and accomplished gentleman, 
and will undoubtedly do credit to Iiis mission. 

OT/" The body of Capt. Holmes, commander of 
the ill-fated steamboat Clarksville, who perished 
while gallantly struggling to save his passengers, 
has been found, and is hourly expected to arrive at 
St. Louis.

The Presidential Canvass. 
Every one is noW"* waiting for news from the 

Philadelphia Convention. The friends of HENRY 
CLAY and those, of Gen. TAYLOR—and both of 
them have numerous and warm friends in our 
city—devour with eagerness every rumor which 
indicates the prospects of their favorite, even the 
speculations of Washington letter writers, t ose 
veracious gentlemen who manufacture their facts 
as well as their opinions, to suit customers, are 
caught at as something substantial and trust­
worthy. Speculation, however, is useless, «clore 
this time the question is decided, and in a day or 
"two. at most, we must know the result. That 
some of our whig fellow-citizens will be annoyed 
and disappointed at the defeat of their candidate— 
but they must study philosophy, and follow the 
example of the democrats—take things coolly and 
in as good humor as they can. 

But after the nomination comes the election—be­
fore the election, however, we are to have the 
amusement and excitement of the canvass. In this 
State, should Gen. Taylor be the whig candidate, 
the contest will be close, animated, and doubtful. 
The Taylor men and the Cass men, are equally 
confident of the victory, but they are equally de­
termined to deserve it. There is reason to believe 
that the ordinary weapons of warfare—senseless 
declamation, vituperation, falsehood and personal 
abuse—will be laid aside, and that each Mpty 
through its public journals, its pamphlets, antTits 
public speakers, will appeal to the good sense 
and reason of the people, and calmly advocate 
its principles and favorite measures. The time 
has passed when the democrats looked upon 
the whigs as a body 0 men who supported 
every thing aristocratic m politics and corrupt 
and debasing in the social system; and the 
whigs have at last come to believe that a man may 
be an earnest and thorough democrat, without 
wishing to despoil the wealthy of their property or 
plunge the country into anarchy and bloodshed. 
Entertaining, then, more liberal views of each 
other than formerly, what is there to prevent them 
from coming together in their public meetings and 
debating the merits of their respective opinions ? 
The very juxtaposition into which they would lie 
brought, by overthrowing unfounded prejudices, 
would improve both their minds and morals—and 
the habit of hearing both sides, if it did not en­
lighten them upon any particular subject, would at 
least have the good effect of showing them that 
there are two sides to every question, and that it is 
by no means always certain which is the right 
one—a fact which the wisest and most ardent poli­
ticians seem not yet to have discovered. Besides 
the habit of meeting together and discussing the 
great questions of the day, would have an impor­
tant and improving effect upon our public men. In 
order to distinguish themselves they would be 
obliged to read and think—to place themselves in 
advance of those whom they attempted to instruct 
or to convince. Slang would no longer be the 
staple of a speech, and froth would cease to be the 
principal ornament of a popular harangue. The 
" American Eagle"—poor bird—would not be re­
quired to take so many fruitless flights into the re­
gions of moonshine ; and our flag—•" the glorious 
stars and stripes"—would not be wom out in waving 
over, partly concealing and partly adorning, thun­
dering sentences devoid of meaning. And it may 
be that when orators educated in such a school are 
transferred to the halls of legislation, that they will 
carry with them the conviction that plain reasoning 
and some sense were not entirely jiseless even in 
those exalted places. Every thing induces us to be­
lieve that much good will be attained by conduct­
ing the canvass in a manner so reasonable and fair, 
and we, therefore, concur with our correspondent 
" Cenci," that the leaders of the two parties ought 
to make immediate arrangements therefor. 

Proceedings in Congress. 
[Telegraphed to the St. Louis Republican.] 

SENATE, June 3.—Mr. Underw ood moved to take 
up the resolution whieh he had previously intro­
duced, requesting the Commissioner of Patents to 
report annually upon the agricultural products, 
prices of manufactures, prices of labor employed 
therein, &c., of the country. 

Messrs. Underwood and Benton spoke at some 
length in favor of the resolution, but it was finally 
passed over informally. 

On motion of Mr. Bright, the Oregon bill was 
taken up. 

Mr. Foote offered an amendment to the bill, by 
which the pro-slavery objections of the South might 
be obviated. 

Mr. Wescott spoke in opposition to the amend­
ment, as being defective and deceptive. 

Mr. Foote rejoined. 
Mr. Underwood addressed the Senate in favor of 

permitting the citizens of Oregon to settle this 
question of slavery to suit theqjselves. 

Mr. Dayton asked whether Congress had the 
right to exclude slavery from the territory. 

Mr. Underwood replied in the affirmative, but he 
hoped that the people most interested in the ques­
tion would be permitted to settle it. 

Mr. Badger proposed to amend by inserting in 
the bill the words " but shall not be subject to the 
sixth article of compact contained in the ordinance 
of 1787." 

Mr. Foote accepted the modification. The de­
bate was prolonged by Messrs. Hale, Dayton and 
Foote, until, on motion of Mr. Hannegan, the Sen­
ate went into Executive session, after which it 
adjourned. 

