ROBBERY ON THE ELLEN BROOKS—We men-

Whig Nomination. 
Thp Picayune, yesterday afternoon, announced 

the fact that, it had received by telegraph and ex­
press, the proceedings of the Philadelphia Conven­
tion, and that General TAVLOR had been nominated 
on the fourth ballot, by 171 majority, which, sup­
posing that 290 votes were cast, would give to all 
other opponents 'fifty-nine and a half votes. After 
making the nomination for President, the Conven­
tion adjourned. We are, therefore, not yet informed 
who is to be the candidate for Vice-President, but 
he will probably be taken from New York or the 
New England States. Both parties are now in the 
field. Both have chosen for their, candidates men, 
who under all the circumstances, are theirstrongest 
and most popular champions, and now the leaders 
must marshal their forces, and the rank and file 
buckle on their armor and sharpen their wits and 
weapons for a desperate and doubtful contest, for 
whatever the sanguine or the unscrupulous may 
think or say, the contest is doubtful, and will de­
pend upon the exertions of the friends of the oppos­
ing candidates, and of the principles which they 
represent. We hope, however, that the good sense 
of both parties will lead them to eschew noise and 
flummery of all kinds during the canvass, for al­
though it may be supposed that these instruments 
are all-potent in catching the votes of the unthink­
ing, .yet any victory gained principally by such 
means, must in the end be productive of no genuine 
advantage. Let the good sense and sound judg­
ment of the people be appealed to, and what the 
majority decides the minority will cheerfully acqui­
esce in, and the country'will settle down into some­
thing like a settled system of policy. But a tri­
umph gained by appeals to prejudices and passions, 
by unreasoning enthusiasm, and by a momentary 
popular effervescence, will only be the beginning 
of a renewed and prolonged contest for the ascen­
dancy. Let ttoth parties place their principles, 
their measures, and their men fully and fairly be­
fore the intelligent people of the country, an$ let 
the people candidly examine and finally decide. 

We know that this advice will suit neither the 
frothy orators nor the scurrilous paragraphists of 
either side, but we nevertheless give it with the 
hope that it will suit the mass of the people, who 
are really wearied,with,slang and fustian, and 
who want stone more substantial food than the 
whipped-syliabub which is generally served up to 
them. Whether Gen. CASS or Gen. TAYLOR is 
elected, let there be no doubt of the principles upon 
which they were elected, of the measures which 
they are expected to favor, and of the general 
course of their foreign and domestic policy, and all 
parties will look upon the contest as decisive. 
Come out, then, gentlemen of the party press. V ou 
need not tell us that both of your candidates are 
honest men. We know that. Nor that both of 
thftm have rendered their country good service in 
war. We know that too. Tell us what they and 
those who support them are in favor of in peace as 
well as war; how they propose to develope the 
resources, increase the wealth and augment the 
power of this great country—tell us what measures 
they favor to ameliorate the condition and secure 
the happiness, while they preserve the rights of 
everv portion of our people. This is what we want 
to know. And do not use terms of vague and un-
definable meaning, which leave your thoughts in a 
cloud—conle out openly and flat-footed, and let the 
people understand you and judge for themselves. 
That is the way to come before the American peo­
ple, and we have very much mistaken the signs of 
the times if that is not the way you will have to 
come before them between this and November. 
Thank heaven, the days of humbug are slowly 
passing away. Pretences are being repudiated and 
realities cherished. 

P. S. We have heard, since the above was 
written, that 171 was the total vote that Gen. TAY­
LOR received on the fourth ballot, and not the ma­
jority over his opponents. We have heard also that 
on the first ballot Taylor had 111 votes, Clay 91, 
and Webster and Scott some 40 each. The Web­
ster men adhered to their candidate to the last.

MEETING IN CHARLESTON.—The democrats of 
Charleston held a large meeting on the evening of 
the 6th, which was addressed by Mr. Yancey, M 
Alabama. A set of resolutions were adopted ex­
pressing the adherance of the meeting to the demo­
cratic creed, while at the same time repudiating 
the action of the Baltimore convention. Among 
the resolutions we find the following :

Resolved, That the democratic party of Charleston ins 
trict had neither lot nor part in the late Baltimore convention 
and that the resolutions of the convention, the nomination 
of Gen. Cass for the Presidency, and the proceedings gene­
rally, are unsatisfactory and objectionable, and the action ot 
that convention is disavowed by us, and imposes no obliga­
tion upon the democrats of this district. . 

Resolved, That we deem it inexpedient now to commit 
ourselves as to preference fatlhe Presidency—we shall await 
the developement of eventaÄnd at a proper time will use 
our best exertions for the effididate whose elevation would 
in our opinion best serve to advance the principles set torth 
in the foregoing resolutions ; the great question o* equal 
rights under the constitution ot the slaveholding and non-
slaveholding States being ever considered by us as paramount 
to all other issues. 

