The Court of Inquiry. 

Gen. Quit man continued.—June 6, 4 p. M. Wit­
ness testified that Gen. Scott, after having ordered 
the distribution oi'scaling ladders, directed Gen. Pil­
low to attack Chapultepec on the west, while his Di­
vision, for the support of which Smith's Brigade had 
been ordered, was ordered to ail vance simultaneously 
to the assault of the forlress, by the Tacubaya road— 
Gen. Scott instructing both Gen. Pillow and him 
self lo move from their positions to the assault at 
signal which he informed them would be the cessa 
tion of the firing of the heavy batteries, and par 
ticularly directing them to make the attack, as near 
as possible, simultaneously. 

After relating the operations against Chapultepec 
witness went on to testify as follows, concerning a 
certain conversation he had had with Gen. Pillow 

About the time alluded to. whether before or after the ap­
pearance of the " i^eonidas" letter, 1 do uot recollect. Gen. 
Pillow, being then confined to his room, sent to me two mes 
sengers, requesting me to call and see him. Upon iny visit, 
after a short conversation upon the subject of the decision of 
the Court of Inquiry, which, at his instance, had lieen held 
in Mexico, in relation to howitzers, in which he expressed 
great anxiety to know what was the decision of the Court 
and whether, in my judgment, it would affect his character, 
he proceeded to speak of the difficulties existing between 
him and tiie General-in-Chief. 1 do not think he said any 
thing especially about the 4'Leonidas" letter. 1 have u< 
recollection of his speaking about that. He stated that hit 
great desire was to conciliate matters with Gen. Scott, lie 
requested my intervention in order to stop any proceediu, 
agaui.il him. He said he would be serieusly injured, if u 
ruined, by a contest with Gen. Scott upon those subjects, 
He expressed a great desire that the prosecution of Uns mat­
ter by Gen. Scott should be stopped—asked me if 1 knew 
whether Gen. Scott intended to prosecute him in relation to 
these rumors in the army, lie alluded, in his conversation 
to tlie high military position and reputation of Gen. Scott, 
and said tnat he (Gen. i'illow) would be greatly injured b> 
any contest with hiui. He concluded with requesting vei 
earnestly my intervention with Gen. Scott to bring about.. 
reconciliation, or to ascertain the intentions of Gen. Scott, 
and endeavor to prevent any further prosecution of the mat 
ters, and 1 very reluctantly promised, as I did not like to ap­
proach Gen. Scott upon the subject, and in consequence ol 
particular reasons, never did. 1 do not think that Gen. Pillow 
alluded expressly to the " Leonidas" letter. Gen. Pillow ap­
peared to make the application to nie with reluctance—per­
haps occasioned by my intimating at once that my personal 
relations with Gen. »Scott were not intimate, and would 
scarcely justiiy a conversation, on my part, with him. The 
reason why 1 did not speak to Gen. Scott was, that 1 chanced 
to meet a gentleman who was intimate with hini, and asked 
him whether he supposed an interposition on my part would 
be effectual, aud he intimating that lie thought matters had 
gone too far, 1 did not venture to approach Gen. »Scott upon 
the subject 

'The rest of the examination of the witness on 
this day elicited nothing new. 

Gen. Quitman examined by the defence. The 
further examination of the witness referred entirely 
to the conversations with Gen. Pillow. 

Q.—Witness has said the conversation above detailed oc­
curred about the last of l )ctober—that lie left tlie City of Mex-
leo on the 1st of November, is he aware that General Order 
No.;i>4(J, reflecting upon Gen. Pillow, and virtually charging 
upon Gen. Pillow the authorship of the Leonidas letter, was 
not issued until the lüth of November, twelve days after lie 
left the city ! 

A.—i am aware that the order referred to did not issue until 
after my departure from the City of Mexico. 1 am aiso

Q.—Witness is desired, in view of all the facts to which 
his attention has been called in the cross-examination, to 
llect a moment, and »ay if, at the time of tins couveisation, 
thsre had been any other difficulties, at that time, between 
Gen. Pillow and Gen. Scott; and whether there was any 
talk about preferring charges against Gen. Pillow until after

which witness' interposition for reconciliation was sought by 

en. Pillow. 
A.—The subject of Gen. Pillow's connection with a certain 

letter directed to some newspaper in the L'nited States was 
about that time much talked of among that portion of the 
officers with whom I happened to meet, and I had, before 
this interview, learned from Gen. Smith and others that it 

as the intention of Gen. Scott to lake official notice of this 
matter, i had never heard from Gen. Scott, personally, auy 
uteniion to prosecute tfiis matter. I now recollect, since my 

attention is more particularly called to this subject, that Gen. 
Pillow, in this conversation, inquired of me what were the 
characters of the rumors in the ai my, and particularly whether 
1 had seen a copy oi the letter said to be interlined by him. 1 
will state farther, that it may not have been the intention of 
Gen. Pillow, in that conversation, to request my intervention 
to prevent a prosecution iu relation to these rumors. Being, 
however, regarded by me at the time as important, I consid­
ered the interveutiou as desired in relation to ail these difficul­
ties between himself and Gen. Scott. 

