The editor of the Free 
American, as w ill be seen from the following, ex­
tracted from that paper of the 9th, has been ordered 
to leave Vera Cruz within twenty-four hours. We 
must say that this appears to us rather a summary 
mode of procedure : 
To my Friends and Patrons : 

Atter having worked for you in two different newspapers 
for more than a year, 1 now bid you farewell ! 

An article published yesterday in the Free American, nn-
dertlie caption of "A Tribute of respect to the Treaty of 
Peace ; but not the Last," gave offence to the commander 
Ol this department. I was ordered to present myself before 
him, and alter having been called by names that had not be-
fore been given to me, 1 was ordered to leave the city in 
twelve hours ! 

During the time that I remained among yon, my friends, 
1 think that I have never been guilty of an act which has 
met with your censure 1 leave you, as 1 abandon all that 
one year's toilsome labor has given me as a compensation—a 
printing-office in which, by working for you day and night, 
I made a livelihood. 

In the article, above referred to, I can see nothing that 
could excite the commanding officer against me, and I am 
jet at a loss to know the cause of the rigorous treatment 
which 1 have suffered. 

I think it due to you, my patrons, to tell you these lacts, 
and hope that you may long remember the Free American 
and your friend, F. A. DKVILLIJCRS. 
My last Address to my Vera Cruz FYiends: 

MY FRIENDS—I have endeavored to obey the Order of the 
representative of my country, the Governor, which was.

I have advocated the American cause 
during the space of one year and one month, and am, there-
lore, considered as an enemy by the Mexicans 1 cannot 
therefore go to the interior estates ot Mexico.

We copy the follow ing art icle from the American 
Star of the 30th ult., which will no doubt be of in­
terest to our readers. We can scarcely award too 
much praise to Mr. Peoples for tire enterprise which 
he has displayed throughout the wat now so happily 
terminated. The Press, at all times a valuable en­
gine for the dissemination of knowledge, has in his 
hands been rendered doubly so ; for lie lias, by con­
tinuing with the army, and always issuing in his 
paper the latest information of the glorious events of 
the war, more than any one else contributed to keep 
the public informed of the operations of our forces. 
On tills account, the history of the war will be 
much better understood, and misrepresentation less 
likely to go uncontradicted. 

OUR LAST NUMBER .—In publishing the last number of a 
paper, custom ha« sanctioned, and in fact, has almost ren­
dered it necessary to aay a tew words in the shape of an adieu. 

> More than eight months have elapsed since we issued our 
first number in the far-famed "Halls of the Montezumas." 
and in that time more than two hundred numbers have gone 
the rounds of the city and neighboring encampments, and we 
trust that our efforts here, as well as in other places, have not 
been without some slight benefit to those for whom we catered. 

Although the idea was original, of following our victorious 
army with the press, we think we can demonstrate, that in a 
measure, the services rendered, were not without some slight 
advantage to that army. 

Immediately after the taking of Vera Cruz, we started a 
paper—the first to chronicle that glorious achievement—ard 
assisted with it the General-in-Chief, 111 the promulgation of 
his orders, and in the establishment of good order and the 
government of the city. But a few days elapsed, however, 
after thu was accomplished, before the army took up its line 
of march towards this Capital, and when the news reached 
us that the enemy, in strength, was posted at the Cerro Gordo 
pass, we, too, started off to the scene, and no sooner was the 
army of Santa Anna routed, than we hurried ou to Jalapa. 
and before the rear of the troops had entered that place, had 
not only promulgated important orders for the army, but had 
actually issued fiom the press a number of the Star, in which 
was given a detailed account of the glorious actiou of Cerro 
Gordo. 

Our next operating point was Puebla, where the Star 
again rose, and battled away for our cause, whilst our little 
army was awaiting reinforcements to march upon this city. 
Cut off as the army then was from its line of operations, by 
the numerous guerrilla, many of the departments had run en­
tirely out of blank forms necessary for tne transaction of busi­
ness. These forms were executed and supplied by us, as well 
as the inconveniences of an old Spanish office would admit, 
and although we put. two v's together to make w's, and filed 
down y's into v's, when the latter run out, the work sufficed 
to keep the Departments moving. 

