Embarkation and Disposition of the Troops. 
O F F I C I A L  

WAR DEPARTMENT, 
GENERAL ORDERS, ) Adjutant General's Office, 

No. iiû. S Washington, June», 1848 
1. When the time arrives for the withdrawal of the troop« 

lrom Mexico at the termination of the war, measure» will l>e 
taken by the Quartermaster Department to transport the 
VOLUNTEER regiments, battalions aud companies as near 
to i lieir homes as circumstances and the couvemeuce ot the 
service will permit. Accordingly, the Massachusetts regi­
ment will be sent direct to Boston; the New York and New-
Jersey regiments to Fort Hamilton, New York harbor; the 
renusyivania regiments, one to Philadelphia aud one to 
rittsburg; the Maryland am! District of Columbia regiment 
to 1' oil Me Henry ; the Virginia and North Carolina regiment* 
vi ?r* i"on,oe; and the South Carolina regiment to Fort 
.»loultne, respectively, where they will be paid and regularly 
mustered out ot service by the commanding or other officers 
assigned to thatduty. 

2. Colonel Crane, commanding the 5th ami 6th military 
departments, will designate and give the necessary orders lo 
the mustering olficers at Boston, Fort Hamilton, Philadel­
phia, and 1 ittsburg. Colonel Walbach and Captain Van 
Ness, commanding respectively at Forts Monroe and Moul­
trie, arc charged with the duties of mutleriug and discharg­
ing the troops ordered to tlitse posts; aud Lieut. Colonel Bel-
ton with the like service at Fori Mclleury. 

3. The Michigan regiment will be paui and muttered out. 
ol tervice at Detroit, and Captain Cage's company at Fort 
Mackinac, under the direction of Bvl. Brigadier General 
Brady. 

4. The volunteers from Georgia and Alabama, and Liv­
ingston's company from Florida, will be sent direct to Mo 
bile. Those lrom the western States, including Louisiana 
ami Mississippi, will be sent to the places where the^ weie 
mustered into service, or to such other more convenient 
poiuts accessible to steamers, as Bvt. Brigadier General 
Brooke, commanding at NewOrleans, may ihrect. Gen. 
Brooke will desiguate the mustering officers for the Georgia. 
Alabama, Florida, and western volunteers, and onler them 
to the proper points; to facilitate which, he is authorize«! to 
employ any officers, now on the recruiting service, whom he 
may thiuk pioper, and to call on Lieut. Colonel Erving. at 
Cincinnati, lor such aid as the service m the titates border­
ing on the Ohio may render necessary. 

o. The volunteers in New Mexico, under Brigadier Gen. 
Price, will be marched by their own proper officers,-—the 
Missouri troops to Independence ; the Illinois troops to AI» 
ton ; where they will be paid and mustered out of service : 
the lormer under tiie direction of Lieut. Col. Wharton, and 
the latter by the commanding officer at Jefferson barracks, 
who will repair to Alton by tne day of their arrival. 

ti. The companies from Wisconsin and Iowa will be paid 
and mustered out under the direction ol Brevet Col. Garland 
at Forts Crawlord and Atkinson, respectively. The Florida 
company at Taiupa Bay, will be mustered out at that po&t 
by the commanding officer. Brevet Maj. Wade, 

7. Brevet Brig. Gen. Churchill, Inspector General, will 
repair without delay to >iew Orleans, anu report to Gen. 
Brooke, Ibr mustering service. 

8. The Pay master General will take necessary measures to 
pay the volunteers at the several points as soon as they cau 
he mustered for discharge. 

ii. The provisions oi General Orders" No. 18, of April 
22,1847,  revised and republ ished in  "GENERAL ORDERS" 
No. 6, of February 3, 1848, "relative to the volunteers mus­
tered out of service on the expiration of their term," etc.t 

etc., must be strictly observed by every officer engaged in this 
important duty.* 

A supply ot all necessary blank rolls, discharges, etc., will 
be seul to the several places of rendezvous, directe«! lo 
" United States mastering afficer at —— and the offi 
cers designated to muster aud discharge the volunteer troops 
wdl be instructed to obtaiu them lrom the postmaster. 

THE REGULAR ARMY. 
10. The new regiments, with tents and camp e«iuipage, 

will follow the volunteer troops, aud without unnecessarr 
delay embark direct (when practicable) for the designated 
places of rendezvous, where, on the arrival of all the com 
panies of any regiment, it will be duly mustered and in­
spected, an«i the enlisted men be paid and discharged. 

The 3d regiment oi dragoons will rendezvous at Jefferson 
Barracks. 

The 9th regiment of infantry will be sent to Fort Adams, 
Newport, Rhode Island. 

The 10th and 11th regiments will concentrate at aud iiear 
Fort Hamilton, New V ork harbor. 

The 12th regiment at New Orleans, 
The lbtli regiment at Mobile. 
The 14th regiment at New Orleans, 
The lâth regiment at Cincinnati. 
The 16th regiment at Newport Barracks, Kentncky, 
The voltigeur regiment at r'ort McHenry. 
The officers who have been employed on the recruiting sa* 

vice,  or are on leave of absence, will repair to the stations H( 
which their respective regiments are ordered to assemble, and 
will report tiieir arrival, which must not be later than the 25th 
of June, to the Adjutant General ol the army. 

