The Rights of Women. 
Tlte petticoated democracy of France has been 

thrown into a state of hysterical exaltation by the 
late events in that country—so says Major Noah in 
his Sunday Times. Making love, heretofore the 
first object, purpose, and employment of a French­
woman's life, has suddenly become a secondary 
affair—a means for the attainment of a more sub­
lime end. The fair citoyennes, and especially those 
of a " certain age," complain that the revolution 
lias left them where it found them—that they are 
still mere domestic drudges—still looked upon as in­
feriors by the men ; whereas God and nature have 
constituted them the equals, if not the superiors, of 
the Warded sex in all that appertains to business 
capacity and diplomatic acumen. The cunning 
rogues have certainly shown infinite tact in the con­
coction of the plan.by which they hope to compass 
their designs. Their great point has been to secure 
in the National Assembly a majority favorable to 
the cause of woman, and all the blandishments of 
the sex have been put in requisition to attain this 
darling object. The new electoral organization, by 
granting to young women, of all conditions, the full 
exercise of political rights, has vastly " enlarged 
the area" of female influence. 

Upon this extension of. popular power, the 
flounced and furbelowed democracy of Paris have 
based a grand scheme of general seduction. The 
young electors are to be nailed at any cost ; nor are 
the mature and old, if accessible to smiles, tears, 
kisses, or any other annealing influences of that 
class, to be neglected as voters, although they are 
proscribed, as representatives. By these means— 
and it must be admitted that bribery and corruption 
never wore a more enticing aspect—the women 
hope to procure the election of the right sort of can­
didates—men, guaranteed by their past lives or 
pledged by recent formal promises, to give them all 
they ask. 

Such is said to be the plan adopted by the Cen­
tral Feminine Committee of Paris, where, under 
the auspices of Madame Dudevant and others of 
the female emancipationists, the doctrine of petti­
coat equality has been long sustained. Already 
the pretty progressives have organized sub-com­
mittees in the interior, and it is asserted that the 
ramifications of their " league" extend to every 
city and town in the republic. A " secret circular," 
emanating from the Parisian committee, has been 
sent to all the departments, and the rules which it 
lays down have been ratified by acclamation. They 
are of a character which may well cause the ene­
mies of progress to shake in their shoes. Only one 
copy has reached this country, we believe, and that 
has just appeared in the Boston Atlas. We make 
an abstract of the leading points; 

" The citizen members of the Rights of Women Society 
are to meet as often as possible,.openly or in secret, en masse 
or by sections: each section having its president, who will 
correspond and confer with her colleagues. 

" No man shall be admitted to the sections. Men are in-
discret, compromising, and too much inclined to intempe­
rate language. (This is what the hnssies say aller recom­
mending a general sednction of the males, for the accom­
plishment ot their own ambitious objects.) 

" Use every means to procure the election of good repre­
sentatives to the legislature. None are good but those who 
«ccept our programme, and consecrate themselves to our tri­
umph. (Nobly said, most excellent Semiramises !) 

" To this end you have a double miwion to fulfil. 
'' 1st. Choose reliable candidat«. 
"2d. Secure their election at any sacrifice ! 
" The selection of candidates will not be difficult. No one 

can know and appreciate them better than yourselves. 
"Tim representatives you favor should be young men. 

We ueed new men; our cause demands anient hearts, ener­
getic souls. 4To this clause we will cnarantee a general and 
emphatic amen from the entire 'Rights of Woman So-

Cl<"So! then, no men of the past; (that is "used-up men.') 
Proscribe, reiect them; they are not. to be depended upon. 

" I'rolit by the law. Thy grant is young men ol twenty-
five; ht u.i takc thrm. (The d—I donbt you !) 

From twenty.live to thirty is the right age. You may 
meet soine good ones up to thirty-five; beyond that, they are 
no more fit for candidate,. 

