THE CROTON.—The people of NewYork are 
thinking of affording a supply of the Croton to their 
neighbors of Brooklyn and Williamsburg, and thus 
to relieve themselves of a portion of the heavy 
expense to which the introduction of the water 
lias subjected them. 

ACQUITTAL.'—Barbara Weidemeyer was tried on 
the 12th inst., at New York, for tl^e murder of her 
infant child. The jury, without leaving theirseats, 
returned a verdict of not guilty. The child that 
was found dead was newly born. 

DARING OUTRAGE.—On Monday morning, 12tli 
inst., about 2 o'clock, a gang of ruffians assailed a 
young lady, near Fairmount, Philadelphia, who 
was walking with a friend, on their return from an 
evening party, and attempted a gross violation of 
her person. One named John Allen, was arrested, 
and committed in defaultof §4000 bail. 

MANSLAUGHTER.— John D. Herbert, tried at 
Philadelphia for having caused the death of John 
Shane, was, on the 13th inst., declared guilty of 
manslaughter, but was strongly recommended to 
the mercy of the Court. 

THOMAS CORWIN.—This gentleman, it has been 
stated, had written a letter previous to the meeting of 
the Philadelphia Convention, in which he declared 
that he would support General Taylor, if nominated. 

THE DEMOCRATIC RATIFICATION MEETING FOR 
CASS AND BUTLER AT NEW YORK.—In accordance 
with an invitation of the democratic Central Com­
mittee, at Tammany Hall, the democratic electors 
of the city and county of New York assembled on 
Monday evening, the 12th inst., in the Park to hear 
the report of the New York delegates to the Balti­
more National Convention, and to ratify the nomi 
nations of Generals Cass and Butler. The Herald 
says— 

The meeting was announced to take place at 
half-past 5 o'clock ; but as early as 5 o'clock there 
were upwards of twenty-five hundred persons as­
sembled, and the number increased to five, ten, and 
some estimates go as high as fifteen thousand, be 
fore the meeting was called to order. The meet­
ing was doubtless increased in numbers by the an­
nouncement that Senators Foote, Hannegan, Ben­
ton, Allen, and other distinguished gentlemen from 
the capital would address the meeting. 

The meeting was addressed by Senators Benton, 
Allen, Foote, and Bright, and Messrs. Bowlin, of 
Missouri, Cobb, of Georgia, and Sickles of New 
York. During the progress of the principal one, 
Senator Houston was haranguing an extempore 
meeting back of the City Hall. On the same night 
there was a large Clay meeting at the Broadway 
House, and a Taylor meeting at Military Hall. 

03*" When our friend Horace Greeley heard the 
vote of the Philadelphia Convention, he left that 
city of " rows and rumpuses." The Evening Bui 
letin thus describes the effort it cost htm : 

Late the same afternoon Mr. Greeley was seen 
running down Walnut street at locomotive speed 
his coat tails standing out at an angle of forty-five 
degrees. The ends of both legs of his pants were 
concealed in his boots—the buckle of his stock 
under one of his ears—his hat over his eyes—and 
his shirt-collar nowhere. He carried his carpet 
bag hy one of its handles, and us it was (of course) 
unlocked, an opportunity was afforded to ascertain 
the nature and extent of the wardrobe of a man 
whose name is almost daily on the lips of every 
man, woman and child in this great and growing 
country. He reached the wharf, and exclaimed 
sadly broken in wind : " Where—where is the— 
the—the—NewYork boat?" Some one informed 
him that the boat had started an hour before. 
less determined man would have returned to his 
hotel. But when was Mr. Greeley ever known 
to turn his back on a friend, foe, or journey ? He 
did not care a toss of a copper for steamboats or 
railway cars—not he. All that he wanted was to 
get out of Philadelphia—to lengthen the dislance 
between himself and the Whig Convention—and 
to get back again to New York. He announced his 
intention to cross Jersey on foot ! The people 
stared, but Horace walked—on board the ferry­
boat. When last seen by any of our citizens, he 
was making tracks out of Camden, the carjiet-bag 
still in his hand, and his coat-tails perfectly hori­
zontal. Bets were freely offered that he would 
reach Jersey City in advance of the cars. Iiis 
backers no doubt have won, for the leading article 
in the Tribune of the following morning was not 
only written by Horace, but it could only have been 
written in his sanctum at an early hour on the same 
evening he started for iNew Vork.
