Guards were posted at the corner of every street, and that 
the utmost older prevailed. At the time that our dag 
came down arid the Mexican went up, the batteries fired a 
sainte, at the, commencement of which there was a great 
rush in the Plaza, but Quiet was soon restored, it only having 
been occasioned by the fears of the multitude. 

Thë citizens and the Rational Guard still maintained their 
determination of resisting the entrance of the regolar army. 
A rumor having been circulated that LaVega, who had com­
mand of Chapnltepec and the Citadel, had made overtures 
to sell those foTtressfcs to the Puros. Considerable excite­
ment was Occasioned, and a vigilant watch placed over him. 

A number of American deserters, mostly teamsters, who 
had organized on the road for*the purpose of robbing passen­
gers, increased their number to such a force that they were 
emboldened to attack haciendas and small towns. In this, 
they,were very successful, and had taken a large sum of 
money irorn different places ; but, as they were organizing 
to attack and roh a village, a large party of lanceros who had 
been in pfirsuit came upon them, and so suddenly, too, that 
the^ were thrown off their guard—two-thirds killed dead, 
and the half of the other third taken prisoners. Informa-
tiOH haying been given to Gen. Kearny, he placed pickets 
out on the road; and in one night succeeded in-capturing 
those who had escaped the lanceros. They are now in the 
cattle of Perote. If this party had not l>een thus fortunately 
surprised and taken, it would have been the nucleus around 
w hich would have formed one of the most desperate and 
formidable robbing parties of the age.

FAST TRIPS.—'Tiie Recent trip of the Cunard 
steamship America.from Liverpool to Boston, was, 
we believe, the fastest ever made across the Atlan-
iic. It is considered by many a matter of doubt 
which was the second ; some awarding that honor 
to the Great Western, arid some to other vessels. 
If we are not greatly mistaken, the voyage of the 
U. S. steam frigate Missouri, from Norfolk to Gib­
raltar via Fayal was the most speedy before that of 
the America, and was almost, if not quite equal to 
hers. The Missouri left Norfolk on the 5th of 
Aiigust,1843, andarrived at Fayal, Western Islands, 
in thirteen days. She remained at Fayal four days, 
and Jeft for Gibraltar on the 22d, where she arrived 
on the 25th, thus making the trip in 16 days and 2 
hours, running time. The distance by the log was 
over 4200 miles, and her average speed was there­
fore 11 miles per hour.

New United States Western Boundary. 

We copy from an official version in El Sigh 
Diez y Nueve, of the 17th, the articles of the Treaty 
of Peace relative to the boundary, as it is our im­
pression that it has not yet been published in full 
in this city ; and we are certain that it has not yet 
been published officially in this country : 

ART. V...The boundary line l>etween the two Republics 
shall commence in tlie Gulf of Mexico, three leagues from 
land, opposite the mouth of the Rio Grande, othtirwise called 
li io Bravo del Norte, or opposite the mouth of its deepest 
branch, if it should have more than one branch emotying di­
rectly into the sea; from thence up the middle of that river, 
following the deepest channel, where it lias more than one, 
to thepoint where it strikes the southern boundary ot New 
Mexico; thence, westwardly, along the whole southern 
boundary of NevvMexico (which runs north of the town 
called Paso) to its western terminal ion; thence, northward, 
along the western line Of NewMe.vico until it intellects the 
first branch of the Fiver Gila, (or if it should not intereectany 
branch of that river, then to tlie point on the said line nearest 
to snch branch, and thence in a direct line to the same); 
thence down the middle of the said branch and of the said 
river, until it emptie» into the Rio Colorado; theuce, across 
the Rio Colorado; following the division line between tipper 
and Lower California to the Pacific Ocean. 

The son them and western limits of NewMexico, mentioned 
in this article, are those laid down in the map entitled "Map 
of the United Mcxican States, as organized and defined bit 
various Mets of the Congress of the said.

Ofwhioh map a copy is added to this Treaty, bearing the 
signatures and seals of the undersigned plenipotentiaries. 
And, in order to preclude all difficulty in tracing upon the 
ground the limit separating Uppfer from Lower California, it 
is agreed tliat the said limit shall consist of a straight line 
drawn from the middle of the R io Gila, where it unites with 
the Colorado, to a point on the coast of tlie Pacific Ocean dis­
tant one marine league due south of the^outhernmost point 
of the port of San Diego, according to the plan of the said 
port made in the year 1782, by Don Juan Pantoja, second 
sailing master of the Spanish fleet, and published at Madrid 
in the year 1802, in the atlas to the voyage of the,schooners 
Sut it anil Mexican*, of which plan acopy is hereunto added, 
signed and sealed by the respective plenipotentiaries. 

In order to designate the boundary linewjth due precision, 
upon authoritative maps, and to establish npon the gronnd 
landmarks which shall show the limits of both Republics, as 
described in the present article, the two Governments shall 
each appoint a Commissioner and a Surveyor, who. before 
the expiration of one year from the date of the exchange of 
ratifications of this Treaty, shall meet at the port of San 
Diego, and proceed to run and mark the said boundary in 
in its whole conrse to the month of the Rio Bravo del Norte. 
They shall keep journals, and make ont plans of their opera­
tions; and the result agreed upon by them shall be deemed a 
part of this Treaty, and shall have the same force as if it was 
inserted therein. The two Government» will amicably agree 
regarding what may be necessary for. these persons, and also 
as to their respective escorts, should such be necessaiT. 

The boundary line established by this article shall be re-
ligiously respected, by each of the two Republics, and no 
change shall ever be made therein, except by the express and 
free.consent of both nations, lawfully given by the General 
Government of each, in conformity wtth its own Constitution. 

ART. VI...The vessels and citizens of the UnitedStates 
shall, in all time, have a free and uninterrupted passage by 
the Gulf of California, and by tlie.river Colorado below its 
confluence with the Gila, to and from their possessions situ-
atfcd north of the boundary line defined in the preceding arti­
cle ; it being understood that this passage is to he by navi-
gating the Golf of California and the river Colorado; and 
not by land, without the «xpress consent of the Mexican 
Government. , .. . ., ,

a road, canal, or railway, which should in whole or in pa-It
