ARRIVAL OF TIIE U. S. SHIP ERIE.—The U. S. 
slap Erie, James M. Watson, Lieut. Commanding, 
forty-eight days from Rio Janeiro, arrived at New 
York on the 24th ult., having been absent since the 
8th of July, 1847. Lieut. Com'g. Watson has in 
chargs'for the Government of the United States, a 
treaty with 1'eru.

When within a fortnight's tail of this place, we spoke and 
bonnier) in rough weather the bark Uraziliero from our city. 
I was one of the boarding party, and in overhauling the letter 
bag was delighted in tin.ling a package of yonr paper*. 

There are rum here the II. S. frigate Brandy wine, the iron 
«teami-r Alleghany, and the sloop Plymouth, the latter des-
lined for the East India station. The Alleghany is the ex­
perimental steamer, propelled by Hunter's submerged plan. 
Mhe attract» great attention, from the beauty ot her model 
and the novel wheel that propels her. Her great length and 
jakish rig, and the entire absence outwardly of any indiea-
lion that »he is a «teamer, give rile to laoghab e disca-.ioiis 
on shorv as to her real character. And when the Brazilians 
are told that she wa> built ar Pittsburg, a large inland city, 
t ,vo t housand miles from sait water, down the Ohio and M is-
siwippi. they are more inclined to believe that we are testing 
tlieir credulity than stating the literal fact. As à sailer, inde­
pendent of her »team, she is of remarkable speed, and in 
every wn of easy management. Under steam, I have seen 
her go full ten nules.au hour, in smooth water, and seven 
a r'ainst a head wind and sea. This Ù an important fact to 
our mechanics, who have generally doubled the final success 
of the plan. As one esperimeat. it is fully suçcesstul. and 
when improved as it mut be.wdi not tad to be generally 
adopted in sea.steamurs. esjieeially loi National purposes. 

The inllueuce of tlie recent political movements in bnroiie 
is frared even here by the Superior Government. The fcm-
t'eror's troops fill tlie barracks in and about the city, prepared 
U put down any popular outbreak, which, from the onerous 
evictions imposed on the people would be certain in almost 
an) other country in the world. 

AMERICA» INTERESTS IN HAYTI.—A dispatch 
from Cent. Nicholson, of the U. S. ship Saratoga, 
dated A JX Cayes, May 85^sAYI : ' 

" Our t ouutrvmen and the foreigners have ex­
pressed themselves much gratified with the appear­
ance of the .Saratoga ; and in sonn' measure, it has 
certainly given them confidence. I eliall have a 
iwreonal interview with the President ami authori­
ties; after which, I hope to be enabled to judge 
how long it will be advisable to remain in these 
watéjs." 

INTELLIGENCE FROM VENEZUELA. —A letter 
(mm m highly intelligent American merchant of 
iMaracttibo, Venezuela, dated May 22, contains the 
following interesting information : 

This day (2"2d May) the inhabitants of Maracai-
l»o are embarking all their troops on board of their 
lleel. and oilier vessels on the lake. They intend 
to give up the oily of Maracailio without any fight­
ing—lo blockade the city, and shttt Monagas up in 
it. *1 'ie ll"ei is to keep possession of the lake, and 
foil ' S in Carlos" is to be kept by the Maracaiberos 
in opposition to Monagas. The intention is to starve 
liimout of Maracaibo. or force him into a capitula­
tion. fie i. l'aez is in ' Boceno,' and will not pro­
bably advance 0>i Maracaibo until he has a suffi­
cient force. ' 

Tlie abovji will probably explain the apparently 
Mraiiïe conduct of the fleet opposed to Mouagas.

The Recorder 
took pity upon her situation, and sent her to tlie 
First District Court.

ABORIGINAL INDUSTRY.—By tlie census of the 
Indian tribes, which is now in the process of being 
taken, it is shown that the seven small bands 
of Uttowas about Michilimackinac, numbering 
about 700 souls, who rely wholly on agriculture for 
a subsistence, have raised, during the last season, 
25,000 bushels of corn and 40,000 bushels of pota­
toes. They also jnade, the past spring, 325,000 
pounds,or over 147tons, of maple sugar; which is 
worth, at the Mackinac market, seven cents per 
|)ound—making $22,750 on sugar alone. Corn is 
worth, at the same place, 50 cents, and potatoes 
37£ cents per bushel. This single example shows 
what the Indian tribes could do for themselves, 
were they all to make a bold appeal to agriculture 
i'or a living, and abandon the chase.—Union.
