We publish the following communication from a 
gentleman j whose long connection with the busi­
ness men of ibis city makes him fully competent to 
ju«lge of the merits of his own suggestion ami its 
value to tiie public : 

American fn«titutb,for the Protection and Advancement > 
»f every Branch of Industry... First, it is proposed to es­
tablish an Association under the following intentions : 

l..Togivean assurreà and constant employment to alj 
moral and well.bebaved mechanics, so that their labor be 
adequately compensated. 

2. To aid aud protect every honest, sober and industrious 
mechanic. and prevent as far a* possible that the fruits of his 
labor should go towards enriching a few speculators uj>on 
then industry. 

To aftain this end it is proposed to form an association of a 
limited number of subscribers, so as to prevent any one sub­
scriber from owning more than one share; each share to be 
$10U, pity a hie in monthly instalments of live dollars ; each 
mechanic to he paid as high wages as his services can com­
mand 

î The produce of mechanical labor thus employed to be quar. 
terly or semi-annually distributed equally among the stock­
holder*, including every operative, who is to be considered as 
a Htockliiolder, his labor being considered as an equivalent for 
lus stock. 

The association to be under the management of a board of 
adminiitr&tors, who are to select a president, treasurer, secre­
tary and superintendent from among their own body, and to 
give them such talaries as they may conceive equitable ; the 
board tolx* composed, one-half from the subscriber* and the 
other half from the operatives, to be elected by the whole. 

A* »oon as a sufficient number of subscribers are obtained, 
and also a sufficient number of operatives, as to warrant a 
beginning of the object of t[ie association, a general meeting 
shall be convened by public notice, when the election of tiie 
•>oarti shall take place, the association be organized, and such 
regulations and by laws adopted as will insure the beneficial 
intentions of the association to all parties concerned. 

By « simitar institution it is believed, and it cannot be con-
?» ived how it can be ot herwise, that the mechanic will receive 
a juit comj»ensation for his labor—his energies will be stimu­
lated to increased industry ant good conduct—the subscribers 
receive a handsome bonus on the amount invested—a new 
lone given to labor, and sdciety at large reteived from the 
weight of supporting pauperism, occasioned by a dearth— 
oftentimes an impossibility of obtaining any employment 
iu mechanical labor. The success of such an institution 
will give impetus to the formation of others on a similar 
plan in all other branches of arts and sciences, and establish, 
not clmnerieailv, biÄ in reality, the protective system of in­
dustry, so long harped upon by broken down politicians. 

These ideas are, perhaps, stated in lather a crude form, but 
it fa not deemed necessary to develop at. this time the ail van­
tages to all parties concerned in such a matte'. ' The laborer 
i> worthy of hi* hiTe ; "-and certainly if snch*be the case, 
which none can gainsay, for we have daily aud ocular 
proof that labor it wealth to the employer, we do not see why 
site employ tes should not reap at leas! a portion of the fruits 
of their tabor, and by so doing benefit themselves, the stock-
holders p.nd tiie community at large. The work needs but a 
shoulder to the wheel, and one pull together, to make tiie 
success permanent.

THK JIi'jtoEE CASE .—Sestr-rday rnorning an ex-. 
aminatioB was held by Recorder Génois in the 
Council ChaiiiU'rof the First Municipality, of cer­
tain w itnesses w ho were supposed to know some­
thing alxint the late murder of Sebastian Netto. 
Th.- intélligem e obtained was sufficient to warrant 
the Recorder in causing two men by tiie names of 
Barreas and Salons to be arrested for having been 
jiarticeps criminis in the affair. As the examina­
tion was rather a private one we were unable to 
gather the particulars of lite enquiries which were 
made and the evidence that was adduced, The 
examination of Florez, who is accused of having 
committed the murder, will not in all probability 
take place iuitil next week. The other, two melt 
now ui jail, llarreas and Baloris, are said to have 
known that the murder was to have been commit­
ted, and by whom the blows were tobe struck; 
that they plied the deceased with liquor until he 
was unable to command himself, and thus became 
the easy victim of a midnight assassin.

With 
a grariful're&o.ia thrown over her head, and her 
Iteatifull* moulded olive colored form gently swerv­
ing underneath a garment of muslin that was al­
most transparent, she gently approached a negro 
flower girl and asked as well as she could the price 
of a bouquet. " It's a dime, ma'am," answered the 
negress, as she showed her ivories. The Mexican 
Senorita drew her rebosa over her cinnamon colored 
face, and like a true daughter of the Aztec, w alked 
away saying, " you can't fool me with dem flowers, 
'cause dey aint fresh—1 been in dat business myseh 
once, long before you knowed any thing about it

A long communication was received from police 
officer Ducoin, praying îliat a committee be ap­
pointed to investigate the causes of a serious diffi­
culty between himself and Commissary Walsh. 
Referred to Police Committee. 

A communication was received from several ja­
sons holding Municipality bonds, upon which they 
cannot realize any thing, praying that claims upon 
property-holders for street improvements, be trans-
ferred'in payment of said bonds. Referred to Fi­
nance Committee.
