The Worcester' Convention. 
The long-talked-of Free-Soil Convention, com­

posed of the disaffected of both parties, was held at 
Worcester, Mass., on the 28tli ulL The Conven­
tion assembled at first in tlie Courthouse, which 
is capable of holding 1500 persons, but there were 
so many more in attendance, that tlie meeting 
was compelled to adjourn to the Common. The 
number present was about 8000. The Boston 
Traveller lias dispatches which read thus : 

WORCESTER, Wednesday, June 28—12 w. 
Convention assembled at 10 o'clock, in the Town 

Hall. The outsiders were so numerous that the 
Convention was obliged to adjourn to the Com-
jnon, where it is now in session. 

The attendance is very large from all sections— 
fiOOO or 8000 persons being in attendance. Great 
enthusiasm prevails. 

Samuel Hoar, of Concord, lias been chosen Pres­
ident. of the Convention, with seven Vice President. 

Mr. Hoar, on taking the chair, made a short hut 
emphatic speech, expressing his hearty approbation 
ol tlie movement, and his very great pleasure and 
pride in being called to preside over such an as­
semblage of true lovers of liberty. 

Mr. S. C. Phillips, of Salem, is chairman of the 
committee appointed to draft resolutions and an 
address to the people, expressive of the sentiments 
of the Convention. 

Judge Allen and Mr. H. Wilson spoke in response 
to approving and complimentary votes of their 
course in the matter of the Philadelphia nomination. 

A letter from J. G. Palfrey, member of Congress 
from the Fourth District, in that State, was read. 
It is strong in favor of taking a stand against the 
nomination of Taylor, and resisting the domination 
of slavery. 

A letter was also re»I from Mr. Williams, of 
Michigan, member of the Philadelphia Convention, 
fully endorsing Judge Allen's statements of the do­
ings of tbat Convention. 

Mr. Abraham Payne, of Rhode Island, also made 
a s|>eech, which was strong against both Taylor 
and Cass. He complimented Van Buren, anil in­
dignantly denounced both the ' Philadelphia and 
Baltimore Conventions, for abandonment of irue 
principles of lilierty. 

.Mr. Charles Hart, of Rhode Island, is now speak­
ing. He promises that there are many in that State 
who will not ratify the nomination of (Jen. Taylor. 

Mr. Giddings, of Ohio, is present and will speak. 

AFTERNOON SESSION. 
Wednesday, 4 o'clock p. M.—Mr. Phillips intro­

duced Mu Campbell, of Ohio, a delegate to the 
Whig National Convention from that State, who 
proceeded to give an account of the abuses prac­
ticed upon the »North by that body. When he con­
cluded, Mr. Phillips read the address and resolu­
tions reported by the Committee. The address is 
well written. After discussing the claims of Mr. 
Clay and the cause of his failure, the address pro­
ceeds to state that Mr. Cass has no chance ; that 
the barbumers of NewYork, co-operating with 
Martin VanBüren, would insure his defeat ; that if 
the whigs are true to themselves, they will defeat 
(ien. Taylor in like manner. The disaffection of 
the whigs is attested by the assembling of this mul­
titude for the purpose of re-organizing a party to 
resist the advance of slavery and slave legislation. 
For this purpose, ii ha« been wisely proposed to hold 
a National Convention at Buffalo, in August next. 
The address recommends to send delegates there, 
and that the nominee receive the support of Mas­
sachusetts. This proposition was received with 
shouts. 

Mr. Phillips then read aseries of resolutions, con­
firming the uncompromising hostility of Massachu­
setts to the extension of slavery, anil to the support 
of any President not, known to lie of the same 
opinion. Also, the following resolutions, recently 
adopted at the Utica Convention: 

Kcso/rrd, That the power to prohibit the introduction of 
-ln\ erv into terntoriesul the United States, now free, is clear­
ly delegated to t'ongre^s by the Constitution ; and that the 
highest considerations of patriotism—the strongest sentiments 
of justice and humanity, consistent with our professions of 
democratic principles, and a proper re*pect for the enlight­
ened opinion of mankind, require that this power should be 
exercised in favor of freedom. 

Rcjolinl, That in view of the importance nnrl necessity 
of a full discussion of the great question of the day. we 
reu mend to our friends, throughout the State, the establish­
ment, in every lown and ward, of JelTersoniau Leagues, for 
free spil and free principles, and of a like Central League for 
the county, the dissemination of sound opinion» on those 
subjects, by personal discussion and cheap publications. 

Also, the following resolutlbn, which sufficiently 
indicates the foregone concln«ion of the whigs of 
Massachusetts to support Mr. VanBuren. 

Repaired, That this convention regards with deep inter­
est the position assumed by the democratic party of tlie State 
of New York, as represented by the convention recently held 
in Utica ; that it applauds the earnestne«« and unanimity 
with which the principle of free territory has been incorpo­
rated intoihe basis of their organization ; that it commends 
the wisdom and manliness which have been exhibited by Mr. 
Van Buren, in Iiis correspondence upon this subject, and 
that it anticipates the most satisfactory results from the ef­
fect of itji proceedings, upon all true democrats throughout 
•lie free Stales, who are prepared to act together in prohibit­
ing the extension of slavery. 

