Reception of the Louisiana Infantry. 
On Saturday evening the companies composing 

Col. De Russy's Regiment and Col. Fiesca s Bat­
talion of Louisiana Volunteers were formally wel­
comed home by their fellow-citizens of New Or­
leans. It was an occasion calculated to elicit all 
our enthusiasm, for it was fitting that distinguished 
honor should bs paid to those who, tlirough the 
perils and difficulties» of a campaign in a foreign 
country, have so nobly and so well sustained the 
honor of the State. 

After having wreathed an unfading laurel upon 
the escutcheon of Louisiana, they return once more 
to their homes, their families, and their kindred, to 
receive the embrace» of those they love and the 
approbation of the country they liave served. The 
reception which was extended to them proved that, 
though long separated, the State has continued to 
cherish their memory and appreciate their merit. 

During the afternoon thé volunteers left the camp 
at Carrollton, and were formed into procession at 
the Horse Station in Nayades street; thence they 
were escorted by our city uniform companies to 
the platform in Canal street, where Gov. Johnson 
addressed them as follows : 

Col. DeRvusy —Major Ficsca-The kindly offiees of 
peace having restored the remnants oi your respective com­
mands to our common country, it is peculiarly becoming in 
that Magistrat« whose duty required him to call you to arms 
in a just and necessary war, and in those good citizens who 
encouraged you to resi»ond to the appeal of patriotism,^o 
manifest and testify, in a public manner,' their unqualified 
approval of your conduct, and their gratitude and sympathy 
for your services and sufferings. 

It required no ordinary degree of patriotic devotion to break 
up your relations with all that rendered a i^Rceful hofne and 
civilized society agreeable and happy, to encounter, in a lor-
eign land, the rugged vicissitudes of war, and the still more 
appalling ravage» of a pestilent disease. It is with exulta, 
tion, therefore, I bear witness that you did not hesitate in the 
path of duty« nor ignobly debate the chances cf life and 
death ; bufïfrith commendable zeal, like true-hearted Ameri­
can citizens, showed that you were neither deaf to the voice 
of your country, when she called on her sons to do battle in 
her cause, nor insensible to the brilliant attractions of mili­
tary renown. 

Although you were denied the enviable privilege, so earn, 
estly desired, of sharing in those general engagements with 
the enemy which have shed immortal honor on American 
skill and v&lor, yet you are not without gallant deeds and 
heroic exploits to point to. In many sharp conflicts with the 
enemy, whom you sought in their defiles and strongholds, 
your troops displayed discipline, cool courage, patient endu­
rance and gallant conduct, which but too significantly tells 
how much oi fame has been lost to the State, and of indi­
vidual glory to themselves, for the want, on their part, of 
grander and more expansive opportunities of distinction. 
Besides, gentlemen, in a civil and religious sense, you have, 
in accomplishing the legitimate objects ol your mission, 
achieved conquests for hturçanity which the victories of more 
favored battalions and regiments in pitched battles with the 
enemy do not completely eclipse. \our discriminating in­
telligence, your impartial justice, bravery, noble bearing and 
discipline, cannot fail to have taught the Tamaulipans and 
other provincials solemn and impressive lessons of civil and 
religious liberty.which will sooner mature into a wisdom more 
fruitful ofblessines to that unhappy and misruled people 
t han if you had poured out their blood in streams and deso­
lated their homes by fire and sword. And let me tell pou. 
Col. I)e Russy, I have no skill in prophecy if the seed you 
have sown there ran long lie oonceqled and inactive in the 
wmib of the future. In the great work, then, of civilization, 
in which the whole army was engaged as a schoolmaster in 
Mexico, the Louisiana troops have proved themselves invin­
cible, even when opposed by overwhelming numbers of the 
enemy. They have conquered themselves by submitting to 
a fate, sufficiently unwelcome, with fortitude, if not with 
perfect resignation, and by their conciliation, reason and en­
lightened policy, have inspired the Mexicans within their in­
fluence, with a 1 jfty and holy desire to assort the dignity 
of human nature, and to adopt as their form of government 
the example of our own inimitable Republic. In all these 
respects you have done well, acted nobly, and placed your 
country and mankind under an obligation of gratitude not 
easily repaid. # 

