The Liverpool Times, 
looking thraiigfi the fijMfying medium of British 
'oryism, seriously announces that the people of 
France are al>out to eall Louis Napoleon to the 
throne, almost by acclamation ; that the only strug­
gle for supremacy will be between the Legitimists 
and the Bonapartists, and that " the splendid pa­
geant of a French republic will dissolve— 

' And like the baseless fabric of a vision 
Leave not a wreck behind.' " 

The London Times also predicts a speedy end to 
French republicanism, and advises the interesting 
young gentleman about whom all the commotion is 
raised,tp play his cards well and he may soon be 
Émperor of France.. These are the opinions of the 
British press, and of course those persons of our 
own country wfo regülale their ideas according to 
the tone of the English papers, will religiously be­
lieve that Imperialism is about once more to obtain 
a footing upon the soil of France. As fur ourselves, 
we must confess that after having examined atten­
tively the state of affairs in Paris—judging from the 
known sentiments of the mass of the people, and 
^he strength of parties, we can eome to no such 
conclusion, ,' lt is true that Paris was considerably 
agitated—numerous persons arrested, and that the 
Assembly managed to get itself into quite a state 
of excitemênt, because, a few men had thrown their 
caps in the air ana shouted " Vim Louis Napoleon;" 

but this is not sufficient cause for the gloomy fore­
bodings to which it has given rise. It is but natural 
to expect that in revolutionary times each faction 
will try to grasp the power which has slipped from 
the hands of others.. - The Bonapart ist fac tion has 
existed in; France since the fall of Napoleon, but 
lias always been considered more contemptible in 
point of numbers than any except the Legitimists. 
A lew men, however, can make a great noise—and 
making a "noise is the best way to get up an excite­
ment. The system has been commenced by the 
Napoleonists, and the Assëmbly, after some theatri­
cal flourishes, showed how much it was alarmed, 
by permitting the Quixotic Prince to take the seat 
to which lie had been chosen. But it is not alone 
that the Bonapartist party is small and without in­
fluence that we think too much importance is at­
tached to it. The Communists and Association ists 
comprise about two-thirds of the population. They 
were the prime movers in the recent revolution, 
and-their object was the solution of a great prob­
lem—" the rights and proper organization of labor." 
The time has come when this question must be 
settled,and it is of too serious a nature to be eclipsed 
by the reflected brilliancy of a sun long set. The 
people of France will not permit the Government, 
which is the representative of a great social priuci-
pld, to become a mere plaything in the hands of an 
ambitious man. We believe the sentiment of the 
French nation to'be fully expressed in the follow ing 
from tilt Juunwl des Sans-Culottes, one of the new-
papers to which the Republic has given birth :

WASHINGTON, July 3, 1848.—Senate.—Mr. Un­
derwood presented the credentials of Thomas 
Morehead, appointed by the Governor of Ifentucky, 
15. S. Senator, in the place of Mr. Crittenden, re­
signed, and he was qualified and took bis seat. 

One or two petitions were presented, and à few 
unimportant reports made from committees.' 

Mr. Breese reported a bill from the committee on 
public lands, to provide for the adjustment of all 
suspended pre-emption land claims. 

Mr. Borland, from the same committee, reported 
a bill granting additional school lands in Arkansas; 

The, joint resolution from the House, fixing the 
day for the adjournment of. thepïesent sessiCn, with 
the amendments thereto proposed in the Senate, 
were then taken up, and . ;£> 

Mr. Mangum addressed the Senate, in reply to 
Mr. Foot« the other day on the same subject, and 
also on various other topics connected with the Pre­
sidential question. 

Mr. Niles concluded the d iscussinn. He thought, 
after the speeches made, the Senate ought to be pre­
pared to take thÇ question. Hisobjectnöw inrising, 
was to ascertain what the question was. From the 
remarks of the various speakers, it might be sup­
posed that this is a ratification meeting, and, if so, 
he thought it time that they should proceed to take 
the vote on the resolutions of ratification, only that 
each of the «speakers seemed to understand the prin­
ciples of the other party better than he did those of 
his own, and therefore none of them had arrived at 
a very satisfactory conclusion, or at least, to such 
an one as would enable the meeting to make up an 
opinion.

Clayton expressed a desire to address the 
Senate, and the Senate accordingly adjourned to 
Wednesday. 

