From Venezuela. 
The New York Herald has received late news 

from Venezuela. We make the following extract 
from a letter dated Ctiracoa, June 15tli : 

We have to-ds y, a report from Coro that General 
Monagits, with his-fiOOmen from Altagrae.ia, have 
taken 1 tie road via Barquisiinato for the capital-
having heard of the sailing of the squadron, arid 
snspeçtjng their movements and the worst conse­
quences—but he will, 1 fear, be loo late. Re|«irts 
also say. (and it isacknowledged by General M.'s 
lriends here,) that General Monagas shot, in cold 
blood, some three weeks ago, one oi Iiis Generals— 

• lid that without the form of a trial ; he is, un­
doubtedly, a brave, but a most cruel and despotic 
character, and should he succeed in quelling the 
revolution, he w ill endeavor to establish a military 
government, and declare himself " dictator." 

Antonio L. Guzman is still here—-he is hourly ex-

anxious to gel rid of him — but Guzman will rot 
leave this until the result of the election (in August 
next) for Vice President, is known—he expecting, 
and in facf, is sanguine, thntjhe will be elected ; 
should that be the result, of-course he will not go, 
but remain to enter in January coming, upon his 
<luties, Ac. The candidates, it is supposed, will be 
Guzman, General Munoy; (fomierly a slave, but 
noticed and elevated for hi« bravery by General 
Paez,) and Sanalvia, ilie present minister for the 
interior. Guzman has i>ecome very obnoxious here 
to all the inhabitants among whom lie associated 
upon his first arrival in this island — and is als§ 
looked on in no favorable light by this government; 
strange that ail of those who were connected with 
him in the attenyjts at revolution in 1836, including 
himself, have proved in their residence here^men of 
the most depraved characters in points of morals ; 
not one that has not formed and kept up a harem— 
even entering in their infernal villainy (Larrazabal) 
into the private families of those who received them 
most kindly, and destroying their peace. 

Should the election in August, result favorably to 
Guzman—although he owes his life to General Mo­
nagas, and General M. remain in the Presidential 
chair—we sliall see the most terrible dissensions be­
tween them, as the former is a Communist, a strong 
advocate of Fourier, and'entirely opposed to any 
military force. 

General Paez is at Santa Martha—as soon as he 
finds he can do so to the interest of his country, he 
will leave there to battle .for her ; his reception in 
New s •renadft has been of the most friendly and 
sympathizing nature. General Soublette, the late 
President, watt «till at Bogota, where he had gone 
on commission from Gen. Paez—and although the 
government ol' New Grenada vyould take no part in 
llie dissensions in Venezuela, yet it is supposed that 
no obstruction will be placed in the way of troops 
being raised, armed and despatched, on'the first fa­
vorable occasion, to assist in the overthrow of Gen­
eral Monagas and his government. 

"We may look for difficulties in November com­
ing. in New Grenada; every preparation is being 
made t » prevent an attempt that it is supposed will 
then (the time of the election) be made to revolu­
tion^ the country. Such must be the fate, from 
tinié to time, with all the1 South American republics 
fer tile next generation, when, the old military char­
acters dying off, we may hope for a rest from them.

special committee, composed of Messrs. Bernard, 
Wilder, and Day. Adjourned. 

Tue City of Rome. 
Rome, at this season, (May.) is almost entirely 

deserted by strangers, and 1 have had its galleries 
and churches, and palaces and ruins, almost en­
tirely to myself. The heat has not yet become in 
any degree oppressive, although all travellers and 
artists have abandoned it on accountof the usually 
depressing influences of the climate at this season. 
The snqfw upon the distant mountains has preserved 
an elastic coolness in the air, which 1 ha.e seldom 
felt anywhere, and which has enabled me to spend 
the whole of these long days in an incessant enjoy­
ment of all the beauty Rome affords ; and it is the 
grandest beauty in the world. The traveller in 
Europe meets with a constant succession of stirring 
objects and events ; it is a great curiosity—shops 
containing stores of social, natural, and artistic 
wonders. But nowhere does he feel at home, rest­
ing in the arms of that capacity which has been so 
often called grandeur, to the extent he does in Rome. 
Grandeur is a poor word to express the idea one 
would convey of the eternal city ; and it has been 
apjiealed to so often by weak mortals in their efforts 
to tell their thoughts, that its force has grown less 
and less. The works of men's hands here are so 
sublime that they impress you with a sense of man's 
littleness, as do the mighty works of nature, and 
you look about to find, peradventure, the "giants 
who bought and sold, who planted and builded, in 
this home of might. The present race move like 
pigmies among the works which their fathers of 
many generations have accomplished. The stiong 
features of emperors and statesmen, of women capa-
hle.of ruling the amazons, of boys who made the 
glory of the Augustan age as they developed tlieir 
strength, the massive muscles of colossal gladiators 
and horses, stand out before you in immortalizing 
marble, while you tread the great stone floors of the 
forum in which they thundered, and the amphithea­
tres in which their sports were like the hard toil of 
a modern army. In their theatres, capable of con­
taining the population of a city—in their palaces, 
covering one-half of the seven hills—in their baths, 
whose arches are like the arch of heaven—in their 
aqueducts, stretching like»- immense bridges across 
the country—in their temples and triumphal pillars, 
you see how they lived ; and in the tower-like 
tombs you see how they died. 

Every where there is the mingling of man's bru­
tal force and his refinement. In the delicate anil 
magnificent architecture of the cofosseum, the 
niches, from which the gladiators looked through 
their bars upon their dying companions, and in 
which they waited their turn, and the dark subter­
ranean passages iniyvhich the wild beasts were tor­
mented to madness, still have their dreadful gloom. 
The poetiy of their religious rites still lingers around 
the graceful columns of their temples, and the hor­
rors of their sacrifices remain in basai rdeiri of their 
triumphal arches. The mounds of earth w l|ich time 
has heaped up around these remains, have served 
for ages as storehouses of art and the utensils of 
life ; and upon these storehouses, the grave of the 
ancient'city, stands modern Rome. 

Between the immensity of ancient and modern 
Rome the Basilica of St. Peter forms the link. ( poll 
the gardens of Nero stands the church built in 306 
by Constantine, and upon this church whose chapels 
still remain, stands the present building, begun by 
Nicholas V. in 1150. Michael Angelo, the last rep­
resentative of the native magnificei.ee of art and 
architecture on this soil, left the impress of his great 
soul in and around this church, which seems to be 
the embodiment of Roman grandeur engrafted upon 
the architecture of the christian. In tiie early days 
of the church, the union between its broad univer­
sal doctrines and the power of the Roman character 
was in the order of nature. And in St. Peter's, a 
christian church, we find this gfeatness clothed in 
form—a greatness which you cannot describe, hut
