LIGHTNING.—Yeuterday, about half-past twelve 
o'clock, the Methodist Episcopal Church, at" the 
corner of Carondelet and Poydras streets, was 
struck by lightning. Divine service was going on 
at the tinte that the fluid struck tlie rod on the 
tower of the church, hut fortunately for those who 
were within, no damage was done. All the con­
gregation, with the exception of one or two persons, 
remained in their seats. Tlie damage was not of 
the slightest importance. 

DEI'I.ORABLK CATASTROPHE.—Our city has 
never been afflicted so suddenly as by the deaths 
of those who were hurried into an untimely grave 
on the evening of Thursday last. Ten or twelve 
persons w ho' stood upon the Levee, were, without 
a moment»'* notice, hurled into the river. It is im-
IMjssible for pen to depict the anguish of those 
whose friends ami relatives have been so unexpect­
edly deprived of life. On Saturday, Coroner Sped-
den was called upon to hold Wquests upon the 
(«»lies of three persons who had been recovered. 
These bodies were those of Mrs. Victorine Tromp, 
her child named Fapny Troinp, aged about 8 years, 
and an infant child aged only eight months. The 
manner in which the unfortunate deatlis of tlie 
person» above alluded to took plac« demanded no 
investigation, and after examination the cgroner 
delivered their remains into the charge of their 
friends for burial. When the bodies were found, 
the scene w as jierfectly agonizing. There, stretc'ied 
before the husband, the mother and the sister of the 
dead, were the corses of those, who, only two days 
!>efore, had been in the fullness of healni and the 
sweetness of beauty. The dead were happier than 
the living: for the living there was uo relief—for 
the dead a cessation of anguish. 

BODY RECOVERED.—Tlie body of Mr. François 
Audry, who was drowned on Thursday night last, 
by the caving in of the levee in the Third Muni­
cipality, was yesterday recovered in the river near 
the Barracks. His remains will be interred to-day. 
Mr. Andry was a much respscted citizen, and 
leaves a large circle of friends to bewail his un­
timely death. 

MAD DOI.—On Saturday evening last, about 7 
o'clock, the good citizens in the vicinity of La­
fayette Square, were very much affrighted by the 
cry of mad dog ! mad dog ! and the report of pistols 
fired at him ; but happily no one was bitten by 
liiin. We are glad to see the authorities are pur-

». suing so rigorous a course towards " mongrel curs 
of high and low degree." 

PARISH PRISON.—We have heard a great deal 
about models, but we never saw a model prison 
until yesterday, when we visited the Parish Prison 
of New Orleans. It is certainly the cleanliest and 
liest-conducted establishment of the kind in this 
section of the country. The floors of the cells are 
kept as clean as the decks of a man-of-war, and 
the cots as pure as the hammocks of a 74 gun ship, 
when they have been hung out " early in the morn­
ing to the healthy sea-breeze." The different de­
partments are admirably administrated,and were it 
not for the fact that the visiter must necessarily 
know that it is a prison, he would otherw ise come 
to the conclusion that it was a hotel. To this es­
tablishment large bajh-hotises are connected, in 
w hich at separate hours the male and female pris­
oners in the different departments are made to bathe. 
The yards of the prison, which are "composed of 
sand-stone, are regularly washed.three times a day, 
and all offensive smell is remo\ed by the'ap­
plication of chloride of lime. The prisoners, if 
m want, are furnished with clothing by the 
(Sheriff of the parish, Gen. Lewis. The food of 
those therein incarcerated is of the best description. 
Each person has salt meat four days during the 
week, and fresh meat for three days. To each in­
dividual, every day, is given a fresh loaf of bread 
weighing 16 ounces, together with a suitable supply 
of tea in the morning,and molasses, beans, vinegar, 
pepper and salt ; and, in fact, every thing that can 
conduce to the health of the unfortunate inmates. 
This large establishment is principally under the 
control oY Mr. Samuel Powers, the Chief Warden; 
who deserves much credit for the excellent nnnucr 
in w hich he conducts the economy of the building 
that has been submitted to his (»re. All w ho 
know this gentleman, cannot but esteem him for 
his kindness of heart. 

