The evening that the theatre opened, Jones 
resolved not only to made a display of himself, but 
also of a very splendid (?) drop-curtain which he 
had fainted.

The elite of Norfolk were present, and just as the 
" immortal George," as poor Harry used to call 
him, was about to rush U)ion the stage, he discovered 
that he had no boots on, but that his beautiful pair 
of slipf ers were near the wing. The curtain had 
drawn up—the smell of p?a-nnts and orange-peel 
had been dissipated by the joint odors -of lamp-oil 
and gas.

He requested that the Council 
would take prompt measures to prevent any farther 
inundation. The Surveyor of the Municipality was 
complimente I for the course lie took to prevent, as 

Jar as possible, any farther injury. The Mayor 
also recommended tliat the levee road should lie 
carried through the Convent yard, so as to make it 
secure for a time at least. The message was warmly 
approved and referred to the Committee on Control. 
... A letter was received from the Surveyor, stating 
that the line of the levee, made by the crevasse, 
Ttiu* necessarily cut into the properly of the Con­
vent. The letter'was referred to the same Com­
mittee. .. .A communication was received from the 
Hoard of Commissioners of the Charity Hospital, 
it) regard to payment, pro rata, of each Municipal­
ity, for expenses incurred by immigrants arrived at 
lliis port during the past season.

GKN. TA Y I. OR ON THE "SLAVERY QUESTION.— 
Eras IIIS Brooks, one of the editors of the New York 
Express writes to that paper as follows • 

« j met in Pittsburg, a few days since, one of the 
Taylor electors for Louisiana, an intelligent and 
patriotic Southron—'o'to every inch a man, and 
without sectMiiinl prejudices, or strong partisan ani­
mosities. II« knew (Jen. Taylor intimately, and 
assured me that while the old General would adhere 
to the constitutional right#Of the South with un­
flinching tpinaeitymid abiding faith, hi nxis neverthe­
less opposed to the retention oj shivery oner free /Tri­
ton/. Gen- Taylor had his reasons for this, and 
they show Mm to I« a man of infinite sagacity, and 
wisdom, and justice, lie does not think it right to 
force slavery Upon 1 reluctant people. He does not 
think slavery a desirable institution, even where it 
exist-of right, and from the necessity of the case. 
Hfe holds, too, that it would by equally wrong, im-
politic and impractical, to sow the seeds of slavery 
upon any of the provinces of Mexico, or in any of 
the territory of lhe'Union." 

On the same subject, the Roc hester Democrat

The 
America's manifest, at the customhouse, states the 
sum at $1,639 only, which is a slight deduction.-—

FATAL ACCIDENT.—At Albany, N. Y., recently, 
the earlii caved in and hurried four persons engaged 
Tn digging the foundation of the new Cathedral. 
One had a leg broken, another received several 
slight injuries, and one, John Summers, an English­
man, was instantly killed. 

COUNTERFEITERS.—A gang of counterfeiters, 
consisting of Hiram McGerry, John Ilolman, 
Wheeler alias Parker, George J'ulnam, and one or 
two others, have been captured at Buffalo. The 
counterfeits were 10's on the Troy City Bank, and 
3's on the Bank of Vergennes, Vt. 

LARGE FIRE AT HALIFAX, MASS.—The wool­
len factory of D. & B. Mowry, in Halifax, and 
three other buildings, with tlieir.coiitents, were des­
troyed by fire on the afternoon of the 5th inst. The 
factory was insured for $20,000, at several offices in 
Hartford, and tlierè was insurance on the other 
buildings at the Bowditch office, Salem. 

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.—A girl in Newark,N.J., 
attempted to cut her throat on the 6th. She did n't 
succeed. 

VENEZUELA.—By the bark Venezuela, arrived 
at Philadelphia, from Laguayra June 20th, we learn 
that Paez had retired into New Grenada, and at 
the instance of the Venezuelan Government had 
been required by the Government of New Grenada 
to move from the Venezuelan frontier into the in­
terior of New Grenada. The'U. S. sloop-of-war 
Albany, Commander Kelly, was at Laguayra, and 
would remain until after the Presidential eleclion 
in August. Officers and crew all well. 

ADDITIONAL PARTICULARS OF THE RECENT 
MURDER IN NEW YORK— The Case of Sarah Stu­
art.—A new fact has developed itself .connected 
with the murder of Pierre D. Bremond, which pla­
ces the supposed murderess, Sarah- Stuart, in an 
entirely different position than that of a paramour. 
She was "his wife. After the coroner's jury had 
retired, on Thursday, for the purpose of agreeing 
upon a verdict, she communicated to Capt. Gil-
more, of the.Second Ward police, that she was the 
wife of Bremond, and that she had a certificate to 
that effect. She placed in his hand a key, saying : 
" There is the ka>y of my trunk ; take it and go to 
No. 114 Varick- street, and there you wall find my 
marriage certificate." The-Captain took the key, 
nqt supposing for one moment there was a shadow 
of truth in lier stat-ment, and the next day pro­
ceeded to her place of residence for the purpose of 
making some careful disposition of her furniture ; 
and while there, thought he would examine the 
trunk, and find whether there was any truth in her 
statement, when he found the certificate. Here is 
a copy : 

Tin- is to certify, that Pierre D. Bremond, of the city of 
New York, and Louisa lavage, of Augusta, Maine, were 
joined by me in the holy hand* of matrimony, this lllh day 
pf April, 1S45. 

JJBKNEZER GRIFFIN, Minister of the Gospel. 
Witness, . 
She' says that they were married at a house in 

Amos street, but there was an understanding that 
their marri^e should be kept a secret from his 
friends—which agreement she had faithfully kept. 
31 r. Bremond was then, if the certificate be a.valid 
one, the "husband of "Louisa Savage, and it. was 
given in evidence before the Coroner, that he al­
ways called her, and spoke of her, by the name of 

Lou." Sht^tiil asserts her innocence, and says 
she found him lying 011 the floor when she entered ; 
that she wished to call assistance, and he refused. 
The blow, however light, would have caused his 
death, the skull, where it was fractured, not being 
thicker man the double of a sheet of cap paper. 
She is of respectable, though poor parentage, and 
came to this city several years ago, for the purpose 
she alleges, of making a living for herself ; but was 
caught by the devices of the seducer's art ; after 
which time she led an improper life, but was mar­
ried to Mr. Bremond, with a full knowledge on his 
part of her life and circuflastances. This is an in­
teresting fact connected with the case, and may 
tend materially to alter its present feature. The 
name of Sarah Stuart is an assumed one ; her real 
name, if it is as she Ftatos, being Lonisa Bremond. 
Time will probably develop? new facts, which will 
lead to the true cansQ of death; and if the wife 
was the causé, she alonr must answer for the crime, 
but if she did find him Needing on the floor when 
she entered, that fact should, properly aitestt-d, 
lead to the perpetrator of the foul deed.—N. I*.
