Socialism—Fouricrism—Communism 

la all the new.-papcr accounts «>1 trench affair, 
the words Socialism, Foiirierism, and Communism 
are of frequent occurrence. They are generally 
used indiscriminately, as il li„*y designated mu 
particular party. This is an error; the terms ar. 
widely different, and one cannot w ith propriety I* 
used for the other. Socialism is a generic term, 
and includes the opinions of all persons, parti 
factions who are desirous of some change in social 
organization. In this wide latitude, it of course 
comprises many of diff-rent and often contradictory 
sentiments, and in fact a vast majority of the people 
of Fiance may be considered Socialists. The twi 
great parties into which the Socialists are divided, 
are the Communists and the Fourierites. Tlies«, 
although having the same object in view—an im­
provement in the state of society and the ameliora­
tion of the condition of the laboring classes—have 
very different views of the manner in which this 
is to be attained, and in fact base their systems 
U|MIII precisely contrary principles. Foiirierism not 
only admits, but asserts and maintains to the lullest 
extent, the doctrine of tlxi right of individual pro­
perty. This is the life of the w hole system, and is 
the very foundation of the philosophy of loiirier. 
Communism, on the contrary, expressly denies this 
right, and as the name implies, holds that all goods 
should be in common, and for the common benefit 
of all mankind. By this it will be seen that we 
cannot justly use these terms indiscriminately, as 
they represent parties whose principles are so total­
ly at variance. Both systems, it must be conceded, 
are seductive as well to the reason as to the senses, 
and we cannot therefore be surprised that their 
doctrines have taken a firm luld upon the minds of 
the laboring l iasses of France. Those men enjoy 
few of the benefits, while they sensibly feel all the 
evils and defects of the present state of society, and 

. it is but natural that they should have become fas­
cinated by theories w hich propose to relieve them 
of their miseries and elevate them to a | osition ot 

comparative happiness and comlort.

Amid the general convulsions that now agitate 

the European continent, the nund is divided among 
many States, and distracted by so many events, 

tlie occurrence of one of which in ordinary times 

would constitute an era in the history of the w orld, | 

that we have scarcely time to bestow upon any ot • . 

country the full share of attention which its im­
portance may demand. Revolution succeeds revo­

lution with such marvellous rapidity, old forms .< .1 

customs are demolished and new ones substitute 

wilt, such suddenness, thrones and governments 

overturned so quickly, thai we are scarcely given 

lime to appreciate the occurrence of each one event, 

mud. less investigate its cause, before another yet 

more wonderful takesp lace. These things burst up­

on us with the quickness of a meteor, whose progrès, 

through the sky we can plainly see, but ill define. 

In the universal commotion excited by the, French 

revolution, it could notbeexpected that Italy would 

remain quiescent beneath the weight of Austrian 

tyranny. There, as well as in other parts of Lit-

rope, the causes of revolution ;ui«l insurrection, and 
the feeling of discontent among the |>eople, were . 

. xtensively diffused. The effect has been the same j 

there as elsewhere, and the struggle can only end j 

by the vert brow of the dominion of Austria, and . 

her expulsion from every part of Ihe peninsula. 

li is no new battle the Italians are now fighting ; 

no new enemy they are contending with ; but they 

are stimulated by the hatred of a thousand years, 

and animated by the recollection of past victories 

over the same foe. | 
Eight centuries ago the fertile plains of Lombaroy 

were covered by a multitude of small Republics, 

each governing itself, subject to its own laws, and 

enjoying its own constitution. Civilized by their 

coi.lacfwith the old Roman empire, they were par­

tially enlightened while Ihe rest of Euro|>e was 

involved in the darkness of barbarism, yet slill 
retaining ihe haired of tyranny and love ol free­

dom transmitted to them by their l.ombard an­

cestors. These States, contemptible individually, 

were strong and invincible when united, and the 
cause of unity was found in the pretensions ot 

,|,e «îerman emperors to the dominion of Italy 

und the control of the Romish church. In the 
lllh Century the renowned Frederick Barbarossa 

determined to reduce the refractory Italian < .uelpl.s 

,o submission. In accordance with this deter­

mination, he invaded Italy with a numerous 
army of Cermans. aided by some confederates 

from the (ihibeline cities. Milan, then as now 
foremost in her opposition to tyranny, combined 

with the other Guelpli cities ot Northern Italy 

to resist the demands of Frederick, and thus was 

formed Ihe celebrated LEAIITE ot LOMBARDV, of 

which Alexander III, then l'ope, was elected the 

head. During the contest which followed, the 

successes were various, but finally terminated with 

the total defeat of Frederick. In the course of the 

war, however, the noble city of Milan was de­

molished, its walls razed to the ground, and its in­

habitants scattered over the country. But by this 

act of barbarity, Frederick only added another lo 

the number of his foes. The confederate republics 

built a new city for the unfortunate Milanese, and 

called it Alexandria in honor of the illustrious head 

of the League. Alexand ria afterwards took a promi­

nent part in the wars of Lombardy against the tier-

mans. and it still remains an everlasting monument 

of the victory of the. Italian democracy over the ty­

ranny of Frederick. But although Italy could sue-

cssfully resist a foreign foe, she could not tree herself 
from the consequences of her own vices. The spirit 

of faction and the degeneracy induced by unbounded 

wealth, prepared the way for the numerous petty ty­

rants who at last subverted her lilierties. and tmally 

delivered her to the same yoke she had formerly 

thrown off For hundreds of years she has been 

the prize for which the despots of Europe have 

contended ; lier fields have been laid desolate by 

foreign armies, and to her sorrow she has been 

made to feel the truth of the sentiment of one of 

her own divine poets—that her beauty was her 

curse, for it only served to invite the eager grasp ot 

a foreign enemy. 
In 17%, the last remnant of Italian liberty was 

destroyed in the surrender of \ enice to the French 

army under Napoleon, and the treaty of Campo 

Formio the next year yielded that Republic to 

Austria. , , . .i 
I p to the commencement ot the present war, the 

Cerman authority was extended over alt the terri­

tories of the republic of \ enice, part of Lombardy, 

and included part of Tuscany. The remainder of 

Lombardy. containing the cily of Alexandria, is 

subject to Charles Albert, king of Sardinia. All 

these countries are now united m the effort to free 

themselves from Austria, and their union in tlie 

same cause, having at their head Pope Pitts IX, 

strongly reminds us of the glorious Leaglie of the 

11th century. That the courage which then ani­

mated the Italians has not yet departed, the victo­

ries lately achieved by the Saidinim army are 

enough to convince the most sceptical. That the 
issue'of the combat will be all that the friends of 

freedom can desire, we see no cause to doubt. 

Austria is indeed possessed ot immense military 

strength and resources, but revolution is rile in her 

own bosom, and disaffection has even extended to 

the ranks of her own army. The Italians too are 

fighting lbr their nationality, which though long 

lost is not forgotten, and in such a cause they must 

at last be victorious, for 
" Freedom's battle once begun, 

lteijueathed from bleeding *iretoson. 
Though battled oft, is ever won."
