Judgment Before Argument. 

Long time a. ago t here dwelt in u city of the Y Vest, 
not far from Pittjdnir«». a worthy gentleman who 
held the responsible office of justice of the peace, 
lie knew some little about law, and a great (leal of 
natural justice. His decisions frequently excited 
lip- indignation of the young lawyers who pleaded 
before him, but he never suffered himself to l>e in­
fluenced by the statutes which were brought up 
against his opinions, or the indirect threats of dis­
appointed law expounders. In fact, his office was 
a court of equity in every sense, l! was useless to 
bring law m opposition to his sense of right. He 
used to say, " 1 am a justice, and bound to admin­
ister justice, and no petty technicalities shall ever 
make me decide against the teachings of my con-

| science." Ii is hardly necessory to say that many 
« tirions things happened in the office of this inde­
pendent justice. 

\ case was one day brought before the squire., 
! which certainly required his |»eculiarsystem of ad­

ministering justice. John Doe had sue«! Richard 
R'»e for a jnst debt, but Richard had, by the aid of 
an attorney, found a loophole by which he expected 
to creep out of the necessity of payment. The case 
wore a very doubtful aspect, ami both parties em­
ployed lawyers to plead for them. 

The Squire heard the witnesses patiently, rose to 
his feet, wrote a few seconds at his desk, seated 
himself again, and gave signs of being ready to at­
tend to whatever might lie said. The counsel for 
the defence made the most of his quibble in a speech 
which lasted an hour. When he had concluded, 
the plaintiff's counsel rose and labored and i»er-
s pi red for another hour to overturn the ({nibble, 
ïfe also finished : and then followed a slight pause. 
The Squire sat still, puffing a segar and apparently 
quite at ease. The lawyers both picked up their 
hats, looked at each other and then at the motion­
less Squire. At length the counsel for defendant 
spoke. 

" I suppose you'll require a day or two to think 
about this case, Squire." 

" Can't say I'll ever think of it again replied 
the Squire, with an air of mingled indolence and 
indifference. 

" What do you mean?" inquired the other lawyer. 
" What do you mean, gentlemen ? " asked the 

Squire. 
• We wish to know when we may look for a de­

cision." said defendant's counsel. 
" Y «m may look lor it now if you please, gentle­

men—here i* the docket." 
'• The docket !" 
" Yes. 1 entered jinlgment for the plaintiff (look­

ing at Iiis watch) n little better than two hours ago." 
" This, gentleman, is my 
Hut the lawyers did not wait until the sentence 

was finished ; nor «lid they ever appear before the 
just justice without being sure that they dealt in 
plain facts, unaccom|xinied by law technicalities 
and quibbles.

Case, from Jacinel, July 1st, arrived at Boston. 
There had been no actual trouble al Jacinel, but 
mailers were in a very unsettled state. The moun­
tains in llie vicinity were tilled uilli piquets, who 
were momentarily expected to descend upon Jac­
inel, and there was a report when Capt. C. sailed 
that ihey had lived upon the succeeding night for 
that purpose. They outnumbered the inhabitant 
at the rale of about a dozen to one. As an earnest 
of what hope of safety the inhabitants have from 
the government, it is stated that the authorities of 
Jacinel having seized a band of one hundred piquet* 
(ila'-ed them ill prison, w hen their Chief produced 
a document signed by the President, which com­
pelled the release of nearly the whole number. 

The President remained al Aux Cayes, where he. 
had shot five of his prisoners, three tJenerals uml 
two subalterns. It appeurs that the President, as 
the head of the religion of the island, had given or­
ders to the chief priest to visit the prisoners and 
obtain, by confession, the fact whether or no they 
were inimical to the enisling government. The. 
priest acted in accordance with his orders, and re­
plied that they were all in favor of the government. 
Notwithstanding Ibis, however, five were led out 
and shot, three mulattoes and two blacks. The 
priest, fearing for his own life, fled to Jacmel, and 
would take the first conveyance from the country 

From and after July 1st, by an order of govern­
ment, all duties on imports are to he paid wholly in 
coin. This will make quite adillérence, as hereto­
fore they have lieen [»aid two-thirds in pa|ier and 
one-third in specie. The paper currency is worth 
aHbut 16 cents in the dollar.— Résina Traveller. 

A DELEGATE FROM LIBERIA .—We yesterday, 
says the Baltimore Sim of the I9th, had an inter­
view with Mr. Levin Harris, of Lilieria, one of tlio 
colored colonists who recently arrived in this coun­
try in company with Gov. Boberts, having for their 
object the obtaining of useful information, as well 
as of enlisting the feelings of the colored people ill 
the cause of colonization. Mr. Harris is a fair 
specimen of ihe Lilierian farmer and mechanic, 
having been in that country some twenty years, 
and is intimately acquainted with all that pertain« 
to the colony, as well as with the native tribes in 
the vicinity of the colony. On the occasion of tlia 
attack on the missionary station at Haddington, in 
1830, Mr. Harris, it will Is- remembered, made a. 
successful defence against 3!H) native warriors, only 
assisted by two colonists and two or three native 
bovs, repulsing them with great loss. It is his in­
tention to remain a few days in this city and Stale, 
with the view of spreading useful information 
among his colored brethren, and will lake the op­
portunity of addressing them as well in Baltimore 
as the western section of the Slate. He has for 
the present, we believe, gone to Frederick. 

FATAI. ASSAUI.T .—On the 15th inst., in Boston, 
John Veber, wheelwright, was knocked down by 
Edward Crosby, mulatto, and his head struck on 
the curb-stone, with such violence Ihat the skull 
was fractured the length of three inches, and he 
died in Ihe course pf three hours. Crosby was ar­
rested the same evening. He says that Veber 
owed him ÇM28 cents, and had repeatedly put him 
off when h? asked for payment. On Saturday he 
determined to have his pay, or take satisfaction out 
of his body.

On 
Sunday, Mr. Horrell, in the presence of witnesses, 
refuted the slnnilerou- charge by urimistakeable 
evidence. He then told the Doctor that it was bis 
intention to kill him,arid would do it at that liin", if 
it were any other day but Sunday. On the Mon­
day following. Dr. Dallenger rode to Waynesville. 
On the road he was told that Horrell awaited his 
arrival, swearing lo take his life. Ile did not heed 
the warning, however, hut went on, an.l as lie 
passed into town, Horrell, with a rifle, from a cov­
ert, shot hira dead. The grand jwy of the county 
has found a bill of murder in the first degree against 
Horrell.
