amendments to the naval appropriation bill was 
proceeded with. Several amendments were pro­
posed and rejected, and some oi an unimportant 
character adopted. 

Mr. Busk proposed to amend by adding a hill 
reported troin the post otlice committee, authorizing 
the Postmaster General to employ any of ihe ves­
sels ol the United States, not otherwise employed 
in the transportation of the mail, freight and pas­
sengers, and asked the yeas and nays, whiclewere 
ordered. 

Mr. I ndervvood was in favor of the |»roposition 
of i lie Senator of Texas, and thought, from his own 
experience in legislation here, that the only way to 
accomplish the object contemplated, was to adopt 
the amendment lo this bill. 

Mr. Allen was opposed to converting our war 
I vessels into coasting vessels, and engaging the offi-
| cere of the navy in ihe petty larceny employment of 
I landing a barrel of fish ai one |>ort, and a loi of 
j chickens at another. The whole system was wrong 
j and should be arrested—this employing of priv ate 
j vessels in the public business, and public vessels in 
! the coasting trade. lie did not think the officers of 
! the navy would like it—it would lower the spirit 

and character of the navy. No situation in life 
was more honorable than that of the gallant tar. 
ihe duty which he was railed upon v* perform was 

honorable because it was duty to his country. And 
what line of merchantmen from New York could 
compete with a line of steamers to st;irt from ihe 
public treasury. He denied the right «if the I nitcd 
States to enter into competition with the private 
capital ol the country. 

Mr. Rusk was a little surprised at the Senator's 
definition of the term " petty larceny." He was 
introducing the worst kind of aristocracy, if the 
rolling of a fish barrel, by those connected with the 
navy, was to be considered 44 |>etiy larceny." He 
hail seen the officers of the army engaged in far 
more laborious service, which they by no means 
deemed dishonorable, and he denied that any ser­
vice which their Country required of them—any em­
ployment which the interests of the country de­
mand—was " petty larceny " employment. There 
would be nothing in the service required by the 
amendment which he had proposed, which would 
degrade any oflicer or seamen of the navy. 

After some further remarks by Messrs. Fnder-
wood, Allen and Houston, Mr. ltimk's amendment 
was rejected, 18 to 23. 

Some other amendments were proposed and re­
jected. when Mr. Vulee, by direction of the Naval 
Committee, proposed amendments, which were 
adopted, modifying the law in regard to contracts 
for tobacco, so as to secure a supply of good quality 
for the seamen, restricting the number of professors

|ier annum, while on duty, and £800 when not. 

Another, from Ihe same committee.so modifying 
the regulation which limits the number of i«is<>*d 
midshipmen, as lo authorize a:i increase of ItM, 
was rejected. 

One or two other unimportant amendments tothe 
bill, from the same committee, were agreed to w hen 
the amendment of Mr. Johnson, to provide for ihe 
losses of Ihe officers and seamen of the Peacock. 
Shark. Missouri, &c., was taken up, and a proviso 
was offered to it requiring an examination by a 
Court of Inquiry into the circumstances, before the 
payment shall he made. The proviso was rejected 
anil the Senate is still in session on the amendment, 
as the cars leave, 5 p. m. 

[Here our report closes, but a despatch by tele­
graph informs us that at 6 o'clock the Naval Appro­
pria.ion Bill was passed, and the Senate adjourned j 

House.—3Ir. Rockwell, of Connecticut, moved 
that the House proceed lo the consideration of bills 
on the private calendar. 

By the unanimous consent of the House. Mr. 
Darling, of Wisconsin, presented resolutions of the 
Legislature of Wisconsin, asking Congress to giant 
to that State the Military Reservation at Fort Win­
nebago, for the purpose of a penitentiary. Ordered 
to be printed and referred to the Cofiimittee on Pub­
lic I.anils. 

Also, Resolutions asking Congress to so modify 
the law of August 6th, 1816, granting certain lands 
to the State of Wisconsin, so as to permit the State 
to select certain other lands therein granted. Or­
dered to be printed and referred to the same Com-
3 ittee. 

Also, certain joint resolutions, instructing the 
Senators and requesting the Representatives ot 
Wisconsin to vote for the incorporation of the 
" Free Territory Provisions." into any law organ­
izing any new territory in Oregon, California and 
New Mexico. Ordered to be printed and laid upon 
the table. 

Tlie consideration of the motion to reconsider the 
vote by which the House yesterday reject" 1 the 
General Appropriation Bill, was then resumed, and 

Mr. Smith, of Indiana, addressed the House in 
favor of the appropriation for Savannah river, in a 
general examination of the question of internal im­
provements, and OIT other national questions lipon 
which the two great political parties are divided, 
lie was in favor of a reconsideration of the vote, 
and of the passage of the bill with the item referred 
to, included. 

JUr. Stuart, of Michigan, followed in reply lo Mr. 
Smith, and in defence of the principles of Gen. 
( ass and of the democratic platform, as lai<! down 
by the Baltimore Convention. On the Wilmot 
Proviso, he admitted that (Jen. Cass had changed 
his opinion, and he further expressed the convic­
tion that Gen. Gass, if elected Présidait, will sil'ii 
any bill for necessary and constitutional improve­
ment of rivers and harbors. 

