Mr, Calhoun replied, emphatically, after the re
petition of the question two or three limes, and eva-
sive replies, “No!™ Mr. Berrien then explained that
the lawx of Oregon would remain in foree until
reteoted by Congress, and snch rejection approved
the President. This, Mr. Dayton contended,
uld not change the chameter of the provision,or
wower of Congeess to nnllify the wishes of the
poople of the territory.  If the construction thux
given wene correet, then thers wav still less in the
bill thau he had suppesed.  The guestion had re-
solved itself into ons of mere expediency. Slavery
could never get into Oregon—thie same was true of
Californin—a few might get there, bat the institu-
tion eould never fix itself there, There agriculture
wax principaliy brought about by irrigation-—re-
quiring n_nice sort of Isbor, wholl uns'ited to
slaves. For this reason, he believed neither Ore-
won nor Califoinia can ever hecome slive States
But he had other objections besides those he hod
stated—the instructions of the Legislature of New
Jersev—though he would not obey instructions,
when they did not coineide with his opinions—bnt
hie considensd such instructions entitled (o respects
ful considerstion.

He felt shocked at the assertion of a Southern
Senntor, 8 few days since, that ift the knife of the
southern slaves were at the throats of their masters,
their southern hrethren would expect no assistance
from the north. He felt called upon to repndiate
such declaration as without the shadow of foun-
dation,

Mr. Upham, of Vermont, followed Mr, Duyton.
e inwisted that slavery was not beyond the control
of Congress, and if Senntors were prepared to make
sueh o declaration, they wers prepared to disregard
the intentions nnd opinions of the framers of the
constitanon.

He argued that Congress had the pomer to pro-
hibit slavery in the tereitories—thnt Congress, if
they did not pass such u law, would disregird the
wishes of the people of the territoriex now involved
hy the question—and that this bill was not such a
lnw ax would earry out the wishes of the people in
the states and territories. He denied that the bill
shonld be passed, even on the ground of expediency-
If the power of Congress 10 exercise this power
was ever 1o be exerted, nuw was the time 10 exert it.
It had become their duty w decide npon the Con-
stitutional question.  No one ever thought of leav-,
ing the question of the tariffand of a United States
Bank—hoth constitutional questions—to the Su-
preme Court! «

Mr. Rell next addressed the Senate, first in reply
to some of the remarks of the Senatgy from New
York, and then at length in opposition to the bill.
He hiad, so far, heard nothing to idfluence hismind
in favor of iis passage, nor had he been able, from
all the investigation which he had given to the
