THE FRENCH REPUBLIC. 

PARIS'. July 13.—The«National. whicli used to 
be con-idéred tlvi'Mats of the republic, makes a 
decided, thoush courteods. opposi ion to the Go-
vernment, with rcspect to the restrictive laws 
air-ii i-nlie press and tlie clubs. This is the more 
remarkable, as this journal stands almost alone in 
this tu: of opposition. The National finds that a 
lud aiment of 24 OC )f. security money is too much, 
although it does not amount to a fourth part of the 
sum required tinder the monarchy. The clubs 
f light not to lie interfered with, unless they meet 
armed, and thus this moderate republican organ, 
by a singularly ill-timed opposition, hop is to win 
back the good graces of the more advanced party, 
which had began to hate it. Several journals al­
luded to the disagreeable rumors that were current 
yesterday, but generally for the purpose of express­
ing disbelief. It is not true that there had Iteen at­
tempts to throw up barricades in the Faubourg St. 
Martin as had been asserted. 

Yesterday M. de Lamartine attended the Com­
mittee of Foreign AfTliirs, and made a speech on 
the foreign polio/ which it became the republic to 
follow. M. de Lamartine still adheres to the prin­
ciples laid down in his celebrated manifesto, and 
repeated in the Assembly subsequently to the man­
ifestation of the 15th May. when the question of 
Polish interference was raised. He summed up 
hi* reasoning by expressing his principles to mean 
sympathy with all nations—abdication of all ambi­
tion, of conquest, ]«titenage by France of all na­
tionalities which desire a glorious revival, and an 
alliance of ideas rather than of arms. 

W hy M. de Lamartine should have deemed it 
necessary at this moment to come forward and re-
(K-at tlies'.- sentiments is not stated. It may be that 
he desires to meet the accusations that ate break­
ing through the inquiry now proceeding in Belgi­
um relative to the violation of the Belgian terri­
tory by men who had been armed in France, sup­
plied in France, led by French Polytechnic pupils, 
and guided by French commissioners. To the in­
vasion of Belgium M. de Lamartine may have 
been a stranger, but there is strong reason for be­
lieving that his colleagues favored and supported it. 

The movements of the Russian troops in Molda­
via and Wallachia have excited the most earnest 
attention in Paris ; the expected decisive engage­
ment between the Piedmontese and the Austrians 
keeps the public mind awake, and the new com­
plication in Spain adds to the trouble ; for should 
the republic be able to maintain itself, it is con­
sidered most likely that she will forbid the forma­
tion of monarchies on her Alpine and Pvrenean 
frontiers, and encourage republican propagandist« 
in Spain and Italy, and even along the llhine. 
The war (jarty would therefore desire for the mo­
ment to M-e Otaries Albert beaten and the Count 
<ie Motitemolin succeed. For every reason M. de 
Lamartine'* warnings need to be repeated, al­
though they have lost much of their authority. 

Several memlters of the provisional government 
and of the executive commission have been inter­
rogated by the commissioners, appointed by the 
National Assembly to inquire into the causes which 
led to the late insurrection. M. Arago is stated to 
have been examined tw ice. On his first exami­
nation he declared that a magistrate, whom he 
would not name, was among the guilty, both of the 
atlair in May and that of June. On his second ex­
amination he is said to have explicitely charged 
M. Portal is, Juleg Fahre, ami Landrin, of having se­
ct etly excited the movement of the clubs on these 
oc casions. M. Arago distinctly disavowed any or­
ders having been given by the executive Commis­
sion having a tendency to relax the means of re­
pressing the t'mute.. He also declared that the com­
mission" was altogether ignorant, that on the 2*2d of 
June, the day betöre the é'mute, two regiments had 
been marched out of Paris, one to Soissonsand the 
other to Amiens. 

