Sublic lands for the construction of a railroad from 
lobile to the mouth of the Ohio river. 
On motion of Mr. Westcott, the bill providing for 

the obtainment of territory in reference to claims 
for losses in the late Florida war, was taken up and 
passed. 

On motion of Mr. Walker, the bill to modify the 
fourth clause of the seventh section of the act of 
184(i, providing for ihe formation of an institution 
and the admission of Wisconsin into the Union, so 
as to authorize the State to surrender certain worth­
less " sixteenth sections " of school lands, and lo­
cate others in lieu thereof, was taken up, amended 
and passed. 

On motion of Mr. Downs, the bill for the heiter 
organization of the District Courts of' the United 
States, within the Stale vî Louisiana,^was taken 
up and passed. 

Mr. Niles then moved that the Senate take Up 
the bill reported by a select committee, graniiijg 
the right of way and a donation of lands to Mr. 
Whitney, for the construction i>f a railroad from 
some point on the Mississippi river to the Pacifip. 

Mr. Hale and Mr. Benton opposed the measore, 
and Messrs. Niles and Bell defended it. Mr. B. 
moved to lay the motion to take up on the table. 

After a few remarks from Mr. Niles, the vole 
was taken, by yeas and nays, on Mr. Benton's 
motion, and it was decided :n the affirmative, 
28 to 21. • * ..j" 

Mr. Hannegan gave notice that he would, on 
Monday, with the consent of the Senate, introduce 
a bill to establish the Territorial Government of 
Oregon, California and New Mexico. , 

Mr. Breese gave notice, that he would, on Mon­
day, introduce a bill to grant to the State of Illi­
nois ten miles of the public lafids on each side of 
the Illinois river, from its mouth to its course, for 
the improvement of that river. - ; 

On motion of Mr. Mason, the Senate proceeded, 
to the consideration of bills on the private calendar, 
and disposed of a numbif. Executive session. 
Adjourned. 

House.—Mr. Evans, -of Maryland, submitted a 
resolution to terminate the debate, in committee oi 
the whole, on the Oregon Territorial Bill, at 1 
o'clock lo-day, and moved the previous question. 
The motion was sustained, and the resolution 
adopted. [So the debate is terminated, though the 
bill has been taken up to-day, and when again ta­
ken up, the committee will proceed to the consider­
ation, without debate.] 

The joint resolution of the Senate providing for 
the prompt payment of the " three months' extra 
jiay " to the officers, non-commissioned officer*, 
musicians and privates of the army in Mexiifr, WAS 
passed—[and has since received the signatures of 
the Speaker of the House and President of the 
Senate.] 

On motion of Mr. Evans,of Maryland, the House 
then proceeded to the consideration of the messa­
ges of the President relating to the boundaries of 
California, New Meiico, etc., and the establish­
ment of civil Governments in conquered territory. 

Mr. Bowden, of Alabama, made a very able 
speech, chiefly in reference to the provisions of the-
Senate compromise bill, to show the importance of 
a settlement of the question involved, to the inter­
ests of the country. 

He was followed by Mr. Duer, of New York, 
who, in the course of his remarks, went rather par­
ticularly into an explanation of the origin, progress 
and causes of the division in tlie democranc party 
of New York. One of the causes of the existing 
division, he said, was the coalition of the Hunkers 
with the whigs, to defeat the election of Gov. 
Wright. 

He spoke of prominent radicals, suph as Benj. F. 
Btitle-, Azariah C. Flagg, and others, in very com­
plimentary terms, and as men who would adorn 
any party; the tenor of his remarks being decidedly 
commendatory of the " Barnburners." [Mr. Duer 
is a whig, representing a district usually demo­
cratic.] 

Mr. Thomas, of Tennessee, made an animated 
spaech on the various questions involved in tlie 
Presidential campaign. 

Mr. Donnell, of North Carolina, rte-.t obtained 
the floor, and made a speech in review of the 
speeches of his colleague, Mr. Venable, on the au­
thority of Comfress to legislate for the territories, 
and the question of slavery generally. 

Mr. Venable replied to Mr. Donnell, in explana­
tion of sotneo f his statements, and then the House 
adjourned. 

WASHINGTON, July 31.—Senate)—Mr. Dix pre­
sented the memorial of the Jackson Monuments' 
Association, requesting Congress to ptft at the dis­
position of the Association certain cannon captured 
by Gen. Jackson in several campaigns, to construct 
an equestrian statue to his memory. 

Mr. Walker presented the resolutions of the Wis­
consin Legislature in iavor of the Mexican war. 

Mr. Breese, from the Committee on Public Lands, 
to which was referred the message of the President 
communicating the ratification of the treaty of peare 
by Mexico, reported a bill in eonformity with certain 
recommendations of the message, providing for the 
survey and ascertainment of the extent of the pub­
lic lands in the territory acquired. 

Some other unimportant reports and petition« 
were presented, by Messrs. Jefferson Davis, Mason, 
Westcott, Breese, Dix, Dickinsçn and Walker. 

Mr. Benton, from the Judiciary Committee, re­
ported a bill—copied, he said, from the act of 1804, 
in regard to the Louisiana purchase—to enable the 
President to form temporary governments for Ore­
gon, California and New Mexico, Without being/ 
read, it was ordbred to he printed. [The bill is the 
satne as was passed in 1804, giving to Mr. Jefferson 
authority to organize a temporary government rn 
Louisiana, changed only so itsrfo adapt its language, 
etc., to the cases now embraced—the provision* of 
which may be ascertained by a reference to tha 
printed laws of the United States. It was, i;we 
recollect aright, an executive government—'• civil 
and military.1 

Mr. Atherton, from the Committee of CoT'Arw»ce 
on the Naval Appropriation bill, made arelP1 that 
the Hotise agree to recede from three ol xie dis­
agreeing points, and in part to the fourth relating 
to the touching of Mr. Sloo's mail steamships at 
Charleston anil Savannah, simply requiring that 
the words, " if practicable," shall be inserted in the 
clause which' requires to touch at Charleston. 

After some remarks by Messrs. Miller, Borland^ 
Yulee, Atherton, Calhoon and Johnson, of Ga., the 
question was taken on agreeing to the request of 
the Conference Committee, and decided in the 
affirmative, 27 to 18. 

Mr. Hannegan said that, on Saturday, he had 
given notice of his intention to introduce a bill " to 
establish the territorial governments of Oregon, 
California and New Mexico.'? He had since given 
to the subject, in connection with some friends, all 
the reflection and consideration in his power, and 
had come to tne conclusisn that after llie investiga­
tion given by the Compromise Committee, if they 
could not agree to the bill which had been reported, 
it was useless for auy individual to attempt a coin-
promise. He believed that the question should be 
settled—and settled speedily—without regard to the 
Presidential question. He had, in his own course 
on this subject, acted without reference to the effect 
to be produced on the prospects of hit own favorite 
candidate for the Presidency. He considered it 
moral treason to be talking abotit this subject as 
they would about an appropriation bill, and should 
be provided against by legislative enactment ; but 
they never could, upon this or any other question, 
dismember their glorious confederacy, though our 
rivers and rivulets should run red with blood! 

The Civil and Diplomatic Appropriation bifl, wag 
then, on motion of Mr. Atherton, taken up, and a 
debate ensued on the provision of the second sec­
tion, which limits the mileage, hereafter, of members 
of Congress to $1000, which was stricken out hy a 
vote of :!8 to 13, and tlien the Senate proceeded ly 
the consideration of executive business.
