Lake Surexion Laxn—Copper end Iron.—We
ke the following from a lute number of the Lake
Superior News :

The proceeds of the sales of the ublie Jands at
the lund offies in this place, from l"l!l of Jume to0
the en! of the quarter, 30th, wmounted to
50 73—of which $12,478 53 was for mineral
lunds at 82 5) per acre, and $371 88 for agricultu-
ral lands, raken by preémptons insmall tracts. We
are informed by’ the officers, that since the first of
July the sales amounted to little more than two
thousaml dollar from the disposal of agricultural
lands—some taken by the preémptors, and some
bid off at the sale. Severl small paroels, contain-
ing jgeypsum of superior quality, sold from $3 w0
$1 50 per aere. The Island of St. Helena, in the
vielnity of Mackinaw, wus purchased, we under-
stand, by a Frenco gentleman, not only for its beau-
il witantion, butrobably for the old necollections
that cluster around the memory of ane epthusiasti-
cally admired by every Frenchman.
