THE \ \  OMEN IN ARMS .—The fair sex, feelingin-

(lisftiant tit tiie tyranny which the vvorser half of 
creation liave always exercisetl over them, have 
recently ruse in rebellion against what has always 
been considered the lawful authority of the things 
in trousers, and have set the bal! ol revolution in 
motion for a complete and thorough reform. They 
held a Convention last week at Waterloo, Seneca 
county. .New York, and adopted a " declaration of 
rights:" lifter the form and fashion of the Declara­
tion of Indejicridance, in which they supply the 
omission oi ihe immortal author of the latter docu­
ment by declaring tiiat "all men and imrmfn are 
created equal, and are endowed by their Creator 
with certain inalienable rights." This is in deli-
am I- of Mr. Calhoun's logic, w herein it isso clearly 
di monstrated that men are not created. They, 
therefore, to prove that " the history of mankind is 
a history of repeated injuries and usurpations on 
the part of man towards woman, having in direct 
object tiie establishment of .an absolute tyranny 
over lier," " submit to a candid world' a statement 
of their grievances—-such as not possessing the right 
U. the elective franchise, iieing compelled to submit 
to laws in which she has no voice, being civilly 
dead in the eye of the law. which is as bad as not 
bi iiig born or created, in Mr. Calhoun's logic, and 
b-ing made morally au irresponsible being. 

The list concludes with a determination to insyt 
that women have immediate admission to all the 
ri-'.its and privileges which belong to them as citi­
zens of these I nit' d Slates. They farther say. that 
in entering upon the great work, they expect no 
small amount of misrepresentation and ridicule, hut 
that they shall use every instrumentality within 
llieir power to effect their object. They design to 
employ agents, circulate tracts, jietition the Slate 
and National Legislatures, and endeavor to enlist 
tiie pulpit and the press in their behalf, ltisevi-
d.-nt from this outburst, that the age of chivalry is 
no more. Women have now to redress their own 
grievances; but there was an age when a list of 
wrongs half as long as this would have created a 
universal uprising, and set all Christendom to work 
to rii'ht them. But the heroic age has been snper-
sede.l by the spinning-jenny, steam locomotion,and 
dollar-hunting age ; and men, from being the obse­
quious slaves of beauty, before which they bowed in 
admiration as at the shrine of a divinity, have be-

A GREAT .STEAMER . — A splendid steamer was 
launched at \ew York on the 1st inst.

173-1, a large and frightf ul sea monster raised itsell 
so high out of the water, that it-s head reached above 
the main-top-mast of ihe ship; it had a long sharp 
snout, broad paws, and spouted water like a whale; 
the body was as large around as a hogshead, and 
seemed covered with scales; the skin was uneven 
and wrinkled, and the lower part was formed like 
a snake." Esede says further, that this apparat ion 
palsied all on board the vessel with fright; many 
of the crew sank down lifeless, and but two could 
command their nerves sufficiently to escape below. 
His snakeship, however, behaved w ith civility, and 
after a cursory examination of the internal econo­
my of the ship, lowered his crest majestically, and 
burying all but his head beneath tlie waves, glided 
lazily away. The reviving mariners thought the 
Arch-Fiend Salau had revisited .lie earth in his 
primitive form, and many were the masses that they 
bought when they reached their native shore, to 
attest the fervency of their gratitude for their es­
cape.—Bufalo Express. 

FROM CANADA .—The Journal de (Quebec, of the 
25th July, contains a description of the examina­
tion of the College of St. Hyacinthe, in which this, 
institution is very favorably spoken of ; although 
of comparatively late date, it already takes rank 
with the first in the Canadas. The arch-bishop uf 
Montreal is at the head of this establishment. The 
population of I:pp»T Canada in 1829 was l'J8,410, 
in !S12 was fit#i.055. Thai of Lower Canada in 
I Sil I was 511.917, and in 1811 was (W0,782.' The 
number of immigrants arrived at Quebec, from 1829 
to 1812,inclusive, is 350,240. Of these three-tenths 
have taken route for the I niled States,seven-eighths 
of the balance for I pper ( anada, and the remain­
ing one-seventh have settled in Lower Canada. 
This gives an increase of population in 1.Î years of 
'.13, (86. The number of immigrants arrived at Que­
bec from 1812 to 1847 is 195,547. Putting that of 
1848 at 50,000. makes in (i years 245,547. Applying 
to this the raiio as above, gives the population of 
Upper Canada for 1848, 724.751. By thesarne pro­
cess we shall have for Lower Canada an increase 
of 113,218 in 13 years, and an amount of population 
;or 1848—767,034. This amount, however, will no 
doubt be modified relatively, in consequence of the 
advantages enjoyed by the Upper Province since 
the union, and the consequent greater influx of 
population, in preference to Lower Canada.
