He gazed through his judicial spectacles with much 
complacency at the few victims of the law. and 
smiled in contemplating the improved state of pub-
lie morals in the Second. One of the iniejjdcd 
sacrifices to the good order and well lieing of socie­
ty. was Mrs. Bridget Dane. Mrs. Bridget having 
kicked up a cloud of matrimonial dust on Triton 
Walk, on Mon day night, was given up by her liege 
lord to the tender mercies of the meriof law. She 
appeared before the Recorder with the meekness of 
a lamb, and there b»ing no one present to" say 
aught against her, she was allowed to go on her 
way rejoicing. This charge against Mrs, D.. we 
h lieve was the most serious one brought against 
any of the prisoners, and therefore, requiring a 
YOU slier, was the most severe sentence passed. 
'1 *e lawyers who frequent the establishment of 

Recorder Golding, in search of clients, were yes­
terday compelled to go hungry away. Not a single 
retainer did we hear of being received. A calm 
'ike this is usually the precursor of a storm, and w«r 
may therefore exjiect that this morning will opep 
up some rich items for the reporter*, and fat raset-
for the lawyers. " So mote it lie." 

DISCHARGED. — Christopher Lilly yesterday ap­
peared before Recorder Golding, to answer to the 
charge of having assaulted and fie a ten a man 
named John Roddy. Mr. Roddy, after having 
taken extra pains to bring Lilly up to the "rack," 
failed to make his own appearance, and the accused 
was therefore discharged— .Mrs. Catharine Kelly 
was brought up for having "lammed" Mary Cur­
ly out of her boots some time since. There was no 
prosecution in this case... .Mary Delany Was ex­
amined on a charge of disturbing the peace, und 
released. 

A SSAULT.—George Brown yesterday made affi­
davit before Recorder Génois, that while walking 
down St. Louis street, near Chartres, On Monday 
night, a certain man, named Randolph, rushed out 
in fr< nt of him, shook his fists in his face, and threat­
ened some terrible calamity. WDeponent further 
states that but lor the bystanden lie would have re­
ceived some -erious bodily injury, and he fears that 
Mr. Randolph will come down on him at some future 
day, and therefore a warrant was issued to prevent 
any such catastrophe.
