— . cause of education, and the best in­
terests off humanity; and whereas, the importance of the 
matter, in this view of it, appears toeall for the consideration 
ot the Legislature at a period earlier than that of its next 
regular session in January. IHÔO> 3N(I U> form an extraordinary 
occasion, such as. in> niy judgment, renders necessary the con-
vent ion ot the two Houses as soon as may l»e practicable; I 
do. therefore, by this, my proclamation, convene the two 
Houses of the Legislature, to meet at the Siate-hou*e in the 
city of New( )rleans on the First Monday in Decembeijiext
