Whast 1f we shonld quote the Godiva exlehration,
which took place at Coventry in England, the 26th
of June hast, a5 nn insiance of the state of eivilizas
tion and morals in that country ! And yet with
how mneh more truth might we do this than Dick-
ens is guided by, when e attempis to inyolvewell-
bred Americans iu the disgrace of wetions, {rom
which they  would huve shrunk with far more in-
stinctive sion than he Wimeell? The Hlustrated
London News of the 1st of the present month, con-
s & pictorinl representittion of the Godiva pro-
cession, with an aceompanying ncconnt, in whicl
not o word ix said in reprobation of the obsosne
show.  And what is the * Godive procession !

The story is probably familiar 1o most readers. It
henrs dute s fnr back as the 1th century. The
Countess Godivia was the wife of Earl Leofric.
Niwe was s compassionate lady, aud wished 10 free
the goud people of Coventey from certain burthens,
which hore bined upon their prosperity,  Shie impor-
tined her hushiand in their belalf; and finally he
wld Der that if she would ride on horseback nnked
from oue end uf the town o the other he would
arant the request.  Whereupon she replied, *tbot
will you give me leave to dowo?” "The uminble
Lushand ronsented ; und, says the legead, * upon
un appointed day the noble lady got an horselmck
naked, with her hiir loose, so that it covered all her
body but bier legs, and thus performing the journey,
returmed with joy o her hiushand, who thersupon
wrantsd 10 the inhabitants a charter of freedotn.’”
Tradition adds, that the inhabitauts of Coventry
closed the shutters of their houses while Godiva
performed the feat. There wax, however, an in-
quisitive tailor, one * Peeping Tom,™ so called, (no
relation, we believe, 0 ch Hull correspandent of
the Courier,) who, like some modern connoissenrs,
havine o taste for < model artist” exhibitions,
wopped il hend ont of the window just to take a
tvnk. when he was instnntly struck blind. - Such is
the legend, and such is the origin of the Godiva,
procession ; there being a popalar notion  that it
must be repented in conformity  with the aneient
\aracter ; which repetition ok place not s month.
since in the town of Coventry.

Amd whnt was the character of that repetition
Ax we hnve said before, it is represented to the eye

Irish rebels. One of the devices of thexe English
sympathizers was 10 sst Liverpool on fire. ‘The
conssyuences of snch a catastrophe ane thm depict-
wvd by n writer in one of the newspapers of that city =

London is o much larger place than Liverpool,
but, in & uational point of view, it ix not half so
important. ‘The metropolis, and nearly all other
owns in the empire, are mere congregations ol
houses, They nre composed of streets, Innes, dwel-
Jing-lhouses, ordinary stores, and mere workshops.
The destruotion of all_London by confiagration is
now impossible, owing to constrietion ; and the
trniing down of a part would be a Joeal and indi-
vidual loss—no more.  The nation would suffer lit-
tle,  Even suppose the Bank plundered, so many
more sovereigns would get into girenlation, that not
ane would be lost 10 the country.  The government
and the directors would be embarmssed for a meo-
ment, hut England could soon regore the few mil-
livts minns in Thread-needle-sireet. .
