On the 14th a battle was fought between a few 

hundred of the government troops and six hundred 
insurgents. The combat lasted with great fury for 
some hours, and at first the rebels had the advan­
tage; but the great intrepidity of President Car-t 
rera—who was. present—and the determined valor 
of the troops finally prevailed, and the insurgents 
were forced to retreat with the loss of 53 killed. 

Some difficulty seems to have taken» place be­
tween the government and the French consul-
general. The latter had broken off his relations! 
with the government on account of some offensive 
remarks in the official Gazette, which he said indi­
cated a spirit of malevolence towards France andj 
her new institutions.

Our Dublin correspondents say that the trains 
which arrived from the south at that city yesterday, 
report, that a large force of constabulary had pro­
ceeded from different points, at 12 o'clock on tue 
night of the. 3d, and others at. an early hour yester­
day morning, so as to form a cordon in the direction 
of the Keeper Mountain, ihe main access to which 
is by a deep and sullen gorge, the summits ot which, 
at each sule, are surmounted w ith huge stones. A 
body of some 1100 constabulary are said to be "n-
gaged in this movement, but none of the troops 
have been called on to take part !n it. 1 lie latter 
are said, nevertheless, lo he entirely cut up by fa­
tigue. consequent upon their numerous and useless 
marchings and countermarchings. In the camp 
outside Thurles, the poor fellows have to lie on their 
backs with iheir ammunition on their breast« to 
keep it dry—the weight of the cartouch box being 
some seventeen pounds. 

The whole line of railway from Dublin toward 
the south is completely quiescent, and, says a cor­
respondent who has travelled along it during the 
course of Friday, " Nothing strikes one so much as 
the too visible scantiness of population, effected by 
the three-fold cause of famine, extermination and 
emigration. 

No less than twenty-three of the reputed rebels 
of Bailinagarry were brought into Dublin yester­
day, and lodged iu K'ilmninharu. They are to be 
sent back to Tipperary, arid tried by a special com­
mission, for high treason. S une ot these prisoners 
were wounded at the skirmish on Saturday last. 

More arrests have taken place in Dublin. At H 
late hour on Thursday night the following persons 
were committed to Newgate, on the warrant of the 
chief commissioner of police, viz : Cilbert White, 
law clerk ; Francis Hauvey, alias Hauwey, do.; 
James Kdward O'Donahoe, do. ; and Andrew Jas. 
Doyle, printer. 

The printers of the Notion who had been com­
mitted to .Newgate have been released oil bail, with 
the exception of three.

Our Belfast correspondent, in a letter iluleil yes­
terday evening, says that every succeeding day 
brings with ii still greater excitement on the part of 
the public, and especially ot the repealers of Bel-
last, with regard to the state of the South and West. 
The Dublin day mail is every evening besieged in 
a manner by parlies clamorous to obtain the latest 
information from the head quarters of the insur­
gents. The club system has been completely aban­
doned in that town, and several of the leading con­
federates are non est, fearing an invitation to " fur­
nished! lodgings " in the " eoimty buildings." 

The neighborhood of" Newry has become much 
excited from the imprudent and impolitic conduct 
of the magistracy refusing to allow any pesson to 
act as a special constable who is suspected of fa­
voring repeal principles. This is only arming one 
part of the population against the other, a course 
which the Government must bitterly repent ere long. 

THE AMERICAN BRIGADE.—A correspondent of 
the Liverpool Journal, writing from Dublin on the 
evening of the 3d ult.,says: "Lord Clarendon 
knew . 1 suspect, that the disaffected in Ireland did 
not rely upon pikes—had no notion of committing 
'lie direction oi' their purposed revolution to Smith 
O'Brien. A more serious game was on the cards, 
and it was to be played thus : The universality of 
lisafleetiim wis taken for granted, and in all prob­
ability rightly. Many dreaded rebellion, but, with 
he exception ot the aristocracy and the Orange 

