Among 
those suspected were tvvo foreigners, Carlos ( ap-
deville, and Richar Mafeta, who are accused ofen-
deavoring to seduce the American police. 

\iu: Jjeon.—A letter from Monterey, dated July 
33d, says that the organization of the National 
( ; uard is going on with great rapidity, and all ap­
pear anxious to join in it. 

The party of Americans, says the letter, who had 
attacked the town* of Sahinas and Villaldama, 
showed a disposition to assault Lampazqfc but the 
determination of the inhabitants to resist, deterred 
them, and they retreated. This show of fighting is 
called a heroic action, worthy of the imitation of all 
Mexicans. 

Primtcnciamiento of Mazallau.—The revolt at 
Mazatian seems to be at an end, as the insurgents 
themselves had seized upon four of the principal 
leaders. Their only object was to plunder the 
customhouse. 

Don Pablo Anaya was determined to execute the 
prisoners, which course it was said would meet the 
approbation of the Supreme eminent. 

The Sierra Madre Project.—The plans of the 
disaffected in the States of Tatnaulipas, Ooahuila, 
A c., seem to be exciting the serious attention of the 
Government. From El Monitor we extract the fol­
lowing paragraphs in regard lo the subject : 

Tampico.—By a letter from a creditable source, 
dated 2d inst., we learn that the fatal ideas of an­

nexation are developing themselves in that unfortu­
nate section, and the sadestpart of the business is, 
that some ev il disposed Mexicans have taken part 
in it. We are assured that there hav e returned to 
Tampico many oflicers. non-commissioned cllicers 
and soldiers of the American army. The plan of 
toe conspirators is yet in embryo, and it is neces­
sary that the Government should take whatever 
measures the exigencies of the case may demand, 
in order to discover the. authors of this treason, and 
punish them with a strong hand, and in such man­
ner as may be a warning and example. Again: A 
person just arrived from Tampico informs us of 
the advanced stale of the projects of annexation, 
and assures us that if a respectable force is not im 
mediately sent the result will be disastrous. 

The Louisiana volunteers are already returning, 
in accordance with a compact with an oflicer aiul 
other persons of the country, who are bound to 
furnish assistance. 

El Monitor, of a later date, says that the Govern­
ment has ordered a large force to Tampico, and 
predicts the speedy disappearance of all disaffec­
tion.

I left Ni vv Yoik oti the 9th inat., and slopping a few days 
in the principal cities on my route, brought up in this place 
four days a^o Hereabout I shall probably remain for some 
weeks, spying out the land. I find goo'l company and 
plenty at the Broadway llou e, which seems to be a kind ot 
loll-gate through which one can see a great part ot the Yan­
kee world pass in a very short lime. Amongst the dis. 
languished individuals that. I have already seen here are lvro-
t'f-sor Morse and Henry O'Reilly, (the Montague and Crtpu 
let. of the Electro-Magnetic world.) honorables Tom Corwin, 
Washington Barrow, VV. A. Rit har 'son, and others " too 
numerous to mention," in transitu homeward from tbeNa-
t'onal Menagerie ; Major ScanfJand, whose shattered frame 
extorts an involuntary malediction on war-makers ; ai.d 
Colonel Powell, the ci-dt nant associate and betrayer ot the 
former Monroe I'd wards. Powell now resides at St. Louis, 
Mo., where he >ceius to he engaged iu thn business ot selling 
stoves. Coleman's new hot si, the Burnet House, is begin­
ning to show itself above ground, antl promises to do honor 
to the city, ft will be a large and handsome structure, but 
Us foinnlat'ons seem slight in proportion to its size. Its iront 
will lit the same, in dimensions, as that ot the Astor House, 
in New York, while it will have a depth of some forty feet 
more than that Hotel. Cincinnati shows evidences of im­
provement in every direction, as far at least as building goes, 
but-it is sadly behind any American citj that I have ever 
seen with regard to its highways. The streets are miserably 
paved, and many mean houses are scattered along its princi­
pal avenue». Broadway, to a New Yorker, seems intended 
as a caricature ol'our street ofthat name ; but Main, Fourth, 
Fifth and Sixth streets, except as regards their pavements, 
would he creditable to any city. The city is meanly lighted, 
not one half of the >treets having a lamp in 'hem, except 
private ones. The Market Houses are no credit to the city, 
but they are well tilled, particularly with fruit, ol which I 
never saw saw such an abundance in any part of the world. 
Yet nothing seems to he cheap ; a good peach costs halt a 

dime, and a poor melon twice or three times as much. There 
is much drunkenness in Cincinnati. 1 have seen a greater 
number of drunken men in the streeN during the three or 
tour days that I have been here than 1 have >een in as many 
month- in New York or Philadelphia. I hope Father 
Mathew will step this way when lie comes to \ ankee land. 

The Dutch (or more properly the Cermans) t'orm, nearly 
or quite one third of the population ot* this city, where they 
arc found in almost^.every place and in every capacity. As 
lalKHtris they seem to have monopolized the market—an 
Irishman or a Yankee stand* no chance a*- a competitor. 
The negroes even here have gi\en up the field, and turned 
liootblackt and gent It men—two unpiotitahle professions in 
these times of patent leather and military preferences. 

Tum is an excellent Beading Room in the "t'ollege 
Buildings," established and maintained hy the " \ oung 
'»Ien's Mercantile Library Association." Its arrangement 
and administration reflect much redit upon the city. 

f tind that the great Irish movement has many friend? 
here, who say big words in its favor. At :i grand deinonstra. 
tion a few nights > nce I am told that theie were ten thou­
sand persons present—warm supporters ot the noble cause— 
aiid that collections aud subscription were made to the 
enormous amount of three hundred and eighty dollars ! to 
be applied to the great object ot liberating Ireland. Serious­
ly, however. I |iiu>t say that I tind ninch and deep sympathy 
manifested here, and w herever I go. wp.li the Irish people, 
and more interest is shown in the intelligence from Ireland 
than in that from the States in which elections have been re­
cently held. It is not, however, to the orators or spouters 
who are holding forth on every stump throughout the coun­
try, that we are to look tor a full expression of the feeling 
which exists on the subject, for they advocate the cause in 
view of its political advantages with reference to their parties 
or factious—it is to the people—individually and collectively— 
from the palaces of the merchant and the planter to the cabin 
of the hod-carrier and the squatter. They a>k themselves by 
wiiat right England holds and opprev-es Ireiand ? ami they 
find their answer in the remarks of John U,uincy Adams two 
years ago—a part of them are worth repeating here to close 
my letter with. 
" Three hundred years before the grant to Ferdinand and 

Isabella," says Hie old man eloquent. " Pope Adrian ga\e 
Ireland to Henry the Second of England, and England hold» 
tiie Island under ibat title now—nnless, indeed, she >ets up 
another title, b, conquest. But Ireland, if in iorm conquer-
e ', has been in almost perpetual rebellion e ,-or since. Eng. 
land has been obliged to reco* uet her some half dozen times. 
oiul if site means to do it açain now, slit must begin soon." 

She has begun—let us see how she succeeds. The search 
to which our ships »re said to lie subjected will much increase 
the ill-feeling w Men already cvsts amongst the Americans, 
antl much caution will be neeessar} in both governments to 
prevent an early disruption of our present amicaule relations ; 
if Ireland should succeed, England will tind it ditücuit to 
forgive the Yankee^ for the "aid and comfort" which ha? 
been so liberally furnished. May <iod protect the right ! 

it seems that we are to haw two P esi<lents ia —Gen. 
Taylor and tien. Cass are both "certain to be elected," so 
;:t least I have been assured by numerous f-iends of those 
gentlemen respectively, and I suppose they know. " There 
is a good time coming"—the country must prosper with a 
doubie amount of Executive patronage. 

1 was ort this morning to the scene of last night's demon­
stration. Some tour or five hundred people were congre-
gated about tiie jail and court-house, but they see.ned to have 
collected from inert- motives of curiosity. Further distur­
bances are, however, seriously apprehended, and as the 
sheriff doubts the extent of ins power in the premises, tii° 
au I lion tie:, have despatched a messenger to the Governor ot 
the^tate, who is now at Hamilton, and he is expected to 
arrive in town this afternoon A company or so of military 
are stationed about th»jai! and Sycamore street, upon which 
it fronts, is blockaded hy sentinels. Carpenters are busily 
engaged in repairing the damages about the jailor's house. 

Thi.- is the second riot which has occurred during the few 
days that I have been in the ciiy. The disturbers are said to 
he principally Dutch.

The Cincinnati Mob—Loss of Life. 
We take the following statement in relation to 

the recent mob in Cincinnati—on the night of the 
nit.—from the Alias of that city: 

1 >nr readers will recollecnhe accounts re"®nt!y given in the 
papers of a brutal out ragt perpetrated on the person ofaGei-
man girl, lie!ween five and >i\ years of ajre. in uie vicinity of 
Cincinnati, by two of the dis« harired soldier—and of their 
having been sub equently arretted and .dentitied hy the vic­
tim oi' their brutality. Yesterday afternoon tney had .« hear­
ing before Esquire Brook-, at the Court-house, and were 
bound over in the sum of $20^0 each, but lot wan! of hail 
were com mitte« I. A large and excited crowd a-sembied to 
he^r the examination, and the excitement increased as the 
trial progressed and the circumstances of the hellish deed 
became more fully developed. The prisoners are said t<> be 
Swiss—though some say one is an Italian. They served in 
Mexico in < 'apt. Mohr's I ompany. After the examination 
wa> concluded, the officers prepmed to take the pri-oneis to 
jail—(this was about half past tî o'clock.) They were fol­
lowed by an excited crowd of between two and tl ree thou 
sand people, breathing vengeance on the prisoner, and 
anxious to bring them to a speedy and certaiu punishment. 
As the prisoners and their escort passed the canal bridge, they 
were assailed bv a shower ot bricks and other missiles, and 
things began to assume a -erious aspect. The officers luir-
ried on as fast as they could go, and soon had the prisoners 
secure in jail. The crowd now became »\\asperated. They 
toie down theenc o*ure on one ide of the jail, and then be­
gan an attack on the j;nl itself assailing the doors, walls ami 
windows with bricks and -tones. Sheriff Weaver, from 
what he had seen during the day, fearful that there would he 
some violent outrage on the part of theGcrmau populace, of 
whom the mob was Principally composed, had summoned 
the city police and about twenty citizens to his assistance. 
As soon as the prisoners were safely lodged, he made his ap­
pearance upon the fence surrounding the ,.ul, and addressed 
the mob. lie told them who he was. and assured them that 
the prisoners would be safely guarded, and should not he al­
lowed to escape. He said they should have a lair trial, and 
that lull justice should be done them. He urged themtodis-
perseand go peaceably home, and used every m^ans to per­
suade them to do so. But his voice was drowned by shouts 
1 »oui the mob, and he was compelled to retire. The mob re­
sumed their attacks, and destroyed the fence. Mr. Weaver 
again addressed the crowd, without avail. Being mostly 
< iermans, they could not understand what hesaid. anil seemed 
little disposed to listen to him if they could. Ho afterwards 
reqtiestrd #T. Roedter to address them in German, and per­
suade them to disperse. This had no effect, for the hostile 
demonstrations still continued. After a short time, Air. 
Weaver ^gain attempted to dissuade them from their pur­
pose. assuring them that, let what might happen, the .iail 
must and should be protected, at all hazards. 

I hiring these parleys, Mr. Weaver, tearing that the force 
within the jail would not be sufficient to enable him to re­
sist the attacks that were each moment becoming more and 
more violent, had directed additional arms to be sent for, and 
live musket weie brought to the jail through the back way. 
Hi- had also sent to Captain McRea ot the Newport bar­
racks, Capt. Worthingtou of the Cincinnati Greys, and Capt. 
Atmstrong, for men to assist him, that he might be prepared 
for any erne ffency. At this time the scene b-came most ex­
citing. Tue molt, armed with the fragments of the fence, 
clubs, stones, and bricks, came rushing furiously on again, 
and assailed the jail apparently with a desperate determina­
tion to carry it by assault. Missiles were thrown throngii the 
windows ; the family of the jailor were screaming for aid ; 
and the uproar arising from the crashing of windows and 
doors and the shouts of the infuriated men without was al­
most deafening. 

In the midst of this excitement, and while the crowd were 
rushing on. a pisto' shot was tired from the mob-into the jail. 
A volley of blank catridges was theu tired from the jail over 
the crowd, but it had no effect in restraning them, for the as 
sail It s were continued. Another volley was tired with ball or 
shot, by which two men w ere killed and several were wound­
ed—one or two of them, we fear, mortally. After this, the 
mob ceased their attacks and mostly withdrew, but the vicini­
ty of the jail was a scene of great excitement up to a late 
hour last night. 

We visited the scene and remained on the ground until 
midnight to gather the particulars of this unhappy transac­
tion. Crowds were still lingering near the thp jail or collec­
ted in groups discussing the particulars. The dwellings to 
which the unfortunate «lain had been borne were surrounded 
by earnest enquirers The excitement was intense, but tiie 
spirit of violence was completely quelled. 

The Atlas thus enumerates the loss of life which 
ensued : 

Harding, a bar-k. eper for John B. Newman, on 
Sycamore, just below Court street, was killed. He received 
a ball in the left side, which passed up through the lungs and 
cme out at the right breast. He was borne home on plank, 
and expired in about twenty minutes... Henry Westerhof, a 
workman in Clayon iL Muuge'sbe.istead factory, on Colum­
bia street, was k>. led. He received a ball in hi tin oat. lie 
clapped his hand to his neck—ran a lew steps, leii and ex­
pired— Mr. Herman, one of the carriers t or the \ oiks Blatt 
newspaper, as \.e understood, w:»? mortally nounded lit* 
received live shots—two in the pi- oi tiie stomach, two in 
the left side, and one iu the arm. He w as h in y at ; ;ie house 
corner ol Svcamoreand Court street, and, it i< >aid » anno! 
survive. Jle has a brother living in Hamilton. . John r ir-
ualian. a member ol »ire company >.». >, wa *hot iu the 
abdomen, and it was feared by *oiue hi- wo m : \ - rno'tal 
Others thought differently....

Mutiny and Murder on the Hish Seas. 

Vite ship St. Louis, Capt. Haley, left Vera Cruz 
on tlie evening of the 21st ult. for this port, uilii a 
crew of eicht men, tvvo oi them being Spaniard?. 
One was named Antonio ChapetLi, the other I'edro 
Vauntena. On the evening ol ihe tWili ult., they 
went to Captain Haley and stated that the crew 
intended to throw them overboad. anil asked ihe 
captain to allow them to sleep abaft, I lie y fearing the 
crew would carry their thread into execution, 
which privilege the captain granîed them. Anto­
nio Chapeda took a seat along side ot l he mizen-
uiast. A passenger named James Cliapell and 
Captain Haley lying down on the poop-deck on a 
mattrasse—it being the mate s watch on deck at the 
time. At thi? lime, it was about 11 o'clock, on 
the niüht of the25th ult.—one hundred miles to the 
westward of the S. VV. Pass. 3Ir. < hapell had fallen 
asleep about ten minutes, and Captain Haley being 
only partially in a doze, heart! Antonio Chapeda 
jump to his feet and saw him stab Mr. Cliapell 
with a large carving-knife, to the depth ol seven 
inches, at the same time making a lunge at Captain 
Haley, stabbing him in the right shoulder, pene­
trating to the bone. The force of ihe blow turned 
the p.it of the knife. He then attacked the 
male in the same manner, but. wilhont injuring 
him. on account of his weapon being out of order. 
Mr. Cliapell exclaimed at the time lie received the 
wound, " My God, what have I done that they 
should murder me!" and then ran below. Capt. 
Haley followed him to the cabin, when he fainted 
away from loss of blood. When he revived Mr. 
Cliapell breathed his last, which was about twenty 
minutes afler r-.'ceiving the wound. (. aptairi Haley 
stales, that when he was about sailing from Vera 
Cruz., a steamboat came off to him and delivered a 
package of money to 3Ir. Cliapell, which the men 
saw, ami supposed it to be doubloons, which 
caused them to commit the murder. The whole 
amount was only ft 1(K), in Mexican money. The 
Spaniards were immediately secured and put in 
irons, and given into the charge of the U. tv Mar­
shal yesterday, on llieir arrival in Ihe city. Capt. 
Haley states that the balance of the crew were, not 
implicated with the murderers.
