The forced loan front the 
English residents being rescinded leaves no osten­
sible ground for the appearance of the force, so 
that it is surmised Enpland aspires to the protector­
ate of Sicily, ami is determined to interfere with the 
King's projects. 

The lîier; Public of the 6,h inst., announces that 
the commander- or tee English and French squad­
rons have/^orijmiitly intimated to the Neapolitan 
commander of the citadel of Messina that he must 
immediately evacuate that fortress. In fact, it 
would appear that it is already in possession of the 
.Sicilian troops. 

A Meambiiat ;t. rived at Leghorn from Naples, 
announces that the English fleet presented itself 
before that city, dasiring that the Neapolitan for­
tress should first st. lu te its fiag, and giving two 
hours to the Neapolitan Government io decide.

SMITH O'BRIEN.—The reporter of the Cort Ex­
aminer gives the following interesting account of 
the atrest of this gentleman. The reporter was at 
the Tlmrles depot, and he says: 

It wanted but a few minutes of eight o'clock, 
when I perceived a gentleman cross from the town 
side toward the station. I know not why, but I 
assure you my entire attention was instantly ab­
sorbed by hint. He wore à black hat, a blue boat-
cloak, in which he was rather tightly muffled, and 
a light, plaid-like trovvsers: he carried rather a 
large black stick in his right hand. He entered the 
office, and as he passed me, with what feelings i 
cannot describe to von, I recognised the features of 
William Smith O'Brien. 

There was at this time not more than one 
dozen persons in the vicinity of the station, five or 
six of whom ivere gentlemen who had engaged 
places in the Limerick train ; the others were three 
policemen, and one or two railway officers, with 
two fellows rather decently dressed, whom I after 
wanl discovered to be " detectives.'* 

Mr. O'Brien entered the office. I watched his 
vnoveinents with the greatest anxiety ; he paid his 
fare to Limerick, got his ticket, and walked out. 
lie again wrapped himself up in his cloak, and 
folding his arms, walked across the line to the oppo­
site side. Scarcely had he reached ihn other side, 
when I perceived'the guard of the Dublin train 
isiss from behind the office and aniiousiy look in 
the direction in wùich Mr. O'Brien had gone. 

Mr. O'Brien was walking slowly along the line, 
awaiting the arrival of the Dublin train, by which 
he w as to start for Limerick, when this same oflicer, 
who is an Englishman, and hamed flu I me, stole 
quietly across th- line to where Mr. O'Brien was. 
and placing his hand on his collar, said : " You 
are the Queen's prisoner." Instantly tlie two de­
tectives r ailed on the three policemen, and all ran 
towards Mr. O'Brien, each catching hint by the 
collar as he approached him. At this moment, a, 
voting gentleman who was standing by, ran toward 
Mr. O'Brien, and stretched out lus hand to him. 
No sooner did one of the " detectives." who was 
clad in a white overcoal, perceive this movement, 
than he drew from either pocket of his coat, a 
double barrelled pistol, and pointing each at the 
gentleman, exchimed: '"Stand backt for, by 
heaven, if you move another foot in advance, I'll 
shoot you—[Hilicemen, draw your bayonets." Tlie 
latter command was quickly obeyed, and the second 
detective, who waîkéd at the rear of Smith 
O'Brien, produced two pistols similar to those of 
his companion, who walked in front, each pointing 
his arms at the heads of any persons who attempt­
ed (o approach them. 

Mr. O'Brien, who looked as tliough he bad only 
made his toilet a few hours before, was exceedingly 
pale. 'He seemed most dejected, and was scarcely 
able to walk, having to lean back on the policemen 
who were behind him : who, in the roughest man­
ner possible, shoved him under the neck with their 
open fists, while two others dragged him by the 
collar, as if he were a pickpocket or petty thief; 
vet he did not appear irritated by the conduct t>ur-
sued toward him by those officials, but on the con 
trary. smiled on them, and handing I ts stick to one 
of th, in, he reached his «tod to another for 
,aipport 

lu this manner he was taken from tlie station 
through the streets of Thurles. and lodged in the 
nil of he most central town in Tipperary. escorted 
by five almost unarmed policemen, arai tw~o " de-
tectives." The only words I heard Mpnü*^-"" 
ut'er were, when his guards were shov^îg him

A dispatch was immediately forwarded to the 
encampment outside the town, when troops were 
iMani'v poured into the town in vast bodies. 

On my return to the railway office, 1 could searce-
iv make my way through the streets, so filled wer 
'iey with military ; yet the people were unexciteo 
Ja my arrival at the office, I perceived the s3m 
ierson Who arreted Mr. O'Brien, dressed in a dif­

ferent costume, and heard him order a special train 
for Dublin, in which I afterwards learned O'Brien 
YV'„S to be conveyed. While in the office, another 
gentleman, who, 1 was told, was a reported from 
ihe London Times, ordered a second special train 
for the same city. When leaving Thunes, all was 
quiet, ihe line iiear the station being guarded on 
uuih ;-ides by strong detachments the 18th Hns-
<ars. From what I saw of th* people, I am fully 
convinced there v.ns no attempt al rescue. 

1 may here mention an instance of the sterling 
h Jtior and patriotism which characterizes som- of 
be humblest classes in the country. Just as Mr. 

O'Brien reached the office, and previous to his ar-
ri-st, a poor woman, who was selling gooseberrie-
fn the neighborhood, recognized him. She was un­
able to suppress her astonishment, and exclaimirie 
u a low voice, but which readied me, " Oh God ' 

it is he !" she buried her face in her hands. This 
lortjr woman was one of the first to recognize Mr. 

O'Brien, and would probably have gained «orne 
lortion of the reward oflêred for his arrest, did she 

immediately inform on him; hut, with a feeling 
oeculiar to'tlie Irish neasant, she. despised tlie bribe. 

I heüeve I have stated in a former letter the feel­
ing of the gentry of both political sections with re­
gard to Mr. O'Brien ; but as it came more imuoedi-
•itely under my view yesterday. I may again repeat 
that ail those with whom 1 have spoken sympathise 
deeply with him at present, though ditiering widely 
from the policy which he pursued. He is generally 
looked On by them as an honest, sincere, straight­
forward patriot, but rash and imprudent. 

DOING» AFTKR THE ARREST.— Another paper 
furnishes the following:— 

The intelligence of his arrest having been com­
municated by the police to the resident magistrate-
Mr. '»ore Jones, and to Gen. McDonald, an orderly 
\< as dispatched to the camp, and a regiment of in­
fantry came in within a quarter of an hour. Col. 
Kordyce and Cajit. McKenzie, one of the General's 
aid-de-camps, rode up to the railway station, and 
seeing orte engine with the .steam up, which was 
about starting for Ba'lybrophy, to bring up the 
Limerick mail trtin, ordered the driver to remain 
,uvl place himself at his (Ool. Fordyce's) disposal. 
The engine man, (Mtilvanv,) a most intelligent and 
steady officer, Inquired ihe reason for this order, 
when one of the military party said : " We arrest 
you and ibis engine, in the name of Her most gra 
cious Majesty Queen Victoria ; you are to obey oui 
orders at the peril of your life, and to bring this 
engine and Irain safe to the Kingsbridge station, in 
Dublin." Mulvany, who, it appears, exhibited 
much coolness and self-possession, replied : " 1 will 
not. stir one inch out of this for you or any other man, 
unless the proper officer of the Company I serve, 
comes here and tells me to do so." " You won't ?" 
said the officer, presenting a pair of pistols at him. 
"" f don't care about your pistols or your threats," 
said Mulvany : " I'll do my duty to the Company." 
The officers then went to Mr. Harden, the suoerir.-
tenderit of ihe locomotive department, and asked if 
they could not get another man to drive the engine ? 
Mr. Harden said they could not ; and they having 
used similar language to him, that lie should, on 
pain of death, dispatch an engine to Dublin with a 
special irain, he told Mulvany tbat he should go"; 
and Mulvany said, that receiving that order from 
him, as the officer of lite railway Company, he 
would, of course, obey it, butthat he should ge: 
water for the engine before he could proceed. " You 
don't want water," said one of the military officers, 
who added that " the driver should go on at the 
peril of his life.'' " I won't be put out of tny w ay 
by you," said Mulvany, " I must get water." The 
officer again repeated his command. but Mr. Harden 
rhterfered. and declared it was absolutely necessary 
that water should be taken in to allow the engine 
to proceed.

The Irish rebellion is suppressed before it had 
fairly broken out ; the leaders are arrested and will 
be tried f nd punished for treason ; the iron rule of 
British aristocracy has been for a time prolonged ; 
and the Irish nation, distracted by internal dissen­
sions, overawed by a foreign soldiery, and weak­
ened by want and starvation, may fold its arms and 
bemoan despairingly the oppressions of the past, 
the desolation of the present, and the doubts an.J 
darkness that hang overti.e future. We had hoped 
for better things. We had believed that the grea. 
day of retributive justice had at last cone, when 
the crimes of the rulers of England would be pun 
ished by the uprising of a portion of the victims of 
their hatred and injustice. But it is otherwise or­
dered. The day is deferred—-biu it must neverthe­
less come. Tlie course of the British government 
cannot be long continued without producing con­
vulsions which will work its overthrow. In the 
midst of the movements of the age no nation can 
stand still, much less go backward, yet the move­
ments of Great Britain are all retrograde. Wldle 
on the Continent new guarantees are given to liber­
ty of thought and speech, England places restric­
tions upon the liberty of the press, scarcely equalled 
in the most despotic countries : while the rights of 
personal liberty are being extended to the humbles: 
of other nations, England suspends her boasted 
habeas corpus, the " palladium " of her liberties. 

( and substitutes the atrocious system of military 
rule ; while oiiier nations are abridging or abolish­
ing the privileges of the nobility, England seems 
desirous only of checking' the rising power of the 
people and of placing the weightiest burdens upon 
the shoulders of the laWing classes. It is impos­
sible tha! this should last. The power of the aris­
tocracy may ».vail for the present, bnt the power of 
the people will be felt in the erd. Did the ruling 
powers feliiiW any disposition to be magnanimous in 
victory, to redress grievances justly complained of, 
to grant with generosity what their own safety may 
have required them to withhold when threatened, 
their supremacy might yet be retained and peace 
and order restored. But not one spark of justice 
or liberality seems to warm theirhearts or enlighten 

• their minds. They will neither concede to me­
naces, nor yield to truth and reason. Ireland has 
nothing to hope but an eternity of abject slavery, 
toil, and starvation, unless it be the death which 
may be met at the point of the bayonet, or amid 
the roar of artillery —a death ten thousand times 
preferable to the lingering decay and intense 
agonies of famine. This is the doom marked out 
for that unhappy country by its conquerors. And 
why has this policy been pursued ? Does the Brit­
ish government desire to exterminate the race either 
by the open collision of arms or by the secret and 
direfulefTecfS of its pacific policy? One is almost 
led to believe that this dreadful intention liad really 
taken possessio« of the minds of British statesmen, 
for it seeras to be the inevitable result of their 
policy. The Irish people havs always been a 
" difficulty" to the British government—the " diffi­
culty" might be removed by annihilation, and the 
policy of that government in India and elsewhere 
would intimate that no serious scruples would pre­
vent the resort to any means for accomplishing it« pur­
pose. But let us still hope on. The Irish rebellion 
has been quelled—the few who met in arms have 
been captured or dispersed, and the " order" born of 
force again reigns in the Island. The time and tlie 
man had not come. The people were divided—the 
teachers of the people were divided — and those 
who had set themselves up for leaders of the people 
were mere men of words, iieroes of tropes and 
figures, more skilled in the use of metaphors than 
muskets, better casuists than cannoniers.' h was 
as well, perhaps, that no general rising took place 
under such guidance, for it would never have risen 
to the dignity of a révolution, and the spirit of the 
people might have been broken had they met with 
a great and disastrous defeat. As it is, that spirit 
has survived the arrest of Smith O'Brien, and the 
retreat of orator Meagher, and will continue to

The work of cutting and haul­
ing wood, making hay and gathering corn, has 
been delayed by wet weather; the cane, too, is 
small, and most of our planters will be late in rol­
ling.

Gen. Taylor.

Taylor to Capt. Allison. Like everything connec­
ted with the Presidential canvass, it will be rtod 
with interest ; the more so as Gen. Taylor intimates 
thai it is the last that lie shall Write itpon the subject ; 

EAST PASC AG MA A, Sept. 4.1848. 
Dear Sir : On the 2'2d day of April last, 1 addressed yon 

r letter explaining my view» in regard to various matters Oi 
public policy, le»t my fellow-citizens might be misled by tne 
many contradictory and conflicting statements in respect to 
•hem which appeared in the journals of the day and were 
circulated throughout the country. 1 now tind mytelf mis-
represented and misunderstood upon another point, ot such 
importance to myself personally, if not to the eountrjrat 
iarge, as to claim from me a candid and connected exposition 
of my relations to the public in regard to the pending Presi­
dential canvass. 

The, utmost ingenuity has been expended upon several let­
ters and detached sentence j of letters, which have recently 
appeared over my signature, to show that I occupy an equivo­
cal attitude towards the various parties into which the people 
are divided, »od especially toward the whig party as repre­
sented by the National Convention which assembled in Phila­
delphia in June la*t. Had these letters and scraps of letters 
been published or construed iii connection with what ! have 
heretofore said upon this subject. [ should not. now have to 
complain of the speed with which my answeis to isolated 
questions have be*»n given up to the captious criticism c»l 
tno ewho have been made my enemies by a nomination 
which has been tendered io me without solicitation or ar-
langement of miue, or of th« manner in which selected pas-
-agca in some of mi letter»; written in the freedom and care­
lessness of acomviential coiresponde&ce, have been commu­
nicated to tlie public press. But riv«?n from the context, aou 
separated from a series of explanatory facts and ciccurtistan-
ces which are, in so fat us »his canvass is concerned, hi.stori 
cal, they are as deceptive as though ih°y were positive fabri­
cations. t address you this let te to correct the in.i&sticr thai 
Has been done me, and the public to the extent tiiat i am an 
obi-^ct. of iutere«t to them, by this illiberal process. 

I bhct.il not weary you by an elaborate recita» of every ia 
cident connected with the first presentation of my name a-
a candidate for the presidency. I was then at tlie head oi 
the American army in the Vralley of the Rio Grande. 1 was 
surrounded by Whigs aud Democrats who had stood by me 
in the trying hours of my life, and whom it was my destiny 
to conduct throogh scenes of still greatei trial. My duty to 
that army, and to the Republic whose battles we were wa­
ging, forbade my assuming a position of seeming hostility *o 
any portion of the brave meu under my command—all of 
whom knew I was a Whig in principle, for I made no con 
cealment of my political sentiments or pïedilections. 

Such had been the violence of party struggles during our 
late presidential elections, that the acceptance of a nornina 
non under the rigorous interpretations i$iven to the obliga­
tion» oi a candidate presented to the public with a formulary 
of political principle:, was tquiv aient afmost to a declaration 
of uncompromising enmity »o all who did not subscribe to 
its tenets. 1 was unwilling to hazard the effect of such rela­
tionship towards any of the soldiers under my command 
when in iront of an enemy common to us all. It would 
have been unjust in itself, and it was as repugnant to mv 
own feelings as it was to my dut>. 1 wanted unity in the 
army, and lure bore any act that might sow the seeds of dis­
trust aud discord in its ranks. £ have not ray letters written 
it the time befoie me, but they are all of one import, and in 
conformity with the vi^ws herein exoressed. 

Meauwbile I was solicited by my persoual friends and by 
strangers, bv Whigs and Democrats, to consent to become a 
candidate, f was nominated by the people in primary a«,-
semblies—by Whigs, Democrats and Natives, in separate 
and mixed meetings. 1 resisted them all, aud continued to 
do so till led io believe that my opposition was assuming tht 
a«pect of a defiance of the popular wishes. I yielded only 
when it looked iike presumption to resist longer, and even 
then I should not have done so had not the nomination been 
presented to me in a form unlikely to awaken acrimony or 
reproduce the bitterness of feeling which attends popular 
elections. 1 say it in sincerity and truth that a part of the in­
ducement to my consent was tlie hope that by going into the 
canvass it would lie conducted with candor if not with kind­
ness. It has been no fault of mine that this anticipation has 
proved a vain one. 

After 1 permitted myself to be announced for the Presi­
dency, under the circumstances above noticed, 1 accepted 
nomination after nomination in the spirit in which they were 
tendered. They were made irrespective of pa.ty, and so 
acknowledged. No one who joined in those nominations 
could have been deceived a* to my political views. From 
the beginning till nov^ I have declared myself to be a whig 
on all proper occasions. With this distinct avowal published 
to the world. 1 did not think that ! had a right to r<*pel nomi 
nations from political opponents any more than I had a right 
to refuse the vote of a democrat at the polls: and I proclaimed 
it abroad that 1 should not reject the proffered supporte!'any 
body of my fellow-citizens. This was mv position when, in 
November last, 1 refuroed to the United States—Jong before 
e ther of the great divisions of the people had held a Nation­
al Convention, and when it was thought doubtful if one of 
them would hold any. 

Matters stood in this attitude till Spring, when there were 
so many statements in circulation concerning my views upon 
questions of national policy, that T telt constrained to correct 
the errors into which the public mind was falling, by a more 
explicit enunciation of priciples, which 1 did in my lette-to 
you in April last That letter, and the facts which I have 
detailed as briefly as a'proner understanding of them would 
permit, developed my whole position in relation to the Presi­
dency at the time. 

The Democrafic Convnetion met in May, and composed 
their ticket to suit them. This they had a right to do. Th«' 
National Whig Convention met in Jnue, and selected me as 
their candidate. 1 accepted the nomination with gratitude 
and with pride. I was proud of the confidence of such a 
bod/ of men, representing such a constituency as the whig 
party of the United States—a manifestation the more grateful 
because it was not cumbered with exactions incompatible 
with the diguity of the Presidential oriice. and the responsi­
bilities of its incumbent to the whole people of the nation. 
And I may add, that these emotions were increased by asso­
ciative my name with that of the distinguished cifizeu of 
New York, whose acknowledged abilities and sound con-er-
vitive opinions might have justly entitled him to tlie firs; 
pla'-e on the ticket. 

The Convention adopted me as it found me—a whig—de­
cided, but not ultra in my opinions; and 1 should be without 
excuse if I were to shift the «eiationships which subsisted af 
ihe time. They took ine with the declaration of principles 1 
had published to the world, and 1 should be without defence 
if I were to say or do any tiling to impair the force of that 
declaration. 

I have said that I would accept a nomination from demo­
crats , bat in so doing I would not abate one iot or tittle of 
my opinions as written down. Such a nomination, as indi­
cating a coincidence ot opinion on the part of those making 
it. should m t be regarded with disfavor by those who think 
with me ; as a compliment personal to myself, it should not 
he expected that I would repulse them with insult. I shall 
not modify my views to entice them to my bide : 1 shail not 
reject their aid when they join my friends voluntarily. 

I have said I was not a party candidate, nor am 1 in thi»t 
straightened and sectarian sense which would prevent my 
being the President of the whole people, in case of my 
election. I did not regard myself a? one before the Conven­
tion met. aud that bo iydid not seek to make me different 
from w! at I was. They did not fetter me down to a series of 
pledge« which were to be an iron rule of action in all, and in 
desinte ot ail, the contingencies that might arise in the course 
of a Pre>idential term. 1 am not engaged to lay violent 
hands indiscriminately upon public officers, good or bad, who 
miy differ in opinion with me. I am not evpected to force 
Cvngre>s. by the coercion of the veto, to pass laws to suit me 
or pass none. This is what I mean by not being a party can­
didate. And I understand this is good whig doctrine—I 
would not be a partisan,President, and hence, should not be 
a party candidate in the sense that, would make one. This is 
u,e sum and substance of my meaning, and tili* is the pur­
port of the lactsandcircuniM.inee«a*ten ling my nomination, 
when considered in their connection with, and dependence 
upon, one another. 

1 refer alt per^ens, who are aoxionson the subject, to this 
statement, for thfe proper understanding of my position to­
wards the Presidency and the people, if it is not intelligible, 
I cannot make it to, and shah cease to attempt it 

In taking leave of the subject, I have only to add, that my 
two letters to you embrace all the topics I de>i&n to speak of 
pending this canvass. If 1 am elected, J shall do all that an 
honest '<ceal may effect to cement th<> bonds ot our Union, 
and establish the happiness of my countrymen upon an en­
during ba-is.

The Buffalo Hant. 

A wondrful evoitement seems to have been 
ten up among the aewspapers about the " Buffalo 
Hunt, 'by means of which the national laith is to 
be violated, tlie K'*pubKc of Mexico dismembered, 
ând a new Republic established, bounded by the 
Sierra Mad re to tlie south and vvei'tuard. We 
have heard a good deal of such à design, and have 
no rigubt that many in tlie United States might be 
found S^olish and desperate enough tu engage in 
an undertaking of the kind. But what prospect 
would they ti&ye of carrying out this design I" < Jrant 
that many Mesfcaji- in ihe States of Tamaulipas. 
New Leon, Coahuila ,^nd Chihuahua, are anxious 
to separate from the Central Government and form 
a Northern Republic—this v*ould be the most pow­
erful element of success in the movement. But 
when we reflect upon the treachery of the Mexican 
character, their hatred of all foreigners, and that 
hatred rendered doubly bitter against the people of 
the United States by thê events of the late war, and 
it will appear very certain that they do not desm»o 
the formation of such a Republic in order that 
Americans may participate in it* government or 
••njoy any of its advantages, in any revolution, 
therefore, undertaken by the Americans, the native 
population would be openly hostile, or apparently 
friendly only the more readily to bei ray. The rev­
olution can, then,- only be efleeted by conquest ; 
and supposing that other nations, the United States 
among the number, should look quietly on, it would 
take at least twelve thousan#men, well armed and 
furnished with the necessary munitions of war, to 
subdue <md hold the country. Where are they to 
come from ? Who is to advance the millions for 
their transportation, equipment and subsistence ? 
It is folly to think that any man or body of men 
with the means would risk them in so desperate an 
undertaking. We have no doubt that a few hun-
died deluded men, under half-crazed leaders, may 
be collected at Camargo or Matanioros ; but their 
fate will be that of the followers of Miranda, of the 
dupes of the Tainpieo expedition fitted out from this 
city in 1836. of the companions of Sanmanat In 
his descent, on Yucatan, of the Santa Fé array, and 
of the forces from Texas captured at Mier. They 
will be left, without adequate support, in an hostile 
country ; they will be betrayed by their Mexican 
allies ; they will be slaughtered or led captive to 
'.he mines of Zacateeas and Guanajuato. The 
Mier expedition was an undertaking precisely sim­
ilar to the present—projected it is believed by the 
same men—having the same design to establish a 
»Northern Republic in Mexico—and it was promised 
the same support by the Mexicans. The events of 
that campaign should be studied by every one be­
fore he embarks in this. We can see no hope of 
beneüt to the soldier from success, but a certainty 
of the mines or the gallows from defeat. A veiy 
cheering prospect truly !
