The Melnaijens. 
We give to-day aiiuther amusing and rliararter 

--J4io sketch from a letter nr our intelligent au«I 
;priü!illv correspondent, sojournine at present in 
oi ir mountains : 

Vew miifl know that within some ten miles or 
this Owi".-i riefit. there is a watering plaee, known 
hereabouts as "Uiacii-water Springs. » It is sitn-
ati'd m a narrow gorge, scarcely half a mile wide, 
: »'tween I!ov\ell's Mountain and the Cupper Ridge, 
and i~. a- you may suppose, almost inaccessible. 
\ hundred men cou ld defend the pass against even 
i Xerïian army. Snv/ this gorire and the tops and 
-ules ol tiie adjoining: m îiuiîains are inhabited by 
i singular species of tiu: human animal called "Jle-
lungens." 

The legend of their liistory, which they care­
fully preserve, is this : tV great many years ago 
these mountains were settled by a society of Portu­
giese. adventurers, men and women, who came 
nun the hmg-shore parts of Virginia, that tiiey 

might bj I reed liront ail restraints and drawbacks 
imposed upon tlicm by any Jorui of goveintnt nt. 
These peoj.ie made themfelves friendly with the 
Indians, and freed as they were from every kind of 
-ocial goveriiinent, they uprooi'':d all convenlional 
fonns of society, and lived in a delightful I'topia 
ol their ow n creation, trampling upon the marriage 
relation, despising all forms of rel igion, and sub-
-iMuiiï upon corn, the only possible product of the 
si .il. and ihe game of the woods. These intermixed 
'.villi the Indians, and subsequently tiieir descend­
ants 'after the lir^t advances of the. whites into this 
,«rt of tht* Slate, with, the negroes and the whites, 
iliiis fiirnimg the present race of .Mellingens. They 
are tall, straight, well-formed peuple, of a dark cop-
tier color, with Circassian lealnres, but woolly 
neads and other similar appendages to our negro. 
Tliey are privileged voters in the State in w hich 
they live: and thus, you perceive, are accredited 
citizens of the Commonwealth. They are brave, 
but ijuarrelsnnie. and are hospiiable and generous to 
strangers. They have no preachers among them, 
and are almost without any knowledge of a Su­
preme Ueintr. They are married by the established 
forms, but husband and wife separate at pleasure, 
without meeting with any reproach or disgrace 
from their friends. They are remarkably unchaste, 
and want of chastity on the pari of the females is 
uo bar to their marrying. Tiiey have but little as­
sociation with their neighbors, carefully preserving 
iheir identity as a race, or cla.-s, or whatever you 
may call il : and are in every respect, save that 
il..-y are under the Stale Government, a separate 
and distinct people. Now this 1» no traveller's 
stury. They are reaily what I tell you, without 
••bating or seing down aught in malice. They 
are behind their neighbors in ihe arts. They use 
oi.-n instead of horses in tlieir agricultural attempts, 
and liieir implements of husbandry are. chiefly 
made by themselves of wood. They are, without 
exception poor and ignorant, but apparently happy. 

Having thus given you a correct geographical 
and scientific hi-tory of the people, I will proceed 
wnh my own adventures. 

I he Doctor was. as usual, mv compagnon rlr VÛV-
ii2.. and we srop;.ed al " Olu Vardy V' Ihe bostel-
rit- of the vicinage. Old Vardy is the "chief cook 
and bottle-washer" of the Mellingens, and is reall y 
a very clover fellow: but his hotel savors sirongly 
ofthat peculiar perfume that one may find in the 
sle -piiig-roomsof our negro servants, especially on 
a close, w irm, summer's evening.

Details of the Niagara's News. 
Below we copy from the Philadelphia Ledger an 

abstract of the European intelligence by the Niag­
ara, which vessel left Liverpool on the 19th lilt., 
compiled from Willmer A* Smith's Times. Al­
though we had a telegraphic dispatch giving the 
leading heads of this new s, the detail* will be read 
with interest, and besides the synopsi» contain* 
much not transmitted by telegraph :

On the 12th Ihe Manchester magistrates struck a 
blow »»airisl club organizations, by arresting four­
teen of the chief leaders of the various clubs in dif­
ferent parts of the town. All their paper* were 
seized. 'Übe prisoners apprehended have been re« 
mander! for a w eek. 

At Hyde, Dakenfield and Oldham, the Chartist* 
have apjieared in considerable numbers parading 
through the districts, armed with pikes and guns, 
but in I'll cases upon the appearance of the policw 
or military they hav e taken to their heels and dis­
persed. 

At Liverpool on the 10th, strong volliesof police, 
well armed for an encounter, made a sudden attack 
upon the I hartist Club in Welber street, Blackfri-
ars. and captured fourteen men. Upon their being 
searched they were lotmd to be armed with pistol* 
loaded to the muzzle, pikes, three-cornered daggers, 
spear heads and swords, with an ample supply of 
gunpuwder, shot and tow-balls. I'jx'n one man 
seven rounds of ball cartridges were discovered. 

At Ashton-under-Lyne and other districts round 
Manchester, considerable excitement has existed for 
some time past, and the clubs have been more than 
usually active. Mobs have paraded the streets, 
armed w ith pikes and guns, and there ran be no 
doubt that some scheme has been concerted with 
the disaffected in other parts of the kingdom, 
to get up some insurrectionary movement. 

I R E L A N D .  
The accounts 01 the jiotalo crop are gloomy, 

almost without exception or mitigation. 
Numerous arrests have taken place throughout 

the country, as many as sixty having taken place 
111 Tipperary. 

The Roman Catholic clergy in Tuam have got 
up a memorial to the Queen on behalf of the State 
prisoners, praying that the prerogative of mercy 
should lie exercised in favor of llie traitors who re­
cently took up arms against the crown. 

The re|>ort published in some of the Dublin pa-
jiers of an ail'ray at Abbeyfoyle. turns out to be un­
founded. All was quiet there, and in the whole 
county of Limerick. 

An aciive chase is kept up both by land and set» 
for Mr. Richard O'Gorman, lie was traced to Kil-
rush, but w hat became of him afterwards no one 
can tell. It is said that he is in the Derry moun­
tains, at llie head ot OUO men, but oilier accounts 
assert that he escaped in au American vessel. A 
reward of JS'.kH) has been offered for his appre­
hension. 

Stale Trials.—Dennis Hoban, printer of the Tri­
bune, pleaded guilty to a charge of having unlaw-
Iidly printed articles, the object being to deprive 
her Majesty of her style, title and dignity of Queen 
of the United Kingdom. Sentence w as deferred. 

in the case of O'Doherly, the jury, after two 
day's trial aud a night's confinement, without food 
or lire, had Iieen discharged without delivering any 
verdict. 

The trial of McMaster, the proprietor of the Fel­
on. was not concluded until Wednesday night, 
when the jury found a verdict of guilty. The 
Court was then adjourned till the following morn­
ing. when it was expected that Mr. O'Doherly, 
one of the registered proprietor» of the Irish Tri­
bune, would be again put on his trial. 

Arrest of T. T. Mcauher Mr. Legue, and P. O'Do-
noghne. 

On Sunday morning, about 10 o'clock, these 
three leaders, w hile walking along the road between 
Clonculty and Holycross, were inet by a large party 
of police, who, suspecting ' them, demanded their 
names ; they immediately complied, and were ar-
resied by Inspector Madden, in Ihe Queen's nam«. 
The police fell in one at either side of each pri­
soner, and they marched them to the barrack at 
Ra! bean nan, about a mile off. where they wer» 
brought before the resident magistrate. 

The official asked, in the course of the inquiry, 
whether Air. Meagher intended to surrender him­
self. to which lie emphatically replied that he did 
not. and that he scorned the idea of asking for his 
life, and that the only condition on which he would 
have ever been induced to surrender himself wa«, 
lhat all the parties implicated in the movement 
should have permission to leave the country. Mr. 
Meagher then proceeded to write some long state­
ments. which bava not been made public. 

Gen. McDonald then arrived with his staff and 
ordered the prisoners to be sent to Dublin. While 
a sjwcial train was being prepared, the prisoner* 
were supplied with breakfast. They looked cheer­
ful and free from anxiety. 

Mr. O'Brien has been brought up for the purpose 
of being examined as a witness in the case of tiie 
Queen »'.«.John Martin. His appearance is greatly 
altered for the worse. 

A Mr. Marnctl has been arrested at Limerick. 
He is charged with being one of the party who at­
tacked the mail at Ablieyfoyle. 

Two persons.named Andrew McDaniel and Hugh 
McMenarain, arrived from America, have been ar­
rested and committed to jail in Derry. 

Mr. Ranson, brother to J. II. Hanson, F. Gernon. 
formerly of Corkreagh, and since of Louisiana, 
I nited States, was also arresied immediately after 
their arrival from America. Mr. Ranson was dis­
charged. and Mr. Gernon has been liberated on giv­
ing i'100 bail ; but Iiis effects have been retained. 

Mr. James Law lor. late a resident of Summerhill, 
coachmaker, Mr. M. Martin, a medical student, 
connected with the clubs, and Mr. Timothy Sexton, 
of Mountjoy street, have been arrested anil com­
mitted to Newgale. Insiiector Kntwisle searched 
tiie lodgings of Mr. Law lor, at Summerhill, and in 
a carpet-bag, under a bed, he got seventy ball cart­
ridges, with about iwo pounds of powder, and a 
quantity of |>ercussiori caps, with two balls. 

Dr. McCarron, who was arrested in Dublin, on 
Monday, and committed to Newgate for high trea­
son. and w ho is supposed to represent the body of 
Irish sympathizers in America, was formerly a res­
ident of Liverpool, lie is understood to be a man 
of remarkable ability. For some time {»st he ha> 
sailer! a" Surgeon with the Sarah Sands, the Ameri­
can screw steamer, and he only gave up this situa­
tion to follow his treasonable tastes on this side of 
the channel. The Executive have for some time 
had their eyes on him and hi* brethren in the cru­
sade which he was conducting on behalf of tin» 
Young Ireland |>aity in America. 

F R A N C E .  
Paris wps tranquil 011 Thursday, but every pre­

caution to obviate an outbreak had been taken. 
The King of Prussia had arrived at Cologne on 

the l ull. The reception was enthusiastic, and his 
m eting with the Archduke was cordial. 

The King of the Belgians had addressed m con­
gratulatory letter tr. the Archduke John. 

The St. Petersburg Journal has received a bulle­
tin from the Caucasus, announcing the capture of 
the fortress of Ne«ghebil. The bombardment lasted 
fifteen hour», when the garrison took to flight. 

The Stettin grain markets were dull, with little 
alteration in prices. 

The French Republic. 
The great debate, in which Louis Blanc, Ledru 

Rol.'in and Caussidière are to defend themselves 
from the impeachment of the Committee of Inquiry, 
has not yet come on. Monday is supposed to be 
fixed. There have been some fiery recriminations 
in the Assembly on the question whether the docu­
ments referred to by the Committee shall be printed. 
It is rertairi that Ihe Government desires to suppress 
the evidence, und throw overboard the question. 
This course is strongly advocated every day by the 
National, but Gen. Cavaignac shrinks from the re­
sponsibility of such a proposition. The moderates 
are determined to support tha Committee. This 
affair has now become the difficulty of the Govern­
ment. To proceed in the trial, or to shrink from it, 
are coures equally surrounded with danger. The 
Commission on the Constitution has concluded the 
amended draught of it« report; the preamble has 
been but slightly modified. Gen. Cavaignac was 
invited to attend the Commission, and he expressed 
himself in a most unqualified manner, in »vor of 
the election of the President of the Republic by 
universal «uffraça. A resolution to that e flee I waa
