John Van Buren's Speech at Philadelphia. 

John Van Buren, now that lie has overcome th«»* 
"ueliracy of his jiosition," is the most indtistrioui«* 
stump-man we have in the canvass. He spoke at 
Philadelphia on the 31st ultimo. According to the 
Boston Traveller, he was to sjieak at New York on 
the 1st inst. ; at Williamsburg on the 2d inst. On 
the Ith he was to plead a case at Brooklyn, 
which would take at least a day; on the 5 th he 
was to speak in Faneuil Hall, and on the 6th he 
had a case to come on in the Supreme Court of Al­
bany. In the course of these six days he will have 
to travel a little over six hundred miles, make four 
s|ieeches, which never are less than one hour long, 
and oftener one aud a half, anil plead a case in 
Court—a pretty good six day's work. 

Iu the Philadelphia Bulletin we find his speech 
at the Chinese Museum. The Bulletin says the 
meeting was large, and was the most exciting that 
has been held iti Philadelphia during the present 
campaign. The whole of the lower saloon of the 
Museum building was densely filled with Free Soil 
men, Cass men, Natives, foreigners, and every 
grade of every party that has ever had an exist­
ence in Philadelphia. 

The burden of the "Prince's" speech was Free 
Suii, and he hit right and left, at Taylor and Cass, 
seeming to have no more partiality for one than the 
other, except that he adheres to his advice to Gen. 
Cass to withdraw, as the contest, whether he does 
or not, must be between his Pa aud Gen. Taylor. 
W'e make some extracts. A tew of his hits are of 
the hardest sort : 

Now is the time to ask what are the conse-
ijuences of that war, [the Mexican war,j liefbie we 
put a mail into the Presidential chair, who pro­
pose! to go to war with (Jreat Britain for 54° 40', 
or a general who moved the troops to Corpus 
Christi, and thus brought on bloodshed and carn­
age. Well, now we have acquired New Mexico 
ami California. Mr. Wilmot offered his Proviso, 
that ihe soil should remain free and unpolluted, 
and Mr. King moved that it should be kept free ; 
but nobody thought of making thai a test for the 
Presidency. We resolved at Syracuse, at Utica, 
and at Herkimer, that it ought to lie free. W'e did 
nothing more ; but. iu the mean time. South Caro­
lina, Georgia, an.l North Carolina resolved that the 
men of the South had a right to go there with llieir 
slaves, antl they sent delegates to the Baltimore 
Convention, instructed to oppose any man who did 
not say that they had a right to plant llieir slaves 
on that free soil. 

Lewis Cass, a prominent candidate on the Oem-
ocratie side, has publicly stated that he was in fa­
vor of the Wilmot Proviso. lie has also stated 
that fact in a letter loa friend of his. He said he 
thought he saw a change in the public mind on 
this subject, and was sure iie saw a change in his 
own. The delegates from New V ork said it ought 
not to Iw made a Presidential test—that it was cal­
culated to awaken a lend a>.d create animosity, and 
ought not to be introduced in;o the Baltimore Con­
vention. Now the delegates from New York went 
to Baltimore, and were refused seats liecause they 
objected to the discussion of the subject in that 
body. The Convention then, having excluded 
them, put the State of New York in a parenthesis. 
[Laughter.] The nomination, however, made by 
the convention, did not bind New York. The 
whole proceeding was unfair, irregular, and unjust; 
but it it had been fair, regular, and just—if they 
had taken 11p a man who had prostituted himself, 
who hail abjured his faith and sold himself to ob­
tain Southern siip |K>rt. why. if 110 other man would 
op;Mise him, he (Mr. V. B.) would not vote for him. 
[Applause.] Now there was such a thing as being 
right as well as regular. The American devolu­
tion was irresrular. 

The universal whig party [laughter) undertook 
to assemble in this place, and presented 11s w ith a 
candidate who undoubtedly hail fought the battles 
of his country with signal success. [Hu/.zas and 
tremendous applause.] He (Mr. V. B.) was very 
glad they received so kindly this allusion, because 
we (said he) resolved at the convention at Utica, 
that he was a gallant soldier and a worthy man, 
and ii every four years would come often enough, 
and there were always gal'ant soldiers enough, I 
woii'ü be willing to reward them v.iili the salary, 
if not the office. [Laughter.] He was glad the 
whigs had selected a general, because it showed, 
that the country was surfeited with corporals 
(ireai laughter.] lien. Taylor was selected and 

nominated, defying the whig party, and he does so 
still. He rejected the I'tica nomination, and ac­
cepted the nomination of ihe Natives. He ha* ac­
cepted the Taylor ami Butler nomination, and he 
tells you he would have accepted the nomination 
of the Baltimore Convention, if offered to him. 
He hail hop. «! the old man would have saved him­
self that degradation, so low «lid lie esteem the Bal­
timore Convention. Applause and hisses.] 

The election of-, ('resident of the Cnited States 
was a substantive thing, because there is some-
filing for him to do. li was not a compliment to ar. 
individual : it was not a pecuniary reward ; but it 
was supposed that the delegation would select com-
|ietent men to discharge the duties of the office. 
What, lit would ask, did any rnau suppose Gen. 
Taylor would do 1 ries of " Nothing, nothing."] 
Of course, aud you know he can't do that without 
being paid for it. Laughter. Ilelegating him to 
the duties of the office, was like signing a blank 
power of attorney to do nothing. And bow was 
< Jen. Taylor put on the Whig parly, but by the sac­
rifice of ihe pure pat-iot—ihe able Statesman—to­
ward whom every Whig heari lelt love? Was he 
not the personal idol of every Whig ? Was lie not 
t lie head of the Whig party? lie certainly was. 
Then for what cause was he sacrificed ? There 
were two reasons : one was, the refusal of Gen. 
Taylor to surrender. [Laughter.J He who would 
not surrender at Bueiia Vista, could not be expect­
ed to surrender at Philadelphia. His friends stood 
out, ]*-rsiste,l in running him, and would have made 
another electoral ticket. 

Mr. Clav had declared his unw illingness to have 
more territory io plant Slavery upon.

Why. was t!tere ever seen, 111 the history of this 
Uepubli, . a nomination 111,nie at such ari assem­
blage as thi.- It was as if the people were sick 
;.inl t 1 d of nominating llelegates to these Conven­
tion.. and were determined to go for tliemselve«. 

Ap; lause.] The principles of tliat Convention he 
would not detain lliem to discuss. A large propor­
tion of them he approved—such as the resolutions 
in favor of the payment of the public debt; clear­
ing mil the obstructions iu rivers and harliors; the 
reduction ofthe («.stage, and the election of officers 
by the people—and most particularly the resolution 
which denounces the extension of that curse of ci­
vilization—Human Slavery.
