We recommended a few days since that the 

money which had l>een collected lor the aid of Ire­
land in her struggle !"r liberty, should lie retained 
by those bavin/ < barge of it in this country, while 
some further and better organized eflort for inde­
pendence was made ; but the arrest of most of tin 
ie.iditu.; men, the part which the northern provinces 
have seen fit to pursue, and the surrender of na­
tionality by a large and influential body of the 
iris ii clergy, have given rise to serious fears tha 
the day of political regeneration for the nation is 
yet 1er distant. In the mean time, to ail the po­
litical i!i« which the people soll 'r, there is about to 
be superadded the horrors of ant 'her famine. Could 
not the money which lias been collected for tiie 
purpose of aiding Ireland in her expected contest 
wr.ii the British Government, be judiciously and 
beneficially employed in saving some from the mis­
eries of starvation, by sending to the famished 
thousands food to support life ! We know us well 
as we can be told, that Ireland has produced food 
enoipjh for her people, but that it lias been snatched 
from their hands lo support the lordly pride of the 
landholder, or to enrich the re aiey-iender who has 
advanced for the past extravagances of the nobil­
ity mid gentry, and that by saving the poor from 
starvation, we are taktier upon ourselves, a duty 
which tips e who profit by the labors of the poor 
sin uld ; .form ; we kliov. that every dollar we 
send is l.ut an enciHin.gement to the wasteliil and 
careless disposition of the rich v. ho own and rule

should conclude to make this disposition of it—the 
sooner it is invested tiie better. The price of Kirn 
is lower now than it will lie for many months to 
come, freights are moderate lo what they will be 
during the winter—and storrge would be gratui­
tously furnished in Cork or Dublin until the abso­
lute wants of the jieople should make the distribu­
tion necessary and proper. We have thrown out 
these suggestions for the consideration of the par­
lies interested, and trusl thai they may receive the 
attention which we think they deserve.
