ledgement from one of the rulers of the earth thai 
Man is no longer to be treated a« the brute. 

" '»'he sword is impotent against ideas ! " The 
jKiwer of the Athenian democracy could not stop 
the spread of the philosophy of Socrates—the civii 
tribunals and the armed soldiers of the Roman Em­
pire could not suppress the diffusion of Christian­
ity—the prisons, racks and scaffolds of the com­
bined Kingcraft of Europe have been unable to 
strangle the infant spi-it of freedom which has been 
born aii!nng their people. Ay ! " the sword i-
impotent ! " Every drop of blood it draws serve?

Trade and CorwaiBrce. 
Our W orthy friends of the Commercial Times are 

mistaken when they attribute to us any " readiness 
to lecture upon political economy." We have.onlj 
ventured to erit-cise the fallacious conclusions ar­
rived at in the " lectures" of our neighbors. They 
are again mistaken w lien they suppose that we claim 
any extraordinary sagacity for ourselves; indeed, 
had we ever pretended to such a thing, we would 
modestly retire our claim in presence of the w riter 
of the Times, who can discover one's " political 
affinities" from a demonstration of a truth in ab-
-iract economical science, and who could, no 
doubt, as readily ascertain one's religious belief 
from a solution of a problem in Algebra. There is 
no stirer test of the conviction of error than an 
el/iirt to turn aside the thoughts from the matter in 
controversy by the introduction of intiendoes similar 
to the one referred to. We were not aware before 
t'iat polil'cal affinities," use I in tin sense of the 
Times, had any connection with scientific deinon-
•!ration". If such lie the case, however, the Time« 
and Crescent, both independent papers, are arrayed 
on opposite sides; the Crescent having the advan-
;aje of being associated with such eminent philoso­
phers as Adam Smith, J. B. Say, Si.-mondi, lli-
cirdo, Maceulloch, &e.. The Times, to be sure 
claim« Col. Benton as belonging to its side of the 
piestion, and we have no objection to its enjoying 

.ill the benefit of the association ; for however 
irreat the Colonel may lie upon some subjects, we 
liave never heard that he was particularly celebra­
ted as an economist. 

But what is the point in controversy! The 
Times endeavored to show that by importing inore ' 
than we export, the country was growing poor. 
We showed the fallacy of the conclusion by reason­
ing—we might sustain that -easoning by a ma-s of 
authority from the most eminent writers who have 
treated of the subject, and we may do so hereafter. 
We shall now show its absurdity by an example: 
Corn is in great demand for food in France. A mer­
chant in New York sends to Havre a cargo of wheat, 
which cost him at New York $50,0011 : this is the 
amount cijiorted from the country. The corn, after 
paying freight, insurance, commissions, Arc., is sold 
ill Havre for §f>0,000 : but bread being scarce in 
France, wines are cheajier than ordinary, he in­
vests his sGO.(KK) in wines,4\ Inch he ships to Lon­
don. and nets $10.000 profit on the operation. With 
his $70.000 he purchases English goods sicted to 
the India market, ships tliem to Calcutta, and clears 
§20,000 more. He has in Calcutta $90,000 capital ; 
with this he buys opium, which he exchanges in 
Canton for silks and teas of the value of $150,000, 
and imports them into New York. Here is an ex­
port of property to the value of §50,000, and an 
import of the value of §150,000. Has the country 
grown a hundred thousand dollars poorer by the 
operation? Has it not, on the contrary, acquired 
one hundred thousand dollars of value which it did 
not |K)ssess before, and to that extent becomt 
•-icher It is true, silks and teas are consumed, and 
sois bread and butter; but we nevertheless had 
ih -m to oon-iiine, and if we had not imported them 
in exchange for llie corn, we might have acquired 
them by the process which the Times thinks most 
advantageous, that is: to bring home money for the 
corn and send back the same money for the silks 
and teas—losing the interest on the money and 
freight and insurance both ways. 

We hope this example will lie satisfactory io our 
.vor)hy friends, and will induce them candidly to 
acknowledge that the excess of imports over ex­
ports for a lone series of years, is 110 evidence that 
for that period the country has be-jn going to decay. 1 
Indeed, we are somew hat surprised that the worthy-
editors did not use their senses in opposition to 
their theory, and while they were discoursing of 
the bad consequences attending the general opera-
lions of our commerce from the beginning of the 
Government, they diu not look around them for the 
permanent evidences of the disasters which floated 
through their imaginations, and present their read­
ers vvi'li some of the striking instances of comxer-
cial reirograda'ion : why nut, for instance, point 
to the flouri hing condition of Charleston, which 
ex|rfirts mor than il imports, and to the rapid di­
lapidation of New York, which imports more than 
it exports. 

Bu; if we wanted any further evidence of the 
ert 'r of llie whole doctrine of the " haia.ice of 
irad ," it would be furnished by the figures of the 
I'nnes itself. The whole theory is. that a country 

thai imports more goods thai, it exports, must grow 
poorer from tli» necessity of paying the balance in 
gold and silver. Now, the Dinted States, accord­
ing to the "financial statistics" furnished, has im­
ported goodsof the value of §423,000,000 more than 
: hey exported : as a necessary consequence, if tiie 
'heory be true, I1.ere 1111st have been a constant 
drain of the precious metals from this country t> 
meet the difference. Is this true ? So far from it, 
hat the same " financial statistics" show tnat we 
lave actually imported 1,000,000 in coin more 
han we have exported. The conclusion is irresisti­

ble that the theory must be false. 
But not attempting to defend its theory by argi,. 

merit, the Times calls upon us to demonstrate that i 
" perishable merchandise is solid wealth, and tiiat 
coin is valueless in a financial estimate ;" we mu-t 
V excused from attempting the demonstration of 
every fallacy that the Times may put forth; we think 
t much easier toshow that they are fallacies merely. 

Merchandise and coin are equally wealth, we would 
inform the editors, and are wealth simply on ac­
count of their exchangeable value; if it were not 
so, the worthy editor of the Times, when he pays 
lis solid coin for a perishable beef-steak in ihe 

morning, would be placing wealth in the hands of 
the butcher for which he would receive no value 
m return—an operation thai we could not suppose 
him capable of, notwithstanding his theory. 

Aeam, our worthy contemporary declares that 
we are bound to prove by our doctrine " that the 
mt re exchange of goods for money at home, to a 
million of dollars, adds one cent to the capital of 
the country." And he alleges thai " the operation 
is a mere exchange of equivalent value, and 
creates nothing." Now, on what authority the 
Times a-serts such to be our doctrine, is riot very 
apparent, for we certainly said no such thing in the 
article to which it was intended to reply. But al­
though we did not advance it, it is nevertheless 
true, and our contemporary, with its usual good 
luck, by mistaking the meaning of the words " ex­
change of equivalents," as used in works 011 politi­
cal economy, has fallen into another error. It is 
true, that a man who buys a plough for ten dollars 
in cash, and the merchant w ho sells it to him, liave 
as between them, exchanged equivalents, or. as Ihe 
Times calls it, "equivalent value." But is the pur­
chaser of the plough not richer by its possession 
than though he had the money in his pocket and 
no plough with which to open his land ! Has he 
not bee n a gainer by the purchase And the mer­
chant who sold it, is he no richer than when he had j 
the plough iu Iiis warehouse ' Has he not made a ' 
profit b/ the sale ' Both farmer and merchant liave 
more in value than they had l>efore ; yet this is the ) 
simple result of an exchange of commodities for ; 
coin. If we had space, we could carry out this j 

illustration of a truth, upon which every man acts 
m his daily business, to any extent. If the contrary | 
were true, 110 wealth would be created by com­
merce, and the whole body of merchants an<> Ira- • 
ders would belong to the non-prodiicir-g da.-ses !—a j 
conclusion to which we do not believe that the ! 
Times is anxious to arrive.
