Oy One of our contemporaries appears to be 
highly amused because we had ventured the opin­
ion that, in the event of a general European war 
resulting from French armed, intervention in Italy, 
England would take the side of Austria. Our con­
temporary says that " France and England had, 
jointly and by formal and express understanding 
between the two Governments, offered their media­
tion to Austria and the Italian States, with the 
assurance to Austria that she must accept the con­
ditions presented to her, under the penalty of war, 
to be waged against her by the forces of both the 
mediators." If this be the case, we must confess 
that we owe our knowledge of it entirely to the 
New Orleans paper above alluded to. But we think 
this is a mistu.1 e. The terms of the mediation are 
unknown; and, in fact, it is not certain that any 
terms were proposed at all. It is known, however, 
that Tomaseo, the Venetian envoy to France, was 
denied even an official interview with General 
Cavaignac—but was assured that France would 
do nothing wliich could oflend Austria. For this 
reason, and from the character of the present French 
Government, we expressed a doubt of the truth of 
the report that the French armies had crossed the 
Alps. If, notwithstanding, this should be the caet, 
it proves that the French Government has aban­
doned il« position of peaceable mediation, and has 
resorted to the somewhat more forcible process of 
armed intervention. The sympathies of England 
are known to be with Austria, and should she take 

• any part, it will certainly be with that power, with 
which she was in coalition against France during 
the whole period—with the exception of the seven 
years from 1805 to 1812—between 1792 and 1815.

The Magnetic Telegraph. 
. The suit of Morse" vs .  O'Reilly has been decided 
against the latter. The decision, however, so far 
as we can learn, does not go to the extent asked for 
by the plaintiffs. The great question at issue wa> 
the pretension set up by Professor Morse, or rather 
by Mr Kendall in his behalf, to the exclusive right 
of conveying intelligence by means of electro-ma;.' 
netism. Whether any decision at all w as made oi 
this point we are not informed, in the short notio 
of the proceedings which has reached us. Itseems 
at all events, that the injunction only applied to thi 
use of a particular instrument, as an infringement 
on Professor Morse's patent, and we. learn that the 
instrument in question has already been thrown oui 
of use and another one substituted in its place, U-
which it is supposed that the same objections v il) 

not apply. 
No one can be more desirous thpn we are thai 

Professor Morse should be fiilly honored and amplj 
rewarded for his great invention. It was the duty 
of the Government of the United States to pay him 
munificently for the product of his study,and geniu> 
and to take the entire management of the tele­
graphic lines as part of its postal arrangements, ant' 
as a means " necessary and proper " to enable it to 
discharge with greater ease and expedition its im­
portant constitutional duties. The telegraph fur­
nishes a power far too great and dangerous to bt 
left in the hands of private individuals or joint stock 
companies, the agents of which are amenable to no 
law, and incur no penalty for the non-performar.c

If no political capital for their immediatr

The slightest reflection will 
tpach us that with but one line of telegraph be­
tween NewOrleans and the Northern cities, thi 
people of this region are, in many of their most im 
portant business transactions, totally at the mercy 
of every operator on the line—they must rely upon 
the intelligence, integrity and fidelity of men when 
ihey do not know, and who are acting under nc 
legal responsibility whatever. This is an undoubt 
ed evil, which ought to be remedied. By having 
two lines—the one to act as a check upon) to correct 
or verify the other—much of what is objectionablf 
would be obviated. Yet, if it be true, as is pre 
tended, that the patent of Professor Morse gives 
him the exclusive right to use electro-maçnetisra t< 
transmit intelligence, the impossibility of establish 
ing two lines is obvious. But we do not think thai 
any such construction can be put upon the patent 
One man can no more have the exclusive right to 
use the lightning of iieaven to produce a certain re 
suit, than another tan have the exclusive right to 
use the waters of the earth for a different or a sim 
ilar purpose. The great elements of nature cannot 
be appropriated and monopolized by any humai 
laws. The machinery by which these element­
are subjected and rendered serviceable to man 
forms a proper subject for the exercise of human in 
genuity, and, when invented or discovered, become 
proper objects of individuaf ownership. If Pro! 
Morse, therefore, has found out the only machine 
that can be used in magnetic telegraphing, we must 
submit to the caprices or the interests of his agent.« 
or assignees; but if other machines can be em 
ployed, even if they are not so good, we hope that 
they will be brought into use, not for the purpose ot 
superseding his, or depriving him of any of the re­
ward to which he is entitled, but to protect the 
great interests of the community from the dangers 
which they run when any man or irresponsible 
body of tnen have the sole privilege of furnishing 
speedy and important intelligence. It is for this 
reason, and for this alone, that we were anxious 
that O'Reilly should succeed in his suit, and that 
we still hope that the decision against him will not 
put an end to his telegraphic operations on his

From Kingston, Jamaica. 

By the arrival yesterday of the British schooner 
Planet, Capt. Daley, we have received Kingston 
papers to the 26th ult., from which we take the fol­
lowing : 
" A detachment of the Kingston police was yes­

terday placed under orders to proceed without 
delay to the disturbed district in St. Mary's, und 
we understand that a company of the 2d West India 
regiment has been also ordered on the same duty." 

The Kingston Dispatch of the 26th ult., says that 
the Assembly had adopted, on the evening of the 
26th, a memorial to the Viceroy, showing the cause 
of dissatisfaction : 
" We feel deeply aggrieved by a charge which 

has been made in a circular which issued from the 
King's House on the 10th day of July last, directed 
to the Custodes of the respective Parishes, in which 
were the following words : ' The Governor has not 
seen any evidence of a conspiracy or combination, 
of any sort, amongst the negroes, and the greatest 
evil which his Excellency has found to be in actual 
existence is the alarm which has been prevalent 
amongst some of the white and colored classes, and 
a feeling, which appears to be growing stronger 
among them, that the emancipation from slavery 
ought to have been made by slow gradations, and 
that even now it might not be too late to retrace 
our steps.' We firmly believe, with your Excel­
lency, that there is no evidence of conspiracy or 
combination, of any sort, amongst the negroes, but 
we feel deeply humiliated by the statement made 
by your Excellency, that, besides alarm being the 
greatest existing evil prevalent amongst some of the 
white and colored classes, your Excellency has 
found a feeling to be in actual existence amongst 
those clashes, not. only that emancipation from sla­
very ought to have been made by Blow gradation«, 
but that even now it might not be too late to retrace 
our steps. We deem this to be a grave, serious and 
alarming assertion. We, one and all of us, solemn­
ly declare, we never heard of such feeling exist­
ing, and we approach your Excellency with con­
fidence when we solicit permission to see the evi­
dence upon which the statement is founded." 

The Dispatch, in referring to Sir Charles Gray's 
reply to »he memorial, says : 

His Excellency declines to make good his 
charges ; there is but one necessary inference, and 
his Excellency having placed himself in so equivo­
cal a position must be prepared to abide the issue 
We cannot doubt the course that the House will 
take in vindication of its own honor and that of its 
constituents.

From Havana—Venezuela and Puerto Rico. 

By the steamer Falcon, Capt. Thompson, from 
Havana the l"th, we have received Havana papers 
to the 15th. They contain very little local news ot 
interest The drawing of the Havana lottery took 
itace on the 9th inst. ; the following numbers are 
ntitled to the prizes set opposite to them: No.

PUERTO RICO.—An arrival at Havana had 
brought news from this place to the 6th inst. On 
•he 5ih inst., the Spanish frigate Union arrived from 
Cadiz, bringing the new Captain General and his 
'imily. El Boletin gives an account of a vessel 
which had been seen cruising near the coast of 
Puerto Rico, and whose manœuvres had excited 
uspicions of her character. Two vessels were sent 

out to pursue her, but returned w ithout being able 
to meet her. It was afterwards ascertained that 
.-he was a Haytien vessel. The market of Puerto 
Rico remained quiet. A vessel from Boston, and 
one from Baltimore had arrived with cargoes of 
provisions, part of which had been disposed of. A 
very rich gold mine has been discovered near the 
town of Corozal : the gold is obtained by washing 
the sands found in the bed of a small stream. 

VENEZUELA.—The partisans of Paez have suc­
ceeded in repossessing themselves of the city o 
Uaracaibo. They had, for a long time aftefr the oc-
•upation of the city by Monagas' forces, sustained 
themselves in the castle of San Carlos, whence 
hey made a sally, and aided by the naval arma-
nent, regained the town. The fleet of Monagas 
was defeated and compelled to withdraw to Curaçoa 
to refit. Castillo, who commanded in Maracaibo, 
was compelled to capitulate, and was suffered to 
march out with the honors of war, his troops taking 
with them their arms. As the soldiers of Paez did 
not wish to accede to the last condition, the affair 
had not been completely settled, but it was expected 
that in a few days the insurgent forces would be in 
full possession. These events, says El Faro Indus­
triel, will convince our readers that the maritime 
forces of Gen. Paez. are undoubtedly superior to 
those of the Government of Caraccas, and that with 
them he can cause much injury to its commerce 
and menace those points on the coast which remain 
loyal. Possessed anew of Maracaibo, that provint i 
will give all its resources to the ex-President, who 
can organize land forces to oppose those of Mona­
ras, and he can also arouse in his favor som 
other parts of Venezuela. By the way of Puertt 
Rico, news had been received that on the 20th ult, 
the squadron of Paez anchored in Rio Caribe, Can 
ton de Cumana. The Government troops which 
guarded that place were defeated by 200 înhab 
itants of Canton de Cumana, to whom the com­
mander of the squadron had given arms. A great 
part of Cumana has pronounced in favor of Paez 
It was stated on Rio Caribe that Gen. Carabano 
one of Monagas' officers, had been assassinated bj 
his own soldiers near Cariaco. Gen. Paez left St, 
Thomas for Maracaibo on the 2d inst. in an Ameri 
can steamer.(t) 

CHILI AND ECUADOR.—News has been received 
from these Republics to the 24th of July. In Chili 
the state of commercial affairs was very much de 
pressed. Public opinion demanded that all the 
ports should he declared free, as the only remedy for 
the evils which afflicted the country. Another 
earthquake was experienced on the 11th of May 
but fortunately did no damage. The frequency of 
these alarming phenomena in Chili, may be judged 
from the fact that there have been 140 during the 
last sixteen months. In Ecuador the return of Gen 
Flores was momentarily expected : his partisans 
are closely watched by the Government, which has 
taken very severe measures with them.

THE FRENCH COLONIES.—The New York 
Herald has advices from Martinique to the 23d ult, 
from which we gather the following particulars 
On the night of the 20th the town of St. Pierre 
was beseiged by a numerous band of ruffians, run 
ning to and fro, uttering the most fearful menaces 
against the more peaceable citizens, under the 
"Liberté, Egalité, Fraternité," that nothing less 
than a reënaclment of the carnage of the 22d May-
last, was every moment expected. Such extremity 
was, however, arrested by the intercession of the 
authorities. Numbers were arrested. 

The Courrier de h Martinique, in reference to the 
disturbances, says : " We fear that the worst is yet 
to come ; and that until the white class, now emi 
grating in great numbers, shall have almost entirely 
left the political arena to their long enthralled 
brethren of the darker hue—peradventure until a 
second Hayti be raised in Martinique—the trui 
bearing of these unhappy proceedings will not be 
understood." 

The election of delegates to represent the Colo­
nies in the National Assembly had terminated at 
Martinique in the nomination of Messrs. Bisette 
Pappy and Schoelcher—the two first being blacks 
the other the Wilberforce of France. The issue 
of this election has given offence to many. The 
colonv stands at present in rather a critical position 

Tranquility reigned in Cayenne on the 1st ult 
The blacks were calmly waiting the abolition of 
slavery, which was fixed for the 10th of August 
The conspirators of the 25th of June were still 
awaiting their judgment, which was soon to take 
place. 

FRENCH INTERFERENCE AT HAYTI, ETC.—By

FRIGHTFUL ACCIDENT AND LOSS OF LIFE.— 
There was a dreadful accident at New York on the 
afternoon of the 10th inst., on the corner of Eightl 
street and Avenue B. 

It had been announced that the Right Reverend 
Bishop Hughes would perform the services of the 
laying of the cornerstone of a new Catholic Church, 
to be erected at the corner of those streets, and thi 
drew a large crowd together to witness the cere­
mony. The walls of the basement had been built 
and the floor laid over the timbers. About 4 o'clock, 
from eight hundred to one thousand persons col­
lected on this floor, when one of the walls, about 
eight inches thick and not very strongly built, gave 
way, and was pressed out by the great weight upot 
it, precipitating the mass of human beings into the 
basement below, a distance of twelve feet, and 
against the front wall, amidst the falling brick and 
timber. The scene of confusion and despair that 
followed can more easily be imagined than des 
cnbed. About fifty persons were taken out more 
or less hurt. Some were very seriously injured. 
Two were taken immediately to the City Hospital. 
One man, named Patrick Kelly, was so much 
crushed that what he had eaten for dinner was forc­
ed out of his mouth. Although there were no out­
ward bruises, yet he died soon after, probably from 
some internal injuries. One boy had both legs 
broken, and there is very little r.ason to believe 
that he will recover. Jans Burns had her right leg 
badly fractured. Hector McDougall also had his 
right leg badly fractured. Another man was in­
jured in the spine.

Another Accident.—We are pained to learn, says 
the Thibodaux Minerva of the 15th, that, during 
the past week, Mr. N. C. Golding, Thomas May 
and others, who were employed in raising the frame 
of a sugar-house on the plantation of Mr. Golding, 
on Little Caillou, met with a most unlucky mishap. 
A part of the work gave way, killing Mr. Golding 
and Thomas May instantly, and severely wounding 
several other persons who were assisting at the 
raising. 

Large Family.—The Thibodaux Minerva says 
that, in the Parish of Assumption, some miles 
above that place, there is a family of 25 children—

for, as matters now stand, admitting Gen. Taylor to be a 
Whig candidate, (which I ntteily denjO the part/ is doom­
ed to certain. inevitable and disgraceful defeat, and every 
man not wiltnlly blind must see it.

T h e  C h a r i t y  H o s p i t a l .  

There is a feaiore in the ConsU'ution of the Charity Hos­
pital which in all ihe legislation for its benefit and for the 
welfare of the public, s.*ms to have been overlooked by our 
legislators. It sometimes happens that persons are taken to 
tue Charity Hospital and die there in whose possession is 
of'en found papers and documents of greater or lesser value. 
Th.-re appears, however, to be no provision in the Constitu. 
rion of the Hospital which requires the pubîication of-the 
nwnes of the person wl o die there, or the notification of th 
friends of the deceased that any property or papers "f value 
have been tbnnd upon their persons. A case in point came 
to light a few days since. A gentleman from Ohio came to 
this city about ttco years since, was taken sick and went to 
the Charity Hospital, where he died ; within a month or 
two past, it has been discovered, by the merest accident, that 
wnen he lift Cincinnati, he had in his possession deeds and 
other evidences of property to a large amouut. Inquiry wss 
made at tlie Hospital, and after some search the papers were 
found snugly packed away in a safe corner. Application 
was made, by one of the relatives of the deceased, for posse 
sion of the pane's, but he was refused, until an order ot court 
was had therefor. Now. as the aTair stands at present.y 
will probably consume very near twelve months before said 
order can be had, as it appears necessary that ail the heir, 
should be represented to get the ord« ; thus three years are 
utterly and entirely lost to the heirs, as also a probable large 
pecuniary loss in tents Sc. Now had there been any clauie 
in the Constitution of the Hospital, which required the pub-
lie advertisement of the name of the deceased—where from, 
if possible—and a descriprion of the properly found in his 
possession, the heirs would long ere this have been in peacs 
able possession of the property and their jnst rights. While 
on this subject, I wonld make a very simple inquiry, viz:
