To Mastens or AMERicAN Vessgrs.—The
Norfolk Beacon suggests 10 masters of vessels
bound for Rio Janeiro, that an arrang has
beon entered into by Mr. Tod, our Minister at
Brazil, with the Brazilian government, by which
they agree that all letters for United States officers,
un that station, brought out by American vessels,
may be delivered without passing through the Bra-
zilian postoffice.
