1f, then, the sickness hey-llms
fever, the phym-hm of Nawchez have itomortalized
themselvas by the overwhelming portion  of
cases saved ; and their fortunes will await them
whenever lhey shall soe fit 1o remove to any city
linble to epidemic yellow fever.—Concordiu Intel-
ligencer, 30tk ult.
