European Intelligence. 
FURTHER DETAILS BY THE AOADIA. 

BOSTON, Sept. 24.—the steamship Acadia arrived 
at her berth this morning at half-past 5 o'clock. 

The steamship United States left Cowes for New 
York on the 3d inst., with eighty passengers and a 
large cargo. She had proceeded on her voyage as 
far as the Sicily Islands, when an accident happen­
ed to her machinery, damaging her condenser. She 
was consequently forced to put back to Southamp­
ton, where a detention of four or five weeks will be 
necessary to put her in complete order for sailing. 
The chief portion of the passengers had left her. 

The Hermann, from New York, arrived off the 
Isle of Wight on the 4th inst., and in consequence 
of a thick fog, but whilst in charge of a pilot, got 
on shore in Gumett's Bay. near Cowes, on the top 
of the tide, and although the engines were imme­
diately reversed, it was found impossible to get her 
off. A special steamer, waiting off Cowes lor the 
mails, went to her assistance. The steamer was 
engaged in relieving the ship, and the coal was dis­
charged into lighters. This step was effectual, anil 
at 3 p. M. on the same day she floated, and shortly 
after anchored in Cowes Roads. Her coals were 
again put on board, and she again proceeded on her 
voyage, without having, it is said, sustained any 
damage. 

The weather continues fine in great Britain, and 
the grain market has declined to almost the entire 
extent of the recent advance. 

The visit of Lord John Russell to Earl Clarendon, 
seems to furnish almost the only theme for specula­
tion atnongst Irish politicians. The Premier 
landed at Kingstown on the afternoon of the 1st 
inst., and was received with a certain degree of 
respect—demonstrations of applause or disappro­
bation seemed both to have failed. 

F R A N C S .  
The approaching elections to fill the vacant seats 

in the Assembly, begins to occupy public attention. 
M. Girardin, the Orleanist editor of the Presse, is a 
candidate, with M.Oelessert and Marshal Bugeaud. 
The latter, it is said, has refused the command of 
the army. If an armed intervention should take 
place in Italy, indeed he would not accept any com­
mand offered by Gen. Cavaignac. 

Local disturbances in the Provinces continue to 
occui, chiefly arising from the obnoxious extraor­
dinary tax of 45 centimes, imposed by the Provi­
sional Gove m ment. 

Lamartine has published a defence of himself 
against the charges brought forward. Gen. Cavaig­
nac has been compelled to deny the intention of 
suppressing the Paris Constitutionnel. The Joürnul 
and La Presse have resumed their fierce attacks 
upon the government. The latter wages war against 
the Republic, in spite of General Cavaignac's de­
claration that he would not allow the Republic to 
be impeached. 

Tlie Bonapartists are moving both in Paris and 
in the departments, with a view of electing Louis 
Bonaparte to the Presidency of the Republic. 

The Moniteur states that the Ottoman Court had 
recognized the French Republic, and that Denul 
Anpick, the French Minister Plenipotentiary, pre­
sented his credentials to the Sultan on the 26tli ult. 

The latest advices from Paris received by the 
London papers announcing the important intelli­
gence that the French government on the 7th inst. 
received despatches from M. Arago, the French 
Ministerat Berlin, announcing officially that Aus­
tria has accepted the mediation of France and Eng­
land for the settlement of the Italian question. 

On the 5th instant, the garrison of Paris and a 
portion of the National Guard were reviewed on 
the Boulevards by General Cavaignac, who was 
loudly cheered. Between 70,COO and 80,000 were 
under arms, of whom about 20,000 belonged to the 
National Guard, only one battalion being called 
out from each legion. Although the National 
Guard was invited to attend the review in great 
force, it was found that not more than 300 men 
mustered from each battalion, and in one battalion 
the number was under 250. This rebuke, proceed­
ing from such a body, has been keenly felt, and it 
has given serious uneaaines to the head of the Gov­
ernment. It is generally understood that several 
causes of dissatisfaction have led to this species of 
negative demonstration. 

The first cause is the offensive expression used 
by Gen. Cavaignac against the legitimist party and 
particularly against some legions of the National 
Guard which, he affirmed, were conspiring against 
the government. 

The second cause was that the government ab­
stained from contradicting a report that was gener­
ally circulated of the arrest of two high military 
functionaries, understood to be Gen. Lamoriciere, 
Minister of War, and Gen. Changamier, Comman­
der of tlie National Guard. 

The third cause assigned was the dissatisfaction 
produced by the distribution of the crosses of the 
Legion of Honor amongst the legion of the Na­
tional Guard. 

A serious quarrel had occurred between Generals 
Changamier and Cavaignac, growing out of the 
defection of the National Guards, a small portion 
of each division having appeared at tlie review on 
Sunday. A sharp correspondence between them 
had taken place. 

Ledru Rollin is about starting a new journal in 
opposition to La Reforme. 

The Paris papers state that notwithstanding the 
appointment of General Lamoriciere to the com­
mand of the army of the Alps, there appears every 
probability that peace will be preserved. 

It appears that General Lamoriciere and M. 
Marie have been endeavoring by a transaction 
with Odillon Barrott, Berryer, and others, to form 
a fusion of all parties, in which they have not suc­
ceeded. 

I T A L Y .  
Four thousand French troops are reported to have 

arrived at Venice. 
The accounts from Italy and Rome state that the 

whole country is in a disturbed and excited state. 
Tumults had occurred at Genoa, Leghorn, ami 
Rome, which were suppressed with tlie greatest 
difficulty. 

A letter from Turin under date of the 2d instant, 
states that the Austrians having levied a contribu­
tion of four hundred thousand florins (.£32,000) on 
the city of Parma, payable in twenty-four hours, 
and the sum not being forthcoming at the designa­
ted time, the army, according to custom, com­
menced pillaging the ciry. The inhabitants, how­
ever, encouraged by the patriotic defence of the 
town of Bologna, rung the tocsin, and flying to 
arms, a fearful battle commenced. Even the wo­
men and children took part in the defence of the 
city, throwing furniture and other missiles from the 
windows upon the heads of the Austrian troops. 
The population of the surrounding country wer« 
hurrying in to the assistance of the citizens. Tho 
result of the struggle has not been ascertained. 

It is said that the Sardinian Ambassador has 
offered the command of the Piedmoutese army to 
Gen. Bodeau, who has taken time to consider th« 

reposition. Should he refuse, application will be 
ide to Gen. Dernelle. 
Advices have been received from Hamburg to 

the 6th inst. They state that the Provisional Gov­
ernment of the Duchies of Schleswig and Holstein 
have refused to acknowledge the armistice lately 
concluded by Prussia in the nam» of the Germanic 
Confederation. The greatest jealousy of Prussia 
prevails amongst the democratic party of the North 
of Germany, and it is feared that exertion* of that 
power to promote peace will be rendered fruitless. 

The blockade of the Elbe and Lahda lias been 
raised since the 5th, and the Prussian ports on the 
Baltic have by this time become free. 

Gen. Garibaldi, who has lately been forced by 
the Austrians to fly from Italy, has arrived at Bes-
ancom, on his way it is thought to Paris. 

AFRICA—CAPTURE OF SLAVF.BS.—The British 
brig Bream arrived at New York on the 22d, from 
Sierra Leone, having left on the 1st uh. She re­
ports the capture of four slavers, all Brazilian«, 
which were condemned and burnt at that place. 
One of the vessels, a brig, prize to II. M. brig 
Alert, had on board, when captured, 500 slaves. 
The schooner Water Witch had 472. The brig 
Sea Lark, 561. A Spanish schooner, among the 
number, had not yet received her cargo.
