And by the way, although the 
notation v.as Arabic, the figures were Eurojiean; 
a wide distinction, not commonly supposed lo exist 
On the other side, we have (by supplying some let­
ters from more perfect specime-w,) Mo. Am,. I'KO 
foi,. BELG.; that is, Moneta Argentea Provincin 
Confcdetationis BtJgute ; "Silver Money of the 
Confederation of Betgic Provinces."

accented according to thu Indian pronunciation, 
can hardly be improved in sweetness and melody 
we rejoice that they have been retained in the 
white man's vocabulary: SusqueAanna, Monon-
ga/iela. ^Niayara, Amoiioosick, I emigewaset, Tus-
ca/-ota, Winipiseogee, or Winepipsoo.ky. But what 
shall we say of the following Indian names, which, 
according to Dr. Jackson's geological report of 
Maine, are attached to some of the lakes, rivers, 
mountains, falls, portages, &e., iu the un-ettled 
portion of that State, viz: Aboljacknagesic River, 
Kitachicwac Lake, Catepskonegari Lake, Ainbi-
jijis Lake, Chigalapseagos Falls, Pauguakatnus 
Portage, Sowadneiiunk River, Umbazookskns 
River, Caugcomgomae River, Ponguongamook 
Lake, Meriumpticook River, Wapshenheagan 
River, Baamchenungamook Lake, Appmoojee-
negamook Lake, &C-, "fee. These are almost as 
bad as the mellifluous word which the worthy Eliot 
introduced into his Indian Bible, to signify " kneel­
ing down to him" and which is as follows: 

Wuttappessttukquttuhyioowehlunkuoh 
a word which, as Mr. Ilayward says in his Gazet­
teer, " would puzzle a Demosthenes to pronounce, 
u ithoiu an extra pebble stone in his mouth." Try 
it !—Boston .Tournai. 

THE LAKE SUPERIOR COUNTRY.—Lake Supe­
rior, says the Buffalo Commercial Advertiser, is 
becoming every year more and more interesting to 
the Eastern world, both in a commercial and agri­
cultural point of view. A few days since an ex­
ploring party from Boston returned through this 
city, from an expedition to the regions upon its bor­
ders, for the purpose of making a geological recon-
noissance, alter having made many valuable dis­
coveries. Op the- 2d Sept., another party started 
from Green Bay, under Mr. Theodore Conkey, 
with a Government Commission to survey a line 
from near Lake Superior to the Mississippi river. 
The company consisted of eleven men, and it is 
supposed that they will be engaged about four 
months in the service, during a great part of which 
time they will be in the wi lemess. and will be 
obliged to transport food sufficient for the whole 
time. At Lake Superior they will be joined by 
the geological corps, under the direction of U. S. 
Assistant Geologist, Randall, w ho will go through 
with them to ascertain the geology of the region 
traversed. The expeditions together will form an 
interesting one, and led, as they are, by competent 
men, wiil bring in a report of high interest and 
importance. 

03" A " Museum of Mankind" is about being 
established in London, at the British Museum, 
which is contemplated to contain Angus's great 
collection from South Australia and New Zealand, 
with that of Mr. Catlin's immense gallery of North 
American Indians, now exhibiting at No. 6, Wa-
terlooo Place, Loudon. Funds to a large amount 
are about being raised for the purpose, and agents 
and artists are to be sent to all quarters of the 
world, to assist in completing the great object. 

TIIE SCIENTIFIC CONVENTION.—This body 
closed its session at Philadelphia on the 22d tilt., 
resolving to hold its next session at Cambridge, 
Mass., on the -lib of August. 1849. The Ledger 
• ays that the most interesting paper read on the day 
of adjournment, was one from Professor Dickeson 
and Andrew Brown, of Mississippi, upon the sedi­
ment of the Mississippi river.and gives its substance: 

The observations upon which the report was 
based were made through a course of eighteen 
years, and more particularly during the last two 
years in anticipation of the present report. The 
report alluded to the vast quantity of rain water 
constantly falling in the valley of the Mississippi, 
and the fact that that great river was the only visi­
ble outlet for it. The report showed that the quari-
titityof rain falling was 11» times the quantity dis­
charged by the river. There are but two ways 
for it to escape, one by course of the river and the 
other by evaporation. 

Thus the report arrived at a fact of the greatest 
importance to the Ranters of .Louisiana and Mis­
sissippi. for the more exhalations are promoted, the 
less liable will the lower bottom lands of these 
States bo to jieriodical inundations. The best way 
to promote exhalations was by clearing the forest, 
lands, and thus exposing the earili to the action of 
the sun. Tiie progress of population and civiliza­
tion in that region is so great, that there is not now 
by 20 or 25 per cent, as much water passes down 
the river as there was twenty-five years ago. At 
that time there were annual inundations which do 
not occur now. 

In regard to the sediments of the river, the result 
of 184 experiments with a tin tube charged with 
water were made ; the aggregate of the water 
charged in this tube at diffèrent times was. a col­
umn of 1U36 feet, by which there was deposited a 
column of sediment or solid power of 46i inches. 
Th'- sediment was submitted in three glass tubes. 
Th« committee seemed to think it might still further 
settle or shrink, certainly not less than 44 inches. 
From these data the committee arrive at the con­
clusion that the proportion of sediment to the vol­
ume of water is as 1 to 528. 

It has already been ascertained that the quantity 
of water annually discharged by the Mississippi 
river is 14,883.360,(Î36.HS0 cubic feet, therefore 
there must be deposited 28,188.053,892.1-fi cubic 
feet solid matter. 

The report was very interesting and very long: 
the subject of the alluvial deposits of the river was 
fully discussed, and many interesting facts were 
given. 

At the afternoon session. Lieut. B. F. Maury read 
a paper "on the currents of the ocean," which was 
illustrated by diagrams. The paper was upon the 
direction of the great currents of the Atlantic and 
Pacific, their force, the force and direction of the 
winds, and the best and shortest roules to various 
ports.

Commission at Clonmel—The European Time» 

says : " We are now enabled to state, upon the 
best authority, that a special commission has issued 
for the County of Tipjierary. 

The judges are to be. the Lord Chief Justice, 
(Blackburne) and the Lord Chief Justice of the 
Common Pleas, and Judge Moore. 

The Commission opens on the l'Jth ; 011 that day 
the Grand Jury will be sworn. There must, how­
ever, be an adjournment as soon as the bills are 
found. 

It is not, we believe, finally settled what prison­
ers are to be put upon their trial at the Special 
Commission. Mr. O'Brien and Mr. Meagher will 
certainly be among the number. Nothing has been 
as yet determined with regard to Mr. Duffy. 

It is not as yet finally known by what ̂ counsel 
the prisoners are to be defended. Mr. Henn, Mr. 
Whiteside. Mr, Butt and Mr. Homes, have been 
all retained, we understand, both for the defence 
of Mr. O'Brien and Mr. Meagher; but all the re­
tainers have been given for a trial at Dublin. It 
is, of course, in the power of each prisoner to select 
separate counsel to defend him. 

It is expected that the moveable column, at pre­
sent encamped at Turtulla, under the command of 
Gen. McDonald, will be located at Clonmel during 
the silting of tlie Commission. Altogether, we 
shall probably have a military force of little less 
than 4000 men. 

A letter from Dublin, published in several of the 
morning papers, says : 

" The parties against whom the Crown Solicitor 
considers I13 has a complete case, are Smith O'Bri­
en, McManus, and the rebel peasantry." 

' He finds a difficulty in implicating Meagher in 
the Ballingarrv affair—iu fact, he cannot get proof 
to show that he was thereat all ; and his only step 
to have him tried, is by charging him with overt 
acts of treason in the affair. One or two of Ihe 
peasants have become approvers, and their deposi­
tions are in the hands of the Crown—but it will 
take stronger proof than this to insure a conviction, 
in order that the Crown may have the best of it.

Parliament in Ireland.—We have on a previous 
occasion intimated that there had been formed in 
Dublin a Society for the promotion of the annual 
sillings of the Imperial Parliament in Ireland. Tint 
Committee held a meeting at 124 Abbey st., 011 
Monday, the 4th inst, Lord W. Fiizgerald in the 
chair, when tho following new members were ad­
mitted : Lord Massereene, Lord O'Neill, the Earl 
of Castiestuart, Lord ilossmore, J. Fetherston-
haugb, Et-q., Rev. Sir Harcourt Lees. Bart., James 
John Bagot, E.q., M. Burke, Esq., W. II. Burton, 
Esq., W. Johnson, Esq., Sir R. Morrison, Isaac 
Butt, Esq., Q. C., B. Chapman, Esq., Aubrey 
Beauclerc, Esq., and W. Atkin. Esq. The follow ­
ing resolutions were unanimously adopted : 

" That in order to remove a misapprehension 
which appears to exist as to the objects contempla­
ted by this Society, we feel it necessary to declare 
that it is not our desire to seek a triennial meeting 
of the Imperial Parliament in Dublin for general 
purposes, but that the object of this Society is to 
procure au arrangement by which the Imperial 
Parliament shall hold its sittings in Dublin during 
such convenient portion of each year as may be 
sufficient for the transaction of business more pe­
culiarly relating to Irish affairs.

Frankfort.—Commercial affairs, which were im­

proving, have at once received a check by the 
warlike tone of the Diet, who, by a majority of 
seventeen, have refused to sanction the armistice 
which ha« been concluded between Prussia and 
Denmark. 

As this was a direct violation of the authorized 
step which Prussia had taken, the Ministry resigned 
in a body, on the 5:h inst. The debate took place 
in a crowded assembly, and amid much excite­
ment, 011 the motion that the National Assembly 
decrees the stopjiage of the military and other 
measures connected with the fulfilment of the con­
ditions of the armistice. The numbers were, ayes 
338, noes 321—majority 17. For the motion upon 
the queslion subsequently put, that the National 
Assembly resolves that the question, as to the stop­
page of the fulfilment of the armistice, shall not be 
put to the vote until some resolution as to the ar­
mistice itself has been formed by the Assembly, it 
was rejected by a vote of 244 to 230. The Assem­
bly broke up amid great tumuli. The Ministry 
met in council almost immediately afterwards,and, 
as before slated, resolved tel resign in a body. The 
city continued in a very disturbed state till a late 
hour at night;
