Full Accounts by .the America. 
New Outbreaks in Ireland—The Insurgents Suc­

cessful—The Waterford Mail Stopped—Bridges 
blown up—Policemen driven from their barracks— 
The Insurgents in possession of several strong 
holds and abundantly supplied with food by the 
Farmers—Capture of Cannon and Ammunition by 

. the Rebels in an attack on Oarraghmore, theseai 
of the Marquis of Waterford—Prospects of a re­
newal of the Holstein War—Threatened inter­
ference by Russia in the Italian War—Spread of 
the Cholera—Sanguinary atrocities and several 
battles in Hungary—Riot, in Saxony—Destruction 
of Messina by the Neapolitans—The Circassian j 
successful in their conflict with Russia. 

I R E L A N D .  
* The most exciting accounts have been received 
*rom Ireland of another outbreak in Tipperary. 
The accounts are, however, somewhat contradic­
tory. The following is from the Dublin and Liver­
pool papers : 

The ostensible cause of the outbreak iii said to be 
the seizure of crops by the landlords, for rent, which 
has so maddened the people, that a general rising 
is expected to take place throughout the South of 
Ireland. It is well known that the people around 
about Carrick, Clonmel, and Tipperary in the vi­
cinity of the slate ..and coal mines, are literally in a 
state of starvation, and rather than die by hunger, 
they have resolved on fighting. 

On the night of the 12th inst. there was a partial 
rising in VVaterford. The first outbreak was the 
stopping of the mails near Waterford, \yhicli, how­
ever, were ultimately allowed to proceed. An at­
tempt has been made to blow up the bridge at 
Granagh, over the Suir, and thus impede the ad­
vance of the military. The police and a party of 
the insurgents have had a brush at I'ortlaw ; the 
latter are said to have retreated after ten round«, 
leaving two killed. 

The news of the affair at Portlaw was received 
with much exultation. Three hundred men are said 
to have left Clonmel, in small parties, to join the 
insurrection. Two were arrested by the patrol, 
when pikes and provisions for three days, consist­
ing of bread, meat, and whiskey, were found upon 
them. 

Th^bells of Kiieash and Kally'line rung for at­
tack on Carrick-on-Suir ; buta messenger came out, 
staling that there were soldiers cBming (the 85ih on 
their march) and consequently the attempt was not 
made. 

The Cork Examiner, of the 13th, publishes the 
following : " Rumors have reached Cork this morn­
ing in reference to the illegal disturbances in the 
county of Waterford. 
" Information, we understand, reached the police 

authorities this day, that the police barrack at Port-
law was attacked at an early hour yesterday morn­
ing by a body of armed peasantry. The barrack 
was occupied by about ten police, commanded by 
Constable O'Regan. After a short struggle, the 
assailants were put to flight, but not without serious 
loss on either side ; two of the Iioliee having been 
shot, and several of the assailants having been 
either killed or severely wounded. It is not known 
positively whether the police were shot dead or 
seriously wounded. We give the report as it has 
reached us, without being enabled to add any con­
firmation to it. 
" It was rumored in Cork this morning that the 

bridge of Waterford had been blown up, or other­
wise destroyed, yesterday morning. It was also 
rumored that the bridge of Granogh-ferry, about a 
mile from the city of Waterford, and on the road 
to Carrick, had shared a similar fate. The arrival 
of the Youghal coach, at 12 o'clock, brought con­
firmatory intelligence in respect to the latter 
bridge. The troops stationed in Youghal barracks 
were dispatched at an early hour this morning to 
Cappoquin by steamer, on their route to the locali­
ties said to be disturbed. 
" It may be mentioned in confirmation of this 

mOtoiBv». -c .1— r-. „..I.. ihat 
two detachments have received orders lo hold 
themselves in immediate readiness to leave Cork 
garrison for Youghal and Middleton, to replace the 
troops sent on. They may have marched out of 
Cork before this." 

The Clonmel Chronicle of September 12fh, con­
tains the following: "The most exciting reports 
reached Clonmel this morning, of an ouibreak at 
Carrick-on-Suir. A man from that place came 
into Clonmel this morning, in great haste, bringing 
with him all the money he could collect, to get 
gn|ri for it. He describes Barring as being in an 
awful state ; the hills all round covered with armed 
men, who have forced all the farmei% to give bar­
rels of bread, meat and other supplies, as well as 
arms and ammunition. Many of them have been 
also forced to join the movement, and he slated 
that Carrick was to be taken forthwith. Not a la­
borer was to be seen between Carrick and Clon­
mel, until he reached this town ; all have joined 
the rebels on the hills, who are represented to num­
ber several thousands." 

By the cross coach from Clonmel to the Water-
ford road, we find that two countrymen were seen 
dead on yesterday morning, in the streets of Ihat 
town, having been shot by the police, in an affray 
between the people and that force. 

Arrangements of the Insurgents.—It is reported 
that Doheny hf,aded the armed insurgents who 
made the attack on Curraghmore for arms last 
night. He had taken the command of the Water-
ford rebel division, whose present rendezvous is to 
be Portlaw ; and the Tipperary rebel division, un­
der the command of O'Mahony, is to rendezvous at 
Slievenamon. 

Their commissariat is said to be most abundantly 
supplied at the expense of the neighboring farm­
houses ; and it is a condiiioi#in all recruits joining 
that they are* to bring arms, ammunition, and a* 
supply of bread, meat, etc., for a certain number of 
days. This has all the appearance of a determined 
and sanguinary rebellion. It is also reported that 
Gen. Macdonald has demanded an immediate rein­
forcement of artillery and cavalry. 

Six companies of the 60th Rifles left Dublin on 
the 15th, by railway, for the disturbed districts. 

The reports generally circulated if©Dublin are, 
that the Marquis of Waterford's house, at Curragh­
more, has been stormed, and a police barrack 
forced, and the arms of the men taken. 

WATERFORD, Sept. 12.—This county i'i once 
more in a slate of open disaffection : Carrick is in 
arms, some thousarfds being thoroughly armed with 
pikes, etc. Portlaw is also stirring, and report has 
it that Curraghmore, the seat of the Marquis of 
Waterford, had been attacked ; several pièces of 
cannon, and a number of small arms, powder, ball, 
etc., have bee» carried off. The Noble Marquis 
had not returned from the last Curragh meeting. 

The mail coach, while on ils way through this 
city, and passing through Mullinavat, was sur­
rounded by a large mob and detained for a consid­
erable time. 

Another letter from Wat^rford of the same date 
says : " Jas. Doolan, the mail guard, reported that 
he was stopped al Granagh bridge, within one mile 
and a half of this city, by 500 armed men, who de­
clared their intention of detaining the mail until 
the bridge was blown up, which it is said tljey en­
deavored to do, but failed in their purpose. The 
bridge has been visited by several persons to-day ; 
the battlements are much broken, and the centre 
torn up to a considerable extent. 

Latest Intelligence. 
Information lias been received here that vast 

crowds of the peasantry are thronging to the rebel 
camp from every direction. 

The following succinct account has reached us 
from Kilkenny : "The intelligence from Carrick 
and the surrounding districts has been, much more 
alarming than we had anticipated. No doubt now 
remains of the fact of an insurgent force having 
assembled and shown a spirit of the utmost deter­
mination. 

The main body of the rebels, said to be 1000 
'strong, is encamped on Aheny Hill, in the county 
of Tipperary, but immediately adjoining the slate 
quarries, in this county. The position is an ex­
tremely -strong one, and every possible measure 
appears to have b^en taken to add to its security. 

There is no doitbt that leaders of some miliary 
experience are in camp, and the peasantry are 
being regularly drilled. They are chiefly armed 
with pikes, but many have rifle*. Richard O Ger­
man is saiil to be the chief in command, and Do­
heny is also said to be among them. 

The commissariat is regularly supplied by the 
neighlmriiig farmers, who voluntarily send in cattle 

and other provisions, knowing that otherwise they 
would have to surrender them by compulsion. 

At about 4 o'clock, p. M., yesterday, a detach­
ment from the camp proceeded to the police bar­
rack of the Slate Quarries, which the constabulary 
had only quitted twenty minutes previously to take 
refuge at Pilton. 

The insurgents at sbrne distance from the house 
fired through the windows, but finding that there 
was not any person within, they soon took posses­
sion of it, and ultimately set it on fire, reducing the 
entire house and furniture to ashes. 

Rumor states that all other surrounding consta­
bulary stations were attacked, and that iu some 
cases the police were disarmed, while in others the 
men had fortunately quitted their barracks previ­
ously, and retired upon Carrick and Clonmel. 

The driver and guard of the Cork mail, which 
arrived here at about 10 o'clock last night, report 
that the police had quitted the Glenbower station, 
and had retired to that Nine-mile house. 

Shortly previous to the arrival of the coach at 
the latter place, a party of insurgents had sur­
rounded the station and demanded that the united 
parties within, numbering about ten men, should 
surrender their anus. The police refused, and 
upon the insurgents proceeding to attack the boust^ 
the little garrisuu firedibut and put the belligerents 
to flight. 

It is understood that Mr. Gavan Duffy will be 
put upon his trial, on a charge of high treason, 
before a special jury of the county of Dublin, 21st 
of October. • 

Lord John Russell has been summoned as a 
witness on the |>art of Mr. Smith O'Brien, and his 
lordship must attend the special commission which 
opens at Clonmel on the 21st. 

Three camps of the insurgents have been formed 
at jN'ew ton, Curraghmore and Pilton. 

Freeman's Journal Ojjire—Friday, 15, 41-
i'. M.—The train which arrived at the Kingsbridge 
station at 4 o'clock this morning, brought us no 
confirmation of the exciting rumors relative to the 
renewal of " insurrectionary movements" in the 
country, which some of our southern contempora­
ries have given to the public within the last few-
days. On the contrary the officials connected with 
the railway, and the passengers who arrived by the 
train, concur in representing the districts along the 
line to be perfectly tranquil and free from actual 
disturbance, or the apprehension of outbreak. 

The driver of the Clonmel car, who arrived at 
Kilkenny last evening, states that the most perfect 
tranquility prevailed along the entire of his route 
through Tipperary. 

F R A N C E .  
Our latest advices from Paris are not very satis­

factory. The Socialists were mustering their 
strength, having been very much dissatisfied with 
a speech made by M. Thiers. Government, it was 
supposed, would close the Clubs. It is thought the 
red republicans will carry the Paris elections. 

Generals Cavaignac and Lamoriciere are not on 
good terms—the former having, in the opinion of 
Lamoriciere, leant too much to the democratic party. 

The committee on the indemnity to be allowed to 
the colonial slave-holders have resolved that its 
amount shall be raised from 90 to 120 millions. It 
was also resolved that the one-third of this sum 
shall not be liable to the claims of creditors, but 
shall be exclusively applied to carrying on works 
in the plantations and colonies. 

The debate on the 8th clause of the preamble of 
the Constitution, upon which M. Mathieu (de la 
Drome) proposed an amendment recognizing the 
right of all citizens to labor, and to live by their 
labor, occupied the whole of Thursday's sitting of 
the Assembly. M. de Tocqueville dwelt for 
some time on the United States republic, for the 
purpose of showing that in that perfect democracy 
such principles as were put forward in France 
would not be tolerated for a moment. 

A great deal of conversation took place among 
the members of the Assembly with respect to the 

diat/» Mfe* 
to preserve Lombardy, Venice and the other Italiai# 
provinces as before ; that those provinces are to 
have constitutional institutions, and that the Sar­
dinians are to pay the expenses of the war. Other­
wise the war shall recommence immediately after 
the expiration of the armistice. England has de­
clared simultaneously that she will remain neutral 
in case of war between®ance and Austria. The 
Emperor Nicholas has declared to England that, if 
a French army should pass the Alps, he would 
march at the head of 200,000 men on the Rhine. 
Besides the decoration sent to Marshal Radetzky, 
a courier has carried twenty-two decorations to 
other officers. 

Private letters mention that the re (»ort that Gen. 
Cavaignac had been fired at was gaining ground. 

The Prefect of Police had published an account 
of the situation of Paris during the last ten days, in 
which he states that the most perfect tranquility 
prevailed in the capital ; that confidence was be-
ginning to revive on every point; that a slow but 
incontestible progress manifested iuglf in every 
branch of industry, and that at no former period, 
and under no previous regime, did Paris offer more 
respect for persons or more security for property. 

R U S S I A .  
The endeavors of the Czar to ameliorate the so­

cial condition of the lower orders, especially the 
serfs, are a source of great dissatisfaction to the 
aristocracy. 

It is reported in the German papers that the Rus­
sian army in the Caiîcàsus, commanded by Count 
Woronzow, has been literally cut to pieces by the 
chieftain Schamyl. It is also said that of 114,000 
men who formed the Russian corps w hich entered 
Wallachia, 1800 have died of cholera. 

H O L L A N D . .  
The Stouts Courant of the 10th contain» the 

twelve projects of the modified fundamental laK, 
as they have been adopted by both chambers of ine 
States General. 

The intelligence of the expedition of a fleet to the 
E'tst Indies has been confirmed. The Minister of 
War has issued orders for the immediate prepara­
tion of the troops destined for this service. 

II E L G I u M . • 
The Belgian 3Iinister has met with a gracious 

reception from Archduke John, the Vicar-General 
of the German Empire. 

S W I T Z E R L A N D .  
On the 3d inst. the Diet assembled, for the pur­

pose of declaring the acceptance of the Federal 
Constitution. _ It appears that '15i cantons, with a 
population of 1,899,517, voted in its favor, against 
5S cantons, with a population of 176,656, which 
were opposed to it. Tessino, with a population of 
113,922, has not yet voted on the question. 

I T A L Y .  
We learn by letters from Genoa, dated the 9th, 

that the British war-steamer Sidon,Capt. Anderson, 
had arrived there from Naples direct ; but brings 
no later news from Sicily. Naples was quiet. The 
Minister of War at Turin has published a procla­
mation to the soldiers of Lombardy, as " the new 
subjects of Piedmont," placing them under the 
same discipline as the Piedmontese troops. Tran­
quility was perfectly restored in Leghorn on the 7th. 

The Italian lV«r. — A telegraphic dispatch was 
received at Vienna on the 8th, which states that 
Albini has quilted Venice, with the Sardinian fleet, 
and that the Austrian fleet had set sail from Trieste, 
to blockade Venice. 

The Corrtere Livoruesse of the 7th contains an 
account of the return of the deputation sent to 
Florence by the insurgents. 

It appears that the park of artillery belonging to 
Sardinia, which had been retained by the ^us'rl" 
ans at PesHiiera, is to be given up by them, fit-
teen hundred cavalry have arrfved at Cr"mona to. 
escort it back into the Sardinian States. 

The National Xavuisun of the 11th speaks ol a 
confederation said to be concluded rietween the 
Italian powers, namely, Sardinia, 1 uscany, Rome 
and Naples—the latter on the condition that the 
Duke of Genoa do not accept the crown of Sicily, 
and that all the powers should offer their mediation 
between Sicily and Naples, to induce the former to 
accept one of the sons of Ferdinand. 

A decree of the Grand Duke was published, dated 
the 31st ult., dissolving the National Guard of .Leg­
horn. for the purpose of reorganizing it immediate­
ly. The town was immediately adorned with ban-
nerc, tapestry, $tc., and public rejoiciifgi ordered.

Our Express Messengers, who have made partic­

present an aspect of perfect, tranquility. This they 
infer, loo, from the fact that Messrs. Doheny,-fci'l 
O'Gorman, about whofD a variety of contradictory 
reports have been disseminated, were in tha Imme­
diate neighborhood, if not absolutely within tho 
city, on a certain evening last "week. » . 

An opityon prevails in several quarters, that ll$t 
present movement is merely a social one, stimulated 
by party, and not intended for the assertion of any " 
political right. 

Mr. Meagher has retained the services of Mr.
