He had been without food for
twenty-four hours, and having been repulsed from
the workhouse «door by the attendants, he had at-
wmpted 1o toke his own life and thus put an end
to his miserable existénee. He was sent back to
Jvnl'[nr fenr that he might make a second attempl.
