Adele Rissi m^de oath before Recorder Génois yes­
terday, that on Sunday night her husband, Pierre 
Kissi had a difficulty with Charles Bayon, and that 
on the following morning the latter sent her hus­
band a challenge to fight a duel. Warrants were 
issued for the arres^of both. 

Harvey, Ellen Cassidy, Rachel 
Myers, and Patrick Mclntyre, were sent before the 
First District Court, to be tried for vagrancy.... 
Louisa Brown, f. w. c., accused of assaulting and 
abusing a white woman, Bridget Burroughs, wan 
also committed for trial. 

Resetting a Prisoner.—William Christian was 
brought to the guardhouse on Sunday night last, 
charged by watchman Tlios. Ilennessy with rescu­
ing a prisoner from him, at the corner of Hospital 
and Front Levee streets, and also vCith striking him 
at the same time. The accused was liberated on 
giving bail to appear for examination. 

Another Stabbing Case.—John Teiles yesterday 
deposed before Recorder Génois, that between 10 
anil 11 o'clock on Sunday night last, a man named 
Charles Kreff had a difficulty with a man whose 
name deponent does not know in the Tivoli Garden, 
on Carondelet Walk, and that watchman Rumbleck 
advanced towards the parties, with a knife in his 
hand, apparently to quell the disturbance, but im­
mediately after he heard Kreff cry, " I am stabbed." 
The deponent adds that he learns Kreff was carried 
to the Hospital wounded, and that he believes the 
wound was inflicted by the watchman. Rumbleck 
was arrested on tlie accusation. 

Threatening a Wife.—Madame Barbara Alsdorfer 
preferred a charge yesterday against her husband, 
Peter Alsdorfer, of abusing and threatening her, in 
the vegetable market, on Sunday. The lady, ac­
cording to her own account, is in that pitiable situ­
ation known as " grass widowage "—her husband 
having deserted her for the last two months ; and 
as she declared she entertained serious fears of her 
life from Peter's violence, the RecorÄr required 
him to give bond to keep the pence.

Battery, Fighting, etc.—John Petit, charged with 
knocking down and stamping upon Joseph Ferouilet, 
was yesterday arrested and gave bail to appear for 
examination... .Benjamin Hill was also arrested 
for fighting on board the ship Indiana, and striking 
the police officer who arrested him. 

SECOND MUNICIPALITY—The Philipjxi street 
Murder.—Mrs. Mary Daley, widow of the deceased 
Patrick C. Daley, yesterday appeared before acting 
Recorder Golding and made affidavit that on Satur­
day morning last, a few minutes after 9 o'clock, 
while her husband was sitting in the privy, of her 
premises on Philippa street, between Hevia and

The accused was 
then arraigned on a charge of murder, and having 
through his counsel, Mr. Randell Hunt, pleaded 
not guilty,the Recorder appointed Friday next for 
the examination.

Gray, a widow lady residing on Celeste street, be­
tween Tchoupitoulas and Levee streets, yesterday 
entered complaints against Francis Duffy, John 
I Miffy and James McElroy of having, with a num-
lier of others mobbed her house, abused her and 
threatened lier with violence on the evenings of 
the 3d, 4th and äth inst.

By ISAAC JOHNSON, Governor of the State of Louisiana. 

WHEREAS, The failure to appropriate specifically the 
fund prov ided by law for the saopottof the Free Pub­

lic School» of this State must exert, 
unless prevented in time, a highly 
prejudicial influence on the great 

. cause of education, and the best in­
terests of humanity; and whereas, the importance of the 
matter, in this view of it, appears to call for the consideration 
of the Legislature at a period earlier than that of its next 
regular session in January, 1850, and to form%n extraordinary 
occasion, such as, in myjudgment, renders necessary the con­
vention of the two Houses a.s soon as may be practicable; I 
do, therefore, by this, my proclamation, convene the two 
Houses of the Legislature, to meet at the State-house in tue 

ive Senators and Representatives then and there to assemble, 
in order that they may devise and adopt such measures to put 
in successful oi>eration the Free Public Schools of th° State 
as to them, in the exercise of their wisdom aud discretion, 
may seem expedient and proper, and receive such informa­
tion, in relation to the affairs of the State generally, as at that 
time may be deemed advisable to submit them.