HOUSE.—Mr. Cummins made an unsuccessful 
attempt to have considered his bill relative to natu­
ralized citizens. 

The private bills reported yesterday were then 
acted on. 

On motion of Mr. Vinton, the Naval Appropria­
tion bill was taken up, and the day was consumed 
in listening to strictly political speeches. 

SENATE, June 5.—The Senate assembled as 
usual. Numerous petitions were presented and 
referred. 

On motion, twenty thousand copies of Col. Fre­
mont's map of Oregon and California were ordered 
to lie printed. 

On motion of Mr. Miller, the bill to increase the 
medical corps of the navy was taken up, and,after 
being discussed was informally passed over. 

HOUSE.—Mr. I. y ride, of Wisconsin, was qualified 
and took his seat. 

Mr. Cummins moved to reconsider the vote refer­
ring to the Judiciary committee, the bill to protect 
naturalized citizens from the interference of foreign 
governments or their agents. Upon this motion, an 
interesting delate sprung up, in which Messrs. 
Cummins, Levin and Sims, participated. The 
motion to reconsider was finally carried, and after 
some debate the bill was recommitted to the com­
mittee on the Judiciary. 

On motion, it was ordered that ten thousand 
copies of the report of the select committee on adul­
terated Drugs, should be printed. 

On motion of Mr. Vinton, the Naval appropria­
tion hill was taken up and discussed ; after w hich, 
the House, adjourned over to Friday. 

June 6th.—Both houses of Congress adjourned to­
day, and until Friday next—[to give an opportuni­
ty for the members to attend the Philadelphia Whig 
Convention.]

Editors Crescent:—I did believe at the time a coteinporary 

journal made the admirable suggestion, that the collective 
body of the people should hold " Political Banquets" in this 
place during the presidential canvass, that other payers would 
have seconded a motion so highly commendable. It doubt­
less deserves, and I am satisfied, would receive, the cordial 
approbation of all well disposed, honest and fair-dealing 
politicians, who are not afraid to compare and test, publicly, 
the superiority of their principles and the relative merits of 
their opposing candidates for office, on the same rostrum 
with their political opponents. 

Much good every way would result to this community and 
to the country from such a movement, chiefly in the promo 
tion of that fraternity of feeling and good fellowship which 
should always subsist and be encouraged among gs, though 
we may be divided in opinion on subjects of political policy 
Such a step, would perhaps, bring us back to those good and 
glorious old times and happy usage«, when the American peo­
ple, like brothers, were wont to meet together in mass without 
party strife or party organization, and discuss and listen to 
the discussion, pro and con, of the great constitutional prin­
ciples and policy of the country. And alter hearing both 
sides, it would be an easy matter and a pleasing duty for the 
people to make up their minds for whom they would vote, 
intluenced only by the facts and arguments in the case, like 
enlightened jurymen, they would retire from the Banquet to 
the ballot-box and there render a fair and honest, verdict. But 
as things have been heretofore conducted, the people have 
not had an opportunity of acting or jndging impartially in 
the great business of making our chief rulers. They have 
been divided into miserable party factions for the promotion 
of selfish and ambitious purposes, striving by every artful 
contrivance to circumvent and defeat each other. They have 
only been permitted to hear one side ot the question—"fair and 
open discussions have been withheld from the mass of the 
people. This is all wrong, and no good can or ever did come 
to any people by placing them in a wrong position. Let 
them be put right. They will put themselves right if scheem-
ing politicians would let them alone. Let the people meet at 
banquets, in the market places, public squares, or where they 
please, without party distractions, and call upon their La­
martine«, their Pages and their Rollins, and demand a free 
and open discussion both of public men and public measures. 
Let them hear both sides and understand the bottom and top 
of all questions of public interest, on which they may be 
called upon to act, and they will always act right—will al­
ways act for the public good. And the present seems a most 
propitious time for the experiment. Parties appear, thus far, 
to be most astonishingly well pleased with the candidates 
brought out—every feeling and disposition looks favorable for 
the banqueting project; and to me, sirs, the thought, the hope 
®f such an era, of such a chance in the political animosities 
of parties, is really more than delightful, it is exquisite. 
What! think of the "Lion and the Lamb lying down to­
gether!" Hunt and Soulé meeting «at the same political 
banquet ! Preston, Larue, Prentiss and Peyton holding forth 
upon the same rostrum! Why sirs, it is decidedly the richest, 
happiest thought invented since the days of Alexander the 
Coppersmith. And, too. imagine what a singular pleasure it 
will afford every one, while seated at the festive board, amidst 
this *" feast of reason and flow of soul," to see the friendly 
cup of , yes, cold water, and nothin' else, freely circu­
lating among the Sons of Temperance, with a Uetle drap of 
the '* O-be-joyful" for the mere temperate. Why the sug-
guestion is a glorious oj^^and the entertainment will be 
jumped at and swal!o4j^K)wn with avidity by the whole 
community. Let the pnl^rc press but take this matter in 
hand, and you will soon find whig3, loco«, men, women and 
children, ready to maintain the grand shout of "Long Live 
Political Banquet«!''