A resolution offered by Mr. J. G. Holmes declar­
ing Gen. Taylor the choice of the meeting, was 
laid upon the table with but two dissentient voices. 

CLAV MEETING.—The friends pf Henry Clay, 
in New York, held a meeting on the evening of the 
2d inst., in order to u.-ge his claims upon the Phila­
delphia Convention. Among the resolutions adopt­
ed we find the following determined and significant 
expression of opinion : 
" Resolved, That having, in good faith with our fellow 

whigs throughout the Union, presented the nameot that 
illustrions statesman and devoted whig, Henry Çlay. tor the 
consideration and subject to the decision ot the JNauonai 
Convention, as the candidate of the whig party tor the "resi­
dency, we have a right to demand that the Convention shall 
not entertain the name of any man as such candidate who 
will not, in like good faith, abide by the decision and sustain 
the action of the Convention. And we teel it to be due to 
our integrity as whigs to declare ourselves absolved trom ail 
obligation to sustain a nomination not made in coutormity 
with the spirit of this resolution. 

GEN. CASS' VIMT TO PHILADELPHIA.—A letter 
from the democranc candidate for the Presidency 
to the editor of the Pennsylvanian, announces that 
he intends to visit that city on Tuesday next, to re­
main over Wednesday.

At the meeting of the Assembly on the 16th ult.,

The Assembly then-, proceeded to appoint the 
committee for preparing the project of the constitu­
tion. 

The following is a sketch of the members of the 
new ministry: M. Bastide and M. Duclerc were, 
since the 24th February, under secretaries of state 
in the departments in which they have now become 
Ministers. Colonel Charras was also under secre­
tary in the war department, and has the character 
of being an able administrator ; but he is only ap­
pointed minister of the war department ad interim. 
M. Recurt was one of the adjoints of the Mayor of 
Paris, and has, within the last two days, been elect­
ed a Vice-President of the Assembly. lie has the 
character of being a sensible, liberal and moderate 
man ; but his administrative capacity has not yet 
had an opportunity of being known, as he has all 
his life been employed in administering medicines 
to the good people of the Faubourg St. Antoine. 
Admiral Casey is very little known, even in his pro­
fession. M. Trelat, who is also a physician,- was 
the candidate of the ultra-republicans, and is con­
sidered a nominee^ M. Ledru Rollin. Much at­
tention j^s been dflRvn to the appointment of M. 
Jules Favre, asunder Secretary of State for the Fo­
reign Department. M. Bastide, the minister, is un­
derstood to have the full confidence of M. de La­
martine, who, though he ceases to be at the head of 
that department, will probably continue to overlook 
the business of it ; but M. Jules Favre is the nomi­
nee of Ledru Rollin, and it is insinuated that he is

The School Fond. 
Shortly after the adjournment of the Legislature 

we called public attention to the fact that the bill 
making, an appropriation for the support of public 
schools for the next two years, had, through care­
lessness or accident, been passed over in the Senate, 
and suggested the propriety of calling an extra 
session of the Legislature to remedy the oversight. 
The suggestion, we have reason to believe, was 
favorably received throughout the State, for though 
the people have no great desire to have the Legis­
lature in session, they have an anxious wish to 
complete and maintain the system of public educa­
tion. The tax levied for the support of public 
schools will amount to nearly three hundred thou­
sand dollars a year, and by existing laws it ought 
to be apportioned among the different parishes in 
the month of November. But once paid into the 
treasury—as it must be by the tax collectors—it 
cannot be paid out without a special appropriation, 
and the bill making the appropriation was the one 
lost. The payment of this large amount of Lax 
each year without deriving any immediate corres­
ponding benefit from it, will undoubtedly have the 
effect of bringing the whole school system into 
disrepute, and may be the means of defeating alto-
gethtr the wise and patriotic views of the con­
vention that framed the State constitution. The 
only remedy for the evil is an extra session of the 
Legislature. But as there is no constitutional Umit 

. to such a session, it is, we believe, apprehended 
• that our lawgivers, when brought together again, 

may give us an extrA dose of legislation. This 
seems to be the only objection to the measure. We 
think that it is an'objection easily obviated. By 
the constitution, the LegÜature cannot sit in this 
city after the 31st of December next, and there is 
no danger that, if in session at that time, they 
would ad journ to Baton Rouge, where there will 
be prepared nothing for their accommodation, either 
as a body or as individuals. If, therefore, the 
Legislature was called together in the latter part 
of November, the election of President would be 
over and the motives to pervert the business of the 
State for mere party purposes would no loneer ex­
ist, and something might be done hi a month that 
would -be really Useful. At all events the school 
appropriation bill would be passed—the school sys­
tem saved, and a month at most would terminate 
the session. We hope that the Governor, whose 
known desire to promote the education of the peo­
ple muet make him interested in this matter, will, 
on reflection, conclude that one of the " cxtraordi-

The Senate has been, and is still, occupied with a discus­
sion upon slavery. The bill before them is that for establish­
ing a Territorial Government in Oregon, where there is no 
more likelihood of finding a negro slave thanin Kamschatka; 
but the principle of extending slavery into newly-acquired 
territory is to be settled, and Oregon is to be the scape-goat. 
The same subject has been discussed in the House to-day, 
by Mr.Brodhead, of Pfenn., Mr. Brown, of Miss., and Mr. 
Rhett, of S.C. It is the question of the session. • 

We have a report here that the Edith has arrived at your 
port with a positive confirmation of the ratification of the 
treaty with Mexico. On the other hand, there is a private 
messenger here, a bearer of despatches from Mexico, who 
insists that the treaty has not been ratified, and will be re­
jected. Between such opposite conclusions the public mind 
is staggeiing with uncertainty. 

Gen. Clashing was on the floor of the House yesterday, 
looking less like a civilian than when he was a member of th« 
House. He informed me that the Court of Inquiry had three 
distinct charges to investigate—Scott vs. Pillow ; Pillow vs. 
Scott ; and Worth vs. Scott. The public is likely to be 
satiated with these martial courts; and, for the most part, 
they are gotten np out of the most fnvolous occasions.—Gen. 
Scott has been quite sick, but is now better. 

The Senate has agreed to adjourn from Monday until 
Thursday of next week. If the House do not adjourn for 
the same time, they might as well, for there will be no quo­
rum with which to do business. 

QUITE A DIFFERENCE.—Upon the subject of the 
mistakes said to have been committed in his report, 
by the Secretary of the Treasury, Mr. Walker, the. 
correspondent of the Baltimore Sun says : 

The report of the House Committee on Mr. Walk­
er s report, is a perfect jewel in point of reasoning 
and candor. In the first place, the learned Theban, 
of Connecticut, and the good natured Beotion, of 
Pennsylvania, charged to Mr. Walker, the Secre­
tary of the Treasury, an alleged error in the tables 
accompanying his report, which tables are prepared 
according to law, by the Register of the Treasury 
or his clerks, and sent by him to the Secretary, who 
in turn is bound to submit them, as they are, to 
Congress, and in the second place, the learned com­
mittee, (that is the majority of that committee, in 
attempting to correct the alleged errors in the report 
of the learned Secretary, committed, themselves, a 
whole series of blunders, amounting in the aggre­
gate to more than half the revenue ! 

One blunder alone amounts to from seven to nine 
millions of dollars ! So they had better lake the 
beam out of their own ayes, than the splinter out of 
the eyes of the honorable Secretary of the Treasury. 
When Mr. Walker's statements shall be published, 
which may be in a week or two, (when the smoke 
of the Convention will have cleared off,) both Mr. 
Rockwell and Mr. Strohm, may, perhaps, discover 
that they can be more profitably employed ii> mak­
ing stump.speeches than in venturing on ^the hard 
and ungrateful road of science.

Colonel Clement Thomas, of thtf 2d Legion (for­
merly editor of the National) is named general-in-
chief of the Paris National Guard, in the room of 
that weak old man, General Coiirtais. 

The Executive Government has just issued a de­
cree for retaining ihe National Guards unde'r arms 
until all the guilty in the late attempt shall be in 
the hands of justice. 

The National announces that the army of the 
Alps, which already consists of three divisions, is 
to be augmented by a fourth division, formed of 
three brigades of seasoned troops, which are already 
tinder orders from Algeria, and which are consider­
ed the liest in that colony. The command of the 
new division is given to Gen. Lorre d'Arbouville, 
whose lieadquarters are to be Avignon. The army 
of the Alps, with this addition, consists of 38,000 
effective troops. 

The army of the Rhine consists of 36,000 men, 
of wh A 12,(XX) are to be concentrated in Stras­
bourg and its neighborhood ; 12,000 in the neighbor­
hood of Haguenau ; and the other 12,000 at Col­
mar and the neighboring communes. 

Orders have been dven at the Arsenal at Bay-
onne, for the arming of the whole of the points of 
defence of the coast in that arrondissement.' Orders 
have also been given to repair the fortifications of 
Calais and Dunkirk. 

The National says that a telegraphic dispatch re­
ceived at Cherbourg, on the 13th, ordered the im­
mediate arming of four steam frigates, which are 
in that, harbor, and of which two were built for 
transatlantic steam packets. The 100 gun-ship 
Ilenry IV. has also been ordered to be launched 
lorthwith. 

The Paris Presse states that an order has been 
given to the manufactory of Chatellerault for 
100.000L muskets, to be completed as quickly as 
possible. It was added to this rumor that a levy'of 
200,000 men, from 18 to 30 years of age, was about 
to be decreed. " Thus not a single fault of past 
times, nor one of its crimes, will in all probability 
be avoided." The Constitutionnel states that drders 
have been dispatched to the port of Rochefort to 
prepare two frigates for sea, one of CO guns and the 
other of 52. 

Hussia. 
Advices from St. Petersburg to the 9th ult., state 

that the export of gold had been prohibited by Im­
perial ukase. 

Bohemia. 
The discord between the Sclavonians and Ger­

mans seems to increase, and it is probable that the 
contending parties will resort to violence for the 
settlement of their quarrel. The Kelnische Zeitung 
publishes the following letter from Prague on this 
subject : " The terrorism of the Czechs has begun. 
Three hundred fanatics form a corps, dressed and 
armed as in the time of Zy> They call them­
selves Swornorst. Similai orps are at Tabor, 
Neuhaus, and in other places. Tfle whole number 
of those Zyska warriors i,s computed to amount to 
20,000." 

Miscellaneous. 
Mr. Bancroft, the American Minister, and Count 

Bunsen, the. Prussian Minister, were in the House 
of Commons during the debate on the navigation 
laws, and appeared to take the deepest interest in 
the proceedings. 

It is said that the Government contemplates an 
immediate application to Parliament for authority 
to raise a loan for emigration. The amount, it is 
said, will be at least X500,000, perhaps £1,000,000. 

Some important regulations are about to be sub­
mitted to her Majesty's Postmaster-General for bet­
ter securing the safe transmsssion of bank notes, 
and every description of securities, to all parts of 
the world, without the slightest interference with 
the postoffice revenue. 

The batteries at Newhaven, East Blatchirigton 
and Seaford, on the Sussex coast, are under repair 
and guns are amviag from Woolwich to be mount-
on them. 

Official notification has been received of the 
blockade of the port of Venice by the Austrian 
Government. The blockade will commence on the 
23d of the present, month. 

The price of wheat has never been so low, per­
haps, in France as at present. The price is 20 per 
cent, below the average. The coming harvest 
also gives every promise of being excellent. 

It is stated that from £12,000 to £13|000 in gold 
are now transmitted weekly to Holland, in pay­
ment for cattle, butter, and other provisions. 

The votes given in favor of M. de Lamartine at 
the different electoral colleges amount, says the 
Patrie, together to 3,548,201. ' 

Madame Pauline Vioardot Garcia, a siar whose 
rising was loudly announced, made her debut in 
England at Covent Garden, London. She ap­
peared as Amina, in " La Somnambula," thus 
putting herself in direct competition with Jenny 
Lind, and is said to have made a great impression. 
She is allowed to be a worthy representative of the 
name of Malibran. 

A communication from Cuxhaven states that 
Lubec vessels are to be exempt from the embargo. 

The Prince and Princess of Joinville will spend 
the summer at Rio Janeiro. The Brazilian Go­
vernment had, it is said, an idea of appointing the 
prince to the command of the Brazilian naval 
(brces, but fcandoned it lest it should meet with 
opposition by England. 

Letters from Hamburg of the 16th inst. are not 
favorable. Prussian cavalry and infantry, under 
Gen. Wrangel, has advanced farther into Jutland. 
The Sweedish Government seem in earnest, in the 
cause of Denmark. A credit of 2,003,000 banco 
dollars has been unanimously agreed to by the 
committee towards the current expenses. 

THE DIPLOMATIC POLICY OF ENGLAND.—In 
the House of Commons on the 16th ult. Mr. Urqu-
hart called the atten.tion of the House to the rela­
tions of this country with Russia, in reference to 
events in the north of Europe. Lord Palmerston 
insisted that England had neither overlooked the 
designs of Russia, nor pursued a policy subservient 
to her aggrandizement, in consequence of having 
acceded to the principles of the Holy Alliance. He 
objected to the production of either set of papers 
for which Mr. Urquhart had moved. After a speech 
of Lord Dudley Stuart, on the affairs of Poland 
and the late enormities that have occurred at Po­
sen, the motion was withdrawn. 

FROM HAYTI.—Capt. Thomas, of the schooner 
Charles A. Hammond, from Port au Prince the 19th 
of May, arrived at NewYork on the 3d, reports that 
matters were settling down to quietude—produce 
coming in, and the merchants resuming business. 

BLOCKADE.—The Danish Consul at Boston has 
given notice, from the 16th May, the following 
harbors only will be blockaded, viz : Svinemunde, 
Wolgast and Cammin, Kiel, with the mouth of the 
Schleswic Canal at Holtenau. Before any new 
special publication emanates, no other harbor is to 
be considered as blockaded.