Q..—Witness will state whether the terms of the armistice, 
as agreed upon, met his own views, and why he signed them; 
aud what tien. Scott himself said upon that subject. 

[The Court objected to this question, and it was not an­
swered.] 

BARNBURNERS' MEETING AT NEW-YORK.—The 
great meeting of the barnburner section of the de­
mocratic party at NewYork came off' on the 6th 
inst. in the Park. A telegraphic despatch to the 
Philadelphia Ledger says : 

The meeting of the barnburner« in the Park this 
evening was large and enthusiastic. Mark Spencer 
presided, assisted by about five Vice-Presidents and 
fifteen or twenty Secretaries. C. C. Cambreleng 
read a protest against the action of the Baltimore 
Convention, and said the hunkers were seceders 
from the party, and that the barnburners were the 
true democracy. 

lie was followed by John Van Buren, who said 
the barnburners would not, under any circum­
stances, vote for any nominee of the whigs; that 
he desired to preserve the democratic party intact. 

B. F. Butler said that he did not recognize the 
nomination of Gen. Cass ; it was not binding on the 
democracy ; and he would lie governed by the Con­
vention to assemble on the 22d of June. That Con­
vention w ould examine the claims of Gen Cass, 
and if he wan found to be sound on the subject of 
the extension of slavery to free territory, that body 
might nominate him. lie concluded by saying that 
if such a Convention a« the one assembled in Bal­
timore had nominated Van Buren, Dix or Slade, or 
even a Thomas Jefferson, he would not support it. 

Mr. Butler was followed by Mr. Nye, and after 
the adoption of the resolutions, the meeting ad­
journed in high spirits. 

Before adjournment, it was agreed to hold a Con­
vention in Utica on the 22d inst. John Van Buren 
denied that his father wished the nomination for 
President. The number in attendance was esti­
mated at five thousand. 

The hunkers also organized a meeting in front of 
the Ilall of Records, which was also largely attend­
ed. No prominent speakers were in attendance. 

EJ.OÛUENT .—A democratic orator thus expresses 
himself on hearing of the nomination of Cass and 
Butler:

Their cargoes will 
probably go to some other port, as they cannot be 
sold here. Domestic products are scarce anil high, 
while foreign products are very low. The cur­
rency has sadly depreciated, and is quoted at the 
rate of seven to one. 

1' ROM DEMARARA.—The schooner Globe, Capt. 
Seely, arrived yesterday with accounts from Dem­
arara to the &2d lilt. Governor Light aud family 
embarked for Eurojie on the 18th. He was suc­
ceeded in the administration of government by 
Mr. Walker,f ormerly Secretary. The impor­
tation of coolies to the colonies Ims not proved 
as advantageous as was expected. Another propo­
sition for abolishing the system was argued beforn 
the Assembly on the subject. The following was 
embodied in a report from Earl Grey to the ( !o-
vernor: 

"As there had been no application from any 
quarter lor coolies this season, Ihe presumption wan 
that the description of immigrants might be dis­
pensed with. It was also suggested whether Iii» 
bounty on the introduction of immigrants from Ma­
deira might not be altogether discontinued, and the 
funds provided for immigration purposes be wholly 
appropriated to bringing immigrants from Africa, 
who, according to Dr. Bouyuifs rejsirt, appeared 
lo be in every respect suited to the production of 
sugar.—N, 1. Heruld, June 5. 

CHURCH AND STATE.—The letter of M. Luequet, 
Ambassador of the l'ope to the Swiss Diet, admit» 
that the separation of church and State is tli« 
great question of the age ; that it iB likely to be de­
cided in France and in other countries nearer 
Rome ; and that the Pontiff' has pretty nearly made 
up his mind to the divorce. 

TRANSIT OK VENUS.—The American Philoso­
phical Society, and the Academy of Arts and 
Sciences, having recommended to the Secretary of 
the Navy, to cause observations to be made on thn 
approaching transit of Venus, " for the purpose of 
obtaining data for the more exact determination of 
the distance of the sun from the earth," the House 
of Representatives has appropriated five thousand 
dollars for the object.

DISASTER AT NIAGARA FALLS-—Chippewa, (Can­
ada), June Ü. — The boat Duke of York, Paul Par­
ker, owner, bound from Black Rock to Grand River, 
reached as far as the mouth of Chippewa Creek tin« 
morning, where she came in contact with a raft, 
and broke the tow line, and drilled down the river 
with iour men on board, as far as the first rapids. 
A young man named Samuel Smith started with a 
small boat, and reached her about three quarters of 
a mile above the Falls, and succeeded in saving 
the four men. The boat, however, went over the 
Falls. The young man Smith deserves great credit 
for his heroic conduct. A boat with lour men in 
her started ahead of him, hut returned, being afraid 
to proceed.—Buffalo Cum. Adv.

Great Western, 12 days and 18 hours ; Great Brit­
ain, 13 days and 3 hours ; United States, 13 day« 
and 0 hours ; America, 14 days and 1 hour. The 
trip of the Niagara to Boston was made in 12 day* 
and 12 hours. But this was not equal to a run tu 
NewYork in 13 days—it being deemed, we are in­
formed, some 24 hours longer to NewYork than to 
Boston.