On the 7th day of August, 1847, we issued the last paper in 
Puebla, and on the same day left with the first troops for this 
valley. Aller the battles of Contreras and Churubusco, 
when an armistice was entered into, for the information of" 
the army at large, the General wanted the convention pub­
lished. No sooner was this wish signified, than we volun­
teered to enter the city, where yet not one of the army or its 
followers had been. We came in, printed the articles of the 
military convention, and with the advice of the few Mexican 
officers who had a knowledge of the transaction, smuggled 
them through the streets, tilled with excited people, and 
vered them to the head-uuarters in Tacubaya. The city 
subsequently taken, and the dag of our country had not yet 
become easy in its new position on the National Palace, be­
fore our Star was out, announcing the success of our arms, 
editorially, and in general orders. For one month, we worked 
incessantly to supply the different departments with such 
forms of blanks and other printing, which they could not ob­
tain from Washington city ; in the meantime issuing our 
Star daily, frequently furnishing the army with news from 
* ome, at great, expense, and in advance of any other channel. 

Not only have we endeavored to make ourselves useful to 
the army we accompanied, but we have, in their own lan­
guage, communed with the people of Mexico, and sought to 
elevate their ideas, in order that they might look into their 
own condition, and there behold how requisite were certain 
reforms in their social and political condition, in order to pre­
serve their nationality. We urged how beneficial an hono­
rable peace with our Government would be to Mexico, and 
how requisite it was for her future welfare, that wholesome 
reforms should take place in her army and clergy. These 
t hemes we made the subject of many an article, and we Hat­
ter ourselves, that notwithstanding our inability to do justice 
to what we attempted, our efforts were not unheeded, for the 
native press has assumed a bold and independent tone, and 
many of them are now advocating the very reforms in their 
government which we long ago suggested. Their long and 
familiar cry of " War to tne knife with the yanke.es ! has 
given place to articles advocating peace with the Americans, 
and many journals have, under the head of " National Exi­
gencies,' the standing mottoes, "Reform in the Army and 
ClergyThe people, too, begin to think for themselves, 
and the great terror in which the army was held having more 
or less subsided since their misfortunes in this valley, they, 
the people, will soon act for themselves, and by that action, 
prove to the world that they are republicans in fact as well as 
in name. The day will soon come when they will bless the 
advent of the Americans in their country. 

We have been led to speak more of ourselves, individually, 
on this subject, than is our wont, but the reader will pardon 
us, and not attribute to egotism what we found necessary to 
adduce in the showing that the army newspaper was of some 
little advantage in the great operations which have !»een car­
ried on, from the taking of Vera Cruz up to this day. 

To chronicle the glorious and ever memorable achieve­
ments of the little band who cut their way through five times 
their numbers, and planted their victorious banner upon the 
battlements of the enemy's palace, has been our greatest 
pride. The achievement is without a parallel in ancient or 
modern warfare, and what American is there whose heart 
does not swell with pride when contemplating their glorious 
feats of arms ? Our studied course was to draw no parallel 
line between individuals or corps, but to award to all that 
abundant glory and honor which was the due of the whole 
army. But whilst we were pursuing this course here, a few 
individuals, eager for power, and desirous of creating a first 
impression at home, were expressing off one-sided accounts 
of the late operations, with the view of self-exaltation, or 
that of some particular friend whom they wished to rear up. 
The evil of this course was at once apparent to us, and we 
determined to combat it, and made this determination known. 
The subject of the Leonidas epistle, whom we looked upon 
at the time as a friend, sent for us and solicited, aye, even 
sought to purchase our aid, in giving credence to the roman­
cing of the writer. The reader is familiar with our course. 
We treated the production in the manner it merited, and the 
first article on it severed the bond of friendship between us 
and its hero—a friendship he had sought more to cement than 
ourselves. Soon another letter came, by way of Tampico, 
equally as one-sided as the first, and full of " self-puffings.' 
This received the same treatment from our pen, and added 
one or two moie of the interested to the foe above noticed. 
Vvith these and the few others who drew off when Veritas 
was received and published, was started a league to crush our 
paper to crush it because they could not use it. The little 
support with which they favored us was withdrawn, and a 
Heavy influence exerted to induce others to withhold that 
patronage with which we kept afloat, in order that we might 
sink, and that another concern might be baoyed up in the 
place of the Star. The stand we had taken, however, was 
a determined one. and although we did not see the influential 
gale brewing ahead and the vnder current that was fast 
driving us towards the shoals of adversity, we rode out the 
first, bore hard up against the latter, and finally entered that 
haven lor which we first set sail. We have few 5-hots in the 
locker, it is true, but the heart that knocks against our tim­
bers admonishes us that we have done our duty to the army, 
and that is to us the best reward that we could have. Our pa­
per has been tree and independent—its course ha* been com­
mended by the army in general—it has lived to triumph over 
its toes—to see the peace it advocated brought about, and 
now die«cQBtçnt, lingering only to bid—ADJJSU !  

Mexican Correspondent 

[ C O R R E S P O N D E N C E  O F  T H E  C R E S C E N T . ]  
CITY OF MEXICO. May 30, lî<48. 

As yet we have not been advised of the exchange of ratifi­
cations by our Commissioners, although it is momentarily 
expected. Gen. Patterson's division left this morning for 
Vera Cruz, and the others will follow in the order of a two 
day's interval. 

A severe blow was given to the Yucatan expedition, yes­
terday, by Gen. Butler. Having heaid that Gen. Butler 
would discharge such men as wished to remain in the country, 
Cols. Geary and Whitfield, with myself in company, called 
on him, and he expressed the same determination, where-
upon we concluded to give notice to the soldiers that they 
could be discharged, and did so in a handbill under rny own 
name. So numerous were the applications, however, that 
the General-in Chief was induced to refuse all, and no one 
belonging to the army can now go to Y ueatan until they 
have been mustered out of service in your city. Although 
this determination may for a moment retard the expedition, 
it cannot defeat it. for but few of the enrolled will not go 
down from New Orleans. In the meantime, those who are 
under no obligations of service to Unele S>am, are organizing, 
and will go down without doubt. 

I have just returned from Tacubaya, and as the mail will 
leave in a lew minutes you must excuse a lengthy letter. I 
have not time to overlook the interior mail, even, and must 
content myself by sending you the papers. CHAPARRAL. 

CITY OF MEXICO , June 1.1848. 
The Monitor of to-day states that the Chambers of Depu­

ties has declared his excellency Gen. Don Jose Joaquin de 
Ilerrera the Constitutional President of the Republic ol 
Mexico. 

The treaty of peace has been exchanged with all formali. 
ties. The Monitor has letters from Uuerotaro to the J9th ot 
May, which states that Cougress continues with its usual 
slowness, and that a proposition lias been presenteil in the 
Senate to aid Yucatan—as if the Government was not bound 
or had not the power of doing it, Yucatan being one of the 
States of the Republic, without its being proposed in the 
Senate. The writer presumes that the new Cabinet wUl 
take the Indian war into consideration, begining with those of 
Juchi, Ozuluama, and last of all, Yucatan, and recommend 
that the regular troops, who are of no use whatever in the 
capitals of the States, be employed to do this, and the Na­
tional Guard left to protect the principal cities. 

The Eco del Comercio of to-day, states that the San Patri­
cio prisoners have been set at liberty, and praises Gen. Butler s 
clemency. Of the correctness of this I know nothing, but 
am still of the opinion that they should be taken to the United 
States, and there dishonorably discharged from the service. 

Thi* morning Gen. Marshall's division left for Vera Cruz, 
and to-morrow Gen. Lane will be off. By Tuesday next all 
the troops will be under march for the coast. 

I can write no more, but send you the papers, from which 
you can make extracts in translation. CHAPARRAL. 

CITY OF MEXICO , June 3,1848. 
All the volunteers and new line of regulars are now on 

the road, with the exception of the 1 Ith, 14th and Voltigeurs, 
and they will move in the morning. Gen. Kearney will move 
off with one brigade of his division on Monday, and the 
other one will leave on Tuesday, after having saluted our 
flag, and that of the Mexicans which will take its place on 
the National Palace. Gen. Butler will leave on Monday. 
After (i o'clock this evening none of Worth's division will 
come into the city, but will march from there by Mexical-
cingo on Thursday. The Commissioners returned from Uue-
rétaro this morning. Clifford will remain here permanently, 
and Sevier go down with Butler. They were treated very 
well in Querétaro, althou gh the Leperos stoned a few of the 
soldiers and teamsters who accompanied their^ 

Gen. Herrera, as you will see by the accompanying papers, 
has renounced the Presidency, or declined to perform the du­
ties in his present bad state of health. A peace man will be 
named in his place if it be not Pena again. 

About 1000 Mexican troops are on the road for this city, 
and 400 of them within a few leagues. Until they arrive the 
National Guard, which has been for some time organizing 
here, will do duty in the city. The Governor of the district 
having issued an order that all foreigners will be received in 
the ranks, many of them, merchants and artizans, have en­
rolled, and will go on duty as soon as we leave, and therefore 
I believe the city will be kept quiet. 

Riley and ail the San Patricio prisoners were released yes­
terday. They will be great lions amongst the Mexicans af­
ter we leave. It is strange the sympathy that has been ex­
tended towards these men. The first families of the city 
have visited, caressed and provided for them in their confine­
ment, whilst the suffering condition of the wounded of their 
own country has been scarcely noticed. Riley will certainly 
be a General of Division with the titulage apenditure bene-
merito de la Patria, etc. 

The lower order of the Mexicans, instigated by some of 
the better informed, have already begun their persecution 
towards those who have been friendly or sociable towards 
the Americans. At Cuernavaca they sacked their houses, 
and at San Angel, the day Gen. Patterson's division left, 
they committed great excesses. It is reported that they not 
only destroyed the f urniture of those of the softer sex who 
received the visits ot'los Yanquies, but took a number of 
them to the very trees where Riley and his companions were 
whipped and branded, and there cut their hair short from the 
head, and with a hot iron burned the letters " U. S." upou 
their cheeks. When this news was received in the city, the 
women who had visited the balls and danced with our peo­
ple, were in a great way. They ran off to their houses, 
eschewed all Yankee company, and knowing that they had 
been marked for future punishment, commenced making 
preparation for departure. Those who had not a particular 
friend among the Americans were running around the differ­
ent wagon-yards, and begging the teamsters to take them to 
Jalapa, Vera Cruz, or to such other place on the road as they 
might live for a while in safety, and I verily believe they wilj 
average two to each wagon that is now on the road. Whilst 
one cannot but feel sorry for them in their unfortunate posi­
tion, he cannot but be amused at the earnestness with which 
they appeal to those who,but a few hours since were enemies to 
their country, to take thein from their homes. There is, per­
haps, no men on earth who are so jealous of any little atten­
tions paid to the ladies of their country by foreigners, as these 
Mexicans, and to so great an extent does their hatred go to 
those who return e\ en common civilities, that their conduct, 
is at times beneath the brute creation. Knowing what I do 
of the men, I am notsnrprised at the great disposition evinced 
by a certain class of females to travel. 

Nearly every follower of the army is on the road—business 
of every kind is at an end. and the general appearance of 
Mexico reminds me of New Orleans in the dog days. 

Many of the gamblers, the only Americans who carry home 
any wealth, have left here in coaches drawn by eight or ten 
mules, their money packed before, behind and on top of the 
coach, and themselves and their native lady seated inside. 

But one of the press gang has yet left—C. C. of the Picay­
une—the rest waiting to see the performance to an end. For 
myself, I saw the flag put up, and I will endeavor to see it 
hauled down. 

8 P. M .~The vote on the resignation of Ilerera, was 13 for 

acceptance and 51 against it. Though the mail has been in 
some time, I can only send you the few papers received.