11. The old regiments wdl next embark tor the United 
States. 

for the convenience of the public service, they are, for the 
present, ordered to assemble at the following posts and sta­
tions, wdiere each regiment or battalion will be critically mus 
tered and inspected, the men paid, and these who enlisted lor 
the period of the war discharged : 

The 1st and üd Regiments of Artillery will rendezvous at 
Governor's LJand. 

The 3d and 4th Artillery at Fort Monroe. 
The 1st. 2d, 3d. 4th, and 5th Regiments of Infantry will 

be concentrated at or in the vicinity of Pass Christian, Under 
theoidersof Brevet Major General Twiggs, who will desig 
nate the grouud for the encampment. 

The three companies of the 1st, and seven companies of the 
2d Dragoons, now with the main army, the Mounted Kille 
Regimeut, and the 6th, 7tn, and 8th Regiments of Infantry, 
will assemble at Jellèrson Barracks under ling. Gen. Keurn/, 
who lor the present is assigned to the command of that post, 
to which he will repair as soon as the troops are withdrawn 
from Mexico. 

These directions will not interfere with the special instruc­
tions of May 17th to Major Gen. Butler, and of June 7th to 
Brevet Major Gen. Wool, in regard to reinforcements of one 
regiment of Infantry and tour companies of Dragoons (ol«l 
establishment.) to be sent toCalilorma, and one company of 
the 3d Artillery and one company ol Dragoons to NewMexico. 
The eight companies of Artillery remaining with the "Army 
of Occupation" will, according to previous instructions, 
take post, for the present, on the left bank of the Rio Grande. 

12. Every precautionary measure should be taken by all 
commanding officers to {»reserve the health of the troops ; and 
as the divisions ami brigades will probably be halted at 
healthy stations within convenient marches from Vera Cruz, 
they should not be permitted to enter the city on any account 
until the commanders ot corps are assured that transport» 
are ready to receive their men and to sad immediately. 

If there be more suitable places fur embarcation above or 
below the city of Vera Cruz, it is not doubted by the Depart 
ment that the responsible commanders and officers of the 
stall' will give all needlul orders and instructions upon the 
subject. 

13. The distribution of the army and the assignment toper 
manent stations and commands will be made hereafter at the 
proper time. 

14. On the receipt of this order, the commander of every 
regiment, battalion, and company, will forward direct to th« 
Adjutant General's office a return of the same, with a report 
of the number of fine years men, the number of these fit to 
be retained, an«l of those who, by reason of ageor other disa­
bility, in theoniniou of the commanding officer andsurgeoii, 
should be discharged the sei vice. 

15. Arms, medical supplies, ami all public property, in­
cluding horses, &c., in possession of the troops, will be %c-
cured by the proper staff offii-ers, who will make such dispo­
sition thereof, under instruction of their respective chiefs, a* 
may best conduce to the economy and convenience of the 
service. 

RE'  RUITINO SERVICE. 
IU. All recruits at the rendezvous will Ire ordered into depot; 

an«! those enlisted or enrolled for the period of "the war 
with Mexico," (regulars and volunteers.) will be duly mus­
tered and held in readiness to receive their pay and discharge 
from the service. The superintendents of the recruiting ser­
vice, and commanders of depots, will reoort the number of 
effective men enlisted for five years, reaily to join their regi­
ments. 

Recrniting officers for the volunteer corps will immediately 
close their rendezvous an«! await further orders. 

17. Commanding officers of regiments, battalions, and 
companies, (old establishment,) will take prompt and etfi 
cient measures to enlist for five years, at the several places of 
rendezvous, and elsewhere, as many men as possible to fill 
up their ranks ; fo' which purpose, on their re«juisition. fun«ls 
and all necessary recruiting blanks, &c., will be furnished by 
the Adjutant General.

DREADFUL ACCIDENT. — A shocking accident 
occurred at the Grand Rapids on the 23d nit. 
While the steamlioat Magnet was lying a short dis­
tance below the Hanging Rock, a deadened tree 
which stood upon the bank of the river fell across 
her bows and upon a keel which lay alongside re­
ceiving her freight. The tree-fell U|ion and killed 
two m."n. who had just lieen engaged on board the 
boat as deck hands, anil severely wounded two 
others. Samuel Mervin, of Richland county, this 
Slate, who was sitting on a bag of coffee on board 
the keel, and Thomas Starnator, of Bedell's Mills, 
a native of Gibson county, la., who was under the 
boiler deck of the steamboat, were Ixuli instantly 
killed. Mr. Blinn, pilot of the Magnet, and a per­
son whose name we have not learned, were seri­
ously wounded ; the recovery of the latter is thought 
to be very doubtful. The captain arid clerk of the 
Magnet, captain and clerk of the I.ady Madison, 
(which boat was lying a short distance below, and 
our fellow townsman, 15. Parkinson, together with 
several other gentlemen, were seated upon the boi­
ler deck at the time, but escaped injury. Mr. Par­
kinson was sitting with his back to the shore, im­
mediately above the man who was killed, and ori 
the precise spot where th^ tree struck, but the clerk 
of the Magnet who was conversing w ith him at the 
time, with astonishing presence of mind,seized him 
by the coat collar and jerked him from under. The 
injury sustained by the steamboat, we believe, was 
not very great, but the keel, which was loaded 
chiefly with dry goods and groceries for the I:pper 
Wabash, was sunk and most of the goods damaged, 
Mt. Carmel, '.III.)