"Your representative should possess an agreeable physique; 
be large, well made, of good mien, so as to render more easy 
the devotion of the persons who shall undertake ta keep 
alive his zeal in our behalf. 

" The candidat® mnst be subjected to proofs, in order to 
assure yonrselves that he is wholly, passionately o»rs. (The 
nature of the proofs is not stated.) 

" The members who shall superintend these proofs are to be 
chosen by lot. Refusal to act shall be considered treason.^ 

" if the election of a candidate cause one of you a pain Jul 
separation, remember the sacrifice is for the common good. 
No member should he so egotistic as to monojioiize the man 
called to serve the cause of all women. _ 

"Married membArs will exercise their influence at home, 
in their families, upon their husbands, their relations, their 
husbands' friends and their friends' friends. 

" Whatever you have done to gam lrom your hnsband a 
dress, a favor, an amusement, do the same thing now to ob­
tain Iiis vote. , . 

" If it be necessary to employ great means, such as attacks 
of the nerves, fainting fits, hysterics, threats, dramatic scenes, 
resort to them withont hesitation. All is fair in politics. 

" To the work, sister-citizens! Courage! Woman's sa­
cred cause shall triumph ! Vive la République!" 

It is said that the effect of these secret instruc­
tions lias been prodigious. The provincial elec­
tions have presented a succession of victories, and 
the departments have, to the great joy of the de­
fenders of the Rights of Women in Paris, sent to 
tlie capital a large majority of young representa­
tives of "agreeable physique, large, and of good 
mien." 

Could not some of our female philosophers get up 
a similar society, and adopt the Parisian circular as 
their rule of action '. 

OTTAR OF ROSE.—At tbe last session of the 
Franklin Institute, it was stated that the ottar (or 
attar) of rose is both a volatile and essential oil 
made generally in Turkey, by immersing the leaves 
in water, when the oil rises to the surface and is 
gathered by cotton. We seldom get it in its pure 
state, it being mixed with the oil of benseed ; but 
this may be detected by dropping it on clean paper 
and evaporating; if pure there is no trace left of it, 
but if adulterated it leaves a translucent spot. The 
flower from which it is made is not similar to our 
roses, nor does it have the same flavor, and the ottar 
in its concentrated form is quite disagreeable. It 
is made from a species of geranium.

REMARKABLE TRIP FROM NEW ORLEANS— 
The following account of a remarkable trip from 
New Orleans to Boston, says the Traveller, per­
formed by a gentleman of this city, will interest 
such of our readers, as are in the habit of travelling 
to the South: " On Tuesday, May 10, at 8 P.M., 
started from New Orleans in the steamer Peytona, 
for Louisville, 1300 miles ; arrived there on Mon­
day, the 22d, at 2 P. M. ; at 3î,took an exceedingly 
slow steamboat for Cincinnati, and arrived there 
next day, 23d, at CA. M.; at 124 r. M. took the 
Miami and Mail River railroads, and reached San­
dusky city on the 21th. [Between these two rail­
roads there is 14 miles of very bad stage travel.] 
At Sandusky, took a steamboat which was in con­
nection with these railroads, and arrived at Buffalo 
at A. M.; left Buffalo at 7, in the cars, and reached 
Albany on Friday, the 26th, at 61 A. M.; took West­
ern cars for Boston at 7, and reached Boston at 6 
p. M., on the 26tli, thus making the trip from New 
Orleans to Boston in nine days and twenty-two hours. 
The distance is about 2545 miles, as follows—from 
New Orleans to Louisville, 1360 ; Louisville to Cin­
cinnati, 150 ; on the Miami railroad, 84 ; stage 
travel to Mad River railroad, 14 ; Mad River rail­
road, 114; Sandusky to Buffalo, 298 ; Buffalo to 
Boston, 530. The cost of the trip was $54, a* fol­
lows : to Louisville, $25 ; Cincinnati, $2 ; Buffalo, 
$10; Albany, $12 ; Boston, $5.