When the resolutions had been read the Hon. 
Mr. Giddings, of Ohio, for whöm the audience had 
been impatiently waiting, came forward. He was 
received with nine cheers, which made the old 
oaks fairly bend before the breath of the multitude. 
He dwelt upon the prodigious influence wielded by 
the slave power in the United States ; a power 
which had once marked him out for its victim, and 
sent him back to his constituents. His constituents 
had triumphantly sent hirn back to Congress ; and 
when he walked through the files of slaveholders, 
on the floor of the House of Representatives, and 
held up his hand and swore to observe the constitu­
tion, lie felt liimself fifteen feet high. The same 
power had marked Martin Vau Bnren for its vic­
tim. Mr. Giddings said that he had been a political 
opponent of Mr. Van Buren, bat he must do him 
justice. He honored him for his opposition to the 
annexation of Texas, which had drawn upon him 
the \ engeance of the slaveholders. He honored 
him for the stand lie had lately taken against the 
extension of slavery. In tailing these steps he had 
shown courage, patriotism and consistency. 

We may talk, said Mr. Giddings, of the power of 
party ; there is a stronger influence in our midst. 
The whig party, and the democratic party are 
neither of them strong enough to contend against 
it. It is the slave power ; it overrides all other in­
fluences. It struck down Mr. van Buren* it lias, 
sel. up ("ass as the democratic candidate ; it has set 
up Taylor as the whig candidate for the Presidency. 
We must meet it now, we must act now ; we must 
take the most effectual and certain means of resist­
ing it at once, before it obtains further accessions 
of strength and domain. Mr. Giddings's speech 
was begun and closed amidst a tempest of ap­
plauses. 

COVERING GROUND ENOUGH.—The Gerrit 
Smith party take tlie ground that slavery may be 
abolished by Congress in both States and Terri­
tories. It goes for free soil ; an inalienable home­
stead; against thç liquor license system, secret so­
cieties, &c.; for universal suffrage—females in­
cluded ; for low postage, the election of postmasters 
and all other officials, and against governmental 

interference ; in support of schools, making roods, 
or doing any tiling else that the people can do 
without such aid. This is covering almost all the 
disputed topics of the day.

Foreign News by the Cambria. 

The steamer Cambria* Capt. Harrison, arrived at 
Boston at 8 o'clock on Friday moriun/j, tig JOth 
ult, in twelve and a half days from Liverpool, »lie 
left Liverpool at noon on the 17th, and was in Bos-
tori bay at 12 o'clock on Thursday night, butwa* 
constrained to lie to in consequence of the thick fog. 

Tlie steamship Caledonia, Capt. Leitch, arrived 
at Liverpool on the 13th ult., in thirteen days and a 
half from Boston. ' . _ . 

The Spanish Minister Isturitz had lell England 
without tlie customary formalities of an audience 
to take leave of her Majesty. We infer from iAird 
John Russell's expressions that his departure is to 
be considered a measure of retaliation for the ex­
pulsion of Sir H. Bulwer from Spain. There is, 
however, no reason to apprehend that more serious 
difficulties or hostilities will arise. 

True bills have been found by the grand jury at 
the June session of the Central Criminal Court in 
London, against Messrs. Ernst Jones, Russell Ver­
non, Sharpe and Williams, the Chartist leaders, for 
sedition. 

It is said that the Pope has expressed the most .. 
anxious desire to visit Ireland. 

The Lords of the Treasury have prohibited the 
exportation of arms from England, to be employed 
against Denmark. 

M. Poussin lias been appovited Envoy Extraor­
dinary and Minister Plenipoië itiary from France to 
the United States. 

The threatened demonstration of the Chartists, 
which came off on the I2th ult. proved even 
much more signal failure than the affair on Kenning-
ton Common! A body of police and the military 
very effectually overawed the Chartists, who disper­
sed without even having organized the meeting. 

The Count de Mirasol, tlie Spanish Commission­
er, after making overtures through the Spanish 
Minister, did not obtain any recogmttoH from Vis­
count Palmerstou or the Government, and after , 
several ineffectual advances in behalf of Iiis Gov­
ernment, the Count left London for Spain. 

The accounts from France are of the deepest In­
terest. The partizans of all the aspirants , for the 
French crown seem to lie active in their intrigues. 
The Prince de Join ville and Due d'Aumale, report 
says, have jiassed sOme days in Paris. 

It is also said that ihe Duke de Bordeaux [Henri 
V.] has been there, and been received by the Duke 
de Monfemart, and passed a day with his nurse. 

The Prince de Joinville is said to have refused to 
eucourage an attempt to overthrow the existing 
Government. The attempts of the police! to arrest, 
these dangerous visiters had been unsuccessful, al­
though ti.ey were fully aware of their presence. 

Paris was said to be quiet at the latest dates, but 
that there «are causes enough at work to produce 
excitement, is very manifest. 

The number of commercial houses in Paris which 
had suspended payment at the end of the month of 
April amounted to oiie thousand five hundred, but 
at present they amount to nearly six thousand. 

The unexpected return of Prince Louis Napo­
leon as a member of the National Assembly from 
PariB, as well as from two departments of the in­
terior, has caused great embarrassment to the Gov­
ernment. Having already admitted three members 
of the Bonaparte family into the Assembly, it is 
difficult to find a decent pretext for the exclusion of 
a fourth, who, though a pretender against the Gov­
ernment of Louis Philippe, sits himself up now as 
a sincere republican. • - » 'x.. 

The excitement caused among the ultra republi­
cans by the return of M. Thiers to the Assembly, 
for Paris, has produced a manifestation against 
him of a serious character. About 9 o'clock, the 
night of the 8th inst., a large mob proceeded from 
the Boulevards to the Place St. George, in which 
his mansion is situated, crossed the iron pallisades 
by which it is surrounded, and would have forced , 
their way into the house and committed, possibly, 
further outrages, but for the arrival of a liody of the 
.National Guard. 

The cliief subject of discussion in political cir­
cles and (he cause of alarm to the republican jiart v, 
is the diffusion of the spirit of imperialism*through­
out the country, but more especially in the army. 
Several regiments had shouted " Vive I'Empe 
reus!" many more have cried " Vive Lonis Napo­
leon !" When the name of Louis Napoleon was 
announced from th^steps of tlie Hotel de Ville, the 
military who were in the place raised their caps on 

i the tops of their bayonets in token of exultation. 
Tlie following circular has been addressed by 

Prince Louis Napoleon to the electors of Paris ami 
the other departments who have selected him as 
one of their representatives to the National As­
sembly : 

LONDON. June 11, 1848. 
FMoie-Citizeiis Your suffrages fill me with gratitude. 

This mark of sympathy is the moie flattering to me as it wa* 
unasked and unsolicited on ray part, and reached me at a 
moment when I regretted being inactive—when the country 
has need of all her children to extricate herself from the di ffi-
cnlties in which »he is situated. Your confidenceimposrs on 
me duties which I shall know how to fulfil. Onr interest« 
and our sentiments are the same. A child of I'ans, now a 
representative of the people, I shall unite my efforts to those 
of my colleagues to reestablish order and credit, and labor 
to secure çeace abroad, to consolidate democratic institu­
tions,'and to reconcile interests which now appear hostile, 
becaure parties are struggling against each other instead of 
working to one common end—the graiulenr and prosperity 
of the country. The pcopk' have lieeu free sine« February 
24th. They can obtain all they want without having re­
course to brntal force. I <et us then rally around the altars of 
onr country under the flag of the Republic, and give to the 
world the grand spectacle of a people who have regenerated 
themselves without violence, civil war or anarchy. Receive, 
fellow-citizens, the assurance of my devotedness and sym­
pathy.

The walls were, on the 15th, stuck over 
with a placard, bearing no signature, but recom­
mending, in strong terms, the Assembly to dismiss 
the Government anil the Ministry, and to confer a 
dictatorship on M. Caussidière. 

In Ireland the Repeai agitation has comp to a 
stand-still. The fraternization of the Old and 
Young Irelanders is not yet completed. The con­
summation of an eyent. so much desired by Irish­
men has been postponed for a fortnight by tlie 
leaders at Conciliation Hall, in order to give the 
country an opportunity of expressing an opinion 
thereupon. Trie general tone of all classes of Re­
pealers is less violent than liefere the conviction of 
Mr. Mitehel. Smith O'Brien is still lahoring under 
the effects of the melée which he encountered at 
Limerick, and reports affirm that his physician 
considers he is suffering from an abscess in the kid­
ney. The Mitehel fund continues to accumulate, 
and already amonnts to a goodly sum. Meantime, 
meetings, in several parts of the country, are being 
held toexpress sympathy with tlie " martyr f>atriot," 
as he is called, and to denounce the partiality car­
ried on during Iiis trial. . ' , , ' 

In Italy, since the battle of Goito and the fall ôf 
Peschiera, no movement of a further decisive char­
acter lias taken place. In Lombardy the Piedmont-
ese were preparing to occupy Isola Delta Scola, to 
cut off the communications of the Austrian» lw-
tween Verona and Mantua. The Austrian» seem 
confined to the neighborho6d of Mantua. 

In Spain more disturbances have occurred. It is 
said the Queen has addressed an autograph letter 
to Queen Victoria, giving assurance!of the most 
friendly disposition towards England, and saying 
that the expulsion of Sir II. Bulwer had for its ob­
ject to increase the ' friendship tietween the two 
countries, and, finally, begging the Queen not to 
credit Sir Henry's representation, but to wait for 
tlie statement oi the Spanish Government. It in 
said that the Queen was in a state promising to 
give an heir to tlie throne. There are reports that 
Narvaez is »bout to retire from power, and that 
Gen. O'Donnell will form a new Ministry. Tlie 
disturbances on the frontiers continue, and some 
skirmishes between the Government troops and a 
party of Montmolinigto had taken place.