And now, my friends, when the bugle's blast no longer 
sounds the notes of war, and the piercing fife and soul-stirring 
drum are no longer heard, you have come, iu the true spirit 
of our republican institution?, to lay down your weapons at 
the foot of the civil magistrate, anticipating as the only re­
ward of your perils, privations and sacrifices, an honorable 
dismission and a proper appreciation of your patriotic servi­
ces. It is a glorious proof #f the excellence of our elective 
and purely and well-poised representative system of govern­
ment, when all are soldiers and all citizens, without conflict 
of pretension or privilege. Interesting and sublime as the 
spectacle is, there is something of sadness in it; habituated 
to arms, and some of you to command, you are about to lose 
your military identity and authority in the varied currents ot 
social pursuit, You have formed strong ties, under a sense 
of common danger, and by affinities purely elective, which 
must be weakened by separation ; and you have enshrined in 
your hearts the memories of those who, fallen in battle or 
by disease, are not present to receive our greetings. Your 
emotions may therefore lie imagined, but not well, des­
cribed, and Î forbear. Gentlemen, as the Chief Magistrate of 
Louisiana, I now revive yon back from our Federal mother, 
without spot or blemish tb tarnish the bright escutcheon of 
our noble State. 1 receive and welcome you, officers aud 
soldiers, in the name of that State. In the name of all good 
citizens, 1 bid you welcome. Welcome a thousand times. 
Welcome, in the säered names of justice and of patriotism.? 

Col. De Russy replied in an appropriate manner 

on behalf of the volunteers. He thanked the Go­

vernor for the honor conferred upon them, and the 

encomiums he had been pleased to pass upon them ; 

and asserted that he was willing to pledge himself 

that, should" Louisiana ever again have need of 

bright swords and strong arms, her sons would 

respond with enthusiasm to the calL The reply of 

the Colonel was received with great applause. 

When the ceremonies in Canal street had con­

cluded, the procession marched to the Place d'Ar­

mes, where a collation had been prepared. Many 

distinguished officers lately returned from Mexico 

were present, among whom we noticed Col. Lane, 

the "Marion" of the army. 

The affair altogether Was very creditable to the 

city, and must have been extreÄiely gratifying to 

the volunteers themselves. 
CoJ. De Russy's Regiment did not present as fine 

an appearance as we might have expected ; but 

this was owing to the fact that some of the compa­

nies had been discharged, and were necessarily 

collected together indiscriminately for the occasion. 

Col. Fiesca's Battalion looked splendidly, and their 

excellent appearance and perfectly regular march­

ing were the subject of universal praise.

Yucatan Procession. 
Among the novelties of Saturday night we no­

ticed a procession of volunteers, who, we were 
told, had pledged themselves to obey the mandates 
issued forth by the imaginary Adjutant-General of 
of Maj. Gen. George Washington Dixon, the Com-
mander-in-Chief of the martial division that is to 
march for the reduction of the warlike Indians who 
are now spreading terror in that beautiful but help­
less country,Yuoatan. A little after 8 o'clock a band 
of music, composed of two men and one small boy, 
assembled in front of the St. Charles Hotel, and 
" tooted " in a martial strain to their hearts' con­
tent the spirit-stirring martial tunes of our country. 
All the efforts of the band were cheered to the tops 
of the three-story houses, and the echoes then came 
down as flat as so many pancakes. Presently a 
shrill voice called out—" Three cheers for Gen. 
Taylor ! " " Hip ! hip, hurrah ! " vociferated the 
multitude. " Three cheers for Gen. Butler ! " 
" High-yie ! high-yie ! " cried every one. " Three 
cheers for the wives and sweethearts of the returned 
volunteers ! " This was responded to by a shout, 
the reverberations of which spread themselves from 
the St. Louis Hotel to the boundary-line between 
New Orleans and Lafayette. " Three cheers for 
our country and her soldiers !" " High-yie ! " 
three times three. " Three cheers for the Star-
spangled Banner." The procession then adjourned 
to the other side of the street, when a gentleman 
clothed in a semi-military uniform appeared in a 
window in the second story. The gentleVhan in 
question looked like a very badly executed picture, 
in a still worse frame. He announced, however, 
to the tumultuous multitude that Gen. Dixon would 
address the vast concourse there assembled. With 
the spring of a hungry leopard upon a fresh beef­
steak. the General placed his martial boot upon the 
window-sill and commenced harranguing the 
assemblage. In a strain of glow ing eloquence, and 
a white hat in his hand, he told them that Yucatan 
was destined to be free, and that those Who joined 
his banner would be the first to reap the reward of 
their labor. He had been sadly, ignobly persecuted, 
but still he was bent upon accomplishing the 
objects for which, two years ago, he came to New 
Orleans. He only wanted a brave band to go-
ahead, and he would follow them to accomplish the 
glorious scheme that he had in yiew ! The lovely 
land of Yucatan once in the hands of Americans, 
there was but little improbability but that Cuba 
would nextiie caught in the net of liberty; and 
" Who knows ! " exclaimed the orator, " but that 
from Cuba we may go Bermuda and relieve the 
Irish Patiiot. John Mitchel, of his chains ? " These 
remarks drew down torrents of applause ; after 
which a gentleman dressed in a light bine military 
suit, such as is worn by a private of the infantry, 
addressed the meeting in words that were so sweet, 
so fast and so appropriate to the subject, that each 
of the vast audience went into the different bar­
rooms to wipe away their tears. The band then 
struct up.*' Yankee Doodle "—the orators descend­
ed from the window-sill, and the adherents of the 
immortal General incontinently *i*«i" 

The Habeas Corpus Case 
\Ve,a few "days since expressed the opinion, that 

by the law and the ferms of the contract between 
the United States and the various regiments of 
volunteers and the new regiments of regulars raised 
under the Act of the 11th February, 1847, the sol­
diers had a right to their discharge from the time 
the war with Mexieo was ended—and that this 
event has arrived. Since we published that opi­
nion, the case has undergone judicial decision upon 
a writ of habeas corpus sued ont before Judge Bu­
chanan. We understand the Judge to lean to the 
opinion that peace is not concluded until an official 
proclamation of that fact is issued by our govern­
ment. If such was the learned Judge's opinion, he 
must have overlooked the contradictions and prac­
tical evils to which such a doctriqp, would lead. 
War cannot exist between two countries, unless 
both are at war. Now peace has been made and 

j proclaimed in Mexico, both by the Mexican govern­
ment and by the Commander-in-Chief of our ar­
mies. While the soldier remained in Mexico, 
then, there was, so far as he was concerned, a state 
of peace de facto et de jure ; is the war revived so 
as to affect his rights by his mere transportation to 
the United States in accordance with the terms of 
the treaty of peace ? We apprehend that no one 
will contend for such a doctrine, after liaving care­
fully examined its bearings. Of the right, then, 
which the soldier had to his liberty, we think the 
opinion leaves, and must leave it clear—of the pro­
priety or expediency of enforcing that right through 
the Courts, except in cases of grave oppression, we 
will say nothing—it is probably for the benefit of 
the soldier that he should be discharged as the or­
ders from the War Department, issued in accord­
ance wiih the recent Act of Congress-require—but 
when the case is brought before a Court for deci­
sion, we can neither see the necessity of establish­
ing the fact of peace by a proclamation from Wash­
ington, nor can we see any constitutional difficulty 
in the way of the Court's deciding according to the 
Constitution, the law, and the contract, whatever 
the ex post facto action of Congress may hafve been. 
The follow ing notice of the decision was prepared 
by a friend, and though differing from our own no­
tions, we give it a place, in order that both sides 
may be heard : 

The''Habeas Corpus" Case. 
On Saturday last Judge Buchanan delivered his 

opinion ill the matter of George H'. Eûmes et u.U., 
praying to lie discharged from the service of the 
United States, on the ground of the war being at 
an end, which was the period at which their term 
of service was to expire by the. provisions of the 
law under which they had enlisted. The judgment 
of the Fifth District Court lias been published at 
length in llie papers of Saturday evening and Sun­
day morning : we w ill therefore confine ourselves 
to such points in the judgment as we may consider 
conflict with or sustain the various laws cited and 
positions assumed by the plaintiffs' counsel aud 
Gen. Butler, who appeared in his own behalf. 

The plaintiffs' counsel contended for a question 
of right, v. hich was clearly determinable by ascer­
taining one fact, to wit : was the war ended ? 

The term of the soldier^ engagement with the 
Government clearly expflp with the war, if not 

tending fbr a right, and expediency should not be 
urged sto rob Rim of his privilege. .We agree with 
the plaintiffs' counsel in all things except his con­
clusion. The question is purely one of right, and 
we feel satisfied that the most rigid constructionist, 
after mature reflection, can arrive at no other con­
clusion than, that the right of the Government to 
speedily convey the army of Mexico to the most con­
venient points of the I nited States for payment 
and discharge, is as fully contained in contract of 
enlistment, as the obligation to pay the soldier up 
to the moment of his discliarge. If the soldier have 
the power (the power to do and the right to do are 
the same) to abandon the control of Government at 
his pleasure, on the signing of a treaty of peace by 
the Government Commissioners, the whole army 
might have disbanded in the cities and fortresses of 
Mexico. Power of tliis description is unlimited, 
and if it exist at all, it may be exercised to the vast­
est limit of human ingenuity. Again, it cannot 
with any shadow of reason be contended, if the 
mere signing of the treaty confers on the soldier 
the right to consider his contract at an end, that the 
same signing would not confer the same right on 
the Government, to wit : to annul its contract w ith 
the soldier, and to abandon him in the very centre 
of the late enemy's country. 

Arid what a frightful conclusion such a state of 
tilings would give to the most brilliant war, com­
paratively, ever waged in modem times ! But we 
are saved from such a humiliating finale. Our 
stout-hearted soldiers have returned from an ene­
my's home, where, to engage in battle, was to add 
a fresh wreath of laurel to our thrice glorious flag. 
For bravery, discipline and that which is more 
than either—manhood—they have elevated them­
selves to the highest pinacle of a nation's admira­
tion ; and it remains for them but to finish the clos­
ing scene of the great drama in which they have 
so conspicuously appeared—with the constancy 
and moderation that has hitherto added lustre to 
their brilliant passages jut«rnis, to complete their 
triumph in the hearts pf their, countrymen.

sooner discharged ; but should not that expression 
in the act of Congress he construed in accordance 
with the spirit and pälpable intention of the con­
tracting parties ? We think it should. Much skil­
ful argument was made upon the subject, as to 
whether courts or persons can legally recognize the 
restoration of peace with a nation with which we 
were so recently engaged in war, at any moment 
previous to the ratification of the treaty and a 
proclamation to that effect by the executive, and 
the court has given the same question much atten­
tion in the judgment ; but we think that proposi­
tion as clearly settled in the negative, as, tliat the 
war, in Imint of fact is ended. We are not pre­
pared to say that the moment the treaty of peace 
was signed by the Commissioners of both Govern­
ments—the soldier and our Government were in­
stantly at liberty to put an end to their respective 
duties, simply because the terms of their contract 
say the service shall last " during the tixir." 

We think the spirit of the contract made it the 
duty of the Government to transport the army to 
the various [niints of the United States as near as 
possible to the place of enrollment, and there pay 
and discharge the soldier without delay ; and that 
the fduty of the soldier, under the contract, is t< 
yield the most implicit obedience to the Com­
mander-in-Chief of the army and navy of the Uni­
ted States in all orders tending to the speedy con­
summation of the Government's obligation to the 
soldier, it cannot be said with any force, that the 
engagement between soldier and Government can 
be fully at an end until some definitive settlement 
be had, and that settlement is the discharge and 
payment of the soldier. Mustering soldiers oui of 
service is, lias, and will always be considered the 
moment at and from which they are free from the 
control of Government ; and in order to dispatch 
the public business in a form best suited to the in­
terests of both parties, we consider that the right of 
the Government to designate the particular point 
whereat the payment and discharge of the soldier 
is to take place, is clearly contained in the various, 
acts of Congress upon the subject, and that it is 
vested in the Government of necessity from the 
very nature of the contract. 

Now let us regard the various laws of Congress 
made during the session of 1846. Thp plaintiffs 
were enlisted in conformity with the act of Con­
gress approved May 13, 1846, which said act pro­
vides that the volunteer shall serve to the end of 
the war if not sooner discharged. The Court said : 

" In the construction of that statute, (of May 
13, 1846,) we are aided by the language of the 
statutes passed at the same session—in!erj>retatio 
contemporania fortissimo in lege. The ac.tof.fune 
18th, 1846, supplemental to the act of May Kith, 
provides that when the war with Mexico shall be 
terminated by a treat;/ of peace duly concluded and 
ratified, the number of Major-Generals in the army 
should he reduced fo one, etc. Again the act of 
June '26th. 1846, -to provide, for the organization 
of the volunteer forces, provides that the general 
officers to be appointed by the President, under said 
act, shall be discharged from service when the war 
with Mexico shall be terminated by a definitive 
treaty of peace duly concluded and ratifiai. in 
both of these statutes, we see Congress defining the 
legal termination of the war to be a defin itive treaty 
of peace duly concluded and ratified." 

We fully concur with the Court, that searching 
through the various acts of Congress on the same 
subject, jtassed at the same session, is the properest 
way to arrive at a true construction of that particu­
lar act under which the enlistments were made, 
and under which the plaintiffs, as a matter of right, 
sought to be discharged from the ' service by habeas 
corpus. This reasoning is rendered yet more pow­
erful by the joint resolution of Congress, approved 
on the 16th of June, 1848, which declares that— 

"On the restoration of peace,with Mexico by a 
treaty of peace duly ratified and proclaimed, all the 
military forces of the United States, whether, vol-

The expediency of this resolution was not qws-
tioned by the counsel for plaintiffs, but the co *el 
objected that Congress had no constitutional power 
to make an act in 1848 by which the contract made 
by the soldier in 1846 »vas altered. This objection 
would be unanswerable were the premises correct ; 
but we cannot study file various acts of 1846 with­
out being forced to the conclusion that the resolu­
tion of 1848 is made in the most rigid coaformity 
with all the previous legislation on the subject. 
Counsel for the plaintiffs urged his cause in 'he