House.—Mr. Collamer introduced a joint resolu­
tion, which was read three times and passed, auth­
orizing the return to the State of Vermont, to be 
placed in the Capitol as Montpelier. of two brass 
cannon, captured from the British at Bennington, in 
1787, by the Green Mountain BoVi, and now thrown 
aside as useless, at the Washington Armory. 

On motion of Mr. Goggin, the House, in commit­
tee of the whole, resumed the consideration of the 
general appropriation bill, and Mr. Flournoy con­
cluded his remarks. Mr. Woodward, of S. C.,and 
Mr. Preston, of Va., followed, when the bill was 
laid aside, and the amendments of the Senate (be­
fore noticed) to the post office-appropriation bill, 
were taken up. The first was agreed to, and the 
second being under consideration, the committee 
rose, and the House adjpurned to Wednesday. 

SEA LETTER POSTAGE.—The Postmaster-Gen­
eral has issued the following instructions to deputy 
postmasters and other agents of the Department, 
for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of the 
act of June 28, 1848 : 

All letters or other mailable matter coming into the United 
States from foreign countries, or going out of the United 
States to other countries, are required to be sent through the 
Post Office at the place of departure or arrival. The postage 
to lie charged on all letters eoing out of the United States to 
or tluongh the kingdom of Great Britain or its colonies, or 
coinimr from or through the kingdom of Great Britain or its 
colonies into Ihe United States, .by any foreign packet ship 
or other Vessel, will be as follows—the postages on the out-go-
in? letters or other mailable matter to be prepaid : 

Un each letter not exceeding half an ounce in weight, con­
veyed between the two countries by a foreign packet. Ü4 
cents; and for each additional half ounce or traction under, 
an additional postage of 24 cents ; and if conveyed between 
the two countries by any foreign private ship or vessel, when 
weighing half an ounce or under, the postage will lie 16 
cents : and for each additional half ounce, or fraction under, 
an additional postage of Wcen's. 

Newspapers will be chargeable with postage of 4 cents each. 
Each sheet of other printed matter will be rated as a news­
paper. _ 

TIIE SLAVE ABDUCTION TRIALS.—We leam 
from the Washington News, that not less thai?230 
indictments have been preferred against the pris­
oners Drayton, Sears and English, who were found 
in charge of tlie schooner Pearl, in which so many 
absconding slaves were found, at the time of her 
capture on the 16th of April last. 

DISTRESSING.— Sarah Duresi, a white female, 
aged about 32, employed in the family of Mr. Crew, 
druggist, Philadelphia, committed suicide by taking 
laudanum on the night of the 30th ult Being dis­
covered before death, every possible means were 
used to restore her, without ,success.

The cost of the Poor-Law Commission ill 1840-'l 

was £42,622 ; and. varying in every succeeding 
[year, it was in 1846-7, £31,536. 

The number of the rural police in Englahd and 
IWales in 1847 was 2688, and the expense incurred 
[was £196,635. 

The Lords of the Treasury have prohibited the 
exportation of arms from Great Britain, tb be em­
ployed in hostilities against Denmark. , 

A London Journal says that the number of law-
5'ers in London is no fewei than 4972, and that the 
amount of their costs in 1846-7, was £16,210,165. 

Mr. Fortune has beert'engaged by the East India 
[Company to proceed to China, for the pur|x)se of 
procuring tea-plants and seeds for the tea-planta­
tions in nie Himalayas. 

Tlie times are so bad that a great number of 
pawnbrokers have notices that they will not take 
pledges, it being next to impossible to get rid of 
unredeemed property. , 

A proposition has been made to the coal-owners 
of the Newcastle district, by a company to buy all 
the coal they have to send to London during the 
next three years, at their regular prices, and to pay 
for it weekly. 

A few days ago two Englishmen, who went to 
Paris to pick up bargains, entered one of the largest 
silk warehouses in the capital, and, after looking 
over the stock of goods, Miich was a very excellent 
one, asked the proprietor how .much he would take 
off the invoice price, if they would take the whole 
off his hands. The proprietor, after consulting 
with his partner, spoke of five or ten percent ; hut 
the Englishmen stopped him at once by saying, 
that they w ould give him forty per cent, off the in­
voice price, and not one farthing more. The ware­
houseman was indignant at first, but the end of it 
was that necessity forced him to accede to tlie offer 
raade, and the Englishmen got the goods at sixty 
per cent l»elow prime cost ! 

A new velocipede, for u*. on railways, has been 
tried with success. The object is to enable officials 
to visit places requiring inspection withont the ex­
pense and inconvenience of 411 engine.