Mr R DE it.—An inquest was yesterday held upon 
the body of a negro man named" Miles, who be­
longed to the New Orleans and Carrollton Railroad 
Company. He was found dead at the Horse Station, 
and the verdict rendered was that his death was 
produced by having been stabbed with a knife 
through the abdomen. It appears that the deceased 
and another negro had been quarrelling—a fracas 
ensued between the parties, and Miles was stabbed 
with a sheath-knife by his opponent. The negro 
w ho killed the deceased was, we are informed, im­
mediately arrested and delivered over to justice. 

STEALING. Two negro men, Isaac and Alfred, 
were arrested yesterday, upon the charge of offering 
for sale one hundred horse-shoe»,- without having 
Iw* rmission front the owners of £aid pro|«rty to uo 
the same. They were both remanded for examt-

Should anj'rears' mon be found to have joined the 
new regimêtfl*' they wiil. in- sent to the nearest depot, or be 
tran»ferj#d ro of-the old regiments as they may with the 
greatest ^oiireiiiettee ordered to join. 

Tlurmeii nlisted lör the (teriod of the war in the old regi. 
ments. wiH be discharged the service as directed iu "General 
Orders " Nf 25, paragraph 11. 

All recruits in depot, or elsewhere, enlisted for tlie war, 
will l»e mustered and discharged. 

iv. VVUli a view to accuracy and strict accountability of the 
personnel-ot the army, and the bett&to establish the just 
claims ol the non-com missioned ottieers and privates who 
have been wounded, or of the representatives of those who 
have died, and been Killed in battle, the following roils and 
returns will be duly lor warded to the Adjutant General's 
Office, W ar Department : 

1. Jtlustir rolls in duplicate, carefully made out in due 
fortn, of each company or detachment, and of the field and 
staff, of the vew regiments of the regnlar army, and of the 
volunteer service. 

2. A return of each regiment, separate battalion, or inde­
pendent company, (new- regiment» and volunteers,) agree­
ably to established forms, showing the strength at the time 
of muster and discharge from service, and tne names of all 
the commissioned officers belonging to the regiment from it» 
organization, with remarks opposite such as are absent, or 
have resigned,- been killed in action, died, been discharged, 
or have left the service for any reason, specifying cause, date, 
place, &c.," &c. The names of non-commissioned officers, 
privates, &c., will be omitted on this return. * * * *. 

Ü. All offi'j#» serving as aides-de-camp to general officers 
whose commands or commissions terminate with the war, 
will ^oin their regiments without delay. 

7. The following commanding officers (to whom special 
instructions have already been dispatohr t) are charged with 
the execution of the provisions ef this order respecting the 
discharge of the ten new regiments: 

Bvt. Major General Twiggs, commanding at Pascagoula. 
will discharge the 13ih regiment of infantry at Mobile, should 
it be >ent to that place. 

Bvt. Brigadier General Brooke, commanding the 1st mili­
tary department, will discharge tlie 12ih and 14th infantry at 
Naw Orleaas. 

flvt.Colonel Garland, commanding 3d military department, 
(or commanding officer,) will "discnarge the 3d regiment of 
dragoons at Jefferson barracks. 

Lieut. Col. Erving, superintendent recruiting service, will 
discharge the 15th and lbtb infantry at Cincinnati, and New­
port. Kentucky. 

C'olonel Crane, commanding 5th and t>th depaiiments, will 
discharge the 9tlî, 10th, and 11th regiments of infantry at 
Newport, R. I., and New York"harbor. 

Lieut. Colonel Belton, commanding the post, will discharge 
the regiment of voltiguers at Fort McHenry. ***** 

II. " The hair to be short, or what is generally termed 
cropped; the whiskeù not to extend below the lower tip of 
the ear, and a line thence with the curve of the mouth; mous­
taches will not be worn (ezccpt by cava ry regiments,) by 
officers or men on any pretence whatever."—Army Regula­
tions, page 215. 

The non-observance of the above regulation (tolerated 
during the war with Mexico) is no longer permitted. It is 
enjoined upon all officers to observe and enforce the regula­
tion. By order of the Secretary of War : 

R. JONKS, Adjutant-General. 

Another order, bearing date July 7th, directs, that 
the general officers appointed under the acts of June 
18th and June 26th, 1846, Ije honorably discharged 
the service of the United States from the 20th day 
of July, 18^8. 

The general, staff and regimental officers of the 
new ten regiments are to be considered discharged 
from the same date, with tlie exception of the Major-
General charged w ith the withdrawal of the troops 
from Mexico, the Brigadier-General, and the officers 
of the Quartermaster's, Commissary's, and Medi­
cal Departments, (volunteer service,) and addi­
tional f>aymasters now in New Mexico and Cali­
fornia, or employed at principal depots, who are un­
avoidably continued in service until they can be 
duly notified of their discharge. 

NAVAL.—The U. S. sloop of war Plymouth, 

Capt. Gedney, saüed from liio de Janeiro on the 

28th of May for China. The steam frigate Alle-

ghany, Capt. Hunter, was at Rio de Janeiro on the 

20th of May. The frigate Brandywine, Commo­

dore -Stewart,.was also at Rio.

HORRIBLE MURDER.—We take the following 
account of a înysterious and horrible affair in New 
York, from the Herald of the 6th : 

Th« immediate vicinity of our office was sudden­
ly throw into a great ^tate of excitement about 7 
o'clock yesterday evening, by the report that Pierre 
1). Bumond, gold-pan manufacturer, had been 
murdered in his room at 102 Nassau street. His 
pariner had seen him once in the early part of tlie 
afternoon. About half-past six o'clock in the live­
ning he' went to tlie door, wliicli he found locked. 
On going the third time, the door was unlocked, and 
he found deceased prostrate'on the floor, with his 
head lying in the lap of a woman of ill-fame, known 
as §arah Stewart, who seemed tobe perfectly in­
sane, shrieking and pressing his head to her bo=om. 
He then left in search of a physician, but meeting 
officer Espie, as circumstances* wëre strong against 
her ha\ing used foul play, she was taken to the sta-
tion-honse, where she continued to rave, tearing 
her hail from her head, and making most piteous 
moans for the deceased, whom she called " my 

•deal*." One of her eyes was very much bruised, 
and her comb was broken in her head. The fur­
niture of the room was thrown in confusion in every 
direction, and pens, pencil-cases, and silver combs, 
were lying in every part of the room. A part of 
the staff of the pamnolette of the woman was 
fourni ort one of the tables, a broken pitcher, cover­
ed with blood, Tying near by. The body was said 
to be;quite warm when first' discovered. There 
was bin a small quantity of blood about the body, 
most of which was on I he bosom of the shirt, and 
looked dry, as though it had Ifen there for several 
I mum; and liad nearly' turned dark. That on the 
pitcher presented the same appearance. At wound 
was found on the left side of the ln-ad, just above 
the templar bone. The woman said, ai'ier having 
been taken to the station-house, that she found him 
dead w hen .she entered the. room. She is fine look­
ing. of apparently about twenty years, and of very 
prepossessing appearance. ^ 

The coroner's inquest elicited nothing farther 
than is given above, except that the deceased was 
knojvn to visit the w oman, and that some articles 
of jewelry belonging in the room were found in her 
pockets. The coroner's jury had not rendered a 
\erdict at our latest dates from New York. It is 
supposed lie had refused her money, that she had 
undertaken to help herself, and a._ fight ensued. 
A young lad in the budding heard die parties 
quarreling, as also a souffle between them.