Mr. Goggin next obtained th" floor, and s pi ike his 
hour, on the same general politieal subjects —of 
course, in opposition to the measures of the Admin-
st ration and to the election of Gen. Cass. Here-
iterated the charges (so repeatedly denied) against 
the friends of the Baltimore nominee, of hav ing 
put forth one edition of his *' Life" for the North, 
and another for Ihe South, lie denied that Gen. 
Taylor was afraid toexpress his opinions, while the 
piece of deception to which he referred was evi­
dence that the friends of Gen. Cass were afraid to 
have bis known. 

I Mr. McClelland explained thai of 3ü00 copies 
wInch is subscribed for, of the " Life,' which it 
was charged was designated for the South, every 
i'Oj"f was distributed at the North, and lie believed 
that every copy of each edition published had been 
indiscriminately distributed without regard to the 
North or the South. I 

Mr. Goggin did not intend to i liarge the gentle­
man from Michigan with any improper conduct 
wiih reference to the pnhlicaiion. lie proceeded, 
and iu allusion to Mr. \ancey, called up Mr. Inge, 
of Ala., who denied that Mr. Yancey would sup­
port Gen. Taylor. 

Mr. Goggin'did not intend so to assert. But he 
would say that Mr. Yancey would not support 
I/'wis Cass. 

Mr. Thompson, of Miss., spoke to the question im­
mediately under consideration—the reconsidera­
tion—and expressed ihe hope that if the bill was 
passed with the appropriation for Savannah river, 
that the President would interpose his veto. 

Mr. Barrow, of Tenu., followed 31 r. Thompson, 
chiefly in reference to tlie " inconsistency"' of the 
Democratic members in voting against a bill so ne­
cessary to carry out the allairs of the Government, 
now near the close of the present administration, 
and when no farther favors are to be expected from 
him. He seemed also to consider their course in-J

]>odv Found.—An inquest was held on Satur­
day last on the body of Capt. Benjamin Smith, 
which was found floating in the liver opposite Si. 
Andrew street, Lafayette. The circumstances at­
tending the death of this gentleman, are exceed­
ingly melancholy. He arrived herein his ship a 
short time since from the North, and immediately 
became alarmed about yellow fever. His fears in 
regard to tIiis disease preyed upon hiin to such an 
extent, that abberration of mind was the resnh. 
The inquest upon his body was held by ihe 
Coroner of the Parish of Jefferson, and Ihe fol-
lowiuï is the verdict : "Drowned hiuisel! while 
laboriue "r:'!er a temporary fil of. insanity, occa­
sion'd by excessive fear that he would fall a prey 
io yellow fever."' The body was enclosed in a 
leaden coffin, to lip immediately forwarded to the 
friends of the unfortunate man.

by the Second Municipality police, charged with 
embezzling £311 from Jules Theodore Dorr. He 
was in charge of a segnr store at the Commercial 
Exchange, St. < liarles street, as an attendant and 
salesman, he sold and otherwise disposed of segars 
to that amount which he refused to account for.

The charge against Vorwerk, was 
made hyan employee of the proprietor of the segar 
store in the Commercial Exchange, and without 
his know ledge and consent. 

Robbing a Soi.dier.—Pedro Martin and Thos. 
Jordan were sent before the First District Court on 
Saturday, by Recorder Seitzeneau. for having 
robbed a returned volunteer named Patrick Delanv 
of s'20. N umerous complaints are daily made lie-
fore th" different Recorders, by volunteers, who 
have been robbed. They will get drunk, and must 
abide the consequences. In nine cases out of ten, 
when they com» to make a complaint, they are un­
able to give the slightest idea of the persons they 
have been in company with, and their complaints 
are therefore of no avail. 

Charge of. Fraud.—('apt. Seguine, of Com­
pany C. Louisiana volunteers, was on Saturday ex­
amined before Acting Recorder Golding on the 
charge of having altered the discharge of one of 
his men, and detained that of another. After a 
long examination, the papers in the case were re­
turned before the. First District Court, and the cap­
tain held to hail in the sum of ftl.Wt, to appear 
himself. 

Explosion.—A terrible explosion took place at 
a few minutes liefere 7 o'clock on Saturday morn­
ing i;i the steam planing and turning establishment 
oi Wm. P. KeKey ,v Co., at the foot of Girod 
street. Second Municipality. A head of steam is 
usually raised in ihe boih rs al an early hour in the 
morning; and a*, the workmen of the establish­
ment Were about to commence their labor, arid the 
machinery about to he set in motion, one of the 
boilers exploded, scattering the brick work in 
which it was set in all directions, and scalding two 
negroes and four horses, who were standing near, 
in the most shocking utflhner. Several of the men 
belongin"' to the shop, who were coming into ihe 
boiler-roo'ii,. .'iwuvvn a. considerable distance, 
but fortunately escaped without serious injury. 
The two negroes who were so badly scalded have 
been sent to Dr. Stone's Hospital, but there is little 
hope of their recovery, they having lioih inhaled 
the steam. One of tlie horses will probably die. 
but th<- other three may he saved. Had the acci­
dent occurred a few "moments later, many more 
workmen would have been in the building, and 
near I lie boilers, and the lass of life would, without 
doubt, have been great. We were informed that 
there was not more llian two-thirds of the usual 
head of steam in the boilers at the time of the 
explosion, and that no blame can be attached ti­
the engineer.