TheNational Äiiembly—Debates on the'Consti­
tutum.—The National Assembly continues, in its 
bureaux, the examination of the project of the Con­
stitution. The great question of" two Chambers" 
nas been the object of important deliberations. 
The principle was admitted in several, particularly 
in the 11th, where it was carried by 26 against 10. 
Tiie prevailing belief is that the forthcoming Con-
siit'itmn will comprehend two Chambers anil a 
President, and the plan of the American Constitu­
tion: i Among the defenders of the system of two 
Chambers are mentioned Thiers, Victor Hugo, Is-
•lmbert, Jules de Lasterie, Raimbault, De me.-anges, 
Pigeon, Oscar Lafayette, Abraham Dubois and 
Eiierme. who supported their arguments by refer­
ring .to the United States, which commenced by 
forming a single Chamber, and very quickly ad­
mitted the necessity for a second Chamber. 

A single Assembly in France, it was said, would 
finish by becoming either tyrannical or slavish, as 
occurred during the first revolution. The partisans 
of a single Chamber, among whom are Marrast, 
Creiiiieux, Babaud-Lariviere, Havin. Donatien 
Marqüis, U<rnäud, Gandin, Barthe, G. Sarrott, 
Floury, Conti, Grevi, and Brunet, replied that the 

< -.ample of the United States did not apply to 
France, inasmuch as '.hose States form a Federal 
ive public. They maintained that the French Re­
public being a unity, the two Chambers would 
be constantly in opposition to each other, and might 
« lier a usurper an opportunity of oppressing ope by 
the other. 

The National Assembly will, it is believed, un­
dertake to frame all the laws of the Constitution, 

which case it would sit twelve or SI W~ rnJ.#l

In the 13th ijavoux and Tracy expressed 

regret that the words " public order," the old motto 
of France, should have been omitted and not even 
once mentioned in the project of the Constitution. 
The bureau unanimously resolved to modify the 
preamble of the Constitution, which would stand 
as follows : "The Republic recognizing for its 
dogma, Liberty, Equality, and Fraternity ; and for 
its basis, family, property, and public order." 

The discussion on the proposed Constitution was 
agini taken upon the 10th, in the bureaux of the 
Atien.'Wy. The first bureau, by a majority of 22 

" fti-l.'i. "decided for only one Chamber. The seventh 
and ninth bureaux also declared for one Chomber. 
The fourteenth voted, by a majority of 23 to 10, for 
two. The eleventh bureau having decided that the 
President shall only lie in power three years, M. de 
ï as Case« presented an amendment to enable him 
to be'reflected for three other years; but M. A. 
Thouret warmly opposed it as likely to endanger 
the Republic. On a division, the votes for and 
against it were equal, so that there was no decision.

Cknnge of Ministry—The Italian War—Austrian 
Assembly.—.Vienm. July 6.—All the ministry have 
resigned. Doelhoff is charged by Archduke John 
with the formation of a new one. PillersdorlL's 
popularity has latterly much declined. He is re­
proached with having betrayed the committee of 
,afety ; and yet in that committee fifty votes de-
vlared against five for the maintenance of Pillers-
dorffin the Cabinet. The whole of the press have 
attacked Pillersdortf, with the exception of the 
Gazette Ofineltf . 

THe War with ltahi.—The Wiener Zeitung, of 
die 1st instant, the official organ of the Austrian 
Government, contains an article winch at the pre­
sent juncture of affairs in Italy is of more than 
usual importance. It expresses regret at the man­
ner in which all proffers of peace have been re­
jected by the Italians ; and points out the concili-
ititig spirit in which Austria has acted since the 

commencement of the revolt. It farther states that 
tiered to conclude an armistice at the very mo­
ment when vietorv crowned its arms—alluding to 
the capture of Vicenz.a and Treviso. But it Aus­
tria cannot attaiu peace by negotiation, ehe will by 
dint of arms; Austria holds out the olive branch 
and the sword to Italy, and tells her to select. 1 he 
writer of the article calls upon all other nations, in 
the rame ut' humanity, to lend their hand to the 
good work toward putting an end to the sanguinary 
,\ariare now dcolfctiug the rich plains of Lombariy. 

The Council of Ministers at Vienna are asserted 
to be firmly resolved upon making the peace at Milan 
or even Turin, if it seems expedient. The army in 
Italy is at once to be reinforced by 30,000 men. 
Fourteen battalions are already on their march, and 
other troops in Galicia and Moravia are preparing to 
take the field. 

Monsignor Morichini, Archbishop of Nisibli, has 
arrived at Vienna. Ile is the bearer of a letter 
from the Pope to the Emperor, expressing His Ho­
liness' wish for the restoration of peace in Italy, 
and recommending the prisoners from the Papal do­
minions to his apostolic majesty's generosity. 

The Austrian Assembly.—The Colog-.ie Gazette 
states that, among ninety-tw o members now elected 
in Bohemia, there are no less than forty peasants. 
The same is the case with Styria, where there are 
thirty-one peasants among seventy-five Deputies, 
by far the major part of whom do not understand 
one word of German. 

The Dunn of Croatia.—The Allgemeine Oester-
rcichische Zeitung publishes a letter from Archduke 
John to the Bann of Croatia, Baron Jellalich. Af­
ter adverting to his office as mediator between Hun­
gary and her Sclavonic-Croatian dependencies, he 
summons the Bann to appear before him at Vienna, 
where the Hungarian Ministry, too, have been re­
quested to attend, and orders him in the interim to 
prevent any conflict between the two hostile parties. 
The letter is dated from Vienna, the 27th of June. 

It is expected that Baron Jellalich will not refuse 
to comply with the Archduke's orders, for in his 
speech to the Croatian Diet (an illegal assembly, 
convoked by himself) he declares, that "since it 
is decreed they must have a mediator, they could 
not have a better one than Archduke John." The 
Diet, too, resolved that the mediation be accepted. 

HUNGARY. 
The Archduke Stephen.—The Emperorof Austria 

lias adopted a measure càlculated to produce the 
best effect in Hungat y. He has conferred the same 
powers upon the Palatine Archduke Stephen as 
have been accorded to the Archduke John at 
Vienna. The former is now invested with unlim­
ited powers over Hungary, and all neighboring 
countries subject to Austria;. This will facilitate 
and expedite the measures required to be taken by 
the Hungarian Governmentduring the present crisis.

Saxony is about to join the German Union. 
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SWORD PRESENTATION.—The beautiful sword 

voted by our last Legislature to Gen. P. F. Smith, 

is to be presented this afternoon, by his excellency 

Governor Johnson.

A TRAHEDV.—On last Saturday night, at Man-

deville, 011 the other side of the Lake Pontchartrain. 

an Indian murdered an Indian, by stabbing him 

with a large knife.

When the grave was finished, 

a rifle was placed in the hands of the murdered 

Indian's son forthe purpose of doing the execution. 

At the first shot, death was not produced ; the se­

cond shot also took effect, but did not kill, and the 

stoical violater of innocent life fell into his grave, 

and was there finally killed, and covered 

with earth as he lay. The court that had con­

demned him, then took their own instrument of jus­

tice in custody, and started off for the purpose of 

delivering him to the civil authorities of Coving!'•' 

to obtain his final dviliiiture as an innocw;

time, and who, although they did not see the whole 

of the drama, obtained all the particulars from per­

sons present during the trial and execution. 

The trial and execution were had in the most 

rigid conformity with the customs of the tribe to 

which all the parties belonged. Therê was nothing 

'hurried—no violence of any .description. Nor 

would the culprit escape, which he might have 

done, for he was not confined in any manner. 

Among these Indians, when one had forfeited his 

life, it has been customary to sell the condemned 

man to any person who would buy, and so restore 

him, as it were, to life ; in the present instance, 

three hundred dollars were offered to the tribe for 

the criminal's life, which was refused. The deliv­

ery of the executioner up to the authorities of the 

State, is an imitation of their more civilized breth­

ren, who, when they kill in self-defence, surrender 

themselves for legal discharge from censure. While 

we lament the condition of these wild men of the 

forest, we must admire the promptness with which 

their justice was administered.

Reception of Gen. Smith. 
Gen. Percifor F. Smith, the gallant son of Lou­

isiana, the hero of Contreras, and the splendid 
officer who has shed so much lustre upon thé arms 
of his country, \vs& yesterday received in New Or­
leans after an absence of over two years in an ene­
my's country, in a manner worthy of his brilliant 
fame, and the well known patriotism of our citizens. 
He came among us crowned with well earned lau­
rels, and he has received the heart-felt congratula­
tions of his fellow-citizens, who look with a just 
feeling of pride upon the honors won for him by his 
talents and military skill. The committee of ar­
rangements had labored with a zeal worthy of the 
occasion, and at about half-past 8 o'clock yesterday 
morning, every thing was in readiness to proceed 
to the Barracks, where Gen. Smith was in waiting. 
To Captain Beebee, the gentlemanly agent of 
the Union Line of steam towboats, our citizens and 
the committee are indebted for the splendid show 
that was made upon the river, and which proved 
the most interesting part of the ceremonies. The 
committee had chartered but one boat, the Con-

ipteror, and Captain Beebee turned out twelve 
others, all decorated in a neat and tasty manner. 
The Conqueror had on I ward an excellent band of 
music, and a detachment of the Battalion with one 
of their guns, and at 9 o'clock she shoved off from 
the landing opposite the Place d'Armes, with the 
committee and members of the press, followed by 
the Hercules, Captain Foot, Jefferson, Captain T. 
l'innef ar, Claiborne, Captain Steel, Adriatic, Cap­
tain C. Davis, Mississippi, Captain Shultz, Ocean. 

Captain J. Pinnegar, Panther, Captain J. T. Davis, 
Swan, Captain Smith, Ti nuessf an, Captain Thomp­
son , Somerville, Captain Reinhardt, Persian, Cap­
tain Andrews, and Star, Captain Brown. The 
Conqueror took a turn up the river as far as the foot 
of Canal street, and proceeded on her course to the 
Harracks. The committee immediately upon land­
ing proceeded to the apartments of Gen. Smith, 
when Alderman Fahre in a neat manner announced 
to him the errand upon which they had come. 
The ( Jeneral replied in appropriate terms, and was 
then escorted on board the boat, the band playing 
" Hail to the Chief," and the cannon 011 board echo­
ing in thunder tones the general joy of all. Im­
mediately upon the embarkation, the Conqueror 

swung off, and received the salutes of the other 
boats as they passed up by, and passing them again 
in turn, again received the cheers of those on board, 
including Fire Companies Nos. 8 and 9. who char­
tered two boats expressly for themselves. As the 
grand aquatic procession moved up the river, the 
scene was one of grandeur, and caused the eye of 
the hero of the day to glisten with joy. Thousands 
of people lined the Levee, from the Third Munici­
pality to Lafayette, and the General was kept almost 
constantly bowing his acknowledgements to the 
repeated cheers which rent the air. The patriotic 
citizens of Gretna were not in any way behind in a 
manifestation of their regard for the nation's hero, 
and as the boats swung round»from Lafayette, they 
appeared in large numbers on the wharves, and 
made the welkin ring with shouts. The return of 
the beautiful line of steamboats to the Place 
d'Armes was but a repetition of the upward trip; 
cannon thundered from the three Municipalities, 
ladies waved their handkerchiefs from the shores, 
and the multitude assembled at all points evinced 
the most cheering enthusiasm. At the ferry-land-
ing, the General and the committees disembarked, 
and marched into the.Place d'Armes—the bands 
playing, " See the Conquering Hero comes." WTe 
regret to state that the ceremonies here lost n_ ,'h 
of their interest by a serious fault on the pat(jrof 
some one who had charge-of the squsTe a„r ithe 
rostrum, which cost so much trouble. This ,"i'auti-
ftil edifice, which is of octagonal form, and trimmed 
in the most tasty style, was rendered .completely 
useless for the purpose for which it v/as intended, 
by being occupied by the crowc. Iuwas with the 
utmost difficulty that the coiijjiittefj- escorting Gen. 
Smith and staff were enable "^et upon the stand, 
and it was then so crowded by negroes and boys 
that nothing could fie done. Mayo.r Crossman and 
Randell Hunt, the orator of the day,>iv£re here in 
waiting, and after a few remarks by the Mayor, Mr. 
Hunt proceeded to address Gen. Smith on behalf 
of the city. At this juncture of the proceedings,-
the rostrum became so crowded that a portion of 
the railing gave way, and the orator was obliged 
to descend to the ground, in order to escap3 being 
crushed to death. Surrounded by Gen. Smith and 
staff, and a few officers, Mr. Hunt delivered one 

of those soul-stirring and eloquent addr«sses fur 

which he is so celebrated. He ~vas listened to 
with profound attention, aniJ-"lo|ldly. cileere(l by 
those who heard him, and <;vas repiied to by Gen. 
Smith in an appropriate manner. 

At the conclues-0f Qen Smith's reply, which 
mast of the^ Committee and all the reporters were 
"nab'e^ hear, a procession of the Military and 
' '.r,,".nen was formed under the direction of the 
Grand Marshal, Col. Libuzan, and moved through 
some of the principal streets. Gen. Smith and 
staff appeared on horseback, as also did Gov. John­
son and staff, Gens. Augustin, Lacoste and others. 
The " Crescent Ilussars " turned out in full strength 
under Col. Walton, and made a fine appearance. 
The Battalion of Artillery was out under Major 
Gaily, as also was a small portion of the Legion, 
and a detachment of the German horse company. 
Our gallant Firemen, as usual, made by far the 
most imposing display. No. 8 was out in all its 
glory under its indomitable foreman, Mr. Poole, 
and in the procession we also noticed Nos. 3, 4, 6, 
7,10, 13,13 and Protection Hose Company. When 
the head of the grand cavalcade arrived in front of 
the St. Charles Hotel, it halted, and Gen. Smith 
and staff, and Gov. Johnson, entered the hotel on 
Common street, and soon after appeared on the 
balcony. The scene here was one of intense inter­
est, and the enthusiasm manifested was almost 
equal to that manifested on the occasion of the ré­
ception of Gen. Taylor. The street in front of the 
hotel presented a perfect sea of heads ; and as the 
procession passed in review, the huzzas for Gen. 
Smith were perfectly deafening. Soon after the 
procession had passed and broken up, the Com­
mittee, with Gen. Smith, Gov. Johnson, and a 
large nu.nber of officers, retired to a private room 
in the i?t. Charles, where a fine coll ition had been 
prepared. The wine here flowed freely, and mer­
riment was the order of the day. Mr. Bier, the 
Mayor's Secretary, called the Board to order, and 
Col. Walton gave the following :

The party soon after broke up, and Gen. Smith 
left for his private residence, to enjoy the society of 
his family, after so long an absence from them and 
his country. 
Mayor Crossman addressed Gen. Smith as follows : 

General—It is my pKsing office, aa chief magistrate of 
this city, to welcome, in its name, your SBte return to your 
home and to your family. Your fellow-citizens of Neiv Or-
leans rejoice at the opportunity which your return atiords 
them, of manifesting tneir admiration of your military ca­
reer, and their gratitnde for the distinguished servir?« you 
have rendered our common country. They have watched 
with much anxiety over all your operations during that peril­
ous campaign, which the valor "f the American army. aid. 
ed by the superior skill of iU gallant officers, bas brought to 
so glorious a termination; and they are happy to acknowledge 
that they have found you at your post wherever danger w;'S 
to be encountered and honor'wr* to be won; they rank yon 
witn pride and exultation among the foremost who have shed 
additional lustre on our State's bright escutcheon.

Washington Correspondence of Crescent. 

WASHINGTON, July 29, 1848. 
The Compromise bill, on which the Senate labored so long, 

was summarily laid upon the table, yesterday, by a vote 01 
112 to 97. There was a call of the House, a tew speeches, 
warm appeals, bold opposition, and a vote as above, upon a 
test q uestion. To make assurances doubly sn re as to the jte-
feat of the bill, a motion was made to reconsider, and to lay 
this motion upon the table. This wascarried 114 to9b. Upon 
the bill, there were 28 Northern democrats who voted againsi 
it ; and 7 whigs from slave-holding States also voted agamst 
it. Not a single Northern wliic voting for the bill. Mr 
Stephens, of Georgia, said the bill settle! nothing upon 
the principle of slavery, and could have no other effect than 
to postpone the question which was now perplexing and in-
juring the country. He believed the present an unpropitious 
time to act upon this matter, and thought the public good 
would be best promoted by omitting all action at the Posent 
lime. Mr. S. made the motion to lay upon the table. Theie 
were but 16 absent members when the vote was taken, and 
one of those. Mr. Haskell, was anxious to record his vote 
against the bill. There was a marked sensation in the House 
when the vote was taken. Atfirstalt was confusion, excite, 
ment, and uproar. The aisles and area were crowded, and halt 
the members upon their feet. When the voting commenced, 
a breathless silence pervaded the House, and every response 
was watched with intense interest. The result created a 
marked sensation and some feeling in the Senate. The tirst 
fruits were an attempt to call up the resolution from the 
House, naming the 7th of August as a day of adjournment. 
If was met with vehement opposition from Mr. Benton, ol 
Mo., who called upon Congress not to adjourn until a terri, 
torial government had been established in each of the terri­
tories of Oregon, New Mexico, and California. Some hard 
things were said of the House by some .of the democratic 
members for their rejection of the bill, but Mr. Badger, ot N. 
C., defended the House, and others were ready for such de­
fence. Not liking the bill, they had taken the shortest possi­
ble way of getting rid of it. There were attempts made to 
lay the resolution upon the table—to postpone it until Mon­
day—all of which proved unavailing, and the Senate was 
therefore brought to a vote upon the House resolution. Tlie 
7th of August was struck out, by a large vote, and the 14th 
inserted. The House will gladly seek an opportunity for con­
currence, and Congress will therefore adjourn on the 14th, 
after a .session of seven months and eight days. The( »regon 
bill, before the House, will be sent to the Senate, and that 
body, which has once before refused a territorial government 
lor Oregon, again have an opportunity to grant such a gov­
ernment if it wills to do so. It may, however, go with the 
VVilmot Proviso. The Committee on Territories, in the 
House, are ready to report territorial bills for New Mexico and 
California, and the odium of leaving these Provinces without 
a government, may yet.be left upon the Senate. Congress, 
however, is in no inood to act upon any of these «luestions 
Most of the members are jaded out, and others more absorbed 
in President making than the public good. The country 
and the public peace will be largely the gainer by the sudden 
breaking up of Congress. ^ ORLEANS. 

Northern Correspondence. 

NEW YORK CITY, Friday. July 28. 
FAs. Crescent.—Vegetation in the public walks, and in the 

gardens and city streets, was refreshed and invigorated last 
»light by a fine thunder-shower, which wa- much needed. 
To the farmers' crops, over the surrounding country, it. must 
prove especially acceptable; forthe earth was getting ot a 
powdery fineness and dryness. Yet we have no reason to 
complain of the fruitfulness of the soil this current season 
the old Mother has been bouutiful exceedingly, and the Clerk 
of the Weather never behaved more cleverly, in the memory 
of the "oldest inhabitant." Unless some, at present very 
improbable, turn of events comes to pass, the yield of food­
stuffs, in this State, will be larger and better than was ever 
before known. Hay, grain, potatoes, and the small crops, 
all have done well, thus far. It is true, there are some rumors 
of the potato malady, in certain quarters ; but this is, in all 
probability, nothing more than the retiring signs of the dis­

ease—the remains of last year and the year before. I hear 
nothing bad of the potatoes of the interior and western part 
of the State, which send to market by far the most important 
portion of this useful vegetable. 

Considerable anxiety prevails here respecting the troubles, 
which are daily assuming a more alarming aspect, among the 
smaller islands of the West Indies—proceeding from insur­
rectionary movements among the slaves. Many planters and 
their families have arrived here within the last few days-
having, at an hour's notice, left theif houses, growing crops, 
every thing. Many families here have connections and 
friends among those islands. 

The arrival yesterday, at Boston, of the steamship Europa, 
brings news of deep interest to Irishmen, and to all (and 
their name is 44 legion") who take interest in the prosperity 
of that wpetchedly-misgoverned people. Is it possible that 
Iriihmen will stand much more? Is it possible that the ra­
pacious (Jovernment can push matierson to an extremity ? 
A little time will show. For my own part, I believe that a 
most bloody season is now on the eve of commencement in 
Ireland. This has been the cry, it is true, for a year past ; 
but surely every successive endurance and every successive 
oppression but make it the more likely to come, and promise 
the more terror when it does come. WTe here are in the habit 
of wondering how it is possible for men to submit to the 
outrages which the Irish have borne for the last fifty years. 
But we must allow for the difference in circumstances, and 
remember that the worst foes Irish freedom has to contend 
against are the foes in her own bo°ôi)j. d^star^jlpNHyJicv 
of the British Government, Jçf years, has been to array a 
favored section against tl;fl |l0dy of the people. Were the 
Irish people really i/nrtsj. Repeal would follow as sure as the 
sun rises. . -

Ironi Parisrtlj£ news does not infer any very different state 
ol things rfrom former intelligence. Since I last wrote to 
y0M, Fiîè^new French Ambassador has arrived, (in the steam-
Miip United States;) he has been received here with the 
greatest courtesy, and will probably be the subject, according 
to New York usage, of some special ceremonials of attention 
from the authorities. Not much reliance is placed here in the 
English predictions of further revolt in Paris. 

The complimentary reception to the returned New York 
Volunteers came off yesterday, in a very creditable manner. 
Mucli sympathy was elicited by the worn and jaded appear­
ance of the returned troops—who really presented but very 
few specimens of good health among them all. There were 
some&î'J, or thereabouts, all told. When they leL us for 
Vera Cruz, there were nearly li.30 ! Disease and battle have 
taken more than two-thirds of them ; nor have the living 
ones fared much better—for they will, most of them, be en-
tirely disabled, in future, for any active employment. Yes­
terday each volunteer was presented with a handsome and 
valuable silver medal—besides being complimented m choice 
phrase by the highest city officers, and treated to edibles and 
drinkables. 

In cousequence of the parade yesterday, thevm Ming of 
the New York 44 Free Soilers," which was to have come off 
in the Park last evening, was postponed to this evening. 
While I am writing this, however, and all through the day. 
the clouds have looked loweringly, with an occasional slight 
spriikle. The probability i< that the evening will set in with 
a shower. However, if John Van Buren holds forth, I am 
determined to be there—as I want to give you that description 
promised in my lr«t. 

Not a little commotion exists here, among the political folk, 
in reference to the new Compromise Bill on slavery in the 
Territories, which passed the Senate yesterday. Events, 
which it is impossible to mistake, promise that the passage of 
this bill by the other branch of Congress will go far from the 
effect it was intended to have. As far a» New Y ork is con­
cerned, the flames will burn with redoubled fierceness. 

Do n't you think we deserve considerable credit for our New 
York-built steamships? Of course you have noticed the 
quick passages of the Hermann and the United States. The 
latter, by gcod marine judges, is considered the most rapid 
trip, considering all circumstances, ever made across the 
Atlantic.