inen, all w Vued the experiment, if made, success­
ful. There are some doubts of the value oi a tri-
nmpii, but they ape vague, and weigh but little 
ag;.ii;sl the national pride involved in it. Cur'HT 
'be last few years, all the fanners'sons have pro­
cured guns, and a.e practiced in the use of them. 
These young men are 'herefore formidable ; they 
have weapons, are athletic, active vgorous anu 
resolute—they are eager for discipline, and the 
means of discipline have lieen provided. Smith 
O'Brien looked to France for teachers and succor ; 
the 'rish in America—for the Irish abroad are ex­
cessive in their zeal—have offered both, and can 
send them. Here lies the danger, and it must not 
be misunderstood. The Mexican peace has released 
thousands of expatriated Irish from employment 
and pay. They have acquired a strange kind of 
experience—a know ledge of a mode of w arfare not 
unsuited to teachers of taciics in Ireland. The 
majority of these were volunteers, and the mode ot 
military instruction in \merica prepared in one 
month whole regiments for the field. In the field, 
after this short tuition, these regiments vindicated 
the success of their lessons, and exhibited feats of 
gallantry that shamed the regulars. Many, if not 
most, of these volunteers are available for Ireland : 
m fact, eight of their best 'drills'are now in this 
country. Two were [minted ont to me to-day. 
There was no mistaking their Hibemio-Yankee 
aspect—a compound of old ' Rough and Ready ' 
and " Shaw the Life-guardsman '—fellows without 
fear, and made for mischief."

"Much Ado About Nothing." 

Mr. Calhoun has lieen talking very loudly of late, in Con­
gress, of the dissolution of the Union, as the inevitable eon-
seipt nee of the prohibition of slavery in the new Territory 
of Oregon. Colonel llenlon, also a Southerner and a slave-
holder, has very properly designated such declarations as 
"fustinn." I<et us look at the question dispassionately, and, 
if 1 may use ihe expression, geographically. The Oregon 
Territory, acquired by the 1'nited States from (treat llritpin 
by treaty, extends from 4^- to 4M0, North Latitude. The 
whole of the said Territory is, thetefore, far to the North of 
the Missouri Compromise line, (3tP30\ N. I,at.) Hut the 
provinces of California and \*"v Mexico, lately acquired by 
the United State» from Mexico by conquest and by treaty, 
extend to the Southern side of the line of the Missouri Com­
promise—their Southern limit being 32°, N. l.at.—and here is 
said to be the danger. 

Now, as to New Mexico, that province is divided into two 
nt.iriy emit! portions by the River Pel Norte, which traverses 
New Mexteo in its whole length from North to South. All 
that half of New Mexico which lies East of the River Del 
Norte, (and which is the only part at all settled.) is claimed 
by Texa*. And by the terms of the résolution admitting 
Texas into the Union, the I nited States have admitted the 
cftim of Texas to the said Eastern hall" ol' New Mexico. 
Congress will therefore be spared the trouble of forming a Ter-
ritorial Government for that portion of New Mexico. As to 
the half of New Mexico which lies on the West side of the 
River Del Norte, it is an uninhabited wilderness, nor is it at 
all likely to attract settlers from the United States for a long­
time to come. I therefore assume that Congress will not be 
troubled in the formation of a Territorial (iovernment tor 
Western New Mexico dnring the next two or three Presiden­
tial terms at least. With California the case is different. 
That province extends through ten degrees of latitude on the 
Pacific coast, viz: fiom 32° to 4ü°, N. Lat. The liueseaports, 
and the advantages of climate and soil, possessed by Cali­
fornia. will render it a tdace of unexampled attraction for the 
enterprising inhabitants of all parts of our country. It will 
no doubt be settled by ouriieople as quickly as its immense 
distance front the United States will allow. The question of 
a Territorial Government for California will be agitated in 
Congress in a very few years. But will that agitation en­
danger the Union? Far from it. The representatives of the 
Northern and of the Southern States will be found equally 
willing—that is to say, a large majority of them—to stand by 
the line of the Missouri Compromise, in relation to California. 
The line of 36° 30' cuts California into nearly equal portions: 
five and a half degrees of its territority being to the North of 
that line, and four and a half degrees being to the South. 
The Northern portion contains the fine harbors of San Fran-
cisco and Monterey: the Southern, that of San Diego The 
Northern half may be made to produce, in abundance, all 
the products of Eurotte; the Southern, all those of the West 
Indies. [See Forties's "California."] Theadaptation of the 
line of the Missouri Compromise to California is thus so re- j 
markable that we need ai\ eilend no difficulty in having it j 
adopted at once Amy, then, with the declamations, no ! 
less pnerile than mischievous, abont an armed resistance by j 
the South to the supposed plots of the North ayainst our i 
piopertvand lives. With Mr. Calhoun. 1 believesach decla­
mations to be sincere. Wf'h him. it is a nionomai. a. H ut 
not >D, probably, vith many others who follow in his train. 

For my part. I entertain no fear of this question of Free 
Soil in our future Territories. It will regulate itself, as so 
many menai mg qne!'ions in our conucils ,iave already done:
